As a Missourian and a member of a Missouri Corporation I am 
writing to you for any assistance you might be able to give. 


Two years ago the idea arose that Washington could give financial 
assistance to those who were seeking help , for exploration in the 
field of minerals or ores that would be of benefit to our country. 
With this idea in mind, we sent for their pamphlet "Exploration 
Assistance", Mr. J. William Hasler, Field Officer, Region III, 
Office of Minerals Exploration -- U. S. Geological Survey, Denver 
Federal Center, Building 53, 'Room 203, Denver, Colorado.. 
Mr. Hasler stated'to the Corporation that if we were fortunate 
enough to complete this questionnaire and Washington in turn.trans-
ferred the .field inspection to him, he would approve our request. 
We went according to the pamphlet and gave all the information 
requested, and more .. Mr. Johnson in Washington was the officer 
requesting additional information, which we completed and, sent to 
his office, as you would be able to see in our File OME-66L1-8. 
In Washington their version of exploration was altogether different 
than we had expected. It seems Washington wanted proof that there 
were millions of dollars showing ,before they would give any assistance 
at all. If we knew all this, 'we wouldn't need the help of anyone. 
Granted, we did ask for too much assistance and we filed a second, 
amended application. We know that with approximately $30,000 we 
can have a very prosperous corporation going. Our assay reports and

We feel factions may have entered 
in on our application that would benefit if we should give up our 
quest for help, but we have no such intentions. 


lam sending a copy of '!Mine and Quarry Information Supplement" for 
your information. Even thou gh Mr. Hasler in' his report to Washington 
refused our request for financial 'assistance, he still seems to think 
it is important that we continue to try to get financial assistance 
for mining our property. We feel we have a "just gripe" by being 
refused help on our ,amended application for $30,000 since te 
Government could easily be one of the greatest users of these 
natural resources. Is there anything you could do to . help us?

Introduction 


MINCO, INC. applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration 


August 5, 1967 for financial assistance to explore in the Silver	 2 
AMA 


Lode and Silver Streak groups of claims in Socorro County, Coioade. 


A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration 


in Washington, D. C. The examination was made on February 27 and 28, 


1968 by J. L. Gualtieri in the company of Mr. John H. Culp, President 


of MINCO, INC. AND Mr. Duain Mangum. 


The Property 


The Silver Lode and Silver Streak groups of claims are located 


in sections 10, 14 and 15, T. 3 S., R. 3 W., New Mexico Principal 


Meridian and Baseline, in the Water Canyon mining district, Socorro 


County, New Mexico. The property may be reached by traveling over 


U. S. HIghway 60 for 15 miles northwest from Socorro, over a narrow 


black-topped Forest Service road up Water Canyon for about 2 miles, 


and over an unimproved dirt road for about 1 mile northwest to the 


S. Strozzi ranch. There is no road from the Strozzi tanch to the 


easternmost claims, a distance of about 1/2 mile, but four-wheel-drive 


vehicles, carryalls, or pickup trucks can negotiate the ground. 


The westernmost claims can only be reached by foot. 


Maps and other data submitted by MINCO, INC. in their 


application are unclear as to the number of claims. On the maps the
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number of claims are variously shown as seven or nine. MINCO, INC. 


has included eight claim location notices with their application; 


there is a location notice for a Silver Lode claim, but not separate 


applications for the Silver Lode #1 and #2 claims which are shown 


on the claim map. According to Mr. Duain Mangum, there are five 


claims in the Silver Streak group, oriented north-south parallel 


to sections lines and two claims in the Silver Lode group, one 


oriented north-south and the other east-west. The two groups of 


claims are contiguous. All claims are unpatented and are held 


by location; however, according to Mr. Mangum, the southwest and 


southeast corners of the Silver Lode #1 claim had not been emplaced 


at the time of the investigation. The eight claim location notices 


are filed in the records at the Socorro County seat, Socorro, New 


Mexico.


Geology 


The country rock in the area of the Silver Lode and Silver 


Streak groups of claims is argillite of Precambrian age, considered 


to be the same unit described in the Magdalena (Laughlin and 


Koschmann, 1942, p. 7-8) and Water Canyon (Lasky and Wooton, 1933, 


p. 118) mining districts. The rock is not sufficiently metamorphosed 


to lose its bedded character, except locally in narrow zones where 


it is sheared and is schistose. The argillite forms a homoclinal 


structural element with strikes of N. 300 E. to N. 80 0 E., and dips 


of 35 0 to .75° SE. The exposed thickness of argillite in the claim 


area may exceed 2,000 feet.
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The argillite is intruded by porphyry and felsite . dikes and 


quartz veins. The porphyry dikes are as thick as 50 feet and trend 


northeasterly with generally vertical dips. They are obliquely 


oriented to the strike of the argillite beds. A body of porphyry 


of unknown morphology and size underlies the northwest part of 


the claim area. A felsite dike trends northward and dips about 45° 


eastward. Quartz veins are present at several places in the claim 


area as evidenced by white quartz fragments scattered through the 


argillite talus; they do not form outcrops and consequently trends 


or attitudes are not known. 


Faults may transect the argillite unit but they are not apparent. 


Schistose zones in the argillite.. may reflect movement that is 


parallel to the dip or strike of the argillite beds. The porphyry 


dikes may be intruded along previous existing faults but this cannot 


be proven. Tectonic breccia and crudely slicked surfaces along the 


dike walls, however, are considered tentative evidence of post-dike 


movement.


Ore Bodies and Workings 


The deposits which MINCO, INC. wishes to explore are located 


on the Silver Lode #1 claim as shown on the claim map enclosed 


with the application. The deposits occur in two separate veins. 


The veins lie parallel to the bedding of the argillite and to 


each other. They are separated by a distance of 30 to 40 feet 


in a direction normal to their dip planes. They are referred to 


herein as the north vein and the south .vein.
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The north vein has a thickness of 12 to 14 inches, where exposed. 


It strikes N. 800 E. and dips 
550 SE. It is exposed only for a foot 


or so in a partly talus-filled elongate open pit oriented along the 


strike of the vein. The visible vein material is weathered, and 


appears composed mainly of oxidized iron-bearing minerals and 


possibly manganiferous material. Parts of the vein are vuggy and 


contain quartz veinlets. No ore minerals of copper or silver are 


discernible in the vein itself. Fragments of fractured argillite 


in dump material are coated with black iron-bearing and/or mangan-


iferous-bearing material, and malachite. The fragments are assumed 


to have come from wall rock adjacent to the vein. According to 


Mr. Duain Mangum, the malachite "bloom" formed after the rock was 


removed from the working face and lay exposed on the dump.

The analytical results are self-explanatory.
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The south vein is about 4 inches thick and strikes N. 750 E. 


and dips 75 6 SE; the vein is somewhat undulatory and the obtained 


attitude is a general one. The vein is exposed for a distance 


of about 20 feet along its dip. The vein has been explored by 


three closely spaced workings: the lowest and most southerly working 


is an elongate open pit, now waste filled, apparently excavated 


along the strike of the vein; the second working, a drift, slightly 


higher and nearly in line with the first and blocked from entry 


by cave and talus, is driven along the strike of the vein; the 


third working located several feet higher and north of the second, 


UP dip on the vein, is a drift about 10 feet long that narrows 


from the adit to the working face. The vein is exposed only in 


this working and higher on the cliff face. 


The vein material appears in places to be composed of altered 


brecciated and comminuted material, probably argillite. }rimary 


sulphide ore minerals are not commonly present along the exposed 


part of the vein. Malachite "bloom" was noted in one place, on 


the exposed surface of the vein. It is also present in blotches on 


• foot-wall surface from which vein material , was mined. In taking 


• channel sample of the vein where malachite "bloom" was noted, 


• walnut-sized nodule of chalcopyrite was extracted from beneath 


the vein surface. This nodule, no doubt, largely accounted from 


the high silver and copper values in the sample analysis. Magnetite 


was found in the vein where the vein is exposed in the accessible 


drift.
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The small vein can be traced to a point about 15 feet diagonally 


above the accessible drift; there it abuts or is truncated by a 


northeast-trending porphyry dike. This dike, herein referred to 


as the north dike, is one of two present in the area of the veins. 


The vein can neither be traced into the dike nor along the dike wall. 


The person or persons who first prospected the deposit apparently 


assumed that the vein had been transected by the dike and continued 


on strike on the opposite side of the dike.

Sample 6648-2 is notable because of its high values in silver and 


copper and because it was taken from the only place where the vein is 


visibly, mineralized with copper; the values are clearly much higher than 


the expectable average, considering the barren appearance of the vein. 


-s
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Values obtained for samples 6648-2 and 6648-4 are expected to more 


nearly represent the average grade of vein material. 


An adit, from which is driven a 50 to 60 foot-drift, is located, 


about 35 feet below and a few feet northeast of the open pit workings 


on the north vein. The adit is partially blocked with talus and 


the innermost part of the drift is inaccessible due to cave. The 


drift is driven through . a northeast-trending porphyry dike into 


argillite. This dike, herein known as the south dike, is roughly 


parallel to the north dike but is not as extensive. It is 'located 


less than 100 feet from the north dike an& may join it at depth. 


The drift trends parallel to the strike of the veins and there may 


be a crosscut driven from the drift to intersect the veins. Both 


magnetite-bearing and malachite-mottled rock fragments are found 


on the dump but these could have come down from a higher working. 


The contact of the dike and argillite, where seen in the drift, 


is brecciated. This breccia appears to be a tectonic breccia rather 


than an intrusion breccia, and is considered to have been produced 


by post-dike movement. The south dike is not observed to transect 


the veins; the area where the veins and dike would intersect is 


covered with a mantle of argillite talus. In any case the veins 


are not known to extend east of a line on trend with the dike 


and they may be truncated by a pre-dike or post-dikefault.
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Conclusions 


Considering the geology of the claim area and the results of 


analyses of samples taken in the course of the examination the 


following conclusions have been reached: 


(1) The tenor of vein material, although locally high is not 


consistently so; high values obtained in some samples do not reflect 


the average expected for the vein as a whole. The same relationship 


must be expected to prevail at depth. 


(2) Calculations based on highest combined values of silver, 


• gold and copper in the respective veins, observed vein thicknesses, 


a standard working face of 5 x 7 feet, and 13 cubic feet per ton 


of mined material, show that mining the veins would be uneconomical 


at going market prices.  


(3) The known lateral extent of the veins is not more -than 


100 feet; fault movement, part of which possibly predates, but 


which in any case postdates the intrusion of the porphyry dikes, 


appears totruncate the veins. The faults may merge at depth and 


limit the downward extent of the-veins.. Vein material, were the 


material economically minable, maybe insufficient to amortize the 


considerable investment of gaining access to and exploring the 


deposit. 


(4). The expectation of finding economically minable deposits 


similar to those in the Magdalena (Loughlin and Koschmánn, 1942, 


p. 104) and Water Canyon (Lasky and Wooton, 1933, p. 118) districts
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is extremely remote. The deposits in the Magdalena and. Water Canyon 


districts have formed in the Kelly Limestone by-replacement. This 


unit, which overlies the argillite, has been eroded from the claim 


area.


Recommendations 


It is recommended that the application be denied, and denied 


with pjdice. The low-grade character and apparent limited extent 


of the veins does not justify the program proposed by MINCO, INC. 


for exploring these deposits. Further, it seems unlikely that any 


program of further prospecting or exploration will prove the presence 


of economically exploitable deposits on the applicant's claims.

We are enclosing 
additional information in support of the subject application for 
exploration assistance.

In your letter of November 6, 1967, you requested supporting 
evidence to the McKenzie report.

To clarify the McKenzie report, it should have read, Silver Lode #1 
and Silver Lode #2, instead of Copper Lode #1 and #2. 


We are enclosing a third bid as two have already been submitted. 


The road construction can be reduced considerably as the property 
can be driven to with very little grading; Silver Lode #1 and #2 
will have to have some road construction, but this work will be . held 
to a minimum as you suggested. 


We.propose to do as much of this exploration work as possible our-
selves, sub-contracting only where necessary. The McKenzie report 
proposals and. cost will be used as our basis for the core drilling 
unless we can obtain the equipment and do the drilling ourselves.
