In reply to your letter of Qctober 12, 1950, I am forward-
ing for your consideration the information at my disposal on the
two mineral concessions held by me in Cubs.

I. The Sean Miguel minersl concession is situated approxi=-
mately 8 kilometers south of the village of Los Minas, District of
Bueycito, province of Oriente, Cuba. It comprises an area of
18,000,000 square meters. The concession may be approached by road
from Beyamo, south of Los Mines and by dry weather road and trail
from los Mines to the property. The property itself is unequally
bisected by a deep valley from north to south through which the
Buey River and its lateral drasinage flows. There are no utilities
in the area, but adequate water for mining and milling purposes is
avavailable in some of the tributaries &s well as in the main river
itself. (Plan of area enclosed)

Geological Setting

The property is situeted on the north flank of the Sierra
msestrsa lNountains. This mountain range is composed of a complex of
igneous and sedimentary rocks of late cretaceous or early Tertiary

age. The most'significant geological formations of the area are
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the following:
(1) The Cobre Series
These consist of well stratified pyroclastic rocks, lava
flows end merine sediments estimated to be 14,625 feet to as much
as 20,000 feet in thickness.
(2) Batholithic Intrusives
These are intrusive igneous rocks (granodiorites) which
cut the Cobre Series south of the area and which appear to be
responsible for at least part of'the minerelization.
(3) Basalt Intrusives
Thought to be younger than the granodiorites also cutting
the Cobre Series and may possibly be responsible for the Copper

mineralization.

rhis earea was mined first by the Spaniards in the decade
of 1780 to 1790 and later by French interests in the latter part of
the 19th centurj. Other mining activity may have been carried on
for the historical development of the various tunnels, pits and
excavaetions are not historically recorded. The ore was mined and
shipped by mule pack over mountainous terrain esnd refined and
smelted in Europe.

Evidence of mineralization is clearly shown in the old’
-mining operations as weli as in the bare rock slopes in several
places throughout the area; this has been verified by Professor

Helgi Johnson of Rutgers University, New Brunswick,bNew Jersey who
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briefly examined the area in August of 1949. His opinion is that
further exploration is definitely warranted.

The mineralization consists of & mixture of copper in the
form of both secqndary and primary ore minerasls, and at least one
sample has shown values for zinc. The following assays based on
spot sempling does not purport to be more than an indication of ore

tenures. The assays were mede by Ledoux, New York and are reproduced

below:

Vein 4 1.76% 14.00%

Besides this, gold values have been discovered within at least one

other vein.

1I. The Issbelle Property is located in the District of
Bueyecito also in the province of Oriente, Cuba. It is a small area
comprising 138 acres, being approximately 380 metérs wide by 700
meters long. Very little is known about this prospect except that
an excavation hes disclosed the presence of & minerelized vein and
a sample from the excavation shows that it conteins 1.520 troy ounces
of pletinum. The sampling must obviously have been a spot sample
rather then an average sample. The plan of the Isebella is enclosed
"with this correspondence and was made by a surve& officeé of the

Cuban Survey in 1937.
