The above -described propekt,ies constit,ute the entire
mining area and are known as The Marshall Mine.


The Original (long form) Contract was issued under dat,e
of September 19, 1991, and subsequent,1y an Amended (short form)
Contract, was issued under date of May 29, 1993. The last, part of
Annex II, atatached t,o the Amended Contract, reads as follows:


"Said royalt,y shall be a pe reentage of †,he
net smelter returns, the net concentrat,or
returns; or other net amounts reali zed from
the sale or other disposit,ion of any such
production, in whatever £orm disposed of,
including ore, concentrat.es, or metal."


The mineral mined is copper, and royalties would have to
be paid the Government, on all production for a period of 10 years,
from September 19, 1991, which is the date of the Original Cont,ract.
The royalty payment,s would terminate any time during the 10-year
period, provided the Government Loan is paid in full.


The Amended Contract,, dated May 29, 1963, showed the tot,al
estimated cost of the project, as $7h,621.37 and †,he Government.
participation at 50$ as $37, 310.68, and Amendment. No. 1 shows the
completion date t,o be prior to January 1, 1996.

The total Government participation, as of Augusf 31, 1964,
amounts to $26,623.52 and the royalty repayments, as of July 31, 195¼,
amount to $3,191.96, which would leave an unpaid balance of the
Government Loan in amount, of $23,431.56, as of August 31, 1954.
There were no ore shipments to the American Smelting and Refining
Company, Garfield, Utah, during the month of August 19§¼ due to strike
conditions at the. smelter. Therefore, no royalties were paid during
August 196h. .


III SCOPE OF AUDIT AND FINDINGS


The audit was limited †,o determining the accuracy and
propriety of royalty repayments, received by the Finance Officer,
for the period August 30, 1992 to July 28, 1994, and a determination
that, all indicated sales of ores subject to repayment royalties under
the exploration contract, for which settlement sheets had been
released, have been properly accounted for.


The extent, of the audit and the findings follows:


Conference with 3Kecutive Officer


Conference with the Executive Officer and certain information
furnished by †,he Examining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, during the
audit disclosed the žollowings


The operator does not stockpile ore subject to royalty
repayment. All ore produced and sold by The Marshall Mining Company
is subject t,o royalty repayment.. The ore p2nduced at the mine is
segregated between good ore and waste. The good ore is transported
one mile by dump track to Contact, Nevada, where it is loaded into
railroad freight cars and transported to American Smalting and
Refining Company's Plant .at Garfield, Utah. The waste taken from
the mine has no commercial value.


The operator has a purchase agreement, dated May 12, 1962,
with the American Smelting and Refining Company, Garfield, Utah,
(Copy attached) and copper price is based on weekly quotations by
the Engineering and Mining Journal, gold price is based on present
Mint price of $3h.9125 per Troy ounce, silver at 99% of average
Handy er Harman, New York weekly silver quotatione. The operator
does not pay for the cost of assay work, and accepts the Bayert s
assay analysis. This procedure is in accordance with contract terms.


It was agreed that the operat,or was producing and shipping
are in a reasonably efficient, manner to insure an adequate recovery.







Audit of Settlement Statements
i


A complete review was made of all settlement statements,
and the žollowing schedules prepated, which form part of this report:


Schedule of Royalty Repayments
Sohedule of Royalty Purchases by Smelter


The Schedule of Royalty repayments was prepared from the
finance office records, and verified to the certificates of deposit,
and the total royalty repayments for the period August 30, 1992 to
July 28, 199¼, in amount of Š3,191.96, was in agreement with the
finance office ledger account. This amount was also verified in
detail to the operatoria cash disbursement records.


The Schedule of Royalty Purchases by Seelter was prepared
from the smelter settlement statements. The verification of these
settlement statements included the calculations of gross 1bs. shipped,
less moisture, to obtain the dry lbe. shipped and the conversion of
each shipment to dry tons (2,000 lbs.) and computing the not value
per dry ton for the purpose of determining the applicable royalty
percentage. A sufficient test of the mathematical accuracy of the
gross value shown on settlement statements was made, together with
verification of quoted prices and no errors were discovered.


Audit of Operator's Records .


The operator does not maintain a general ledger, however,
a separate cash receipt and disbursement record is maintained together
with a separate bank account for mining operations, and at the end of
each calendar year, William Dolge & Company, Certified Publio Accountants
reconcile the bank account and review the yearts transactions and than
prepare a balance sheet and profit and loss statement.


The checks received from the American Smelting and Refining
Company are ent.ered in the cash receipt record and these checks agree
with the smelter settlement statements, which show the not amount due
the operator. The cash disbursement record listed all che¢ks payable
to the Governmen for royalty repayments, and the audit disclosed
tuhat these repayments had been promptly made.


The operator does not maintain a production record, however,
the operator doee maintain work sheets which list all the settlement
sheets received from the smelter. These work sheets show the
operatort s lot number, gross lbs., moisture lbs., net lbs., and net,
tonnage of each shipment. Also the gross value, freight deductions
and not value, together with the production of lba. of copper and
ounces of gold and silver, obtained from each shipment. These work
sheets were examined during t,he course of the audit. .


The ore produced at, the mine is segregated between good
ore and waste. The good ore is transported one mile by dump truck
from the mine †,o Contact, Nevada where it is loaded into freight
cars, and after the †,ruck loads equal a minimum carload of 60 tons







the freight car is ready for shipment to the smelter at Garfield
Utah. As there is no freight agent at Contact, Nevada, the operator
prepares a bill of lading and shows a memorandum weight of 100,000
lbs. This bill of lading is picked up by train crew and taken to
Twin Falla, Idaho, a distance of 65 miles, where the railroad agent


completes the bill of lading. However, the actual freight charges
are not determined until the freight car arrives at the smelter.
The waste taken from the mine has no commerical value. .


IV CONCLUSIONS


The audit has confirmed the accuracy and propriety of
the royalty repayments received by the Finance Officer during


the period August 30, 1992 to July 28, 199h. It has also determined
that all indicated sales of ore subject to repayment royalties under
the exploration contract, for which settlement statement haYe been
released, have been properly accounted for, other than the net, over-
payment, of $6.h3 made to the Government, covering minor errors in
royalty calculations, and detailed in attached Schedule of Royalty


. Purchases by Smelter. Due to the small amount involved, no adjust-
ment was made in this audit report, however, the operator can
deduct this overpayment from future royalty repayments should he
so desire.

Certification.--If the
Government considers that a discovery or development from
which production may be made has resulted from the work, the
Government, at any time not later than six months after the
Operator has rendered the final report and final account, may
so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification

b. Royalty on production.--The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operator is the producer, or as surety, if the
Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Governmeg fa
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land, as
follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the
Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or devel ment, for a period of ten years from the date
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever
occurs first.


c. Basis for computation.--The Government's royalty
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal,
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point);
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular
course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment proc-
esses performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by
the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator), shall b.e allowed
as deductions in arriving at the 'gross proceeds" as that term
is used herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling

Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
1ble in arriving at the "gross proceeds" aus that term is here
used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other
production after it is extracted from the ground, to put it
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating
or manufacturing.


d. Unsold production.--If any production (ore,
concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse of six
months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground,
remains neither sold nor used by the Operator in integrated
manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if
it is stockpiled), the Government, at its option, as long as
it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore,
concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Govern-
ment elects to require computation and payment. If any
production is used by the Operator in integrated manufactur-
ing or fabricating operations before the Government makes
its election, the Government's.royalty on such production ,
shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which,
and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations
for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax deter-
mination, or the market value, whichever is greater.


e. Percentages of royalty.--The percentages of
the Government's royalty shall be as follows:

An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, millmen, etc.), and of
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.

The Bureau of Mines is directed by Sec. 7(a) of Public Law 520 - 79th Congress -
to investigate domestic mineral resources with a view to developing greater reserves
of those minerals which are essential to national defense or industry, and of which
our present or probable future supplies are inadequate. The development program re-
sulting from this legislation is based largely on the systematic examination of known
mineral occurrences; a few carefully selected deposits are developed further by
trenching, test-pitting, drilling, or other means. A development project must show
promise of making a substantial contribution to the national security or economy,
relative to the effort expended. The emphasis placed upon different mineral commod-
ities will vary from time to time in accordance with changes in the trend of indus-
trial demand and the needs of the stockpiling program.


It is not intended that the Bureau's development work shall duplicate or sup-
plant the efforts of private industry, hence its projects are largely centered on
deposits which are marginal in character or for some reason do not appear to justify
private investment.


The results of preliminary examinations are not ordinarily released for publi-
cation, nor can the exomination reports be made available to owners or other than
Government agencies. The factual data resulting from development projects, includ-
ing sampling and assaying data, are made available to owners upon conclusion of the
projects, however, and are published as soon as possible afterward.


Applications for examinations or development projects are unnecessary, bu.t in-
itial investigation may be greatly assisted by complete factual information from in-
terested parties. Examinations and other investigations will be made only in accord
with the best judgment of the Bureau's engineers and the limitations of funds and
personnel.

The final report, dated June 22, 1956, on this project by '
R. W. Osterstock and R. M. Smith, Geological Survey, and H. W. Jones,
Bureau of Mines, has been reviewed and found adequate. .


Exploration was done under an original contràct Idm-E 153
dated September 19, 1951, and an amended contract Idm-E 153 (amended)
dated May 29, 1953. Under the original contract the work consisted
of moviñg in a building and equipment, rehabilitating 1329.1 feet of
the Ilo crosscut, drifting 174.3 feet on the vein east of the cross-
cut,.rehabilitating 1146.6 feet of the Ilo drift, and drifting 261.1
feet west to the Delano shaft. Under the amended contract the work
consisted of 986 feet of crosscut west of the Delano shaft. Although
1015.6 feet were authorized, 29.6 feet of the project was not completed.


The exploration made accessible about 25,000 tons of known
oxidized ore along the Ilo drift, discovered 5,000 tons of ore by the
west drift and 1,000 tons by the east drift, and 31,000 tons of in-
ferred ore. Total reserves made more accessible from the Ilo level
are estimated to 62,000 tons averaging 3.5 percent copper, .1 ounce of
silver, and 0.2 ounces of gold per ton.


Since reopening the Ilo level, about 9,000 tons of ore has
been mined and DMFA has received $4,274.62 in royalties. No payments
are owing.

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INTRODUCTION


The Marshall mine, also known as the Nevada-Bellevue


mine, Contact, Elko County, Nevada, was explored by the


Marshall brothers, 36 Fifth Street, San Francisco, California,


and by Murray A. Schutz, 127 Montgomery Street, San Francisco,


California, in cooperation with the Defense Minerals Exploration


Administration, docket DMA-67X. Two DMEA contracts were


executed, the original contract Idm-El53 dated September 19, 1951,


and an amended contract Idm-E153 (amended) dated May 29, 1953.


Exploratory work under the original contract was started in


October 1951 and completed in October 1952. Work under the


amended contract was started August 29, 1953 and was stopped


incomplete October 8, 1955, when the operator's lease was


cancelled. All of the original contract and the first part of the


amended contract was completed by the Marshall brothers. The


contract was assigned to Murray A. Schutz on November 26, 1954


who performed the rest of the work under the amended contract.


An examination to evaluate the completed project was made


on October 20, 1955 by H. W. Jones, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and


R. W. Osterstock, U. S. Geological Survey.
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SUMMARY


The purpose of the project was to explore for oxidized copper


ore in the Nevada-Bellevue vein east and west from the existing


drift on the Ilo level, and (under the amended contract) for


oxidized copper ore in the downward continuation of the Dunkle


vein, which is inferred to be also the faulted continuation of the


Nevada-Bellevue vein, west of the Delano shaft.


The exploratory work under the original contract consisted


of moving in a building and equipment, of rehabilitating the Ilo


crosscut (1329.1 ft.), drifting east from the crosscut onthe vein


(174. 3 ft.), rehabilitating the Ilo drift (1146. 6 ft.), and drifting


west to the Delano shaft (261. 1 ft.). Work under the amended


contract consisted of 986 feet of crosscut west of the Delano shaft.


This part of the project was not finished and 29. 6 feet of the .


1, 015. 6 feet authorized by the contract is unused.


The principal accomplishment of the work under the original


contract was to make accessible about 25, 000 tons of known oxidized


copper ore along the Ilo drift. In addition, ore was discovered by


the DMEA drifting -- 5, 000 tons by the west drift, and 1, 000 tons


by the east drift. Work under the amended contract was not


completed. Tlie .crosscut did not reach the target area but the vein

is inferred to contain about 31, 000 tons. The total reserves of


all classes made more accessible from the Ilo level by DMEA are


estimated to be 62, 000 tons averaging about 3. 5 percent copper,


1 oz. of silver, and 0. 2 oz. of gold per ton.


During the life of, and as a result of, the DMEA project, higher


grade ore bodies along the old Ilo drift have been mined. Since


reopening the Ilo level, about 9, 000 tons of ore has been mined and .


the DMEA has received $4, 274. 62 in royalties. No payments are


owing.

CONGLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS


That part of the project east of the Delano shaft was capably


done and the veia adequately explored. The new ore that was


discovered and the old reserves that were made accessible for


mmmg were not of commercial grade in 1953 at 29-cent copper,


but are commercial now with 47-cent copper. Continued small


production can be expected from the Nevada-Bellevue vein.


That part of the project west of the shaft was not completed


owing to poor supervision and management. No production can be


expected from the Dunkle vein until exploration is completed, but


a few feet of crosscutting or long--hole drilling at the face will


probably locate the vein. This work is recommended, although it

LOGATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES


A gravel road leads northwesterly 1. 5 miles from Kings


Station on U. S. Highway 93, through the old town of Contact to


the mine. The mine is accessible throughout the year.


The nearest supply center is Wells, Nevada, about 52 miles


south. Labor is housed in and around Contact. Power is supplied


by diesel and gasoline engines and water is piped to the mine from


a nearby spring. A aiding on a branch line of the Oregon Shortline


Railway is located 1. 5 miles from the mine and supplies, timber,


and explosives are obtained in Wells, or in Twin Falls, Idaho,


about 63 miles north of Gontact.


PROPERTY


The patented claims: Allen, Delano No. 1, Delano No. 2,


Bellevue, Copper King, Copper King No. 2, Arkansas, Western


Union, and the unpatentect Lincoln claim are all included in the

Several hundred feet of underground drifts, stopes and


winzes were served in part by the Delano shaft, now caved, and


by old tunnels. Underground access at present is through the


Ilo tunnel, 3, 846 feet iri length, which serves as a haulageway


for current operations.


Recorded production from 1917 through November 1955


amounted to 25, 331 tons of crude ore containing 311.9 oz. gold,


27, 911 oz. silver, an4 1, 849, 572 lbs. copper. Production from


September 1952 through Noyember 22, 1955 amounted to -8, 445 dry

Ore is shipped to the American Smelting and Refining Co. ,


Garfield, Utah. A premium of $1.00 per ton is paid for the high .

THE PROJECT


The work was justified by the past production from the


Nevada-Bellevue and Dunkle veins, by the pe.rsiatence of the vein


structure for 2, 000 feet along the strike, and by the inference that


additional ore bodies would he found along the strike of the vein. '
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All of the work was on the Ilo tunnel level.


Under the original contract two stages of work were


authorized: Stage I -- move and rehabilitate a building, install


equipment, and rehabilitate 1, 360 feet of the Ilo level; Stage II --


drift 900 feet east and I, 350 feet west on the main vein. Two


amendments increased wages at no increase in total cost and


extended the completion date.


All of the work in Stage I was completed but only a part


of the work in.Stage II. The east drift was driven 174. 3 feet,


the first 40 feet of which was in ore, but work was terminated


because the vein pinched and was found to be only a few inches


wide and.discontinuous. The west drift was driven 261.1 feet to


the Delano shaft along the main vein which averaged 2. 6 feet wide and


3.8 percent copper.

of the Delano shaft additional funds were authorized by the amended


contract.







Work authorized in the amended contract was, 600 feet of


drifting, 100 feet of raising, and 100 feet of sublevel drifting to


explore for the faulted continuation of the Nevada-Bellevue vein


west of the Delano shaft.


It was impractical to start the drift in the caved shaft, so


a second drift was driven in firm ground south of the shaft and


DMEA measurements started from the projected shaft position.


First attempts to crosscut north to the vein just west of the fault


mone (fig. 2) were unsuccessful owing to severe caving. A thin


quarta vein containing a little hornite was tentatively identified


by the operator as the Nevada-Bellevue vein but drifting revealed


that it was too discontinuous to be the main vein. It was then


concluded that. the best course would be crosscutting westerly to


a point down dip from the Dunkle workings. The contract was


accordingly amended (No. 3) to allow 1, 015. 6 feet of crosscutting


and drifting to explore the area directly down dip from the Dunkle


workings. Amendmenta also extended the completion date to


November 1, 1955.


All of the original contract, and the first part of the amended


contract, was completed by the Marshall brothers. Murray A. Schuta,


the assignee, performed the rest of the work under the amended


contract. The engineer for the assignee spent yery little time at


the project and contributed little toward expediting the work and,
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as a consequence, progress was slow.


A total of 98.6 feet of crosscut and drift was completed under


the amended contract, and 435. 5 feet of drift plus 2, 475. 7 feet of


drift rehabilitation under the original contract.

GEOLOGY


The Contact mining district is. underlain principally by


Carboniferous sedimentary rocks intruded by a granodiorite stock.


A veneer of Tertiary volcanics and lake beds partly mantled by


Quaternary alluvium obscures some of the geologic features.


The geology of the district is most recently described by


F. C. Schrader (The Contact Mining District, Nevada, U. S.


Geological Survey Bull. 847a, pp. 1-4I, 1935). Schrader notes


that Paleozoic strata, consisting mostly of thick-bedded limestone,


quartaite and argillaceous beds, form an irregular belt from one


to several miles wide surrounding the central granodiorite mass.


The strata are flexed into a gentle dome with the intrusive


granodiorite mass as the core.


In the area of the Marshall mine, the sedimentary rocks are


mostly quartzite and slate; these strata are identified Carboniferous


in age from faunal evidence. The granodiorite-quartzite contact


exposed in the Ilo tunnel is on the northern contact of the intrusive


mass.approximately one and one-half miles west of the present


townsite of Contact, Nevada. Except for the small. quartzite


exposure where the Ilo tunnel level intersects the Nevada-Bellevue
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vein, the mine workings are entirely within the granodiorite.. This


rock varies from gray to green on fresh surfaces and is medium-grained


with local porphyritic phases.


The major structural feature of the mine area is the strong,


northeasterly-atriking, southeast-dipping Nevada-Bellevue vein.


All of the mining operations have heen on this structure. Recent


exploration activity has demonstrated that the Nevada-Bellevue vein


is offset at one or more points by strong northerly··striking, nearly


vertical, crossfaults.


ORE DEPOSITS


The entire production of the Marshall mine has come from


the Nevada--Bellevue vein. Except for a small segment of the vein


in quartzite where the Ilo tunnel intersects the vein, granodiorite is


the kost rock for the ore minerals.


Schrader.has classified the Marshall mine as a "fissure vein"


deposit and his maps indicate that ore was produced from a


"main vein" and to a lesser extent from parallel hanging-. and


footwall veins. The "main vein", identified by its massive vem


quartz content, outcrops holdly at the surface and may be traced


over 1, 000 feet along strike. Prior to the inception of the DMEA


program the Nevada-Bellevue vein had been exposed underground


over 1, 000 feet also, the workings extended approximately 400 feet


downdip.
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Not all of the exposed portions of the vein have been minable,


as it ranges in width from a few inches to 8 feet.


Throughout the workings the mineralized portions of the vein


have been almost entirely oxidized and contain malachite,


chrysocolla and some cuprite. In a few localities minor amounts of


chalcopyrite, chalcocite and bornite remain as relicts in the


oxidized material.. Some enrichment by chalcocite is inferred at


the water table, helow the largest are shoots. This may be as


much as 100 feet below the Ilo tunnel level. Most of the oxide


copper minerals are in the quartz vein itself and to a lesser extent


in fractures in the adjacent granodiorite wall rock. Alteration of


the granodiorite in close proximity to the copper-bearing vein is


quite pronounced; many of the feldspars, particularly the larger


phenocrysts have been altered to copper stained clay minerals,


and in some places the. original texture of the rock is completely


obscured by the alteration. The average grade of the ore on the Ilo


tunnel level is 3. 53 percent copper and the average width is 3. 3 feet.


Outcropa of the copper-bearing quartz vein are more sporadic


and less conspicuous to the southwest of the Marshall mine. The


Dunkle.adit (about TOO feet west of the Delano shaft) has exposed


a copper..bearing quartz vein near the surface. This structure is
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approximately parallel in strike and dip to the main Nevada •Bellevue


vein and is tentatively identified as the same vein structure offset


to the north by a strong crossfault. Caved conditions of the Dunkle


workings preclude more than a cursory inspection. Samples taken


from the open unstoped portions of the vein contained an average of


1. 62 percent copper. This vein contains a higher average silver


content than is shown along the Ilo tunnel level.

ORE RESERVES


In the report which.described the work performed under


the original contract, it was stated that in the final 261 feet of


drifting along the Nevada-Bellevue vein only two samples assayed


over 5 percent copper and even these sample areas would not be


economic if a 5-foot stoping width were maintained. Thus, although


no commercially exploitable ore is present in this segment of the


vein, the 261-foot segment for 45 feet above and below the Ilo


tunnel level contains 5, 000 tons of matei·ial averaging 3. 8 percent


copper, 0. 52 oz. silver, and 0, 016 oz. gold. The average width -


of samples in this block is 2. 6 feet. The remainder of the Ilo


tunnel level exposure of the Nevada-Bellevue vein to the east of


the final 261-foot segment is estimated to contain 30, 958 tons of


material averaging 3. 53 percent copper, 0. 958 oz. silver, and


0. 05 oz. gold over a strike length of 1, 191 feet with vertical


limits of 45 feet above and below the Ilo tunnel level. Since

this estimate was made there have been some highly selective


stoping operations which have reduced the figure by a fevr hundred


tons.


The grade along the vein in the Dunkle workings is 1. 62 percent


copper, 2.

It was originally inferred that similar grades and vein


widths would be found along the unexplored segment of the


Nevada-Bellevue vein west of the Delano shaft. Unfortunately, the


offset segment of the Nevada-Bellevue (Dunkle) vein was not


encountered in the most recent DMEA work and the ore potential


of this segment has not been determined. There is, however, no


reason to believe that this unexplored portion of the vein will not


yield, when it is eventually exposed, substantially the same


tonnage (31, 000 tons) and the same grade and width as originally


predicted.

As Mr. Ricker, Executive Officer of the DMEA Field Team at
Reno, has probably told you, my associates and I were ordered
off the property of the Marshall mine in Elko County, Nevada
last fall. It was our opinion that we had a sufficient exten-
sion from the Marshalls to continue the work we had started.
Otherwise we would have surrendered our contract and left the
property probably a year ago in January.


The Marshalls did everything possible to encourage us to con-
tinue and spend our money, together with the assistance we
were receiving from DMEA. However, when the price of copper
went up last summer they began sending us demands certainly
not justified by the present operations at Contact. What they
evidently wanted to do was ship various dumps that they had on
the property - I believe such dumps were the result of mining
many years ago. Now we do not know whether or not, under our
BlBA contract., we are responsible for any òre shipped from such
dumps, though on same ore that was shipped from the Ilo Tunnel
dump by us, the royalty was remitted to you.


If the Marshalls have not remitted -to the Government such sums
as might be due on royalt,ies from dumps that they shipped, if
you will advise me I will then make demand upon them to pay
the Government any monies that, may be due. I do not believe it
is a very large amount but at the same time if it is due it
should be paid.


We have been hoping consistently to be able to work out some
type of deal with the Marshal ls so we could continue further
work at the Marshall Mine at Contact. The temporary high price
of copper has made them unusually arbitrary in their demanan.
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I am certain from your engineering report and from the reports
of the engineers I have sent to the property that there is
practically no ore of any kind in sight, and a mine can only
be made at Contact with systematic development. A little
gophering here and there, which the Marshalls are trying to
do, is certainly not going to develop a mine that will repay
the Government for the time, effort and money that have been
expended, neither will it repay us the more than $30,000 we
have put into it.


The thing that gives us some concern is that the Marshal ls,
when doing their gophering, do not keep up their regular
mining work and it is possible, if we cannot reach an agree-
ment with them in the near future, that the underground work
will deteriorate to a point where it would be very costly
ever to try to start it up again.


I have discussed this with Mr. Ricker and also with Mr. Smith
of the U. S. Geological Service and they both agree that the
only way a mine can be made at Contact is 'àystematicalg, the
way mining people endeavor to develop mines.

On advice fron G. G. Gentry (USBM) that the operatcr was experiencing
difficulty in penetrating a thich disturbed zone in the present DPEA West
croescut, the subject property was visited March 26, 1955. Mr. Leo Bricker,
mine foreman,.accompanied the writer during the inspection.


The enclosed geologic sketch map of the completed portion of the
West crosscut illustrates the existence of two Strong north trending shear
zones which probably obscure faults with approximately the same trend. The
degree of alteration and the onount of gouge present indicate that these
structures are not as strong as the fault zone encountered in the north
crosscut. What effect these structures nuer exercise on the position of the
Dunkel vein projection is.uncertain; however, the projection of the Durial.
vein to the Ilo tunnel level should not be materially changed. Consequently
it is recommended that the west crosscut be continued.


Several other features of this project which merit the attention
of the Field Tëam were brought to light in a discussion with Mr. Bricker,
the mine foreman.. The present DMEA project will be forced to shut down
on April 1 if the operators (The American Western Exþloration Ccapany) do
not pay their outstanding.bills which are as follows:

According to the amended contract, there remains $3 feet of
drifting, 100 feet of sublevel drifting, and 100 feet of raising to be
completed, amounting to a total cost of $7,6.53.25.


It is requested by the operator that the remainder of the funds,
including the $6,521.67 unexpended in the original contract, be used to
extend the drift to the possible downward extension of the old Dunkel ore
body as shown on the attached maps.


I have discussed this request with Roscoe Smith, of the Geological
Survey, and Mr. Glenn Gentry, of the Bureau of Kines. Mr. Gentry has been
the engineer who inspected the operations under the contract. We are all
agreed that this drift should be driven before the exploration can be con-
sidered complete.


There are no authentic records of production from the Dunkel
ore body, but Mr. Marihall repor that he shipped the dynps whici assayed
between 3 and à per .gent copper content. According to Mr. Marshall,
Mr. Dunkel had shipped appreciable high-grade ore up to 30 per cent copper
content from the area which is now inaccessible.


Our suggested amendment, to be dated December 1, 1994, would
read under Exhibit "A" as follows:

This would permit 468.5 feet of drifting afteCDecember 1, 1964,
and just be sufficient to get well under the old Dunkel workings. This
will take more time than that allowed for completion under Amendment No. 2
to the amended contract. Therefore, if you approve of the proposed amend-
ment, we suggest the completion date of the contract be extended to July 30,
1995. The work should be completed before that date but the extra timTwill
take care of any contingencies. Taking care of completion time now will
avoid the preparation on another amendment in a few months.

According to the map, there appears to have been considerable
wandering around in the faulted block area with possibly insufficient
geologic_al advice. The only proper course would séim to me to be to
drive straight through this block and to get into the area where the
vein is known to exist.


We would be pleased to have your reaction as soon as convenient
as the amount of drifting allowed under the amended contract is almost
completed.

Reference is made to the Interim Report on the subject property
dated December 8, 1993, by Glenn G. Gentry, Mining Engineer.


In that report Mr. Gentry brings out that work under the
amended contract was suspended on or about October 30, 1993. In the
meantime, regular mining operations have been carried out, supposedly
to enable the operators to accumulate funds for exploration.


During the mining operations the operator is using equipment
purchased under the DREA contract, which, according to the amended contract
was sold to the operator for Š3,267.00, payable at the rate of $600.00 a
month. According to the amended contract, the $600.00 a month may be de-
ducted from any money to become due the operator for work performed after


September 1, 1993. To date we have withheld $1,200.00 from money due the
operator, leaving an unpaid balance of $2,067.00. Obviously, for those -
months that no work is being done under the contract we are unable to
withhold Š600.00 a month, and that is just what has happened lately.
No vouchers for work done have come in recently so no money could be
withheld.


Work according to the present contract is to be completed
prior to June 1954, or virtually four months from now.







If exploration operations are resumed at an early date and
continue to June 1964, we still have a chance of withholding enough
to settle the unpaid balance at the rate of $600.00 a month. It is
likely also that the Marshalls will request an extension beyond June 1954.


The question in my mind at this time is whether to take the
matter up with the Marshalls and try to get them to pay each month for
the use of the equipment while no exploration is under way, or to stay
strictly within the contract and deduct Š600.00 a month only from money
due them.


The Marshalls are conscientious operators and are trying to
get along in spite of the reduced grade of ore presently being mined.
We are getting royalty checks quite'regularly, so I am in favor of
letting the matter ride a while longer, trusting that exploration will
soon be resumed so that we can again deduct Š600.00 a month from money
due them.


Have you any thoughts on this matter?

Reference is made to your letter dated May 29, 1993, with
which you sett 6 copies of subject amended contract, to my subject
memorandum to you dated June 26, to my teletype dated July 7,referring
to the subject contract , to a telephone call from Washington concern-
ing my teletype, and †Ð your subject memorandum dated July 6 which
reached this office on Jul.y 9.


Last week Mr. Maurice M. Marshall was in from the mine, and
I had hin call at the office. When he called I showed him a copy of
the amended contract and the figure I intended to insert in Annex l
as the agreed value of -the equipnent ($8,680,00), of which amount we
were to deduct Šk290 from any moneys now due ör to become due to the
Operator,


Mr. Ebrshall previously had written this office that he would
pay the sum of Šf, 9 for the Government's equity in the equipment
purchased under the contract, which figure is based on 60 percent of
the appraised value of the equipment as determined by Glenn G. Gentry
on June 11, 1953. Mr. Marshall was surprised to learnTh 3hi
appraisal should have been made as of October 1, 1992 and that our
figures indicate that the Government's equity in the equipment as of
that date was $4,290.00. Mr. Ebrshall has refused to pay that amount
for the equipment as is indicated in the attached copy of his letter
to me dated July 10, 1993.


We discussed with Mr. Ebrshall the matter of rental of the
equipment from the date of the expiration of the contract to date,
and though I am not certain that he will not pay us a reasonable







rental, we have made no s1ggestions to hin of what a fair rental
might be.


La my memorandum to you dated June 26, 1953, I made some
calculations leading to a figure of the possible worth of the equip-
ment as of October 1, 1992, based upon Gentry's June 11 appraisal.
I made no estimate of the probable rental that should be charged
after October 1, 19§2. You agreed with my appraisal and waived
subsequent rental.


The GAO auditorsu who have been auditing our DMBA files
for sometime caught us even before we had any discussion concerning
the matter now before us. Upon finding out that Marshall has been
using the equipment since completion of his contract during pending
negotiations for ma amended contract, they have intimated that some
fair rental should be charged for the Government's equity in the
purchased equipment,


Subsequently, we have discussed what might be done and
possible means for doing it. The GAO additors, of course, will not
commit themselves so Mr. Mavor and I have tried to work out something
that seemed to us woul'd"be fair and best for the Government to do.


We are confronted, of course, with Marshallts refusal to
pay anything like $¼,290.00 for the Government's equity. Assuming
that the matter nests there, then what do we do? We could make
Marshall advertise and sell the equipment to the highest bidder. The
likelihood is, however, that we would not realize anything like
Š8,980.00 from the sale and would be lucky if we got a quarter of that
amount.


Mr. Mavor has suggested what he feels would be a fair way
in which to compute the rental for the equipment. The attached table
is a copy of his work sheet. His calculations are based upon rental from
October 1, 1962 to May 31, 19§3, or 8 months. The eq1ipment has now
been used another 1 1/2 months mad the matter is not yet settled so
that rental probably should be computed on the basis of 10 in place of
8 months. On that basis, according to Mavor's plan, Marshall would
owe the Government Š2,366.69 plus Š773.10, or $3,139.79 as of July 31.


We, of course, have no assurance that Marshall will agree to
pay even that figure. According to his letter to me dated July 10,
1963, his top figure is $2,366.69 which was 90 percent of the June 11


2







appraisal. It seems to me, however, that we ought to come back at him
with a counter offer which includes a fair rental figure in addition
to Š2,366.69. He might, if he learns that we are definitely expecting


' something for the use of the equipment, reconsider his stand and agree
to paying some rental.


In looking over Mr. Navor's work sheet which is.attached
herewith, I question.91ether Railroad ties (secondhand) costing $169.29
should be included as an item on which rental should be paid. The
ties probably should be sold to the company for one-half of the purchase
price, and a deduction then made in the rental calculations for that
was calculated as rental for railroad ties.


We have considered many other ways of determining what
Marshall might owe us. The calculations given in my June 26 memorandum
to you, based the October 1, 1962 appraisal on the June 11. appraisal,
plus the average reduction in salvage value per month times the months
since October 1962. Another method that has been suggested is to take
the initial cost of the equipment and deduct from its cost 4/60 of its
cost for every month it was used to Obtober 1, 1962, to get its value
on that date, and then charge rental on the basis of 1/60.of its initial
cost each month for the time it is used since expiration of the contract.
It could be . argued that we allow an Operator per month 1/60 of the value
of his equipment used on a project so why should not the Government do
the same when the tables are turned. We face the fact, however, that
anyway we figure the matter we come up ni th a figure considerably higher
than Marshall is willing to pay. We frankly have reached the point
where we do not know what to do or what to propose doing. We must not
overlook the fact that after all we are looking out for the Governmentre
interests, yet, we cannot squeeze blood out of a turnip and must there-
fore come to some give-and-take arrangement that will be satisfactory
to both parties concerned.


This memorandum already is much too long but its length
indicates that we are concerned on what the next move should be. We
will certainly appreciate , any help that you can give us.

The Field Team recommends the work, drich is essentially
what was to have been done or part of daat was to have been done un-
der the original contract but could not be completed because of the
unexpectedly high costs of rehabilitation. I feel that the original
justification still holds good and has in fact been considerably
strengthened by the showings exposed in the Ilo tunnel as opened up
during the first contract.


Applicant proposes that the same cost of approximately $30
a foot be applied to both drifting and raising and I see no reason
why this estimate should not be accepted. Obviously, he cannot be
allowed åredit for depreciation on the Government's share of the
jointly ognèd equipment.


I hope I may be excused for suggesting that if this sup-
plemental contract is approved the Field Team be definitely instruct-
ed that the contractor must comply with that part of the contract
pertaining to soupling.

It is true that, the applicant applied for additional funds
by letter to me dated September 29, 1992. No copy of the request
was sent to the Washington Office, as Mr. Bailey and I thought it ad-
visable to have an engineering-geologic examination made before taking
up the request with your office. Accordingly, an examination was
oztlered to determine if we should or should not mcommend that
considerat,ion be given for granting additional funds. The final examina-
tion and the examination zelating to the request for additional funds
were made concurrently on October 19-18, 1962. That is why the
examining engineer and geologist included the results of the two
examinations in one final report.


The final report is dated February h, 1993, and you may
question why it took so long to prepare it. The answer is that shortly
after the exanination was made in October, Mr. Roscoe Smith, of the
Geological Survey, suffered a prolonged serious illness, which prevented
him from completing his part of the report until early this year.


Mr. Smith was in my office on March 26, at the time Mr. Bailey
and I were discussing your March 17 letter. Mr. Smith told us that the
new proposed work is directèd toward a new target and that the target is
a new ore body, or, as he stated, a different ore shoot on the same vein
system. As such, Mr. Smith recommends that consideration be gi.ven to s.
granting the requested additional funda.







The Operator has purchased equipment in which the Government
has a half-interest.

A study of the smelter settlement sheets, attached hereto, show


that the present prices of copper are not adequate to ship ore which


has a copper content below 5 percent. However, numerous samples from


various parts of the West drift indicate that selective mining can,


maintain the grade of ove above 6 percent. It may also be necessary


to hand sort some of the ore in an effort to upgrade the shipments.


There is a considerable tonnage of indicated ore in the mine that

The funds allocated for contract Idm-E153 were exhausted on


Oct. 1, 1952.- The applicant was therefore unable to extend the West


drift in a westerly direction from the shaft and was unable to perform


any.part of the contract which called for driving 1 200 feet of adit


west of the shaft.


The applicant was unable to complete the contract due to the


fact that the expense and time of cleaning up the Ilo adit and the


West drift had been badly underestimated.

At the request of the Mining Branch, flotation tests were run
on a composite of their samples BM-343, 344, 345, and 346.


Analyses showed 4.0 percent copper of which 2.0 percent was ,
copper carbonate, 0.12 percent was copper sulfide and the remainder,
copper silicate. The minerals present were malachite, azurite, and
chrysocolla. Part of the carbonate minerals occurred in an earthy
portion of the ore. Accessory minerals present included quartz,
iron oxides, and some altered silicates.


Several flotation tests were made with various combinations of
reagents. The best results were.obtained with the following treat-
ment:


- The ore was stage-ground to minus 100-mesh. The pulp was
floated at about 25 percent.solids. Three pounds of sodium sulfide
per ton of ore were used to condition the pulp and 0.30 pound sodium °
ethyl xanthate was added in small increments, with 0.15 pound Aerofloat
25 and 0.05 pound cresylic acid. These reagents floated a small
amount of brownish black concentrate. One pound of sodium sulfide
was then added with 0.15 pound xanthate and 0.05 pound Aerofloat 25,
which floated a dark green mineral.


The combined concentrates enounted to 6.9 percent of the
original weight of ore, and contained 23.5 percent copper representing
38.5 percent recovery. The tailings carried 2.80 percent copper.
Since only half the copper content of the ore was in copper carbonate
minerals which might be amenable to treatment, this recovery can be
considered fairly.satisfactory. However, ore of this kind is usually
considered more suitabld for treatment by leaching.

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GEOLOGY


The geology of the Contact Mining District, Elko County, Nev.,


has been described by F. C. Schrader in U. S. Geological Survey Bulletin


847-A dated 1935. The rocks in the district consist of a stock or


laccolith of granitic rock which intrudes and arches Carboniferous


limestone containing some argillaceous and quartzitic beds. The


Marshall (Ñevada-Bellevue) mine (fig. 2) is on the north contact of


the intrusive about two miles west of the present town of Contact,


Nev. The quartzite-granodiorite contact is crossed on the Ilo tunnel


level, (fig. 3), about 130 feet west of the tunnel and from that


point westward the drift is in granodiorite. .Mine workings have


followed a copper-bearing quartz vein which crops out for several


thousand feet in a generally east-northeast direction. Along the


outor'op for several hundred feet southwest of the Marshall Mine,


the vein averages.2 or 3 feet in thickness and contains very little


copper.


ORE DEPOSITS


The orebody is composed of a copper-bearing quartz vein and ad-


jacent mineralized wallrock; it has been worked 500 feet along the


strike and nearly 400 feet down the dip.


The quartz vein crops out boldly at the surface above the Marsh-


all mine and sporadi.cally for several hundred feet southwest of it.


It ranges in thickness from a few inches to over five feet in the Ilo


tunnel level.
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The orebody has been oxidized with the result that the princi-


pal ore minerals are copper carbonates, copper silicate and copper


oxide. These secondary minerals occur in the quartz vein and also


in the granodiorite throughout most of the mine adjacent to the vein;


both vein and mineralized wallrock have been mined as ore. In ad-


dition, the primary minerals chalcocite and chalcopyrite occur local-


ly in the quartz vein. In many places the feldspars of the grano- .


diorite have been altered to kaolinite and in a few places the original


texture of the granodiorite has been obliterated bý this alteration.


A few voids in the quartz vein were noted indicating that the small


quantity of primary sulfides contained in the vein has been leached.


Schrader (1935, p. 17) reports minor quantities of sulfide minerals


at the surface in the quartz vein west of the Harshall mine. Average


grade along the Ilo tunnel level is.3.53 percent copper and the aver-


age width is 3.3 feet.


The Dunkle adit (fig. 5) is about 800 feet southwest of the


Marshall mine. Here the quartz vein is exposed for swapling for only


a short length, and caved conditions prevent further detailed in-


spection or soapling. The assays of samples taken averaged 1.62 per-


cent copper. An occurrence of tetrahedrite was observed in the .Dunkle


workings and assays from this drift show a higher average silver


content than is shown along the Ilo tunnel level.


Between the vertical shaft and the Dunkle adit the quartz vein


has been step faulted with the west side displaced to the north about .


150 feet. Additional step faulting occurs west of the Turkle workings.

The father of the three present owners organized the original Company
to operate the property in 1906.

R. Co. Smelter at Gargield, Utah. This ore was hauled 38 miles to the rail-
road at Rogerson, Idaho and shipped from there.

Before sinking a shaft to open
the property at depth, we think it advisable that enough diamond drilling be done
to indicate what might be expected at lower levels.

The ore cons sts as far as exhibited, of the various oxides, carbon..
ates, silicates, and sulphides of copper associated with about 0.h of an
ounce of silver for each percent of copper. About 60¢ per ton of gold
also occurs.


The deeper operations, as exhibited in the lower tunnel about 435 feet
from the surface, shows increasing amounts. of a secondarÿ sulphide ore,
chalcocite, a small amount of another sulphide, bornite was also observed.
No appreciable amount of any primary ore, chalcopyrite, was observed in
any of the deeper operations.


It appears.that the ores exhibited about the lower tunnel are 90 or
more, of the carbohates and oxides of copper.


The general ge$1ogy has been stuÃied of the nistrict 1 r Mrs
Mr. Lindgren, and a bulletin published by Mr. F. C. Schrader of


Purington,
the U. S.


Geological Survey.


The essence o all reports is to the effect that the district was
covered by a Palesoic, sandstones, limestones, etc. Ah1 uplift of granodior-
ite was thrust through an area six miles by twenty miles, tilting the sand-
stones and limegtones altering and metamorphosing them, afterward they were
eroded to a basin as shown now. Subsequent to the first uplift came
intrusións of lavä, and porphyry, and syenite and apalite. The fissures
proþably due tothe second movements,were filled with quartz and copper -
sulphides, which;were later altered to carbonates, oxides, silicates and
secondary sulphîdes of copper as we findthem today. .


The depth which these altered coppers extend is unknown, no development
so far indicating the beginning of the primary ore zone. The concentrated
secondary copper zone (chalcocite) is beginning to show in the lower opera-
tions. There is nothing in the district to show what may be expected in
this zone. Other copper areas have found their most valuable ores $11 this
secondary zone. Fromihe leached conditions observed, and the permeability
of the rock, it would appear that much higher grade of ores may be expect-
ad,when develoþment reaches this zone.


The great a ea mineralized in this section with the copper ores exposed
suggest that underlying the whole area is a great .laccolith ož an eruptive
cock, and the ores as found are seeps .fromthe cooling of the great magma.
Jertainly the ekposures warrant the following down of one or more of the
reins to 1,000 feet .or more, not only for the exploration of the secondary
re zones, but in get nearer to the genesis of the ore deposition.







This would be done most economically by shaft as no economio
tunnel oould attain sufficient depth.below the surface o develop the
secondary ore one satisfactorily.


The fissure veins go directly through he contacts between the
granite and the.slates and limes without any variations in values or
direction, indicating.thät .it had little or nothing to do with the
mineralization or ore depositions of the property, but may have been a
line of weakness which the subsequent faultings followed with their
magmatio ore bearing solutions.


Ore in sight

the workings of the property.

Ore Mar eting•


he ore ás shipped is very high in silica,.which is desirable at
the various smelters for flux for the heavy sulphides, and for converter
linings. The smelters at Salt Lake give a Š3.00 minimmn treatment charge
to encourage their shipment with good prices for the metals contained.


The freight rate being #2.50 per ton and present hauling #1.00
per ton, so that the ore would ·yield at the present price of oopper
Šlk.75 and Q¢ per oz. silver, #12.20 at the smelter, less #2.50 freight
and #1.00 hauling, a net of Š8.70 at the mine. From this must be
deducted the costs of mining and hañdling of #1.50.per ton, so that the
ore in sight has a net value of Š7.20 per ton to the owners.


Treatment of ore.at the mine:


Leaching in place has been tried at the Seattle Contact mine,
with the result that it was found that the ore in place was impervious to
the acid leaching and only faces of the copper along the joints were
obtained.


Leaching in tanks on this ore would have to be preceded by a
crushing.and grinding I estimate of 16 mesh and then leached either by
acid or-mononia solutions and precipitated into oement oopper for the
refinéries.


Ele outlay for such a plant complete is usually about Š750 per day
ton or 100 ton plant, the smallest economical unit, costing about #75,000.


The actual cost of leaching approximates in such a plant Šl.25 per
ton inclueive of crushing.


I the plant runs 750 days it is obvious that the amortizing charge
if Šl.00 per ton over and above this; if its life is ten years the charge
would approximate 25ý per ton. So that it is necessary to have probable
ore in a mine before layout out the milling and reduction end.







A leaching plant, however, would yield approximately #16.00 per ton
from the visible ore at a cost of #1.25 per ton, exclusive of amortizatior
and mining. Without going into tiresome details, the above statements
epitomize the results of practices in the west today. The water supply is
alreadÿ in pl oe, and portions of the equipment for the mill and leach
plant already in place, so that possibly Šk0,000 additional would make a
going oonoern at the portal of the lower tunnel.

The development through the lower
tunnel of the ther veins should open up greater quantities of ore at a -
relative small expense, which would justify the erection of leaching plant
for the oxide anicarbonite ores of at leastiOO feet.from the surface.
This would cost about #76,000 for development, and anóther $75,000 for
the mill.


The deep develppment requiring Šl00,000 would have greater expecta-
tions of opening up ore bodies.


That these things have not been done before is chiefly through lack
of study of the situation and lack of finàncial support. The ores of
this dist,rict are unquestionably from deep seated magmas, and herefore
justify exploration along lines of those suggested.

THE CONTACT MINING DISTRICT, NEVADA


By FRANK C. SCHRADER .


ABSTRACT


This report summarizes the results of a reexamination, in 1930, of the Con-
tact mining district, in Elko County, northern Nevada. A report published as
a result of a visit in 1910 summarizes the major features of the geology of
the district, and the principal new data in the present paper pertain to mining
development occasioned by the completion of a railroad through the camp in
1925.


The district contains a stock or laccoÚth of granitic rock, which intrudes and
arches Carboniferous limestone with some argillaceous and quartzitic beds.
There are a number of dikes of alaskite and other rocks. Tertiary volcanic
and sedimentary beds locally cover the older rocks. Ore deposits are rather
closely spaced around the border of the main granitic mass and also associated
with alaskite dikes that locally cut the granitic rock. The ore deposits are
principally valuable for copper and in general are of contact-metamorphic type,
although some are controlled in part by fractures and contain little or no lime
silicate material. Mining has been carried on intermittently since the seventies,
and it is estimated that over 300,000 tons of ore has been produced, most of it
partly or wholly oxidized material from fairly shallow workings. Here, as
at most other copper camps, operations have had to be greatly curtailed in
recent years.


INTRODUCTION


SCOPE OF REPORT


The present report brings up to 1930 information regarding the
Contact copper mining district, in northeastern Elko County, Nev.
A reconnaissance of this district was made by the writer 1 in 1910
during a period of revived interest in this old camp. The coming
of the railroad in 1925 again stimulated activity, and in order to
study recent underground developments a brief reexamination of
the district was made in October 1930. As there was little oppor-

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tunity during this brief trip to reexamine the surface geology of the
district, the reconnaissance map accompanying the earlier report is
here reproduced with slight revision (pl. 2).


The geographic, historical, and geologic data given in the original
report are summarized here, with such modification as is required,
by later information. Details regarding individual properties pub-
lished in the earlier paper are repeated here only as far as required
for adequate presentation of the new information.

Valuable information and aid were generously given by the sev-
eral mining companies, especially the Gray Copper Corporation and
the Nevada-Bellevue Copper Mining Co., and by the mining men
in general.

GEOGRAPHY


LOCATION


The Contact mining district comprises the developed portion of
the Salmon River mining district, legally established in 1909. Con-
tact, the principal settlement, is close to the center of the area, on a
branch of the Union Pacific Railroad, about 60 miles south of Twin
Falls, Idaho, and .50 miles north of Wells, Nev. The district is
about 300 miles by rail from the smelters at Salt Lake City, Utah.
(See fig. 1.)


TOPOGRAPHY


The district is in one of the numerous small groups of mountains
along the northern boundary of Nevada. It is drained by Salmon '
Falls Creek,2 locally also called the " Salmoh River." This stream
rises in mountains close to the State boundary, flows southward and.
southeastward for nearly 30 miles, swings sharply to the northeast
about 5 miles south of Contact, and continues northward to the Snake
River at Lees Ferry, Idaho. Above Contact the stream flows in a
narrow valley. Measurements made by the United States Geological
Survey in 1914 at a point in this stretch of the stream above the di-
version ditches indicate a mean annual flow of 134 second-feet.
Below . the town the valley widens where Meadow Creek enters.

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Farther north the valley is sharply contracted by a spur from Middle
Stack Mountain, and downstream it widens again into a broad flat
where Trout Creek joins Salmon Falls Creek. Most of the valley
is somewhat more than 5,300 feet above sea level.


To the west there are rolling hills culminating in Ellen D. Moun-
tain, over 8,200 feet high. (See pl. 1.) To the east there is a ridge,
concave toward the main valley, with China Mountain, about 8,000
feet high, at the southwest end and Middle Stack Mountain, about
7,800 feet, near the northeast end. This ridge is cut off from high
ground farther east by the curving valleys of Trout and Knoll
Creeks. Along the central part of the ridge it is scarped on the
side toward Salmon Falls Creek. The crest of the next ridge to the
east, the H. D. Range, only a little of which is included in the area
shown on plate 2, forms part of the divide between the Great Basin .
and the Snake River Basin.


The region is semiarid, and most of the scanty precipitation falls
as snow. Vegetation is sparse on the mountain slopes, but on favor-
able slopes, especially in the area underlain by granitic rock, forage
grasses grow. Willows and cottonwoods line the larger creeks. The
flats along Salmon Falls Creek are utilized for grazing and for


raising hay.
HISTORY AND PRODUCTION


Contact was founded in the early seventies. At first only gold
was sought, but it soon became evident that copper was the principal
valuable constituent of the ore of the district. Since 1876 there has
been intermittent development and production, each period of activ-
ity being about 5 years long. It has been estimated that shipments
from the district aggregate over 300,000 tons of copper ore, mostly
from shallow workings. A smelting furnace was built in 1897 but
ceased operations after three test runs, in which 14 tons of 98 percent
copper was produced. There was considerable development in 1905
to 1910. During this period the site of the settlement was shifted '
about a mile east, to its present position. The World War brought
another period of production. In 1918 the Vivian Tunnel Co. began
to drive a long tunnel under the girincipal properties in the part of
the district known as the " north contact zone," to facilitate.their de-
velopment. By 1930 only a relatively small part of this projected
tunnel had been driven. Activity in the district was resumed in 1925,
after the branch railroad from Twin Falls to Rogerson, in Idaho,
had been extended through Contact to Wells, Nev. This branch pro-
vides easy access to points on the Union Pacific, Southern Pacific,
and Western Pacific Railroads. It and a new highway have largely
eliminated the transportation difficulties from which the camp had
long suffered. As a result in 1930 the total cost of shipment to Salt
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Lake City had been reduced to $2.75 a ton-on 5 percënt copper ou.
Like-many other copper camps, the Contact district has had to cur-
tail activities greatly during the recent period of exceptionally low
copper prices.

In 1930 the new town of Contact had been laid out and electric
power supplied from a Diesel plant installed by the Vivian Tunnel
Co. and a water supply piped from nearby springs, in anticipation
of an expansion, which was delayed by the depressed copper market.
The town had a population of 260 people.


GEOLOGY


THE ROCKS


The rocks of the district include quartzite, limestone, and shale of
Paleozoic age, intruded by granodiorite of probable Mesozoic age.
Tertiary rhyolitic flows rest unconformably on the older rocks, and
the principal valleys are floored by Tertiary lake beds covered by
Quaternary alluvium. The general distribution of the rock units is
shown in plate 2, but many details are necessarily omitted from this
sketch map. . . . . .


PALEOZOIC SEDIMENTARY RO.CKS .


Character.-The- Paleozoic strata form an irregular belt 1 mile
to several' miles wide, sutrounding the central granodiátÏte mai,

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They consist largelý öf blue limestone, riostly thick-bedded, with
intercalated white beds, and quartzite and slaty quartzîte, mostly
near the base of the exposed sequence.

The lower quartzitic and argillaceous beds have been examined
in the vicinity of the Bryan tunnel, north of Contact, and on the
Sue group of claims, 5 miles southwest of the town. (See fig. 4.)
In both localities the basal quartzite is a thick-bedded pinkish-gray
rock, and on the Bryan ground it has a total thickness of about
200 feet. The rock just north of the granodiorite contact, from the
Nevada-Bellevue mine nearly to the portal of the Vivian tunnel,
is quartzite and slate. Between the Bryan and Brooklyn claims
there is a mass of dark slate or slaty quartzite about a mile long
and 350 feet wide, enclosed in granodiorite 6 and cut by tongues of
the intrusive rock. The slaty rock is deformed, silicified, and
metamorphosed. Its most conspicuous lamination stands vertical,
but there is an imperfect transverse cleavage, so that the rock
weathers into irregular blocks with smooth faces. Near the Bonanza
mine the rock for 400 feet from the granodiorite contact is limestone,
but above this most of the rock is dark quartzite or quartzitic slate.
There are also some quartzite and slaty beds in the limestone along
Knoll Creek and on Middle Stack Mountain.


The limestone along the granodiorite contact is disturbed and
broken. Locally large blocks of the limestone are included in the

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Lyranodiorite, and elsewhere sill-like apophyses of the granodiorite
and dikes of related porphyritic rocks intribately intrude the main
Ihnestone mass. On the south slöpe of Ellen D. Mountain between
the Silver Circle and Bonanza mines, a distance of about 2½ miles,
the limestone in a zone 100 to 200 feet wide along the contact is
espeeially broken. Several steeply inclined blocks of limestone ap-
pear to be detached and enclosed in granodiorite. These blocks and
the main mass of sedimentary rock are cut by apophyses of granitic
,rocky both parallel and transverse to the bedding. Along some sec-
tioneof the contact, such as the area east of the Brooklyn mine,*
there is no noticeable contact metamorphism of the limestone, but in
most .parts of the contact this feature is conspicuous.


The contact-metamorphosed portions of the limestone are silici-
fled and replaced in varying proportions by actinolite, garnet,
chlorite, and diopside, together with less amounts of scapolite and
other silicates. .Axinite is locally conspicuous. (See also p. 15.) In
places, such as the east slope of Ellen D. Mountain, some distance
above the granodiarite contact, certain beds in the limestone are
converted into a light-colored aphanitic rock, locally called "quartz-
ite ", which consists largely of diopside with a moderate amount of
wollastonite and quartz. Rock of this sort is exposed in the face of
the Helen B. Smith tunnel, on the Brooklyn claim west of the work-
ings, and is abundant at the Hickey mine, 2½ miles east of the crest
of Ellen D. Mountain, and on its north slope.


The. most extensive area of contact metamorphism in the lime-
stone is in the so-called " west contact zone ", about 6 miles south-
west of Contact. In this vicinity most of the limestone in a zone
1,200 to 1,600 feet wide along the granodiorite contact contains abun-
dant lime silicates and related minerals and is intricately intruded by
dikes and sheets of granodiorite and alaskite.


One of the masses of metamorphosed limestone of especial eco-
nomic interest extends from the Brooklyn mine through the Silver
Circle to the Rattler, a distance of about a mile. In this zone
actinolite is the dominant mineral. Ore bodies are closely spaced
within the zone except for a gap of about 1,000 feet between the
Silver Circle and Brooklyn mines, in which as yet little development
work has been done.


Age.-In the original report 2 it was suggested that the strata
above described were probably of Carboniferous age, on the basis of
similarity to strata of known or probable Carboniferous age ex-
posed in several of the mountain masses in the surrounding region.
In 1930 the writer found abundant crinoid remains in gray lime-
stone on the divide between Trout and Knoll Creeks, in the south-

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eastern part of the area shown on plate 2. G. H. Girty identi-
fled these as Carboniferous forms, thus establishing the age of at
least part of the limestone sequence.


GRANODIORITE


Character.-The granodiorite mass has an exposed.width of 6 to 7
miles and a length of about 18 miles in the central part of the area
mapped on plate 2. It continues east of the mapped area to a total
exposed length of over 2õ miles. Along its border apophyses, not
shown on plate 2, radiate into the surrounding sedimentary rocks.


The granitic rock at the Brooklyn mine is typical of the mass
as a whole. It is a gray speckled rock of hypidiomorphic texture.
Most of the grains have maximum dimensions of 1 to 2 millimeters.
The rock contains about 55 percent of zoned plagioclase of the ap-
proximate average composition of oligoclase-andesine, 20 percent
of granular interstitial quartz, 10 percent of perthitic potash feld-
spar which tends to lie between and wrap around the plagioclase
crystals, 10 percent of pale-brown biotite, and-5 percent of green
biotite. Here and there are small amounts of myrmekitic inter-
growths of quartz and plagioclase. Apatite and titanite are
abundant accessory constituents. Most of the rock is fresh, but
there are knots and flakes of sericite in some of the plagioclase, and
the ferromagnesian minerals are locally somewhat chloritized.


In some localities, especially along the borders, the granodiorite
shows the effects of pressure. Crystals are bent and broken, and
the quartz shows strain shadows. At the Johnson property, near
the head of Trout Creek, the granodiorite close to the contact is dis-
tinctly gneissic. The larger plagioclase crystals and the ferro-
magnesian minerals, which are somewhat more abundant than in
most of the rock, have their long axes parallel. «Much of the inter-
stitial material is finely granulated quartz and feldspar.


The granodiorite appears to have been extensively and deeply
weathered. It is friable and so porous as to absorb water readily,
as is shown by the numerous springs in the areas underlain by it-


Age.--The granodiorite is younger than the Carboniferous beds
and older than the Pliocene(?) volcanic strata that rest on its eroded
surface. In the earlier report 6 it was suggested that the granitic
rock of the Contact district and the similar rock of the Jarbidge
district belong to the same general period of intrusion as the bath-
oliths of California and western Nevada, which came to place near
the end of the Jurassic or earlv in the Crëtaceous. Recently Ander-
son * has suggested that the somewhat similar Cassia batholith, about

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50 miles northeast of Contact, is of late Cretaceous or early Tertiary
age. The exact age of the granitic rocks of this region is still
subject to debate.


ALASKITE DIKES


Character.--The dikes termed in the earlier report 1° " syenitic or


siheeous ", which cut both the granodiorite and the Paleozoic beds
seem on further study to be best designated " alaskite." Nearly all'
the dikes mapped on plate 2 are of this character. A few may be an-


desitic. Most of these dikes are less than 5 feet wide, but some are


much wider, and locally, as on the Salt Lake ground, near Contact
and on the Camp Bird claim, 2 miles east of Salmon Falls Creek, they'


attain widths of 200 feet or more. Some of the dikes are so resist-
ant to erosion as to stand up above the surface of the surroundina
granodiorite. Only the larger and more persistent dikes are mappeÔ


on plate 2. Most of them are pale pink or flesh-colored, especially
where weathered. Some are light gray to iron-gray. The rock is


somewhat porphyritic, and phenocrysts are most conspicuous on
weathered surfaces. In some dikes the component grains are


rounded; in others they show crystal form. Commonly the grains
have maximum dimensions of 1 to 2 millimeters; some phenocrysts
are larger. Some of the dikelets an inch or so wide are composed


of elongate grains perpendicular to the walls, approximating comb
structure. In places there are small cavities, some of which contain
chalcedome or hyaline silica.


The rock is composed mainly of potash feldspar and oligoclase in
roughly equal proportions, with less than 10 percent of quartz, less


than 5 percent of biotite and hornblende, and titanite, apatite, zircon
and magnetite as accessory minerals. The titanite is conspicuous


some grams being as much as 2 millimeters wide. Many of the
dikes, especially near ore deposits, contain considerable sericite, and


in these dikes the ferromagnesian minerals are largely chloritized.
Age.--These dikes cut the granodiorite and surrounding Paleozoic


rocks. They appear to represent a late phase of the igneous activity
that produced the granodiorite mass and hence to be of com-
parable age.


ANDESITE DIKES


Characters.----Some of the dikes, termed " Jamprophyric or basic "
n the original report 11 and locally called " birdseye porphyry " or
felsite ", have andesitic habit and composition. Dikes of this kind

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to cut the alaskite dikes also. In the gulch southeast of. the- Bryan
shaft, near Contact, there is a dike of this kind nearly 8 feet wide.
Another crops out on the southeast flank of Ellen D. Mountain, and
this or a similar dike is exposed at the top of the mountain. These
dikes are iron-gray to nearly black, with feldspar and hornblende
phenocrysts, commonly about 2 millimeters long, in a gróundmass
composed largely of irregular, zoned feldspar laths about 0.2 milli-
meter long with a tendency to parallel arrangement resulting from
flowage. In some dikes the laths are as much as 0.5 millimeter long.
The average composition of the feldspar is about that of andesine.
The ferromagnesian minerals commonly make up 25 percent or more
of the rock. They are hornblende and biotite with occasionally a
little augite. Quartz is nowhere abiindant and where present appears
to be of late introduction. There is some titanite. The rock was
hydrothermally altered, probably during and just after consolida-
tion. The ferromagnesian minerals are so thoroughly chloritized
that the original character of many grains is indeterminate, and the


feldspar is sericitized.
Age.-These dikes appear to be younger than the alaskite just


described. As their texture resembles that of volcanic rocks, it is
suggested that they may be of Tertiary age. They might be related
either to the more calcie varieties of the Pliocene(?) flows of the
Contact district or to the somewhat older Tertiary flows that are


plentiful in neighboring areas.


TERTIARY VOLCANIC ROCKS


Character.-Tertiary silicio lava flows and pyroclastic rocks cover
the older rocks on the borders of the Contact district and in small
erosion remnants in the central part of the district, some of which
have not been shown on plate 2. Obviously these volcanic strata
once covered the whole area and have been eroded from much of it.
The maximum known thickness in the Contact district is about 500
feet, on the northwest slope of Ellen D. Mountain.


Most of the beds are dense rocks through which minute feldspar
grains are sparsely disseminated. They are bluish to brownish
gray on fresh surfaces and reddish brown where weathered. Some
of these rocks are fine-granular rhyolitic or latitic lava containing
alkalic feldspars (in part oligoclase), subordinate tridymite and
quartz, a few small grains of augite, and a little epidote. Many are
welded pumice built up principally of fragments of glassy pumice
that were ejected during explosive eruptions and fell while still
hot enough to coalesce and flow to some extent. These contain a few
crystals of quartz and alkali feldspar, rarely more than 0.2 millimeter
wide, and a little augite and epidote.
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Age.-The scanty information available regarding the are between
the Contact and Jarbidge districts suggests that tlie rhyoliticsrocks
above described are practically toegtensive with the young rhyolite
flows of the Jarbidge district, which have been tentatively referred
to the Pliocene.12 Petrographically there is much resemblance be-
tween the rock in the two areas. Similar rhyolitic flows and pyro-
clastic rocks appear to be widespread in northern. Nevada and south-
ern Idaho. In the latter area, also, the younger flows of thirikind
are regarded as Pliocene.


TERTIARY LAKE BEDS


Character.-The larger valleys of the district are floored by gray
tufaceous sandstone beds, which rest unconformably on an irregular
surface carved on representatives of each of the rock units described
above and are in large part covered by alluvium. The tufaceous beds
are particularly well exposed along upper Knoll Creek. They under-
lie much of the alluvium in the valley of Salmon Falls Creek and
in the large, gently sloping embayment between Meadow Creek and
Middle Stack Mountain and extend nearly to the heads of Knoll and
Trout Creeks.


Erosion in the soft tufaceous beds tends to produce blufs and
miniature badland forms. The present known thickness of the
formation ranges from a maximum of about 400 feet on Knoll Creek
to a knife-edge. In undissected parts of the formation along Salmon
Falls Creek the thickness may be materially greater. In most places
the beds lie nearly horizontal, but in some places they are gently
folded.


The tuffaceous sandstone is thought to be material deposited in ash
showers and somewhat sorted by water. The bedding is variable and
not sharply defined. Most of the beds are composed of minute
elongated particles of volcanic glass with a little biotite and horn-
blende. Along Trout Creek there are local deposits of calcareous
tufa or marI containing fragments of the older rocks. Near Contact
there is a thickness of 100 feet or more of coarser, angular volcanic
tuff. At the old site of Contact a 12-foot well is entirely in medium-
grained tuffaceous sandstone. In the present town a well 90 feet deep
is almost entirely in tuffaceous sandstone, with some argillaceous
material. This well is bottomed in granodiorite, 60 feet below the
level of Salmon Falls Creek.


The tuffaceous sandstone has been used to some extent in buildings .
in Contact. The principal quarry is about 1½ miles north of the
town.

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- Age.--The tuffaceous sandstone is younger than. the rhyolitic beds
previously described. No fossils have been found in it. The beds
were tentatively correlated with the Humboldt formation (Pliocene)
in the earlier report. *


STRUCTURE


The Paleozoic sedimentary rocks are flexed into a gentle dome with
an intrusive mass of granodiorite at its core. The doming and
intrusion are probably interrelated. Unlike most of the folds in
the surrounding region, this dome has a long axis trending almost
due east. In this respect and in the apparent relation between fold-
ing and intrusion the structure of the Contact district resembles
that of the Raft River Mountains, in northwestern Utah, about 50
miles away.16


In the Contact district the sedimentary beds dip away from the
granodiorite on all sides at low angles, rarely over 20°. In the
immediate vicinity of the contact there is much contortion and
fracturing. In several places near and west of the old town of
Contact and also in the west contact area the limestone dips steeply
toward the granodiorite, as a result either of overturning or of
faulting. A fault has been tentatively mapped in the sedimentary
rocks near and parallel to the granodiorite contact on the south
slope of Ellen D. Mountain, and similar faults probably exist at
other points. Cross faults affecting the contact have been mapped
near the Johnson mine above the head of Trout Creek. Detached
masses of sedimentary rock enclosed in the granodiorite commonly
stand vertical. The granitic rock has in places been injected along
the bedding, and locally, as in the vicinity of the Bryan tunnel and
in pai-ts of the west contact area, such injected, sill-like masses are
interconnected by dikelets filling fractures in the intervening sedi-
mentary rocks. The granodiorite of the main mass, especially along
its margins, is jointed and more or less closely sheeted.


The alaskite dikes intruded shortly after the granodiorite came
into place are remarkably long and straight and follow a conju-
gate fracture system affecting both the granodiorite and the sur-
rounding Paleozoic beds. One set of dikes trends mainly N. 30°-
45° E.; the other N. 45°-60° W.; a few in both sets trend somewhat
outside of the limits indicated. Apparently both sets stand essen-
tially vertical.


The data outlined above point strongly to some genetic relation
between folding, faulting, and intrusion. It has been suggested 6

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that the granodiorite mass is a laccolith intruded between the Car-
boniferous beds that it arches and underlying older strata, such as
are known in several places in the surrounding region. This is a
possible but by no means a necessary explanation of the -observed
facts. The hypothesis that the intrusion has the form of a stock
which crosseut the buried older rocks fits the available data equally
well. Although, as can be seen from plate 2, erosion has cut several
thousand feet into the central part of the grandiorite below the prob-
able original upper surface, no evidence of a floor-is known. Prob-
ably the relatively deep erosion over the central part of the granitic
mass was facilitated by fracturing related to the intrusion, and the
Paleozoic rocks along the margins are preserved in part because
they were rendered harder and more resistant as a result of the ig-
neous metamorphism. They were baked and more or less completely .
replaced by quartz and lime silicate minerals.


The Tertiary strata have been disturbed, probably in two periods
of deformation. Neither the rhyolitic beds nor the tuffaceous sand-
stone shows much folding. Locally, as on upper Knoll Creek, the
lake beds are inclined as much as 30° and may have been faulted.
The distribution of the rhyolite as mapped on plate 2 suggests either
that it was deposited on an irregular surface or else that there has
been subsequent faulting of some magnitude.


MINERAL .DEPOSITS


TYPES AND DISTRIBUTION OF THE LODES


The ore deposits of the Contact district are valuable mainly for
copper. They contain also some gold and silver and locally enough
lead to be of value. The lodes are of three related intergradational.
kinds. These are (1) deposits in or closely related to contact-meta-
morphosed limestone, commonly in close association with the border


of the granodiorite mass;. (2) fissure veins with local enlargement.
by replacement, especially in the limestone; (3) deposits along fis-
sures m or near alaskite dikes or disseminated in fractured parts of
such dikes. All three kinds of lodes have features in common, as
will be seen from the descriptions below. The distinguishing char-
acteristics appear to result from differences in the wall rocks and
in structural details rather than from any fundamental difference


in genesis. Most of the lodes of the first two kinds are in a narrow
zone along the roughly horseshoe-shaped contact between the
granodiorite and the Paleozoic rocks.


The principal development to the date of writing is in the area
about a mile wide extending from the vicinity of the present town
of Contact almost due west for about 7 miles. This area is commonly


known as the " north contact zone." It is also sometimes called
90756-35---3
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the " east ridge area," because much of it is on the eastern spur of
Ellen D. Mountain. Another group of properties is in an area about
4 miles long and 1 mile wide known as the " west contact zone ",
from the fact that it lies along the most westerly part of the grano-


diorite contact. Although contact metamorphism is more wide-
spread here than in any other part of the district, and numerous
prospects have been opened, past production and recent activity are
much less here than in the north contact zone. In both zones the
deposits belong to the first two kinds defined above.


Most of the deposits of the third type, associated with alaskite, are
in the granodiorite area between the west contact zone and the present
town of Contact. Similar lodes occur in the granodiorite northeast


of China Mountain.
Most of the scattered and for the most part slightly developed


prospects on both sides of the granodiorite mass east of Salmon
Falls Creek are associated with contact-metainorphosed limestone
and hence are of the first type. Some of them differ from the de-
posits of this type farther west in that they are not quite so close
to the contact and appear to conform essentially to the bedding of
the limestone without much shearing.


The parts of the granodiorite contact traversed by Salmon Falls
Creek and Meadow Creek are hidden by Tertiary beds and by allu-
vium. They have consequently not been prospected, but they may
contain buried lodes similar to those on each side. Lodes in these
valleys would be at somewhat greater depths below the crest of the
granodiorite mass than those that have been prospected and might
therefore be mineralogically somewhat different. Moreover, pres-
ent ground-water level here is obviously nearer the surface than it
is on the mountain slopes, and any ore found beneath the young de-
posits would be expected to be comparatively free from the effects
of oxidation and enrichment. To what extent this is true, however,
depends largely on the geomorphic history of the region, which has
not been worked out.


CHARACTER


LODES RELATED TO CONTACT METAMORPHISM


Some of the lodes intimately associated with contact-metamorphic
minerals are directly on the contact of the main mass of granodi-
orite. The deposits in the Brooklyn and Nevada mines are typical
of this variety. In such deposits and in some of those within the
sedimentary rocks there is evidence of fissuring and fracturing that
doubtless aided the circulation of the mineralizing solutions. It
seems likely that in most or all places where a lode has formed
directly on the contact the inineralization was localized by previous
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faulting, possibly as a result of settling and readjustment following
the intrusion.of the granodiorite.


Certain of the lodes, such as the minor deposits in the west con-
tact zone, are distributed through contact-metamorphosed limestone
with little apparent relation to fissuring. Others, as in the Boston
mine, in Middle Stack Mountain, are in beds of contact-metamor-
phosed material essentially conformable to the surrounding less
altered limestone.


The proportions and relations 'of the different minerals vary
somewhat, but it appears that generally the limestone was first
silicified and then replaced by contact-metamorphic minerals. Com-
monly actinolite, diopside, or wollastonite or two or more of these
minerals constitute most of the metamorphosed rock. Garnet, axi-
nite, epidote, and chlorite are present in varying proportions in
many of the Iodes. Axinite, a rather rare borosilicate of aluminum
and calcium with some iron and manganese, has been shown to
occur in a number of the lodes, but much of the material locally
regarded as axinite is composed mainly of actinolite and other
silicates. Garnet, also, is not as abundant as is commonly supposed.
Part of the carbonates in the original limestone remain unchanged.
There is also some recrystallized calcite and locally apparently
dolomite as well. In most of the lodes, especially those associated
with shearing, glassy vein quartz is conspicuous, and most of the
sulphides are in such quartz. Later veinlets of quartz and locally
of calcite cut the lodes. The compléx silicates are mostly in the
limestone, but some have replaced the adjoining granodiorite. Sim-
ilarly the quartz and sulphides are chiefly in the limestone but enter
the granodiorite, especially in places where apophyses of the grano-
diorite are intercalated in limestone.


The principal hypogene copper mineral is chalcopyrite. Bornite
is commonly present and may in part be hypogene. In several of
the lodes molybdenite, magnetite, and specularite are present but not
in sufficient quantity to be of economic interest. It is noticeable that
pyrite is rare or absent in the lodes of the district.


In many of the Iodes, particularly those along the granodiorite con-
tact, there is a rough, irregular banding arising in part from shear-
ing, in part from original interlamination of different kinds of rock,
and in part from variations in the degree of contact metamorphism
and of deposition of the valuable minerals. Most of the lodes of
apparent economic interest are 15 to 50 feet thick, but commonly
only certain bands within the Iode contain much copper.


The copper content of the ore ranges from 3 percent or less to
rarely as much as 50 percent. Probably much of the ore so far
exposed contains materially less than 10 percent of copper. Several
ore bodies of this grade have much of their copper in certain narrow
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high-grade bands. Essentially all the ore in the present workings
has been affected by supergene processes (pp. 17-18), so that it is
impossible to judge the average content of the original ore. In
places, however, considerable massive chalcopyrite is present, and
therefore some of the hypogene material is evidently of high grade.


Both in these lodes and in the others in the Contact district the
content of precious nietals varies with the copper. Except in certain
bands of nearly massive'sulphide, the amount of silver and gold is
too small to be of much commercial consequence.


FISSURE VEINS


The lodes of the second type are typified by most of the veins in
the north contact zone east of the Brooklyn mine. They follow lines
of fissuring and brecciation in either granodiorite or sedimentary
rocks. A few, such as the Nevada-Bellevue, lie in the granodiorite
contact in localities where contact metamorphism is inconspicuous.
Some, such as the Junction and Old Abe veins, in the western part
of the north contact zone, cut diagonally across the granodiorite
contact. Certain of them, such as the Old Abe, are enclosed in
part in contact-metamorphosed limestone and here resemble lodes
of the sort previously described. The veins that contain notable
amounts of lead minerals, such as the Silver King and others east
of Salmon Falls Creek, show much more intricate and abundant
brecciation of both country rock and quartz with recementation by
later quartz than is present in the more common variety of veins
valuable mainly for copper. In those copper veins that extend into
relatively unmetamorphosed limestone there is local enlargement by
replacement of the limestone in the walls of the fissure zone.


The veins of this type are rudely banded, largely as a result of
shearing. Most of them range from 1 foot to 10 feet in thickness.
There has been some alteration of the country rock and deposition of
silicates, but the principal introduced gangue mineral is quartz.
Much of the quartz is coarse-grained and vitreous, but in places,
especially in the brecciated parts of the veins, there is jasperoid
silica. The copper sulphides are the same as in the other lodes in
the district. Some lodes contain 3 to 10 percent of copper and small
amounts of precious metals, largely in supergene minerals. Certain
of the lodes, low in copper, evidently originally contained galena, a
little sphalerite, and possibly some argentite, but these hypogene
minerals have been largely e destroyed by oxidation. The small
amount of arsenic reported in ore from the Hickey mine suggests
the original presence of arsenopyrite or a sulpharsenide. Most of
the lead ore so far exposed contains 10 to 20 percent of lead, 4 to 20
ounces of silver to the ton, and from a trace to 3 ounces of gold to the
ton. In most of it the amount of zine is small, but some of the Silver
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King ore is reported to carry 20 percent of zinc. In the lead mines
that have been opened to depths of more than about 100 feet copper
is present on the lower levels.


VEINS RELATED TO ATASKITE DIKES


The veins of the third type differ little in character of ore from
the copper-bearing variety of the fissure veins just described. Most
of them follow fissures in and parallel to alaskite dikes, and locally
the ore minerals are disseminated widely through fractured and
altered dike rock, so that the whole dike is more or less mineralized.
The principal hypogene minerals are quartz, chalcopyrite, molyb-
denite, and specularite. None of these veins have yet received much
development.


OXIDATION AND ENEICHMENT


Oxidation is prevalent in most of the lodes of all three kinds
down to depths of 150 to 250 feet below the surface, although the
ground-water level is reached in most of the mines at shallower
depths. In .some places, notably in the western part of the north
contact zone and in the west contact zone, considerable chalcopyrite
remains in the outcrop. Locally in dense contact-metamorphosed
rock containing abundant actinolite much or all of the original
sulphide has been preserved from oxidation, even in the immediate
vicinity of the surface.


Chrysocolla, malachite, azurite, copper pitch, cuprite, and native
copper constitute much of the valuable content of the copper ore
so far mined. Hematite and limonite are fairly plentiful. Pyrolusite,
psilomelane, and probably other oxidized manganese minerals are
locally conspicuous. Cerusite is the principal oxidized mineral in
the lead ore, but mixtures of oxides containing lead and zine are also
present. Kaolin and chloropal or nontronite are derived from
weathering of the silicate minerals, and the chloropal is locally
abundant. Chalcedony is present in places, probably as a result of
redistribution of silica by meteoric water. The oxidized copper min-
erals, especially chrysocolla, have impregnated both the original lode
matter and neighboring wall rocks. In several places there are large
masses of low-grade ore consisting of chrysocolla in limestone or
graziodiorite with little or no indication of hypogene mineralization.
Such widespread staining of the rocks by the brightly colored copper
minerals gives the impression of very extensive ore deposition.


Underground exploration is as yet hardly adequate to give much
of an idea of the extent of sulphide enrichment. Bornite is present
in most of the copper deposits that have been opened to depths of
inuch more than 100 feet and to a less extent nearer the surface.
Most of the narrow, high-grade streaks contain abundant bornite
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associated with chalcopyrite. Presumably part or all of the bornite
is of secondary origin, but the available evidence on this point is
inconclusive. A little covellite and locally considerable chalcocite
are present, and there can be little question that both are formed by
supergene solutions which derived their copper from oxidized ore
near the surface. Some of the chalcocite, like the chrysocolla pre-
viously mentioned, has been deposited in what apparently would
otherwise be barren country rock. The 300-foot zone in the limestone
of the middle part of the Helen B. Smith tunnel, reported to contain
1½ percent of copper as chalcocite, is probably of this nature.


OUTLOOK


The future of the Contact district depends largely on the progress
of the copper industry in the United States. Although the railroad
has improved its situation markedly, the district remains one of small
production and high costs as compared to the areas from which most
of the world's copper ore is derived. Development has progressed
far enough to show that several ore bodies of small to moderate size
exist here, although some are irregular and discontinuous. Appar-
ently much of the ore contains 5 percent or less of copper and not
enough of other metals to add greatly to its value. It is reasonable
to suppose that shoots of enriched sulphide ore of higher tenor exist.
A certain amount of such ore has already been found, but it has not
yet been extensively developed. Below the enriched ore, at letels not
yet reached by any of the workings, bodies of hypogene chalcopyrite
ore, perhaps domparable in grade to the oxidized ore that has been
mined, are to be expected.


MINES AND PROSPECTS


In the following descriptions the properties are gróuped geograph-
ically. Those in the north contact zone, economically the most im-
portant, are described first. As the group of lodes from the Brooklyn
east to the Antelópe are interrelated and i.nclude some of the most
productive mines, they are described before the lodes in parts of the
north contact zone to the north and west. After these come the pros-
pects in the west contact zone, followed by those in the granodiorite
area between that zone and Contact. Next come the properties near
China Mountain, followed by those near Blanchard Mountain and
the heads of Trout and Knoll Creeks. Finally mention is made of
the properties near Middle Stack Mountain and along the nearby
slopes of the valley of Trout Creek. Plate 3 shows the distribution
of the claims according to the best information available in 1930.


. As little work has been done since the writer's previous visit, in
1910, on many of the deposits in the west contact zone and most of
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those in the other areas here described, only some of the salient
points in regard to them are here given, and the reader is referred
to the earlier report " for more detailed descriptions.


NORTH CONTACT ZONE


BROOKLYN


The Brooklyn property is about a mile west of Old Contact, at an
altitude of about 6,300 feet. It was first located about 1890, and
the principal development work was done in 1901 to 1904. Itecent
operations include the shipment in 1928 of a small amount of picked

ore from the dump and some mining by a lessee in 1930, mainly in
a tunnel 80 feet below the shaft collar.


The property comprises 2 full and 4 fractional claims. As is
shown in figures 2 and 3, it is developed by a shaft 196 feet deep
with a crosscut at a depth of 186 feet which extends 276 feet from
the shaft to the lode. There are short drifts both ways from the
end of the crosscut, and a 30-foot winze sunk in sulphide ore of
good grade close to the end of the crosscut. A tunnel 332 feet long
is driven along the lode, entering the hill 80 feet vertically below
and about 550 feet northeast of the shaft. This tunnel is connected
with the lower workings by a winze.

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The shaft and crossout are in granodiorite, and the lode is on the
contact between that rock and Paleozoic strata, here mainly white
limestone. The contact trends N. 80°-85° E. and dips 73° toward
the granodiorite, apparently as a result of fault movements subse-
quent to the intrusion. The walls of the lode on the 186-foot level
are parallel, clean, and smooth. The vein is 18 feet wide. The
limestone here is silicified close to the lode, and the granodiorite
on the hanging wall has a coarse, almost pegmatitic texture for a
width of 2 feet. At the mouth of the tunnel at the 80-foot level the
lode is 8 feet wide in sheeted .granodiorite, apparently with asso-
ciated alaskite dikes.

The gangue minerals of the lode include glassy white quartz, gar-
net, calcite, actinolite, and axinite. Down to about the 186-foot
level the metallic constituents of the lode are largely in the form
of carbonates and other oxidized minerals, although at present
ground-water level is about 96 feet below the collar of the shaft.
In the winze connecting the 80-foot and 186-foot levels the ore is
oxidized and leached and contains seams of native copper. Much
of it is reported to contain about 3 percent of copper.


Seams of native copper are reported in the granodiorite near the
lode in the lowest workings. On and near the 186-foot level the
metallic minerals are bornite, chalcopyrite, and pyrite with little
oxidation. One 15-inch seam of bornite ore, much of which contains
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46 percent of copper, is reported. The bornite appears to be second-
ary. The lode over a width of 16 feet, including the high-grade
seam, is reported to average 4 percent, of copper and 1.5 ounces
of silver and 0.01 ounce of gold to the ton.


At the end of the crosscut on the 186-foot level there is 2 feet of
chalcopyrite ore of commercial grade in a garnet-axinite gangue on
the footwall, followed by a 20-inch high-grade band containing alter-
nate seams of bornite and chalcopyrite ore. Beyond this is nearly
3 feet of chalcopyrite-pyrite ore of columercial grade with quartz
gangue, followed by 8 feet of similar material averaging about 3
percent of copper, and, on the hanging wall, 2 feet of vein matter
with some chalcopyrite and pyrite.


The following analysis of the gangue of the Brooklyn vein has
been kindly supplied by the Brooklyn Mining Co.:

The average smelter returns of several small shipments of ore to
the American Smelting & Refining Co. at Garfield, Utah, are:
Copper, 4.08 percent; iron, 12 percent; silver, 1.25 ounces to the
ton; gold, 0.01 ounce to the ton. Returns by the same company
dated August 23, 1929, on 44½ tons shipped by W. A. Southard,
give copper, 4.5 percent; silver, 1.25 ounces to the ton; and gold,
0.015 ounce to the ton.


For some time Mr. Harrington, a lessee, has been working with '
encouraging results on a northeast-southwest vein associated with
a granodiorite dike or sill cutting the limestone on the Valley View I
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claim, about 1,000 feet north of the Brooklyn mine. Returns on
10½ tons of this ore shipped to the Garfield Smelting Co. at Salt
Lake City are about 3.5 percent of copper and 1.3 ounces of silver
to the ton. From a point near his shaft, which is some 60 feet deep,
a ledge of garnetiferous gossan extends northeastward on the Green
Monster claim, where also some good copper carbonate (malachite)
ore was mined in or near the gossan.


SALMON RIVER MINING CO.


The Salmon River Mining Co., of Butte, Mont., incorporated in
1896, owns 13 patented claims, in part surrounding the Brooklyn
property, just described. The principal development is on the
Empire and Lena claims. '


The Empire mine is on the south side of Town Gulch, half a mile
southwest of Old Contact and about 1,000 feet south of the Brooklyn
mine. The Empire contributed some ore from shallow workings,
now caved, to the local smelter in 1896 but has long been idle. The
principal development is a 260-foot shaft sunk in soft, altered grano-
diorite in the hanging wall of a fissure vein similar to that on the


Delano (Nevada-Bellevue) ground. The vein dips steeply south.
In shallow early workings it was about 3 feet wide. The shaft
caved before a crosscut could be driven to the vein. On the surface
the vein appears to continue northeastward through the Arkansas
and Western Union claims of the Nevada-Bellevue group and south-
westward through the Empire extension.


The Lena shaft, about half a mile southwest of the Empire, was
sunk in 1896 and 1897. The shaft is 200 feet deep and has a 50-foot
crosscut at the bottom driven southward to tap a vein that crops,
out at the surface. The shaft and workings are in weathered
granodiorite. They are now caved, and the data here given were
kindly furnished by V. S. Kemper. 6 An ore body was encountered
60 feet below the collar of the shaft. This body, which dips 60° S.,
appears to be a local enlargement by replacement of the vein, which
continues below it. About 50 tons of oxidized shipping ore, assay-
ing 14 percent of copper, was obtained from this body. The cross-
cut at the bottom of the shaft disclosed nothing of value.


- NEVADA-BELLEVUE COPPER MINING CO.


The property of the Nevada-Bellevue Copper Mining Co. (or-
ganized about 1917) comprises 10 claims (fig. 4) on which there are
12 small mines and some prospects. The area containing the prin-
cipal mine of the group, the Nevada-Bellevue, was described in the


Letter of Oct. 21, 1931.
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earlier report © as the Delano and Copper King groups of claims.
This mine is about 1,500 feet northeast of the old town of Contact.
Another mine, the
Bellevue, is about
3,000 feet west of the
Nevada-Bellevue and
600 feet south of the
Brooklyn mine.


Most of the group
was acquired by the
present company for
$250,000. The Belle-
vue claim cost an ad-
ditional $20,000. It is
reported that $350,000
was expended by the
company prior to 1925
in developing and
equipping the prop-
erty.


Although most of
the deposits have been
known since the late
eighties, there appears
to have been little
production prior to
1913. The shipments
from 1913 to 1930 ag-
gregated over $2,500,-
000. In 1913 to 1917
roughly $125,000 was
produced, mainly
from ore averaging
about 10 percent of
copper. In 1918 the
group produced 12,000
tons containing 22
percent of copper, 15
cents in gold to the
ton, and a little sil-
ver, valued in all at
$65,000. In 1920, 300
tons was shipped, and
in 1926 two lots of

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oxidized ore were shipped by lessees. In 1928 to 1930, 180 cars or
2,000 tons of ore was shipped. Of this total, 55 cars contained
freshly mined ore,: and the rbst was obtained from the dump. The
average content of 20 cars that came from the Ilo tunnel was 9 per-
cent of copper and 4 ounces of silver and 70 cents in gold to the ton.
The remainder averaged 6 percent of copper and 23 ounces of silver
and 60 cents in gold to the ton. Much of this ore came from the raise
on the 100-foot level of the Nevada-Bellevue mine, the winze on the
zero level, and the upper tunnel of that mine. The Allen claim
yielded 8 cars of ore. The Bellevue mine yielded $50,000 in 1917 to
1925 (apparently included in the total above given). Some lots con-
tained as much as 26 percent of copper. The material from the dump
averaged 5 percent of copper.


In 1926 to 1928 an attempt was made to leach the ore in place.
About $7,500 in copper was recovered, but the cost of pumping and
loss of solution in fissures and other openings made the undertaking
so unprofitable that it was abandoned. Water was pumped from


. Salmon Falls Creek, a distance of 8,000 feet, with a lift of 600 feet
to the upper tunnel of the Nevada-Bellevue. A solution of 3 percent
sulphuric acid was allowed to percolate from this tunnel through
the oxidized ore and collected in and near the Ilo tunnel, some
250 feet below.


The Bellevue mine contains a 200-foot shaft, a 120-foot crosscut
tunnel, and 1,000 feet of drifts, mainly on the 100-foot and 200-foot
levels. In the ground lying between the Nevada-Bellevue and Belle-
vue mines there is a prospect crosscut tunnel 300 feet long from
which 150 tons of high-grade ore has been shipped. On the Allen
no. 2 claim there is a 40-foot crosscut tunnel and other minor
workings.


The Nevada-Bellevue mine, like the Bellevue, develops the lode
commonly termed the " main vein " (fig. 4). The principal workings
(pl. 4) comprise the zero, 50-foot, 104-foot, 200-foot, and 300-foot
levels. The zero level connects directly with the surface, and the
other levels are reached by winzes. This part of the mine develops
the vein to a depth of more than 400 feet vertically below the out-
crop and an average distance of about 500 feet along the strike. On
the 250-foot level a drift extends 700 feet eastward 01i the vein to
connect with the Ilo tunnel at a point 1,360 feet from its portal.
The Ilo tunnel was driven for purposes of development and drainage
about 1926.


As shown in figure 4 and plate 4, the group lies along the bound-
ary between the granodiorite and Paleozoie beds at a place where
there is a sharp bend in the contact. It is possible that the bend
results from faulting, but direct evidence of this has not been found.
At and close to the bend the Paleozoic rock is quartzite and slate,


i
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whereas in most other places it is limestone. The difference in be-
havior during intrusion resulting from this fact may ha>e had
an influence on the shape of the contact. In the part of the irregu-
larity in the contact explored by the Nevada-Bellevue mine the
contact dips steeply northeast down to the 104-foot level and more
gently below. Close to the intersection between the drift on the 250-
foot level and the Ilo tunnel (pl. 4), a 30-foot dike of porphyritic
alaskite cuts the quartzite in the footwall of the vein. Similar dikes .
cut the granodiorite on Copper King no. 2 claim.


The mineralized zone along the granodiorite contact extends east
from the Brooklyn ground (p. 23) into the Allen no. 2 claim,
where shallow workings expose it for a width of 120 feet. This
zone consists of alternating bands of altered and mineralized granitic
rock and thin layers of limestone, capped with gossan. A 10-foot
tunnel in the eastern part of the Allen no. 2 elaim shows carbonate
ore containing 8 percent of copper. The mineralized zone does not
appear to persist eastward beyond the bend in the contact. The
two discontinuous veins in white limestone on the Delano no. 1
claim (fig. 4) may possibly mark extensions of the fissuring along
the contact. These veins average about 5 feet in width, and the
ore consists of red and black oxides, carbonates, and some bornite.
It is reported to average 3½ percent of copper, but some of it is
said to contain as much as 50 percent.


South of the claims above described there are four or more veins
that have yielded most of the ore so far mined in the Nevada-Belle-
vue group. These veins trend somewhat north of east, parallel to
the general trend of the granodiorite contact, but at least one of
them cuts across the part of the contact with southeasterly trend
(fig. 4). Their average dip is about 50° SE. The veins range in
thickness from 1 to 10 feet. Much of the oxidized ore in them con-
tains about 4 percent of copper. The longest one, known as the
" main vein ", has been traced on the surface for nearly 10,000 feet
and opened in the Nevada-Bellevue mine to a vertical depth of about
400 feet.


On the Copper King no. 2 claim the main vein is about 6 feet
wide, dips about 50° S., and consists largely of copper oxides and
carbonates in a quartz gangue. A similar vein, called the " third
vein ", approximately parallels the main vein about 120 feet to the
north. This vein is nearly 2,000 feet long and about 3 feet wide.


The main vein in the Nevada-Bellevue mine trends about N. 70° E.
and dips about 55° SE. The ore above the 250-foot level is largely
oxidized. Ore shoots tend to pinch in passing from the granodiorite
into the quartzite, as is well shown on the 104-foot level. According
to data supplied by the company, much of the vein on the 200-foot
level is 3 to 8 feet wide, and assays range from about 2 percent of
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copper and 1 ounce of silver to the ton to 10.14 percent of copper and
8.4 ounces of silver to the ton. Most assays show less than 5 percent
of copper. On both sides of the winze-near the northeast end of this
level there is a. shoot of higher-grade ore with a length of about 60
feet along the drift. Assays here range from 5.46 to 25.48 percent
of copper and 4.1 to 13.1 ounces of silver to the ton. In a shoot of
chalcocite ore nearly 100 feet long and 2 to 4½ feet wide on the 300-
foot level assays range from 4.77 to 15.09 percent of copper and 2.28
to 11.89 ounces of silver to the ton, and the average of 16 consecutive
samples is 9.05 percent of copper and 3.09 ounces of silver to the ton.


East of the Nevada-Bellevue mine the main vein can be traced on
the surface through the Delano no. 2 and Palo Alto claims and
part of the Blue Bird claim. (See p. 23.) The rock here is
quartzite and slate, and the vein in consequence tends to be pinched
and interrupted. It averages about 4 feet in width, however, and on
the Delano no. 2 claim much of the ore is reported to contain about
3½ percent of copper.


PALO ALTO


The Palto Alto mine is about two-thirds of a mile north-northwest
of the town of Contact, on the Palo Alto claim, which joins the
Bellevue and Delano group on the east, at an altitude of about 5,850
feet (pl. 2). The deposit was discovered in 1894 and was owned by
the Nevada Copper Mining, Milling & Power Co. until about 1926,
when it was acquired by the present owner, the Gray Copper Cor-
paration. The mine is credited with the production of about 1,700
tons of ore, of which most of the 300 tons produced prior to 1910 is
said to have averaged about 30 percent of copper and $3 in gold and
8 ounces of silver to the ton, and 200 tons produced in 1914 and 1,200
tons produced in 1928 ran 5 percent of copper and 3 ounces of silver
to the ton. Most of the latter ore was obtained in sinking the winze
from the tunnel or 150-foot level to the east drift.


The mine is developed by a 292-foot shaft, a 150-foot crosscut
tunnel, 300 feet of drifts, and 100 feet or more of crosscuts and
stopes, distributed on 4 levels. The whole workings are said to have
cost more than $8,000. The 50-foot level contains the crosscut tunnel,
150 feet of drift, 50 feet of crosscut, and a 60-foot winze; the 100-foot
level contains.30 feet of drift and 50 feet of crosscut; the 290-foot
level, 125 feet of drift and 25 feet of crosscut; and the 250-foot level,
30 feet of stope.


The mine is in dark-colored coarse slate with some pinkish quartz-
ite a few hundred feet north of the main granodiorite body. The
Paleozoic beds are upturned and dip toward the contact at angles
of about 75°. They are cut by numerous granodiorite apophyses,
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mostly along the steep cleavage planes in the slate, as shown dia-
grammatically in figure 5.


The principal lode here is a small fissure vein in one of the grano-
diorite tongues, about 40 feet wide, in the upper part of the mine.
The shaft shown in figure 5 follows this vein, which pinches down-
ward and ends at the contact with the enclosing slate. Hence the

workings in the lower 200 feet of the mine are in barren slate. This
vein is paralleled by a smaller, blind vein in the slate, which was
found in a crosscut driven as a result of a suggestion made orally
by the writer in 1910. The blind vein has yielded a fair tonnage
and still contains some good ore. The vein followed by the shaft
is likewise reported to contain ore as yet unmined. Some of this
ore contains about 30 percent of chalcocite.
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In the southeastern-part of the Palo Alto claim the slate is cut
by a quartz vein striking N. 60° E. and dipping 70° SE. Pits show
it to contain sufficient red copper oxide and carbonate to suggest that
further prospecting is warranted.


BLUE BIRD


The Blue Bird property comprises 10 claims immediately east of
the Palo Alto and is two-thirds of a mile almost due north of the
present site of Contact. It is owned by the Gray Copper Corpora-
tion.


The mine, which is on the Blue Bird claim, at the west end of the
group, was located in 1884. Its early production is not known.
Prior to 1910, 100 tons of ore from an ore heap here was shipped to
smelters at Selby and Contact. The ore sent to the Selby smelter
is reported to have contained 32 percent of copper, and that smelted
at Contact is said to have contained 17 percent of copper and about
20 ounces of silver and $2 in gold to the ton. About 300 tons of
lower-grade ore remains in the ore heap. Since 1910 the Gray
Copper Corporation has mined and shipped 1,000 tons said to have
averaged 6 percent of copper and 3 ounces of silver to the ton.
The principal shipments were made in 1928, and most of the ore
came from around the collar of the shaft. The shaft is inclined
70° SW., and chambers and short crosscuts lead off from it.


The mine is in white limestone with intercalated quartzite and
slate about 1,000 feet north of the granodiorite contact. North of the
lode there is a band of quartzite, and to the south and. southeast
there is considerable dark siliceous slate or slaty quartz, which dips
steeply south and is cut by northward-trending dikes of granodiorite
and similar rocks.


The lode appears to be the eastward extension of the main vein
on the Nevada-Bellevue group (p. 23), with local enlargement by
replacement of limestone. It strikes northeast, dips about 60° SE.,
and is intersected by a fault of northerly trend. West of the cross
fault the limestone dips steeply south. East of it the dip is steep to
the north, and some of the rock appears to be quartzite. These cán-
ditions indicate considerable displacement. Mineralized ground ex-
tends laterally along the bedding planes of the limestone and quartz-
ite on both sides of the fault near the surface. On the 60-foot level
the vein terminates against the cross fault, in and near which
considerable quartz and calcite have been deposited.


The main ore body in general has a width of 3 feet but in places
is much wider. The ore contains malachite, chrysocolla, red, brown,
and black copper oxides, and some chalcocite and is said to average
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over 3 percent of copper. Replacement deposits of oxidized ore
occur in and along the cross fault and in the limestone north of the
mme.


BRYAN


The Bryan mine is about 1,200 feet southwest of the Blue Bird
mine, on the southwest end of the Bryan claim, which joins the Blue
Bird claim on the south. It is opened by a shaft and tunnel. The
tunnel is in granodiorite just under quartzite, in or just above which
three or more granodiorite sills that apparently follow the bedding
of the sedimentary rocks crop out several feet above the surface and
in places are comiected by cross dikelets. The shaft is said to have
in the bottom ore averaging 4.78 percent of copper, but so far as
learned the mine has not made any shipment.


ANTELOPE


The Antelope mine is about one-third of a mile northwest of the
new site of Contact, south of the Palo Alto and Bryan mines. The
deposit was discovered about 1898 and worked on a small scale until
1910, but nothing appears to have been done there recently. The
production is very small.


The Antelope vein is in the main mass of granodiorite about 600
feet south of the contact and is one of the few promising deposits so
situated. The granodiorite is sheeted approximately parallel to the
vein, which strikes northeast and dips 80° SE. The vein is about 2
feet thick and contains glassy quartz and oxidized copper minerals,
with some sulphide showing in the bottom of a 60-foot shaft, the
deepest working on the property. A parallel vein with nearly verti-
cal dip about 15 feet to the north is reported to contain high-grade
ore where opened by a shaft on Antelope ground.


DETWEILER


John Detweiler, of Contact, has recently opened a new prospect
on two claims about 2,000 feet north of the old site of Contact, south
of the Nevada-Bellevue property. At the time of visit in 1930,
30 tons of ore had been shipped and 20 tons lay on the dumli. The
property is developed by a tunnel with a short crosseut 50 feet from
the portal and a 40-foot inclined winze from the crosseut. Minor
openings extend 100 feet or more farther up the hill. The work-
ings are in limestone 800 feet north of the granodiorite contact. The
limestone dips 40° a little south of east. There is an alaskite
porphyry dike near the lode, which is a replacement deposit along
a fracture zone trending N. 60° W. and dipping northeast, into


the hill.
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. VIVIAN


The Vivian Tunnel Co., a subsidiarý of the. Gray Copper Corpo-
ration, proposed to drive a tunnel nearly 4 miles long that would
pass under the principal properties in the north contact zone, drain
them, and facilitate development at depth. - When completed, this
tunnel was intended to be made available as a haulageway for all
mines along its route, on a toll basis.


The portal of the tunnel is on the Bobs claim close to the Bryan
mine and about half a mile from the railroad at Contact. The
tunnel trends due west. It is double-tracked and 7 by 9 feet in
cross section. Between 1918 and 1930 it had been advanced 310
feet from the portal, but business conditions had compelled suspen-
sion of operations. The objective is a point 20,452 feet from the
portal and 2,050 feet below thd surface. This point is below the
Helen B. Smith tunnel and other workings on the upper group of
properties of the Gray Copper Corporation.


HICKEY


The Hickey mine, commonly known as the " Lead-Silver mine "
and also as the " Jones mine ", is on a group of four claims about a
mile northwest of old Contact, in the canyon on the north side of
the eastern spur of Ellen D. Mountain, three-fourths of a mile north
of the main contact, at an altitude of 6,050 feet (pl. 3). It is the
most northerly of all the north contact deposits. The deposit was
located in 1887 by Thomas Gray, the present owner. For many
years it was owned by M. F. Hickey. A small production was
made prior to 1910, after which the mine lay idle until about 1929-30,
when T. O. Jones, the present lessee, mined and shipped 600 tons
of ore, of which 45 tons is said to have netted about $12 to the ton.
The shipment was mostly yellowish and pink lead carbonate ore.


The ore is said to average about 18 percent of lead, 3 percent of '
zinc, 1.5 percent of arsenic, and 12 ounces in silver to the ton, and '
it contains also a little copper, which rapidly increases below the
100-foot level. Some of the ore mined was very rich in silver.


The deposit is opened to a depth of 150 feet, mainly by a shaft
and drifts aggregating 600 feet of new work. The first 50 feet of
the shaft is vertical and is timbered; the next 50 feet inclines 80° E.
down to the 100-foot level, below which the shaft is again vertical
to the bottom of the mine. The old workings consist principally
of a short tunnel driven southward, from which lead-silver ore was
mined in the early days.


The deposit is a north-south quartz vein 2 to 5 feet wide, with an
epidotelike mineral and nontronite. It dips steeply eastward in
hmestone on or near the hanging wall of a bed of gray quartzite
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50.feet wide- and seems .to be mostly a replacement deposit in a
linely comminuted siliceous fault breccia.


No igneous rock was observed at.the mine, although the limestone
:nearby is largely altered to a greenish-gray silicate rock composed
.chiefly of diopside about 60 percent, quartz 30 percent, .wollastonite
10 percent, and some sericitic mica. The wollastonite occurs mostly
in small grains and stout prisms, and the quartz in very irregulai
small areas, crystals, and grains.


The vein is said to extend through the. length of two clainis. The
principal ore mineral down to the 100-foot level is argentiferous
.cerusite, probably derived by oxidation from the primary ore min-
.erals, argentiferous galena and argentite, which are still present in
athe ore.


The formation. is säid to have changed to calcareous shale on the
100-foot level, possibly a result of faulting. From this point to the
bottom of the mine copper carbonate is increasingly abundant, with -
the result that the ore in this deeper part of the mine is changed
from the yellowish lead carbonate or cerusite ore to a brownish-red
material known locally as " binoxide ore ", which seems to consist
principally of carbonate and oxides of iron, lead, and copper.


About 300 feet west and uphill from the mine a quartz vein con-
taining copper and a little gold dips 80° E. in dense light-colored
:shattered quartzite. Nearby the quartzite is cut by a north-south
alaskite porphyry dike, which on the north passes beneath a mass of
rhyolitic lava (not shown on pl. 2) and on the south is said to extend
to the west end of the Brooklyn property.


SILVER CIRCLE


The Silver Circle mine, formerly the Queen of the Hills,*° °
.about a mile west of the old site of Contact. It is now owned by
Dominick Quilici, of Wells, Nev., and operated under lease by the
Silver Circle Mining Co., of Salt Lake City, Utah. Little was done
here prior to. 1928. From then to the middle of the summer of
1930, 1,000 tons of sulphide ore containing about 11 percent copper .
had been mined and shipped. Some of this ore contained 29 percent
of copper and a little lead and silver.


The mine is opened to a depth of 250 feet by a shaft inclined
50° S., with drifts and stopes and two tunnels, 80 and 100 feet long,
both driven northeastward. At the time of *isit in 1930 a bulkhead
at the 150-foot level prevented access to the lower part of the mine.


The mine is on the main granodiorite contact about half a mile
west of similar mineralized ground in the Brooklyn mine. Most of
the ore is in the metamorphosed limestone north of the contact.


Schrader, F. C., op. cit., pp. 123-124.
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Nearby there is a granodiorite dike of northerly trend and a dike
of porphyritic alaskite. The zone of metamorphosed limestone along
the granodiorite contact is about 100 feet wide, and the principal
ore zone within it is 4½ to 10 feet wide. Some ore is present here
and there in other parts of the metamorphic rock. The limestone
has been silicified and later replaced by actinolite, diopside, chlorite,
tremolite, biotite, axinite, a little garnet, and other minerals. The
proportions vary in different places, but commonly actinolite is
the most abundant mineral. In the ore zone glassy vein quartz is
abundant and veinlets of later quartz cut the ore. The principal
sulphide minerals are chalcopyrite and bornite. Magnetite is locally
conspicuous. In places a little chalcocite is present, and the lower
workings show a little galena.


Unlike most other lodes in the.district, the Silver Circle contains
sulphide even in the outcrops. This is thought to be due to the im-
perviousness and resistance to weathering of the actinolite masses.
Oxidized minerals are conspicuous at the surface, however, and are
present in minor amount in the lowest or 250-foot level. The. oxi-
dized minerals include iron and copper oxides, malachite, and
cuprite. Shallow workings in the granodiorite nearby expose areas


8 to 10 feet wide and 40 to 50 feet long in which the granodiorite
is stained and penetrated by copper carbonate. Locally along frac-
ture planes the carbonate is sufficiently abundant to constitute
8 percent copper ore.


UPPER GROUP OF PROPERTIES OF TKE GRAY COPPER CORPORATION


Most of the deposits along the granodiorite contact between the
Silver Circle and Bonanza mines are now owned by the Gray Copper
Corporation. Most of this ground was formerly owned by the
Nevada Mining, Milling & Power Co. The present owners refer to
the 20 or more claims here as their " upper group " of properties.
The principal development on this group is at the Rattler, Alice,
Magnolia, Highland, Helen B. Smith, and Mammoth mines, described
separately below.


Rattler.--The Rattler mine is a few hundred feet northwest of
the Silver Circle mine, on the Rattler claim, on a mineralized belt or
lode 120 feet wide, which seems to be a northerly spur or offshoot
from the main granodiorite contact. This lode is mineralogically
similar to the Silver Circle Iode, in that the chief ore mineral is
chalcopyrite in an actinolite-quartz gangue. The mine is opened
mainly by a 40-foot cut and a winze and is said to have produced in
1928 100 tons of 6 percent copper ore that contained 3 ounces of
silver to the ton.
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Much of the ore consists of quartz fragments cemented by the oxide
copper minerals--cuprite, melaconite, and malachite-with no trace
of hypogene sulphides remaining.


Alice.-The Alice claim joins the Rattler claim on the west. Ac-
cording to returns of the Garfield Smelting Co., dated December 13,
1916, a sh pment of Ty ton f the glice .ore made by the Seattle
Contact Cópper' Co. ran 14.8 percent of copper, 10.2 percent of iron,
and 5.05 ounces of silver and 0.02 ounce of gold to the ton. In 1929
the mine produced and shipped 400 tons of ore containing 5½ percent
of copper and 13 ounces of silver to the ton. The deposit is opened
by a 12 by 12 foot shaft, 80 feet deep, sunk on the ore. *


The lode is in light-colored, partly silicified limestone about 300
feet north of the border of the granodiorite mass. Both lode and
bedding dip 70°-80° S., toward the granodiorite. A granodiorite
dike cuts the limestone 100 feet west of the mine. The lode is about
8 feet wide and is the result of a replacement of limestone by di-
opside, with minor amounts of fine-grained quartz, wollastonite, and
axinite. Within the silicate mass there are vertical bands and irreg-
ular stringers as much as a foot wide containing malachite, azurite,
chalcopyrite, and locally chalcocite, bornite, covellite, and black cop-
per oxide. Small amounts of molybdenite and specularite are present.
The sulphides are most abundant in the more quartzose parts of the
ore zone.


Magnolia.-Adjoining the Alice claim on the west is the Mag-
nolia claim, which contains two east-west parallel lodes separated
by 150 feet of granodiorite. The lodes dip steeply south near the
granodiorite-limestone contact. The principal opening is a 40-foot
tunnel, mostly in limestone, on the south lode. The north or main
lode has a width of about 25 feet and consists mostly of a brownish
to greenish gangue of actinolite, axinite, garnet, and nontronite, with
good carbonate and copper oxide ore.


Mammoth.-The Mammoth and neighboring prospects in the mid-
dle part of the Gray Copper Corporation's upper group were de-
scribed in some detail in the earlier report 21 and have not been
extensively developed since. Prior to 1926 the corporation shipped
from these prospects 240 tons of ore containing 7.7 percent of cop-
per and about 8 ounces of silver and 82 cents in gold to the ton.


The principal deposits on the Mammoth and Blue Lode claims
are similar in character to those of the Rattler and Silver Circle,
described above. They have received only shallow development. To
the south, within the granodiorite, there are several veins trending

It is reported to be 3,500 feet long and 40 feet or more wide.
, Helen.B. ßmith.-On the.Helen B. Smith..and neighboring claims
iii the vicinity of the deposits above mentioned relatively extensive
development work has bqen done by the Gray Copper Corporation.
The principal tunnel, driven.in 1918-20, is known as the " Helen B."
from the claim in which it starts. This tunnel trends N. 62° W.
It is 2,205 feet long, and its. face is in the Highland No. ö claim,.


°at a depth of 600 feet below the surface and over 1,000 feet below
the top of Ellen D. Mountain. Drifts are run 40 feet each way about
1,205 feet in from the portal. A raise 340 feet long at this point
connects with the surface. From the face of the tunnel there is a
60-foot drift to the northeast and a 40-foot drift in the opposite
direction. On the slope 515 feet above the Helen B. Smith tunnel
an old tunnel, known as the " Mammoth ", has been extended to at
length of 580 feet. In the same vicinity there is a tunnel 520 feet
long with its face at a depth of 375 feet, another tunnel 460 feet
long, and a number of minor workings.


The Helen B. Smith tunnel starts in granodiorite and encounters
the mineralized limestone at 1,205 feet and the Old Abe vein at its
face. The ore body at the contact is about 20 feet wide and dips
about 20° N. Six assays at intervals of. 5 feet in the granodiorite
along the main tunnel ranged from 0.96 percent of copper where .ore
is first encountered to 1.60 percent near the contact. Similarly
spaced samples in the drift to the northeast along the contact
averaged 1.50 percent copper and ranged from 3.18 to 0.38 percent.
In the opposite drift the average for 15 feet was 2.69 percent of
copper, and the range 4.59 to 1.35 percent. All assay data here·
quoted were supplied by the company.


Between the contact and the face the tunnel passed for 200 feet
through a dark slate-colored, slightly laminated rock composed
chiefly of diopside and quartz, with a little magnetite, hematite,.
and green garnet. In this.part of the tunnel also beds consisting of
wollastonite with some diopside and a little quartz with finely dis-
seminated chalcocite are cut diagonally for a distance of 300 feet.
This rock is reported to average about 1 percent of copper.


The extension of the Old Abe vein in the face of the Helen B.
Smith tunnel strikes about N. 25° E. and stands almost vertical.
It contains chalcopyrite and bornite and locally abundant chalcocite
in a fine-grained reddish-gray banded rock, locally called " quartzite."
This rock is limestone replaced by actinolite, garnet, quartz, and
other minerals, as in the similar lodes described above. Some of
the rock is dull olive-green and is composed of diopside with a
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little calcite, quartz, and. green garriët. ' It is cut by veinlets of
diopside and calcite. Part of the.ráck in the Old Abe vein is grano-
diorite containing specks of chalcocite and a little molybdenite, chall
copyrite, boniite, and eovellite. The ore zone is about 30 feet wide.
It has been sampled at 5-foot intervals along both drifts. The aver-
age of the 20 assays gave 4.25 percent of cöpper, 1.68 ounces of silver
to the ton, and $2.90 in gold to the ton, and the range was 0.96 to
13.38 percent of copper, 0.68 to 8.02 ounces of silver to the ton, and a
trace to $31.82 in gold to the ton. The Mammoth timnel cuts across
the Old Abe vein, 35 feet of the tunnel being in the lode. Assays
here range from 2.4 to 3.4 percent of copper with some silver. The
520-foot tunnel nearby exposed bodies of chalcopyrite ore ranging
from 3 to 7 percent of copper and as much as 7 ounces of silver to
the ton. The 460-foot tunnel cut a body of 5-percent copper ore
30 feet wide. These tunnels are in the metamorphosed limestone,
now mainly diopside, with nontronite and tvollastonite locally
plentiful.


STANDARD


The Standard prospect, a new discovery comprismg a group of six
claims owned by N. P. Nielson, is on the upper east slope of Ellen
D. Mountain. It joins the Highland group of the Gray Copper
Corporation on the north. No deep opening has yet been made ont
the property.


A specimen of the surface ore shows primary chalcopyrite dissem-
inated and in streaks in a highly oxidized complex gangue of brown-
ish massive actinolite and axinite, garnet, and bluish chalcedonic
silica.


BONANZA


The Bonanza mine is the most westerly of those in the north con-
tact area. It has been idle since 1910, and the reader is consequently
referred to the earlier report for a full description of the property.22
Small workings develop ore through a vertical range of 350 feet.
in the sides of a canyon. The ore consists of oxidized copper min-
erals with some copper sulphide and molybdenite in metamorphosed
limestone containing garnet and other minerals. There is an alas-
kite dike, which is mineralized where it crosses the mineralized
limestone.


. WEST CONTACT ZONE


The deposits in the west contact area were described in the earlier
report as the " Ivy Wilson group." " The more southerly claims,.
now termed the " Sue group ", are the only ones that appear to have-

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received much recent development. For details regarding.the other
claims and early work on the Sue group the reader is referred to the
previous report.


The early production was small, and the development not exten-
sive. At the Nevada mine, on Ivy Wilson no. 5 claim, 500 tons of
cre reported to..contain,82.percentrofwoopper and.60 cents,in-silver and
$1.50 in gold to the ton, as well as a little lead, was shipped in 1929
and 1930. About half of this was sulphide ore. Since 1926 the
Sue group has been owned by Mrs. D. G. McCulley, of Las Vegas,
Nev., and the estate of W. T. McArolle, the former owner.


The principal recent developments on the Sue group comprise
six tunnels averaging more than 400 feet in length, short shafts,
raises, and winzes. l\fost of the ore produced at the Nevada mine
is reported to have come from a raise 50 feet to the surface above
.a 270-foot tunnel and from a shaft close to the raise.


In the west contact area in general the granodiorite mass is bor-
<lered by greatly disturbed and steeply inclined limestone, with abun-
dant metamorphic minerals in a zone 1,200 feet or more wide. Dikes,
sheets, and irregular masses of granodiorite and alaskite cut the
marmarized and replaced limestone and locally, as on Ivy Wilson
nos. 3 and 4 claims, are exceedingly abundant. Bodies of ore, in
some of which sulphides persist at the surface, are scattered through
this zone, but the ore is not as closely related to the main granodio-
ite contact as it commonly is farther north.
In the Nevada mine the lode is 5 to 12 feet wide and dips steeply


west. Most of the rock in the footwall is granodiorite, and most of
that in the hanging wall is limestone. The lode matter is limestone
extensively silicified and replaced by garnet, chlorite, and kindred
minerals. There are also ..considerable .limonite, . hematite, non-
tronite, and secondary calcite. The calcite in part has a finely
librous radiating structure. The principal ore minerals are
chrysocolla and cerusite. Some of the ore is in pockets along cross
fractures in the wall rock. In the bottom of a winze near the face
of the tunnel there is a steeply inclined solution cavity 20 feet or
more deep and in places large enough for a man to stand in. The
cavity is lined throughout with calcareous sinter 4 inches or more
thick.


LODES IN THE GRANODIORITE SOUTHWEST OF CONTACT


The deposits within the granodiorite mass between Contact and
the west contact area, just described, have received little development
since they were described in the earlier report." Most of the lodes
here are fissure veins in or near alaskite dikes. In places the ore is

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disseminated in fracturëd alääkite. The deposits contain glassy
quartz with chalcopyrite and bornite or their oxidized derivatives
and small amounts of specularite and molybdenite.


The shallow shafts on the Florence group do not appear
to have been extended in recent years. They expose several veins,
most of which are in or close to alaskite dikes. No production is.
reported from this group. . . .


The Copper Shield or Effie Fay group of claims, northeast of
the Florence group, has been acquired by James Gerardet, who in
1930 was engaged in driving a crosscut tunnel, at that time 300 feet
long. There are several alaskite dikes on this property, one of which.
is said to be 200 feet thick at one-place. The dikes are mineralized
at several places.


No new development is reported on the Salt Lake group, south
of the Copper Shield property, or at the Yellow Girl mine, to the
southwest. No production is recorded from any of these properties.


The Red Metal mine, a relatively new discovery, owned by the
Five & One Mining Co., of Twin Falls, Idaho, is said to be on a
porphyry dike 90 feet wide, running about 2½ percent in copper.
It has 800 feet of development work with encouraging results.


CHINA MOUNTAIN AREA


There are numerous prospects in the China Mountain area, but
none have yet attained much production, and most have only shallow
workings. Most of them have changed little since they were
described in the earlier report." The depositi are grouped along
the contact between the granodiorite and the Paleozoic strata. Most
of them are in contact-metainorphosed limestone, but some are
within the granodiorite in or near alaskite dikes. Most of the small
shipments that have been made are reported to have been relatively
rich in copper.


Since the previous report- the Chinaman mine has been" acquired
by the Clark Mining Co., of Rupert, Idaho. This company has
mined some ore from the old workings but has not shipped any.
Its principal work consisted in extending a tunnel on the Skylark
No. 1 claim to a point 1,800 feet from the portal and 250 feet
vertically below the surface. Work here ceased in 1927.


At the old Truro-Sheckles mine, now termed the "Arizona ", 50
tons of 10-percent copper ore was shipped in 1928-30 from work
done by a lessee in extending the shaft to a depth of 165 feet. This.
mine is on a lode parallel to the bedding of whitish limestone with.
steep sohtherly dip, about 900 feet from the granodiorite. contact.

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BLANCHARD MOUNTAIN AREA


The present study has added nothing to the data on properties
in the Blanchard Mountain area contained in the earlier report.26
Most of the lodes here are in contact-metamorphosed limestone close
to the granodiorite. Alaskite dikes crop out close to some of the
lodes.


KNOLL MOUNTAIN AREA


HICE


The property owned by H. R. Hice & Son is near the head of
Knoll. Creek about 2 miles southeast of Blanchard Mountain. It is
en a minor ridge composed of faulted and slickensided Tertiary lake
beds, which in general parallel the ridge line and dip 20°-30° NW.
A breccia composed of different kinds of Paleozoic sedimentary rocks
with jasper, barite, quartz, and cerusite crops out at the upstream -
end of the ridge crest in an area 10 to 30 feet wide. This material
is said to contain 60 percent of lead, 2 to 3 ounces of gold to the ton,
and as much as 240 ounces of silver to the ton. Much of that in the
outcrop is firmly cemented, but underground the breccia is in part
only loosely coherent and is crudely stratified. A 130-foot shaft
and other openings sunk on the croppings encountered no solid
material, and a 300-foot tunnel that passes under the outcrop pene-
trated only the Tertiary beds. Hence the cap of mineralized breccia
on the ridge crest appears to result from faulting or, perhaps more
probably, from a landslide.


vvmour


The Vulcan mine, owned by the Vulcan Mine Co., of Twin Falls,
Idaho, is in the northern part of the Knoll Mountain area, on the
east side of the head of Trout Creek (pl. 2). The company began
.developing the property in 1912 and has worked on it at intervals '
since, on a small scale.


The property is said to comprise a claim group of 400 acres. _ It is
<leveloped mainly by a 100-foot crosscut tunnel and shaft. The
tunnel, at an altitude of about 7,000 feet, runs S. 60° E. into the
anountain side and attains a depth of 300 feet at the face. The shaft
is situated well in advance of and 260 feet higher than the tunnel
.and is accompanied by many lateral openings.


The country rock consists mainly of brown Paleozoic limestone and
quartzite. The mine is about 2 miles out from the granodiorite
coiitact. . On the lower slopes the Paleozoic rocks are overlairi by
Tertiary lake beds. The first 200 feet of the tunnel is in the lake
beds, and the next 500 feet in a breccia of dark-brownish Paleozoic

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Simestone and quartzite, which becomes more siliceous toward the
-face. Also near the face the tunnel intersects a 20-foot porphyry
-dike.


At 40 feet from the face of the tunnel occurs a 2½-foot quartz
vein dipping 40° W., toward the portal. It carries a little gold and
silver. At various points there are other streaks with a little lead
carbonate and copper stain and some small bunches or pockets
yielding good-looking specimens consisting of quartz, malachite,
and red copper oxide. Several tons of ore on the dump is said to
average 20 percent of .copper and 20 ounces of silver to the ton. At
the shaft there is said to.be a 4-foot vein.


A brick-red boulder about 2½ feet in diameter, apparently from
some other lode, was found on the ground near the tunnel dump.
It consists of a breccia of small quartz grains, possibly with some
feldspar, cemented by fine-grained quartz and earthy hematite, and
is reported to carry a fair tenor of silver.


SILVER KING


The Silver King mine, formerly the Kratz, is 2 aniles south of the
Vulcan mine, on the west slope of Knoll Mountain at an altitude of
1,500 feet (pl. 2). The mine is on the northern part of the Silver
Xing vein, which is said to extend 4 miles southwestward and to
range from 5 to 20 feet in width.


The deposit was discovered and located about 1885 by Mr. Truro
and partner, who sunk a shaft and took out some ore. It is now
-owned by the Silver King Mining Co., of which H. R. Hice & Son are
leading members.


There'are two main openings, about 1,500 feet apart. The north
.opening, situated well up the mountain side, consists mainly of an
80-foot shaft and a 20-foot incline. Here the deposits are contained
mainly in a 5-foot vein in Paleozoic sedimentary rocks, which con-
sist, in part at least, of slate-colored finely banded metamorphosed
siliceous shale or quartz schist. The vein dips 70° SE., into the
anountain. It consists mainly of finely comminuted quartz and rock
.firmly cemented in a siliceous,matrix. It is crudely banded and is
stained greenish, brownish red, and blackish with lead carbonate and
iron and manganese oxides. Some of it shows also streaks of copper
stain. About 4 tons of lead-silver ore, said to run $20 to the ton, lies
on the dump.


The south opening is about 1,õ00 feet southwest of the north
opening and several hundred feet lower, where the vein is exposed
in the south bank of the ravine eroded across it. Here a shaft said
to be 100 feet deep and 200 feet of adit tunnel, drifts, and cross-
cuts expose a vein about 15 feet wide. The vein stands about vertical
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or dips steeply northwest and contains much iron and manganese
oxide in a siliceous gangue. The ore minerals are mainly argen-
tiferous lead carbonate, galena, and possibly argentite. A consider-
able .portion of the vein is said to carry 10 percent of lead and 8
ounces of silver to the ton. From substantial portions of the vein
J. F. O'Byrne reports having obtained assays as follows: Manganese,
40 percent; copper, 2 percent; lead, 20 percent; silver, 4 ounces to the
ton; and gold, a trace. A little zine is also present. The ore in the
bottom of the shaft is said to carry about 4 percent of copper.


In openings on the ridge 200 feet to the southwest and 80 feet
higher than the shaft the vein is mostly coarsely banded quartz and

The Silkworm mine, owned by
Glen Moore, is. about 3 miles south-
west of the Silver King mine, ap-
proximately on the south boundary
of the area shown in plate 2. It
is in a steep hillside on Spring
Creek, a south tributary of Knoll .
Creek, with the portal of the tunnel
at an altitude of about 7,080 feet.
The deposit was discovered by Mr.
Moore about 1926. By 1930 he had
shipped from it about 40 tons of good
grade lead-silver ore. The property '
comprises the Silkworm group of 13
claims in a compact, nearly square


block. It is developed by a 400-foot crosscut tunnel and a 50-foot
shaft, 250 feet above the face of the tunnel (fig. 6).


Much of the country rock at the mine is a reddish or lavender
dolomite, but some is a very fine grained black argillaceous quartz-
ite. It is brecciated and recemented by quartz. A few hundred
yards west of the mine a large north-south dike of diorite porphyry
is exposed along the road and creek.


The shaft is sunk on the vein.originally discovered, which is about
2 feet wide and dips 80° NW. Nearly all the ore so far mined
has come from this shaft. A short distance to the right of the
tunnel, near its face, as shown by a crossout and drift, is what
seems to be a second vein,-which strikes nearly north and dips steeply
eask
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The ore is mostly oxidized and stained reddish or yellowish brown
with iron oxide and lead carbonate and is calcareous. Much of it
has a gangue of quartz and jasperoid material. It replaces the wall
rock locally and contains a few bodies of galena as much as 3 feet
in diameter. The ore shipped is said to have run about 20 percent
of lead, 20 percent of zinc, and 20 ounces of silver to the ton. The
ore minerals are chiefly cerusite, cerargyrite, and zine oxide.


MIDDLE STACK MOUNTAIN AND TROUT CREEK AREA


There are numerous openings along the granodiorite contact near
Middle Stack Mountain and on both sides of Trout Creek. Much
of the development work here was done in the early days of the
district, and the production has never been large. The lodes are
essentially similar in character to those of the north contact area,
except that alaskite dikes are more closely associated with them.
The reader is referred to the earlier report 27 for descriptions of the
different properties.


The Boston mine is the only one at which any considerable amount
of work has been done since 1910. The deposit here is in contact-
metamorphosed limestone, essentially parallel to the bedding. It
has been opened to a depth of 190 feet by a tunnel, shaft, winze, and
drifts and is 4 to 20 feet thick. In the few years preceding 1926 this
mine is said to have made several small shipments of good-grade
copper-gold ore, in which the principal ore minerals besides copper
carbonates were bornite and chalcopyrite. In 1928-30 considerable
additional development work was done in the mine, with encour-
aging results. At a depth of 90 feet in the shaft was found a 6-inch
shoot of cerargyrite ore running about 300 ounces in silver to the
ton. The drift on the 190-foot level had been extended 140 feet
northward in the footwall side of the vein and showed there the
same ore tenor as on the upper levels. The last 40 feet of the drift
was all in ore that averaged 2 percent of copper and $1 in gold to
the ton. An 8-foot crosscut started for the hanging wall showed
increased tenor in the face.


Smelter returns dated June 10, 1930, on a carload of sorted ore
shipped from this mine report 6.77 percent of copper and 6.6 ounces
of silver and 0.265 ounce of gold to the ton--a total value of $19.18
to the ton.

GEOLOGY:


It is my recollection that these deposits have been described in
a previous report as having originated from the intrusion of granite
(an igneous rock) along its contact with the series of sedimentaries,
limestones, quartaites, slates (rock deposited by desimentation under
water, later subjected to heat and pressure consolidating them into their
present form.) They have thus been characterized as "contact" deposits,
and hence the name of the town itself.
These deposits ará not contact deposits in any sense of the word it
beyond a shadow of a doubt by the following fact,s and observations.

1. In the Ilo Tunnel, the heading passed for several hundred feet through
granite, - which wasgor the most part badly decomposed. It then passed
through the sharp1ÿ defiried contact, ož the granite with the sedimentaries
without encountering the ore.

A brief progress inspection of the subject property was
conducted July 7 by R. W. Osterstock and Oscar Crispin. Mr. Leo
Bricker, mine foreman, was present during the examination. The
purpose of the inspection was to determine the advisability of
turning the DMEA West crosscut in a nortaerly direction as proposed
by Jacob Porter, superintendent for the operators.


Since my last inspection of the property on June 15, 1969
the face of the DMEA West crosscut had been advanced 33 feet in a
S. 82° W. direction (see accompanying 1" = 20' sketch). Although
tae ground is thoroughly shattered by fractures and joints of diverse
orientation, the granodiorite remains dense and fresh with only a
small amount of alteration and a very few traces of copper stain along
some of the more prominent fractures. There is no indication that
the crosscut has entered a zone of alteration of the type which may
be expected on the immediate hanging wall of the Dunkle vein.


The objective of the DMEA exploration program is the inter- .
section of the down dip projection of the Dunkle vein at the Ilo
level. Since the inception of this program it has been felt that
the best point to intersect the vein would be directly down'dip
from the old Dunkle stopes.


The enclosed 100-scale map shows the West crosscut to
July 7, 1999. If the relative positions and,elevations on the Dunkle
vein are used rather than the directly read h5° dip a §0° dip results.
The projected position of the Dunkle vein on the Ilo level using a
§0° dip is approximately 60 feet north of the position plotted using







(lþ (Ib


a h6° dip. This may explain why the West crosscut has not yet
intersected the Dunkle vein.


In order to assure that the crosscut continues to approach
the area down dip from the old stopes I have proposed an additional
100 feet of advance in a S. 80° W. direction. Leo Bricker is in
accord with this plan which should be followed unless unmistakable
evidence in the form of extreme alteration indicates proximity to
the Dunkle vein during the course of the 100 foot advance.


It is therefore recommended that the DMEA West crosscut be
continued from the present face (7-7-55) for a distance of 100 feet
in the same direction (S. 80° W.).

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is


required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:


(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF--104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
rees Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.--All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form NIF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
'services incurred for the exploratory, operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and techmcal services used for
work perforned under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under " Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion".


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

(2) and (3).


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
msùrance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

A brief inspection of tae.subject property was conducted ,
June 16, 1996 by R. W. Osterstock (USGS). There were no other
persons present during the inspection.


Since my last visit on May 13, 19§§, the West crosscut
had been advanced 62 feet in essentially the same direction (S. 80°
W). As noted on the accompanying sketch map the recent advance has
not encountered any significant structures, joints and thin fractures
with diverse attitudes are common. For the most part the granodiorite
is quite fresh and hard with no tendency toward the degree of altera-
tion which might be expected if the face were in close proxinity to
the hanging wall of the Dunkle vein.


The enclosed 100 scale geologic sketch map indicates that
the West crosscut has already passed beyond (west) of the projected
position of the Dunkle vein on the Ilo level. It appears, therefore,
that the Dunkle vein has steepened somewhat.


. In a brief note to Mr. Leo Bricker, mine foreman, I suggested
that the present heading of the West crosscut be continued in order
that it may approach a position more nearly down dip from the old
stopes on the Dunkle vein. As tais point is approached it will taen
be more judicious to turn the crosscut to the northwest and thus
intersect the Dunkle vein more nearly normal to its strike.

A progress examination of the subject property was conducted
May 13, 1999 by R. W. Osterstock (USGS). Mr. Leo Bricker, mine
foreman, was present during the inspection.


Since apr last inspection of the property on March 26,
1995 the operators have advanced the DMEA west crosscut approximately
86 feet. As noted on the accompanying sketch map the north striking
sheared and broken zone columned about 20 feet west of the March 26
spad. The significance of this north-trending sone of shearing and
probable faulting cannot yet be ascertained, however it does seem
likely that the present face of the west crosscut is in the same
block of ground as the Dunkel vein as projected fran the surface to
the Ilo tunnel level. About 30 feet west of the March 26 spad a thin
(3-6 inch) quartz vein was intersected. Tais vein strikes NE and
dips $$* SE. Chalcopyrite, bornite, chalcocite, malachite and Fe
oxide orel"present in the vein zone. Bricker reports that a picked
high sample of the mineralized zone assayed 13 percent copper and
better than $$.00 in gold and silver. There is about 3 inches of gouge
on the footwall of the vein structure. About 8 feet further along the
crosscut a barren fault structure within similar strike and dip contains
3 to à inches of clay gouge. Beyond these structures to the present
face of the west crosscut the granodiorite becomes increasingly fresh.
Some strong joints are noted near the face but no otaer prominent
structures are visible.


Although the thin mineralized structure has a similar dip
to the Dunkel vein it strikes a bit too much north of east and might
therefore represent a split from the main Dunkel structure. Until
the exact location of the Dunkel vein on the Ilo tunnel level is
established there is no reason.for attempting to drift NE along the
mineralized structure as it will probably be cut off by the shear and
fault zone encountered in the crosscut about 20 feet to the east.
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There is as yet no reason to alter the work program as
outlined in the March 3, 19§§ memorandum.

A brief inspection of the Marshall Mine, DMEA docket 67K,
Contract Idm-El63, in Elko County, Nevada was conducted on January 28,
19§§ by R. W. Osterstock (U.S.G.S.) and G. G. Gentry (US.B.M.).
Mr. Leo Bricker, mine forenan, was present during the inspection.


Since my last inspection during late September 1994 the
operators had driven southwesterly about 150 feet. This work started
an what was thought to be the offset extension of the Nevada-Bellevue
vein, however, this structure is progressively less persistent and
less well mineralized to the southwest. About 80 feet from the North
crosscut the structure stopped abruptly in a north-striking, 'west
dipping shear zone. From this point on the operators drove in a
southerly direction until stopped in what is reported by Bricker to
be a heavy fault zone. The face of this southerly crosscut has not
been mucked out, consequently examination of this portion of the
workings is impossible.


The value of the work in this South crosscut is doubtful as
it had no target previously reconnended nor was advice requested.


It seems fairly certain that the north-striking fault zone
near USEK Station #3 in the North crosscut is the main fault in the
immediate area and that this fault has offset the Nevada-Bellevue vein
northward. The exact relation of tae Dunkle vein to the Nevada-
Bellevue vein is not clear, however, the similarity of aktitude and
mineral content suggests these structures are genetically related if .
not actually the same. It is possible that the small mineralized
showing on which the South crosscut was started actually is the Nevada-
Bellevue structure which in this area did not receive sufficient
mineralizing solutions to provide an economic vein.
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It now seems advisable to continue the West crosscut in


order to intersect the Dunkle vein where projected to the Ilo tunnel
level.


It is recommended that the operator continue crosscutting
in a southwesterly direction to intersect the down dip projection of
the Dunkle vein.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is


required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:


(a) Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.--This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in. the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of


. expenditures due.the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion".


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
msurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be mcluded
under item (2) as labor costs.


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Fôrm MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.-
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be


· thus supported.


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed

Preparatiòn of Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.--Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total
Costs To Date".


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days.of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract.

SUMMARY


The Marshall Mine was visited on January 28, 1955 for the pur-


pose of inspecting work performed by the applicant under the DMEA ex-


ploration contract. During the inspection the examining engineer was


accompanied by Mr. Leo Bricker, mine foreman, representing the oper-


ator, and Mr. R. W. Osterstock, geologist, USGS. Mr. R. M. Smith,


geologist, USGS also inspected the mine on this date. Mr. G. B. Porter,


manager for the lessee,. was reported.to be in San Francisco, Calif. and


was not available for consultation.


Under date of November 12, 1954, the Marshall Mining Co. as-


signed the exploration contract to Mr. Murray A. Schutz. whose address


is reported to be Room 602, 127 Montgomery Street, San Francisco, Cal.;


and on November 26, 1954, the Government's consent to this assignment,


without releasing the Assignor from aný of the terms, provisions, and







conditions of the amended contract, was signed by the Administrator,


DMEA.


Since the last inspection on November 10, 1954, the operator


has completed.and abandoned drifting in a southwesterly direction and


has resumed drifting in a nearly due westerly direction for the purpose


of exploring for the downward continuatioÂ of the Dunkle vein. Practi-


cally no copper mineralization has been disclosed in the above drifting.


The ventilation of the drifts is only fair and the installation of


a larger ventilating fan is recommended.


The operator .has discontinued the production of copper ore


above the Ilo level due to the decreasing grade of the ore. It is appar-


ent that Mr. Porter, resident manager for the operator and assignee,


is spending only a small portion of his time at the mine. The examining


engineer considers that this.lack of supervision has contributed to de-


creased progress.

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GEOLOGY


The Southwest drift.has been extended principally through a coarse


grained, blocky granite which carries a considerable amount of mica in


the form of b,iotite. No important occurrences.of quartz or copper min-


eralization were observed in this granite. At approximately 15 feet north


of the face of this drift, the Ilo fissure was intersected. The fissure


strikes generally in an easterly and westerly direction, has a width of


3. 2 feet and dips approximately 28° S. A narrow quartz vein was observed


on the footwall of the fissure, however, very little copper mineralization


was noted. Considerable gouge is found on both walls of the fissure.


The operators extended the drift for a distance of 15 feet south of


the Ilo fissure and reported that another small parallel fissure was in-


tersected. This fissure carried considerable heavy gouge and water,


and caving -started.almost immediately. It was impossible £or the exam-


inmg engineer to enter the caved area for inspection. Due to the caving


conditions, the operators abandoned the-work and returned to a point


approximately 50 feet west of the Northwest crosscut and started drifting


nearly due west in a further attempt to intersect the Dunkle vein. This


drift had been extended a distance of 56 feet through blocky granite in


which no copper mineralization was observed.
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SAMPLING


Sample No. 1490, width 1.7 feet, was taken on the west side of


the Southwest crosscut on the footwall of the Ilo vein. This was a nar-


row disclosure of quartz. The sample assayed as follows: 0. 38°/o Cu,


trace of Au, and.0. 35 oz. Ag per ton. No other samples were taken,


as no mineralization was observed, and no samples were taken in the


new West drift for the same reason.

SUMMARY


The Marshall Mine was visited on Nov. 10, 1954 for the purpose


of inspecting the work performed by the operator under the exploration


contract. During the inspection the examining engineer was accompanied


by Mr. Jacob Porter, prdject engineer for the American World Explor-


ation Co., who are leasing the mining property from the Marshall Mining


Co. On the date of this inspection, Mr. Porter had received no word from


his San Francisco office relative to Government approval of the contract


assignment.


On Sept. 18, 1954, the lessee discontinued the extension of the


Northwest grosscut as the objective of this crosscut had been reached


and no mineralized areas had been exposed. The lessee then started


drifting in a southwesterly direction, by turning from the crosscut at a


point 21 feet south of station No. 4, and on the date of inspection had ad-







vanced this drift a total of 92. 6 feet.


The purpose of this southwesterly drift was to explore a narrow


quartz vein encountered at the intersection of the drift and the crosscut,


and to prospect for the southwesterly trending quartz-copper vein which


had been followed. along the Ilo level.


Progress has been slow, principally due to lack of adequate -


ventilation equipment.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is


required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:


(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form detaila expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF--104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.----A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or chtirn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


- The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised Februàry 1952),
however,. this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other,contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words " Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". iThe amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
msurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analys1s.

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rebabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided.for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

In accordance with your memo request, I visited the property
Sept. 22 and 23, 1953. The manager of field operations, Mr. Jacob
Porter escorted me through the workings during my visit. The accom-
panying osalid of my work sheet will, I believe, enlighten you as to
the work presently being done under IMEX auspices.


After encountering the major NW-SE fault in the original
E-W crosscut, the operators backed off and started a new crosscut to -
the NW. The NW-SE fault was again encountered about 1§ feet beyond
USBM Station No. 3. Apparently considerable difficulty was experienced
in getting through the fault mone which is very broken as the walls
are. lagged solid. Some 25 feet into the hanging wall of the fault
the crosscut encountered what must be the offset of the Nevada-
Bellevue vein, striking SW and dipping SE. An additional 100 feet of
crosscutting beyond the vein exposed no major structures, therefore,
it must be presumed that the vein encountered is the true offset
extension of the Nevada-Bellevue. The vein is carrying considerable
sulfide in its central portion but is as yet too ain to provide for
an economic operation. The operators are beginning to drift along
the vein but have not as yet progressed very far.


Some ore is being drawn from old stopes above the Ilo level
east of the main shaft. About 5 or 6 men are working in the mine at
present.


Porter mentioned the possibility of receiving power from
the Idaho Power and Light Co. which is considerhag running a line into
Dais region. If this materializes it should give the district a shot
in the ans.

SUMMARY


The Marshall mine was visited on September 17 and 18,


1954, for the purpose of inspecting the work performed by the oper-


ator under the exploration contract. During the inspection, the exam-


ining engineer was accompanied by Mr. Jacob Porter, project engineer


for the American World Exploration Company who are leasing the min-


ing property from the Marshall Mining Co..


On the date of this inspection, the assignment of the ex plor-


ation contract from the Marshall Mining Company to the lessee had not


been approved by the Government.


The.lessee has continued to advance the crosscut in a north-


westerly direction. Ìhe crosscut has now been extended a total distance


of 244. 1 feet, and has reached a point almost directly under the surface


exposure of a quartz vein which dips approximately 55° southeast.







Very little copper mineralization has been encountered m


the crosscut and, therefore, the results of this phase of the exploration


has been disappointing to both the operator and the Government. The


operator has employed four men who have been working one shift per


day and six days per week. Some delays have occurred due to the


necessity of replacing broken timber supports and installing additional


timbers.


The failure to find an ore body of minable widths and profit-


able commercial value in the Northwest crosscut has appreciably dis-


couraged the lessee who reports that he expects to reach a decision on


or about October 1, 1954 relative to his company's future plans regard-


ing the lease and continued operations.


During this period of operation, the lessee has mined and


shipped two cars of copper ore. One car is reported to have assayed


2.41*/o copper, and the analyses of the other car had not been received.


Due to strike conditions, the American Smelting and Refining


Company, Garfield Utah Smelter, have advised the lessee to withhold


future shipments pending further instructions and/or settlement of the


stri'ke.


The lessee has continued to employ one miner on the pro-


duction of ore from the old stopes. However, at the time of the in-


spection, the results of this prospecting had been largely negative.

GEOLOGY


Since the last inspection on July 27 a d 28, 1954, the crosscut


has been extended principally through an area of granitic material


which has been broken into a "blocky" appearance by numerous expan-


sion and tension fracturing and by a small amount of faulting. The


amount of feldspars and micas are approximately the same as noted in


the last interim report. Only one narrow fissure, 2 to 3 inches in width


and containing copper minerals, was observed.


The face of the crosscut is now nearly vertically under the sur-


face exposure of a quartz vem carrymg some copper mineralization, and


the fissure intersected in the crosscut is believed to be the downward


continuation of the above mentioned surface exposure. One sample,


BM-1367, was secured from this fissure at the west side of the cross-


cut and analyzed 6.28"/o Cu, 0.025 ounces Au and 1.95 ounces Ag per ton.


Due to the fact that no copper mineralization was encountered northwest


of this fissu.re, the operators expect to drift along the fissure in a south-


westerly direction for probably 25 to 30 feet in order to explore an un-


known area and to ascertain widths and mineralization of the fissure.


This drift may also serve to intersect a southwesterly striking narrow

(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
.difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs.

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

RECOMMENDATIONS


Timbering the west crosscut:


The lessee is using second hand railroad cross ties for posts


and caps.

Considerable


replacement of timber sets will probably be necessary.


This matter was brought to the attention of Mr. Porter, who


stated that he had purchased 200 good cross ties and would provide


adequate timber suþports and replacements.

Ventilation of the crosscut:


The removal of powder smoke and has has been by compressed


air and natural ventilation through the partially caved main shaft. In


the near future, it appears that additional forced ventilation will be re-


quired, and especially if two shifts are worked.


Some caving has occurred around the collar of the old main


shaft and to the extent that the headframe may drop into the shaft and


start additional caving which might entirely block the passage of air.


This matter was discussed with Mr. Porter who stated that


he would remove the headframe and protect the collar of the shaft in


order to secure all possible ventilation through the shaft.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: .


(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.--A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.--All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory oþerations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

The Marshall Mine was visited on March 25 and 26, 1954 for


the purpose of inspecting the new exploration crosscut started by the


applicant on Feb. 25, 1954.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: -


(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not. later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.--All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised .February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Itental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under " Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings,.installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
msurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

SUMMARY


The Marshall Mine was visited on Jan. 28 and 29, 1954 for


the purpose of inspecting the Southwest exploration drift, 'driven with


DMEA financial assistance and in which operations had been discontinued


on or about October 30, 1953; to inspect the various items of mining


machinery in which the Government retains a financial interest; to .


secure a large sample of representative shipping ore for metallurgical


testing and to discuss with the applicant his future plans relative to the


exploration contract. During the inspection the exammmg engmeer was


accompanied by V. C. Marshall, one of the owners of the property.


Since October 30, 1953, the operators have confined their


efforts in producing and shipping copper ores to the smelters and have


not resumed work on the exploration contract.







The shipments of copper ores have varied from 2 to 5 carloads


per week and the grade from about 3.0% Cu to 6.0% Cu. Profits are


reported as moderate and just about sufficient to caryy the expense of


employing a crew of six to seven men on a 6-day week basis. Mr. .


Marshall estimates that approximately 6, 000 tons of crude ore have


been produced and shipped since the Ilo Tunnel level was repaired and '


opened to the main shaft.


The date of resuming exploration under the cozitract appears


very indefinite and even though resumed in the near future, it seems


obvious that an extension of time will be required.


Some caving has already occurred in the new Southwest explor-


ation drift, between Stations 2 and 3 and probably amounting to 10 or 12


mine cars. Additional caving will no doubt occur unless this type of


ground is timbered soon. In order to reduce timbering expense and the


expense of removing the caved rock (both of which must be done at the


expense of the operator), the examining engineer recommended to Mr.


Marshall that necessary timber sets be installed immediately. However,


due to the necessity of producing ore to meet operating expenses, it


seems likely that the rehabilitation of the drift will be postponed as long


as possible.


Due to the low grade ore and insufficient profit, the Marshall


Mining Company have advertised the property for sale, lease or option in


the hope of interesting some company financially able to continue mine







development and to construct and operate a leaching plant. The examin-


ing engineer was informed that the Marshall Mining Company requires a


down payment of $35, 000.00 together with an agreement by the purchaser


to complete the DMEA exploration project and to install an adequate leach-


ing plant.


During the past month, the mine has been examined by Messrs.


Ralph Thurston and A. J. Pouch of Ely, Nev. These men represent the


Metallics Unlimited Co.,, and.are reported to have a DMEA contract


(Idm-E505) on the Pine Nut Mine at Cherry Creek, Nev. A recent letter


to Mr. V. C. Marshall from Mr. Thurston and Mr. Pouch indicated that


they were waiting the results of leaching tests prior to reaching a decision


relative to further discussions of the mine.

SUMMARY


. The Marshall Mine was inspected on Sept. 2 and 3, 1952 for the


purpose of securing information relative-to the progress and character


of the work being performed under the exploration contract.


A Brunton survey was made to show the advance in the West drift,


from July 18 to Sept. 2, 1952. The West drift.had been advanced a


distance of 155.0 feet and the East drift had been advanced a distance


of 7.7 feet.


On July 25, 1952, the crew who had been working in the East drift


were transferred to the West drift and employed on the night shift.


The applicant, therefore, expected to increase the advance of the West


drift by having two crews. However, this arrangement did not prove to


be entirely satisfactory and the night shift was laid off about the


middle of August for a two week period.

The character of the work has been satisfactory when taking into


consideration the condition of the rock encountered, and the drifting


has followed good mining practice.

Enclosed herewith is our report for the month of May 1952.


During May we advanced our drift along the vein to the East a
distance of 54 feet which gives us.a total footage to the East of
110 feet, which was in ore all the way. Eighty tons of ore was
removed from this heading in May. To the west we rehabilitated
a further distance of 195 feet and removed 170 tons of ore, and /
considerable waste in this work. We installed new rail and pipe over
the entire distance to.the nest. This drift is in ore all the way
and contained several stopes to a heighth of 20 to 40 feet mad
required considerable tidoering.


Thus during the month we gained a combined footage of 249 feet
along the vein, and removed 224 tons of ore mad 260 tons of waste.
There now is approximately 400 tone of ore on the dump.


Ke are handicapped by lack of sufficient compressed air cap-
acity and are planning to add another compressor early in June.


We have applied to Defense Materials procurement agency for
a contract providing for a price of 32¢ for our copper production.
Le have quotations from McGill and Garfield smelters and the high
treatment charges they ask make it iàpossible to operate profitably
on the present domestic copper price of 24$¢. We are prepared to
finance the added equipment and facilities necessary to go into im-
mediate production, while still carrying on our developement work
under our DLM.E.A. contract.

We are enclosing five copies of our recort for the month of
April, 1952. Our expenditures were above normak for the month due to
cuarterly payroll taxes, extra supplies and the purchase of our final
itema of equipment.


During April we completed rehabilitation of the Ilo Tunnel to
the vein and installed and timbered a sto.tion at that point. At the
month end we had advanced the drift along the vein to the East, in
new ground, a distance of 56 feet. The voin averaged about 8 feet in
width «for this distance and produced approximately 130 tons of copper
ore during the month. To the west we have completed rehabilitation
of the drift, a distance of 180 feet. It was necessary to install
new track and to widen and timber the drift in places. Cleaning up
this drift produced approximately 45 tone of ore so that at the month
end we had stockpiled on the dump about 175 tons of cre.


Our situation and outlook has improved greatly during the
past 30 daya. Close examination and study of the ore exposed to date.
would indicate that we have already made accessable a conservative
amount of about 20,000 tone of ore. Indications are strong that tonnage
and values continue down below our present level. Thus we feel that we
are presently in a very good ore mone with an average of 350 - feet of
backa above us and some wide and well mineralised ore bodies continuing i '
below us.


We estimate that within 30 days we could produce and ship. a
carload of ore per day while still carrying on our present develope-
ment. We have arranged for assaying our ore and will soon have a more
definite basis for estimating the mineral values. Using our estimate of
3Ô in copper content, we would get back at the mine about $7,00 per ton
after freight and emelting charges, at the present price of copper.


This would not fe sufficient to pay mining costs and carry on e3
developement program at the same time. At a price of 34¢ for copper wo :
would receive a net return at the mine of about $11.50 per ton on 3¾
copper ore. This would give us a fair working margin. The fact that we
could go into immediato production and supply copper now while it is most
needed should be justification for a contract at this price.

An inspection of the work being perforned under the above
contract, by the Marshall Mining Company, was made on April 29 and 30
1952. Mr. G. V. Marshall, superintendent in charge of the work,
accompanied the writer during the inspection.


To date, the Ilo adit level has been cleared for a distanoe
of 1,329 linear feet, from the portal to the junction of the East
and West drifts, (See attached sketch).


Due to bad ground conditions in various sections of the Ilo
level, it was necessary to install 111 sets of timbera which were
lagged on top and sides. The timbers used were, for the most part,
second hand cross tîea purchased from the Union Pacific Railroad Co.
at or near Contact, Nev. The size of a typical timbered sections ist .
idth between sides 6 feet 4 inches, height from top of rail to bottom


of cap 7 feet. The cross ties are of standard railroad dimensions,
are in good condition, and where installed have shown no evidence of
crushing or splitting.


At the junction of the Ilo level with the bast and Lest
drifts, it was necessary to install four sets of tiabers with lagging
on top and the east side.


est drift:


Beginning at station 19 (center line of intersection with
the Ilo level), the test drift has been cleared for a distance of
167 linear feet. 21ne track, and 2-inch black iron pipe for compressed
air have been installed. Two sets of timbers have been installed,
on $-£oot centers, beginni¤ñ at a point 162 feet west of station 19.


At 4:00f,g. on April 30, 1952, the workmen were engaged
in cleaning up material which had been previously gobbed in a small
stope above the drift. The back of this stope is about 25 feet alxxve
the drift.

Ten to 12 holes are drilled to a depth of
6 feet for a heading round änd the drift size averages 7 feet wide
by 8 feet high. The average round usually amounts to 14 to 15 care
of broken rock. Mucking is done by means of an SIMCO, stodel 12B
mucking machine and the loaded cars hauled to the dump by means of
an Atlas, battery type locomotive. One man operates the mucking machine
and one man operates the muck train and these two machines alternate
between the act and heat drifts as required. One man is suployed
on the outside in framing timbere, looking after the aîr compressor,
maintaining the track grade on the dump and also maintaining .the
drainage ditch in the Ilo level.

For the purpose of inspection, the prope,rty of the Marshall Mining
Co. was visited during the period Nov. 7 and 8, 1951.


Since the start of the project, work has been confined to leveling .
the yard at the portal of the tunnel level and to the removal of the
mine building at the shaft level. .


Leveling at the tunnel level has resulted in cutting the bank bank
about 30 feet which removed about 6 sets of the tunnel. The new portal
is now more favorably situated in hard fina granite. In addition the
yard has been considerably enlarged and leveled.


The compressor and store house has been moved from the shaft
elevation and erected at the tunnel level portal. At the time of visit the
blacksmith shop was on skids ready to be loaded on the truolk. This build-
ing will be placed along side the compresor room at the tunnel level.


The buildings are sufficiently large to supply present coverage
for equipment and supplies.


The removal and erection of these buildings should be completed
within the week. Work then will be started rehabilitating the tunnel,
which for the first 900 feet will require some cleaning along the track.


At the .900 foot point, the tunnel is blocked by a cave which
according to the foreman, extends for.a distance of about 60 feet. This
cave has resulted in the timber rotting out and some sloughing from the
sides and back. It should not be too difficult to repair this section
and once work is started, clearing and retimbering should proceed rapidly.
