“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and ‘“New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is foundin the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A spaeé for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Comments:

The exploration work was was well done, and followed good,
standard mining practice. The drifts required no timbering during the
program. Three days were spent in repairing the road to the mine and
20 days in reconditioning the shaft.

The object of the project was to explore the main ore shoot on
the Hope claim and also to X-cut south to the Culverwell ore shoot, on the
same vein, about 600 feet south of the North shaft. The work was originally
planned to be done on the 650 level, however, because the shaft had caved
below the 550 level, it was agreed that the Operator could do the exploration
work on the 550 level. The only exploration done previously on the 550 level
consisted of two stub drifts driven on the vein, about 20 feet north and 60
feet south from the shaft.

The vein strikes generally north-south and dips 1% to 30° east.
The vein is composed of very fine grained sugary quartz and silicified wall
rock enclosed in altered igneous rock which might be either diorite or
andesite,

Bornite, the chief copper mineral, is distributed irregularly in
the vein material. Thirty-five (35) samples, taken from cuts ranging from
1.6 to 5.6 feet in length across the vein, showed values of 0.03% to 0.81%
copper, O.1 to 0.2% lead, 0.1 to 0.5% zinc, a trace to 0.02 oz in gold,
and 0.02 to 6.00 ozs. in silver, per ton of vein material.

At the conclusion of the program the Field Team in their Final
Report, dated June 8, 1953, recommended (pg 3) that no additional Government
exploration funds be expended at this mine.

Our records of MF-10lL's are in agreement in amounts certi-
fied for payment as shovm in your letter. Our copy of MF-10l for
April 1953 shows the totals to date to be $26,561.65, and the audit
report submitted by E. D. Talbert, Auditor, July 2L, 1953, shows the
total cost as billed by contractor to be $26,580.65 - the difference
of $1.00 of which the Government's share is 50 cents. This is part
of the discrepancy.

On the Operator's MF-10L for December 1952, the Operator
made an error of $1.,00 in his Totals Previously Reported column;

I have been interested in this project from the start, and
recently, reading the progress reports have been very sorry to ob-
serve the almost complete lack of mineralization in the drift. As
far back as August 18, 1952 the reporting engineer said that, "Another
hundred feet of drifting will be necessary to intersect the probable
fault zone where mineralization should be expected." He then appeared
to be in favor of the contractor's wish to cross-cut southward on the
550 level if he failed to pick up any ore in the vicinity of the sup-
posed fault zone. Now in the latest report, dated December 2, 1952,
after having advanced the 550 level drift more than 200 feet farther
to the north and having found practically nothing, the only concern
seems to be whether the remaining $7,000 can be spent before winter
stops the work or whether it will have to be put off until spring.
Nothing more is said about giving up the north drift and drifting
southward, which in my opinion was a sensible suggestion.

‘It is recommended that consideration be given to elther
stopping this project or stopping the north drift and advancing the
550 level southward, which would put it under some old stopes.

Recent cloudbursts have made the steep mountain road with grades
up to 25 percent or more impassible to anything but jeeps or trucks.
It requires one hour to travel the 10 miles from Elgin, Nevada to the
minee |

An exemple of a typical delay is as foilows: The compressor re-
quired new rings. Mine work was stopped, motor torm down, and then it
was found that the rings were too small. This necessitated a 330-mile

round trip by truck to Ely, a telephone call to Salt Lake City for the






correct size rings, an overnight wait for the rings to arrive by stage

resulting in a loss of 3 to 4 days of drifting.

Recoumendations:

l. Frank Smith, one of the owners, and one miner comprise the
underground crew and only one man is employed on surface who is com-
pressor and hoist man. If anything mechanical gives trouble, Frank
Smith has to come up from the mine and do the necessary repairinge.

If he was allowed and able to put amother miner to work, drifting
would be expedited and should one miner quit, which often happens,

Mre. Smith could substitute for him until he was able to get another
miner. When everything was oﬁerating nicely, Mr. Smith could assist
the underground crew. Although the crews work Saturdays and Sundays,
every 10 or more days two days are lost when everyone goes to town for
food and other supplies.

It is estimated that another 100 feet of drifting will be neces-
sary to intersect the probable fault zone where mineralization should
be expected. |

2. No récommendations are made for changes in project or tarpet.

3. No recommendations are made for amendments to contract at
present but if eny money remains after intersecting the fault to the
north, Mr. Smith would like to crosscut to the south on the 550-foot
level to imtersect the downward extension of the Culverwell orebody.
This was the program recommended originally by the Bureau engineer and

the U.S5.G.S. geologist.

This is pursuant to Mr. Knouse's telephone request for
a statement concerning the relationship between the partmer-
ship of Elmer F. Smith, Frank L, Smith, Robert L. Smith and
Stephen F. Leo and the Pennsylvania Mine.

Reference is to your subject letter dated lMay 1l;, request-
ing us to make a further study of the Pennsylvania Mine, Lincoln
County, Nevada, from the viewpoint of an exploration loan, as the
applicant was denied a production loan on February 2, 1951.

Attached are four copies of report entitled "DMA-356,
Pennsylvania Mine, Lincoln County, Nev., (Copper)," by Russell R.Trengove,
Mining Engineer, R. H. Smith, Geologist, and D. C. Arnold, Geologist,
dated July 12.

The examining team recommends the granting of the exploration
loan in the amount of $25{igb on a 50-50 matching basis to develop ore
reserves. If sufficient resérves are developed, consideration then
should be given to the erection of a mill from other funds.

. I note a statement at the bottom of Page 5 of the report to the

effect that "it is further recommended that the DMA advance $7,000 as

its share of the money needed to do the proposed exploratory work."

That, of course, cannot be done, but I am wondering if the statement in-
dicates that the applicant does not have the funds to match those to

be put up by the Government. This matter should be cleared through
Colonel Llmer F. Smith, 2730 Ordway Street, N.W., Washington, D. C.,
before further consideration is given to the application.

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Two consulting engineérsé/; employed by the applicant, submitted
favorable reports for an exploration progrem.

The engineer of the Bureau of Mines and geologist of the U. S.
Geological Survey, after an examination in June 1951, believe that
enough additional tomnage of milling ore could be developed to just-
ify the erection of a 50-ton mill.

The Pennsylvania deposit is & quartz vein 3 to 15 feet wide that
follows a fault zone striking N.IZOO’W. end dipping 20° NE. The vein
can be traced on the surface for 3,000 feet and cuts altered diorite.
The ore bodies consist mainly of chalcopyrite, bornite, and covillite
which are partly altered to malachite and azurite. These minerals
occur in narrow shoots that rake northeast within the vein. The Main
ore shoot was mined down dip for 450 feet and as much &8 40 feet wide;
the average thickness was about 4 feet. Another shoot, the Culverwell,
is expoged #bout 400 feet southeast of the Main shoot.

The measured ore reserves total 7,000 tons of ore in the Main
shoot averaging l.61 percént copper and 8.3 oz. silver per ton. It

- LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The mine is situated in T. 6 S., R. 67 E., M.D.B. & M., about
teix miles (airline) southeast of Caliente, Lincoln County, Nev., a
town of 1,500 population on U. S; Highway 93 end on the Union
Pacific railroad (fig. 1). It is accessible from Caliente by two
routes over rough mountain roads and washes. One route over Ellie
Mountain, & distsnce of 22 miles, required over two hours of travel.

| PHYSICAL FEATURES

The vegetation is typical of the mountain regions of
Eaestern Nevada, with a plentiful growth of pine, pinonm, Junipers
and sorub oak. This stand of pole timber and saw timber is four
miles from the mine. A small spring, near the mine, is the present
source of water for domestibc purposes. Water for milling purposes

CONCLUSIONS
The ore as exposed can be mined economically only if milled at
the property before shipping to smelter. It is amenable to flota-
tion. Ore reserves.should be increased to'at least 25,000 or 50,000
tons before the erection of a 50 to 75-ton concentration plant can
be justified.

Test work on Pennsylwania Mine- Copper Ore has been completed
and Series Test No. 1526-D is herewith attached.

The ore contains a high percentage of non-sulphide copper in
the heads, and consequently total copper recovery is low, When considered
on sulphide copper only, results are very good. The ore contains 0,0036%
straight water soluble copper in the heads, thus an acid leach would
be necessary on tailings to recover copper lost there. Gold and silver
recoveries are very good.

The ore can be treated on a simple flow sheet, which would
include erushing, grinding, and classifying circuit, rougher and cleaner
flotation cells, and suitable means for dewatering concentrates. The
ore is very hard and fine grinding would be necessary.

Calculated on our A. S. & R. copper schedule and 18.5¢ copper
price, the concentrates have a value of $386.993 per ton, and therefore
the net smelter return per ton of ore would be $9.675. Out of this must
come mining costs, milling costs, and transportation costs of ore to
mill or concentrates to railhead or both.
