7. Title to and disposition of p'rope'rty. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more than 0 


each, paid for orpurchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator c? 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract,4f they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.

The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress 'reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government.

SUMMARY 


The King Solomon antimony mine in Nye County, Nev., was first 


examined by a joint Bureau of Mines and Geological Survey team in 


April 1951, in regard to a development loan. A report on the pro-


perty was made by the above team which comprised t). E. hite and 


R. G. Reeves ofthe U. S. Geological Survey and E. J. Matson of the 


U. S. Bureau of.Mines. Further reference to details can be had 


from the above report which was submitted to the Regional Director 


on April 27, 1951. 


The lessee of the property, Mr. . S. Perry, later changed 


the request from a development loai to an exploration loan. This 


supplemental report deals with additional information needed for 


Exhibits A to E of the exploration project contract and also for a 


map show.ing the proposed work requested. 


CONCLUSIONS 


Since the first examination in regard to the development loan, 


no new work has been accomplished- except the new shaft 'ithich at that 


time was down to a depth of 14 feet, is now down to a depth of 28 


feet.


The attached sheet and sketch show the amended costs and pro-


posed work requested by the applicant. The applicant's contribution,







., 


wliich according to him, will be derived from rental of equipment, 


supervision, and timber. He will, according to Mr. Perry, act as 


supervisor and thereby receive no actual pay for his services. A 


breakdown of his contribution is as follows:

The above amounts to slightly more than 25 percent of the total cost. 


-	 The miners and muckers pay at $1.35 and $1.25 per hour seems 


low, however, Mr. Perry claims he can get the men he needs at the 


aforementioned rates provided he supplies room and board. 


The project is set up for a duration of six weeks only, and 


is- strictly an exploration program. Whether there exists a four 


foot ore zone, averaging 6 to 65% antimony .t the bottom of the 


caved incline shaft is an unanswered question. However, Mr. Perry 


is firm in his convictions that such a zone exists and believes he 


can crosscut to it fromthe bottom of the 28-foot level of the new 


shaft.

The King S,loxao* antimony group of six claims, known as the 


King Solomon, King Solomon Annex, Mountain View, Lorina, Corbet, 


and Monarch, were examined April 2, 1951 by a joint Bureau of Mines.V 


and Geological Survey!! team.

for the loan is Mr. E. S. Perry, P. 0. Box 187, Nina, Nev. The amount 


of loan requested is 38,999; the Docket Number is DMA-369 and the coin-


modity is antiinoEy.


LOCATI 


The property is in the central portion of Nye County, Nev. Its 


exact location as to section, township and range is difficult to estab-


lish without a survey. It apparently seems to be in. T. 8 N., R. 48 E. 


It is reached by traveling easterly from Tonopah on paved State highway 


6 for a distance of 35 miles to Clarks Station; thence left on a bladed 


gravel road and going northerly to a road fork for a distance of 18 


mile e to another road fork; from this road fork the road is traveled 


northwesterly for a distance of four miles to another road fork; from 


this road fork the road is traveled northerly for a distance of 11 miles 


to the Willow Creek ranch; from Willow Creek ranch, the road winds 


northwesterly for a distance of 31/2 miles to the property. Total 


distance to the property from Tonopah is 71-1/2 miles. 


HISTORY 


The claims were located in 1932 and are owned by M. F. Peterson 


and Lorina Peterson of Tonopah, Nev. In 1935 the property was leased 


by Peter Fabbie of Tonopah who did some bulldozer scraping along the 


surface and dug some shallow cuts. The lease was abandoned in 1940 


and no further interest was shown in the property until October 16, 


1950 when E. S. Perry of Mina, Nev., and Robert B. McPherson of 1224 


E4.th Street, Antioch, Calif. leased the property from the Petersons.

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P1TSICAL FEATtJRES 


The property is in en area of moderate relief at about 7,100 feet 


in altitude. Suivmers are mild but snow may occur in the winter months 


to stop travel unless snow removal equipment is used. 


GE0L0GY' 


The bedrock of the area consists of rhyolite; the fragnental 


texture of much of the rock indicates that it is most probably a 


rhyclite welded tuff. Itsthickness is not known but is at least 


several hundred feet; its attitude is likewise not known but the rela-


tions in the surrounding hills indicate that the tuft may.be:Lnea4y 


flat-lying or dipping gently. to the north or northwest. 


The dominant structure is a shear zone that strikes northeast 


and dips to the northwest (fig. 1). The hanging wall is exposed in 


0	 0 two places where it dips 30 to 40 to the northwest. A narrow 


antitnony vein in the zone also dips 400 to the northwest; the whole 


zone therefore probably has a comparable dip. 


A fracture system in the tuff is also revealed in trenches and 


pits southeast of the shear zone • The strikes and dips shown in . this 


part of figure 1 are representative of the several sets of fractures. 


The tuff has been extensively altered along and near the shear 


zone, and in the areas of closely-spaced fractures. Some of the tuff 


has been silicified, but replacenient by a clay mineral (kaolinite?) 


and possibly alunite is much more common. The altered areas are 


3/ Donald E. Whiti and Robert G. Reeves geologists, U. S. Geolo .

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readily recognized by their bleached appearance on the surface, al-


though light to dark gray is more characteristic of the altered rock 


below the surface. 


Antimony deposits 


Antimony occurs as stringers and irregular masses in the shear 


zone, and as narrow veins in fractures southeast of the shear zone. 


The primary ore mineral is stibnite, which has been partly oxidized at 


and near the surface but is fresh and unoxidized at depths greater than 


a few feet. The gengue minerals are quartz, chalcedony, barite, 


kaolinite (9) and alunite (9).. 


No antimony was found in the southwestern part of the shear zone. 


An inclined shaft near the center of the mapped area is now caved and 


filled with water, but is reported to be 25 feet deep, with four feet 


of ore in the bottom of the shaft. This report of course could not 


be verified, but a small pile of ore on the dump, reported to be from 


the bottom of the shaft, is the best quality of ore seen on the pro 


perty. A narrow vein about three inches wide, consisting of quartz, 


chalcedony, and antimony minerals, crops out near the entrance to the 


pit from which the inclined shaft was driven. This vein was reported 


to widen to a foot or more at a depth, of a few feet, but' it could not 


be traced on the surface and was not found in the 14 foot shaft to the 


northeast. This shaft, in fact, contained no showings of antimony 


ore althougt it is apparently near the center of the shear zone. 


The first out east of the gulley is on the shear zone; although 


no antimony ore is now visible, the caved underhand stope at the end 


of the cut was pres*mably sunk on a showing of ore. The inaccessible
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25 foot deep shaft immediately to the north of the cut is in the hang-


ing wall of the shear zone; the crosscut from the bottom of the shaft 


is reported to have cut on antimony vein 12 feet from the shaft. Ore 


on the dump probably contains about 30 percent of antimony, and con-


slats of stibnite in a barite gangue. The cut near the northeast end 


of the mapped part of the shear zone is largely in barren rock, but 


some low grade ore occurs in an.easterly-striking vein that is prob-


ably in the footwall of the main shear zone, which appears to be dy-


lug out to the northeast. 


Some of the trenches and prospect pits southeast of the shear 


zone reveal narrow stringers and veinlets of quartz, chalcedony, stib-


nit. and antimony oxides in fractures in the welded tuff. Individual 


stringers and voinlets do not persist for more than a few feet on the 


strike. Even if a large area is comparably mineralized, the vein 


material does not make up more than several percent of the total mass. 


The antimony ore appears always to be associated with turf that 


has been altered (replaced by silica or clay minerals), but on the 


other hand, the altered tufT does not always contain antimony ore. 


Moat of the ore that has been mined and piled on the dumps is 


low in grade; the antimony minerals are so intimately associated with 


the gangue minerals that the ore cannot readily be sorted to a product 


of shipping grade (usually considered to be at least 35 percent of anti-


mony or more). The only exception is the small pile of ore said to be 


from the bottom of the inclined shaft; it is believed, however, that 


this type of ore makes up only a small part of the vein material of the 


area.

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Reserves 


The mine coLtains no measured ore, in common with the great 


majority of antimony deposits. Indicated ore amounts to perhaps a 


few tens of tons, but most of this is not suitable for sorting to 


a shipping grade. Probably as much as several hundred tons of in 


ferred ore exist on the property if the whole shear zone and the 


areas of tuff containing mineralized fractures are considered, but 


the distribution of the stringers and small masses of ore is prob-


ably so erratic that huge quantities of barren rock would have to be 


mined in order to recover the small percentage of ore. 


EQUIPMENT MiD ACCOIIMODATIONS 


No equipment is on the property except one 9- by 14-foot frame 


cabin.


DEVELOPMENT 


The property has been developed by several small pits, shallow 


trenches and three short (one inclined and two vertical) shafts. The 


pits vary from a few feet to about five feet in depth, the trenches 


vary from one or two feet in depth and are now full of alluvium. One 


of the vertical shafts, according to Mr. Perry, is said to be down 


25 feet with a 30-foot drift st the bottom, Thj shaft has water in 


it and was inaccessible; it is on the hanging wall side of the zone. 


A 30 degree inclined shaft was sur.zk on the main fault zone to a depth 


of about 25 feet. The shaft is caved to the collar with water on top 


of the cave. This shaft, according to Mr. Perry, has four feet of hi-


grade stibuite across the bottom. However, the bottom of the shaft 


was not exposed at time of examination due to its caved condition. 


6,.
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MINING 


A new vertical shaft has been started by Mr. Perry about 45 feet 


northerly of the caved inclined shaft. He plans to sink to a depth of 


about 100 feet and croscut over to the hi-grade ore reported exposed 


in the inclined shaft • The new vertical shaft at time of examination 


was down to a depth of 14 feet. It is from this shaft that Mr. Perry 


plans to carry on the major mining activities and is the basis of the 


loan application.


ORE TREATMENT 


The mine ore according to Mr. Perry, would be treated directly 


at the mine location in a BEAM SMELTER. Very scant information has 


been attained on the smelting process or type of smelter construction 


either from Mr. Perry or Mr. L. Mills Beam, 10535 Bufford Avenue, 


Inglewood, Calif., manufacturer of the Beam smelter. 


The smelter is apparently a rotary roaster furnace equipped with 


filter bags to trap the oxide mineralization dust. 


No information as to this type of furnace installation is known 


by the Hydrometallurgical and Ore Dressing Branch, Region Ill of the 


Bureau of Mines. If this smelter is to be given consideration in re-


gard to this application loan, it is suggested that a metallurgist 


from the Hydrometallurgical and Ore Dressing Branch investigate its 


feasibility.


SAMPLIN& 


Few places were available for sampling due to lack of outcrops. 


Several of the pits showed some knife-edge thickness of stibnite in 


fracture joints of the rock.

CONCLUSIONS 


Only a small amount of low grade antimony ore is vis.ible on the 


property. 


No continuity of antimony over a large area was discernable. 


The main showings of stibnite, according to Mr. Perry, was in 


the bottom of a caved-in shaft. This ore exposure was not seen at 


the tiii of examination due to the condition of the shaft. 


No further consideration of the property is recommended unless 


the new shaft being sunk on the property exposes ore of znineable or 


comnroia1 value.
