The North View copper deposit was examined by an engineer!' of 


the Bureau of Mines in September, 1950 and his report follows as a 


supplement to this report. The property was again examined by a 


bureau engineer!' in July 1951. 


Trenching was in progress during the month of July 1951. The 


old 1950 treriching has been bulldozed to a lower depth but this 


work, costing about 43,000, has not furnished any additional inforina-


tion. In fact, it appears to be less attractive. 


The owner, Mr. Julius Redelius, in his supplementary letter to 


form MF-103, dated May 10, 1951, replying to question 21, states, 


"To explore by dozer #19, all surface copper indications within the 


area of holdings. I have had good results by this method and I in-


tend to continue thus." The property consists of 20 claims. Ex-


penditures for bulldozing the entire mountain side is not warranted. 


The proper procedure would be to follow the ore down the dip, as 


high grade copper sulpbides have been found in spots. Because of 


the topography and dip of the vein, exploration by diamond drilling 


would be costly. 


Mr. Redelius has no liens against the property. There is no 


equipment on the property.	 All bulldozing has been contracted.	 He


stated that he will continue his present stripping program with or 


1/ R. R. Trengove.

Reference is made to your "Review of Application for 
Exploration Assistance", dated June 13, requesting a field examina-
tion of subject property. 


The property- has been examined and attached are four copies 
- of a report, "DMA-S2L.x, North View Copper Deposit, Washoe County, 
Nevada", by Russell R. Trengove, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines, 
dated August 1, 1951. 


In connection with the examination, Mr. A. C. Johnson, Chief, 
Mining Division, Bureau of Mines, Region III, Reno, Nevada, writes that 
"exploration work by Mr. Redelius on his North View Copper Deposit in 
Washoe County, Nevada, by bulldozer trenching has not indicated the 
existence of any large deposits of copper. cpenditures for bulldozing 
the entire mountain side iâ not warranted. The engineer states that 
some work would be warranted to follow the ore down dip, as high. grade 
sulphides have been found in spots". In this connection Mr. Johnson 
states that it is possible that some isolated high grade ore might be 
found by sinking on the quartz showings.

The North View Copper Mine (fig. 1), formerly the Red Metal, 


was first operated in 1867 for Its gold and silver values.

The underground workings from which this production was ob-


tamed are inaccessible but from old reports, the main ore body 


consists of overlapping lenses; these lenses have a vertical height 


of 50 feet.

Lying at an altitude of about 7,700 feet, the property would 


be inaccessible during the winter months without BflOW removal equip-


ment.

The ore makes in crushed 


streaked schist, the crushing having resulted from movement nearly 


parallel to the sohistosity. The property is developed by a tunnel 


which runs 5• 340 E. for 598 feet, from which a raise of 50 feet was 


required to reach the ore. There are also some abandoned inclines 


from the surface on the ore zone. The ore is all more or less oxi-


dized, though kernels of bornite, the chief suiphide seen, are being 


altered to chalcocite and copper pitch (chrysocolla) ore. Malachite 


and oopper-iron sulphate were found in some ore, and In oe specimen 


a thin film of light-blue copper phosphate was noted. This film is 


made up of radial groups of minute needles."

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Treiiching with a bulldozer in 1950 was confined to two areas. 


Most of the trenching as above the old undergromd workings. The 


trench (fig. 5), about 400 feet in length, bearing N. 600 E. end 


parallel to the stratified rocks, disclosed irregular shaped oxidized 


copper ore bodies on the east side of the trench (fig. 2) and a 


3-foot quartz vein in the bottom of the trench. This quartz vein 


appears to dip to the southeast and contains argentiferous and 


auriferous .pyrite, bornite and chalcocite. One 3-foot sample of ore 


in place assayed 4.87% Cu., 0.02 oz. Au., and 10.80 oz. Ag. 


The second trench is near the northeast corner of the property, 


about 2,000 feet northeast of the old workings (fig. 3). Two 10-


foot samples, taken in the bottom of the trench, assayed 0.18% and 


0.13% copper. Additional trenching is planned for this area by the 


owner. 


Several additional lenses of oxidized ores have been exposed 


by shallow pits east of the old workings. 


The stratified rocks striking N. 600 B. dip to the southeast 


and have a characteristic green-gray to dark gray color due to the 


presence of spidote. They weather to a dull red-brown color. 


CONCLUSIONS 


Prospecting to date has not proved the existence of any large 


copper deposit. The 2- to 4-foot quartz vein contains segregations 


of rich copper-sulphides but this vein has not been explored at depth. 


Surface work has proven the existence of several copper-bearing lenses. 


The owner is continuing his exploration by bulldozer trenching

end Bw'eau recommendations will be held in abeyance until further 


information is obtained. It is possible that a small amount of 


drilling would indicate the vein at depth and also additional lenses 


from which a substantial tonnage of copper inigit be developed.
