The Docket DMA-600-X from Purkerson-Meade-Tjn has been 
reviewed by the writer. I recommend that the goverznent should 
not advance any further funds towards test pits or sampling. 
Mr. A. C. Uohnson, Chief Mining Division, Region III, has reported 
!n his letter dated August 13, 1951, the following results from 
samples BM-14 to BM-22 inclusive: 


"W03 less thmO.0024 lbs. per . cubic yard. 
SN, less than 0.0048 lbs. per cubic yard. 
HG, less than 0.0024 lbs. per cubic yard. 
AU. $0.06 per cubic yard.' 


Based óñ present metal priôes, the total combined value of the fore-
going metal content is less than ten cents per cubic yard. Obviously, 
here is a case where the applicant should carry out the necessary 
test pit work, with sampling for his own account, Subject to new 
and favorable results the project might be reconsidered.

This application was recently returned froi 4iegion ITI 
acco2ani.d by a memorandum from Hr, A C. Johnson that apparently 
includes not only his cients on this application but also the 
eomwents of Messrs. Centry and Eeeves, who were the original field 
examiners. )r. Johnson's inenorandurn has considerably clarifiød 
the uwanirig of th. original field team report, 


Johnson shows that the nine samples collected were eon 
centz'ated to 1/125th of their original weight, and the concentrate 
contained only 0.02 peroent tin1 thus indicating that the original 
samples contained only 0.0048 pounds of tin per yard.. Computatone 
based on these Ziw'ea show that the tin content . f these 
is only 2 parts er million.. In contrast, the average tin content 
of the sarth 1 s crust is probably about 40 parts per nilhion. The: 
contemt of tungsten and wercury in these saiples was even lower than 
the tin,	 S 


?4r. Johnson has recoinrended exploration of tWa property, 
in spite or the very low tin content of the available sau;les and. 
the absence of any evidence that the deposit may contain richer 
material.	 S 	 S

1. Awthority for contract. This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-


suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled "Regulations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
2. Operator's property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situatedinthe, State-of

• (b) That he is a lessee, in possession and entitled o possession, and the subordination agreement of the lessor is attached. 
3. Exploration project. The Operator, within	 days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for'	 Y-----------; shall prosecute the wrk efficiently, expertly, in a

workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of' from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a 
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed' pro-rata share of the cost. The difference between the 
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
gories of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price or rental value as 
the case may be, annexed to each. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata 
share of the cost thereof, and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.

7. Title to and disposition of pro j. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipmeor other items costing more than $50 


each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additionalfacilities,structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as .a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate\management, interest, or any 
other indirect.costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, 
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Po.rticipation by the Government. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of'this agreement) incurred, in a 
form and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator .. Lcity percent of the sum of such costs incurred, Provided That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov 
ernment under this agreement shall not exceed $ L ,..Z38...	 , which is fllfltpercent of the agreed estimated total 
cost of this project, $1$1..82.U..-----.	 0 	 .. 	 0 


12. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, whichthe Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may atany time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13 Progress reports The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimateof ore 0reserves, tothe best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment tonsiders that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from, which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Govrnment, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly clescribiiig and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development.. Thereafter, if and as or is produced as a resu1t of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage rqyalty. on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: . One . and one-half 
(1) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) per-
cent, plus one-half (%) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore, but 
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 


,development. 
15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 


transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 	 - 
16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-


tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract • ( b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

The Docket DMA.-600.-X has been reviewed by Mr. Glenn 
G. Gentry, Mining Engineer of the Bureau of Mines and Mr.. Robert 
G. Reeves, Geologist of the U. S. Geological Surrey regarding 
their report on the Purkerson-Meade Tin in Pershing County, 
Nevada.


I believe that the Washington Office has missed the 
point in their report. According to Mr. A. B. Parson' a letter 
to you, in the last paragraph: 


"1 also wish to call your attention to the fact that the Constant 
Tin, DMA docket 1623X was denied by the field team, chiefly on 
evidence developed from DMA-600x, consequently, this application 
also is subject to reconsideration and field examination." 


The Examining Board in Washington has missed the point 
because neither property has been turned dovm by the Field Team 
of Region III. In the report on the Purkerson-Meade, the recoia-
xaendations are that in order to substantiate data for the ap-
plication for a development loan the Purkerson-Meade Company should 
sink sufficient test pits to outline an adequate block of ore in 
the area on which they expect to install the dredge in order to 
determine whether or not tin, mercury and tungsten may be found 
in commercial recoverable quantities. 


In Mr. J. J. Norton's memorandum to Mr. Weston Bourret 
he states: 


"1 find it difficult to evaluate the sampling results reported by 
the field team. The table on page 7 of the field report apparent-
ly is supposed to show that the samples are valueless, but actually 
it shows only that these samples contain less than .05 percent 
tin, .01 percent W03, and 0.1 pounds of mercury per ton. A grade 
of .05 percent tin corresponds to about $1.20 a yard; .0]. percent 
Vf03 corresponds to about 70 cents a yard; 0.1 pounds of mercury

per ton corresponds to about 30 cents a yard. Values such as 
these would normally be considered rather high in placer ground. 
I suppose that much of the tungsten in a deposit of this grade 
would not be recoverable. Certainly, however, assay reports 
stating that samples contain less than 0.05 percent tin are use-
less. I think that these samples should be assayed again to° find 
out how bad they really' are." 


I wish to bring it to your attention that the Metal-
lurgica]. work performed by the U. S. Bureau of Mines indicated 
only that the material submitted for assay contained no ap-
preciable amounts of tin, mercury, tungsten or gold. 'After con-
centrating the samples from BM-lLj. to BM-22 inclusive, approx-
imately 125 times, the results of the concentratiOn of gravels 
gave the following assay resi1ts: 


0.01% W03 per ton 
0.02% an. " " 
0.01% Hg. " " 
0.15 ozs. Au. per ton 


These percentages are converted as follows:

Application DMA-600X for exploration of the Purkerson-Mead 
properties, Pershing County, Nevada, was preceded by application DMA-600 
for a development loan. A field team report by G. G. Gentry and R. G. 
Reeves seems to indicate that this property is virtually hopeless. The 
field team concluded that the loan application should be denied on the 
ground that evidence for reserves is insufficierit The report states 
that exploration is necessary before a development loan would be justified, 
but it is not altogether clear whether or not the field team considers exploration 
worth doing. The report recommends that: 


"In order to substantiate data for the 
application of an exploration loan (sic), the 
Purkerson-Mead Company should sink sufficient 
test pits to outline an adequate block of ore 
in the area on which they expect to install the 
dredge in order to determine whether or not tin, 
mercury and tungsten may be found in commercial 
recoverable quantities." 


What this says in effect is that the company must outline an ore body 
before the Government would be willing to grant exploration money. 
Probably the field team meant to use the word "development" in place of 
"exploration" in the sentence quoted, 


I find it difficult to evaluate the sampling results reported 
by the field team, The table on page 7 of the field report apparently 
is supposed to show that the samples are valueless, but actually it shows 
only that these samples contain less than .05 percent tin, .01 percent 
W03, and 0.1 pounds of mercury per ton. A grade of .05 percent tin 
corresponds to about $1.20 a yard; .01 percent W03 corresponds to about 
70 cents a yard; 0.1 pounds of mercury per ton corresponds to about 30 
cents a yard. Values such as these would normally be considered rather 
high in placer ground. I suppose that much of the tungsten in a deposit 
of this grade would not be recoverable. Certainly, however, assay reports 
stating that samples contain less than 0.05 percent tin are useless.

I think that these samples should be assayed again to find out how 
bad they really are. 


The report on the placer test is of greatest value in 
showing that this property is worthless, but it does not give specific 
figures for tungsten, tin, and mercury assays. It states only that 
there are "no appreciable values" or "no other values" were found. 


Possibly you will want to reject this application on the 
ground that the data already submitted by the field team indicates 
that the property is not worth exploring. My own opinion, however, 
is that the field report is not sufficiently complete to provide the 
necessary justification for a rejection. Under these circumstances 
I suggest that this application be sent to the field team with a request 
that Messrs. Gentry and Reeves be asked to give their recommendations 
in the light of the results of their field examination. They may also 
wish to have their samples assayed somewhat more accurately. 


If this application is transmitted to the field team, it 
probably would be necessary to reconsider exploration application DMA-1623X 
from Constant Minerals Separation Process, Inc., whose properties are 
adjacent to the properties of the Purkerson-Mead Company. Application 
DMA-1623X was denied chiefly from evidence in the field report on DMA-600. 
The files on this application will have to be resurrected from Mr. Strobel])s 
office.

Reference is to your letter to ins, dated June 6, suggesting

I wrote Mr. Parkerson on June 8 and the original of a reply 
from him, dated June II, is attached. It is evident from Mr. Purkerson's 
letter that he and Mr. Mead are of the firm opinion that it would be 
a waste of Government and their money to limit the cost of their ex-
ploration work to $10,000. 


I talked with Mr. Purkerson over the telephone, and he 
indicated to me that neither he nor 'his company wanted to spend a cent 
more than is necessary and that if the first few holes give negative 
results they would probably halt further drilling.

This is in reply to your letter of June 8th, 1951 on the 
above subject. In your letter you state that Mr. Tom Lyon, Director, 
Supply Division, Defense Minerals Administration, Washington, D. C., 
has inquired whether or not our company would be interested in a 
loan of $5,000 to $10,000. 


We believe that our request for a loan of slightly more 
than $15,000 to carry on the exploration project was figured con-
servatively and is about a minimum figure for doing sufficient 
work to get a result that will either prove or disprove the potential 
of the property. 


The figures in our application were based upon the cost of 
moving equipment and rentals for equipment, and, therefore, it would 
be virtually impossible to commence the operation if we are limited 
to a figure of $10,000. 


We would prefer to forget the entire proposition rather 
than to attempt to do an inadequate job or to start the project 
on insufficient funds and half way through run out of money, and 
in that way be faced with excessive costs in tr ring to get more 
money to carry on the project with rentals and labor going on without 
any productive work. 


It is possible that the work may proceed a bit faster than 
we anticipate, and certainly if it does, we will be able to effect 
some savings. It is not our desire to spend money just for the sake 
of spending it , and if savings are possible, we certainly intend to 
effect them, but on the other hand, we think the budgeting of the 
project should be sufficient to enable us to carry it to a succesful 
conclusion, and we do not believe that it would be wise to start the 
projeôt on a lesser amount than we have budgeted in our application.

7. Title to and disposition of erty. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equi$t, or other items costing more than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the

8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes

The exploration project will consist of blocking out and 
proving approximately 100 acres of placer gravel. The company 
plans to drill twenty holes to a depth of 56 feet by means of a 
square-hole digger, which machine digs a hole 28 inches by 28 
inches. Approximately 11 yards of gravel will be extracted from 
each hole, and from the 20 holes about 220 yards or approximately 
300 tons of material will be extracted.

The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint aëëount of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government wiliparticipate are limited 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. . No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any 
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, 


' shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. .	 . 
11. Participation by the Gov&rnsment. At the end ofthe first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 


under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a-voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a 
form and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. - After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator	 percent of the sum of such costs incurred, Provided That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov-
ernment under this agreement shall not exceed $------ , which is	 percent of the agreed estimated total 
cost of this project,	 --------------


12. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records 'and accounts -of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's-records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least -3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide -the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator,particularlydescribing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. -- . Thereafter, if and as. ore is. produced. as a .resült of.such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this coiltract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 	 .	 . 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
•	 (1M) percent.	 .	 .	 .	 . 


Of ret smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) per-
cent, plus one-half (%) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore, but 
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. . 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any - obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 
development.	 . 


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not- assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 	 - 


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at ' any time, by written notice to the Operator, -terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-ratashare of any money remaining.
