It is my understanding that certain changes have been
made in the setup as pertains to mining loans and that your
department is now endeavoring to operate on a basis that is more
responsive to the purposes of the legislation that makes provisions

for mining loans,

You can readily understand that the denial of this
application has been difficult to reconcile with the purposes of
that legislation. The presence of 0.55 percent tungsten, even if
in sorted ore, has provoked very considerable discussion. among
mining engineers as to what the government actually requires as
a sufficient showing for an exploratory loan.

Another reason why I thought that there must be a change
in the setup respecting exploratory loans, is the statement of the
Secretary of Interior Chapman, that the government would certainly
be interested in furnishing the money to éxplore a tungsten prospect
that recently came to light in California.

Mr. J. J. Klott, Dubuque, Iowa, has forwarded
to this office your letter of October 25, 1951, in which
you advise denial of his application for participation
in exploratory work on his property in Lander County, Nevada.

] - It would appear from your letter that the denial is
- based solely upon the results obtained by assaying five (5)
samples taken by the examiners on the property.

: We presume that the examiners filed a rather com-
prehensive report setting forth their findings. This presumption
is based upon the fact that the examiners were on the property
two (2) days during which they made an extensive study of the
geology of the property and reduced their findings to writing by
making a number of sketches and drawings.

Naturally, we are disappointed at the denial of this
application and are still of the opinion that tungsten of
commercial quality and value would be developed by a reasonable
amount of exploratory work. In fact we are so much of this
opinion that we are now seriously considering doing this work
on our own and in this connection it would be of very great value
to us if we might have a copy of the finding oif the examiners.

One of the reasons for contemplating further exploration
of this property is the fact that one of the samples taken by the
examiners assayed 0.55 percent tungsten which, by the way, is 0.15
percent higher than the minimum prescribed for tungsten ore by the
buyers at Bishop, California, who have been and now are paying
$36.00 a ton for tungsten ore which assays 0.4 percent t sten ¢
It is true that the sample referred to was taken from selﬁttgéﬁﬂg
ore which came from a shaft and drifts one hundred feet bsdowly
surface, and although your letter of October 25 recites thatfgkea
scheelife mineralization is light and scattered, the facﬂjﬁsfz
there a'e definite areas in these drifts where the scheelie BBEZ
concentrated in streaks as wide as ten (10) inches and sgg@réga
feet long.

Samples have been taken from these areas and sent
to the Union Assay Office, Salt Lake City, which have assayed
as high as 6,07 percent tungsten. We direct your attentioy to
this situation because the scheelite on surface is scattered
but at the depth of one hundred (100) feet very definite
evidence of concentration exists and it was because of this
condition that we felt certain that your department would be
definitely interested in further exploration.

It is to be regretted that the examiners did not enter
this shaft and of course did not examine the drifts at the
bottom of the shaft where as recently as June, 1951, new con-
centrations of scheelite were discovered (a streak 10 inches wide
and at least three feet long running into the face of the last
drift) and where the backs at the same location give definite
evidence of scheelite. It is more than probable that iif the
examiners had the benefit of this information, that is, the
information that would have been available to° them had they
examined the shaft and these drifts, a different report would
have been made and what is more important the government would
have been definitely interested in further work on this property
and at this specific location.

' Since this information was not made available to your
department, I thot it might be well to bring it to your attention
for whatever consideration it merits.

SULMARY

The Goldacres gold and tungsten property is located 28.7 miles
southwest of Beowawe, Lander County, Nev. It is situated on the
east flank of the Shoshone range on the west side of Crescent Valley
sbout 700 feet above the valley floor. -

_Follqwing the suspension of gold mining operations in the early
1940's because of war conditions, some prospecting and exploration
work for tungsten was done in a silicified zone adjacent to the gold
5earing ares.

In this silicified area weak scheelite mineralization occurs in
narrow widely spaced quartz veins. Since the scheelite showings are
generally weak and unimpressive, the expenditure of Government funds
for development purposes would be speculative and because of the
usually weak showings are not justified at this time. Should worth-
while tungsten-bearing sections be developed by trenching methods,
conducted by the company, the area probably would warrant consideration
by the Government for further explofation assistance.

INTRODUCTION
Tungsten occurrences at the Goldacres mine were examined by an

Previously the property was examiqed and reported on by an engineen&/
of the Bureau of llines in July.1943-and-by.a.geologisté/ of the U, S.
Geological Survey in June 1943. liore recently the property was examined
by an engineeré/ of the Nevada State Bureau of ilines.

The purpose of the most recent investigation was to determine if
the tungsten showings were impressive enough to qualify the property for
an Exploration Assistence loan which was requested by J. Je. Klott,
Dubuque, Iowa, owner of the property under docket DiMA-1422.

HISTORY AND ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

The ®oldacres mine has produced in excess of {13,000 from gold
ore mined during the period from 1936 to 1940. Gold mining operations
were suspended on account of war conditions and have not been resumed.

Scheelite mineralization was discovered in lMarch 1943 and during.
the period March to June some surface test pitting and a 100-foot shaft
were excavated in the silicified area. No scheeliﬁe sections of im-
portance were developed and the work was abandoned. Since doing the
original work no attempt has been made to further develop the area.

| PHYSICAL FEATURES

The general topography of the district is that of rolling hills
with a gradual risevfrom the floor of Crescent Valley at an elevation
of 4,850 feet to less than 5,600 feet at the.Goldacres property.

The climate is typical of north central Nevada with warm summers

and cold winters. Annual precipitation in the form of snow is usually

less than eight inches. Water for domestic and mine use is hauled
frém'wells in the valley approximately 5 miles east. Sagebrush and
other small shrubs constitute the vegetation near the property.

No transmitted electric power is available and for generation
of power, fuel oil is supplied by truck from Beowawe, 28 miles east.

HOUSING FACILITIES

Housing facilities comprise 5 small cabins, the superintendents
house, and a boarding house. These facilities are sufficient to ac-
c;mmodate a crew of 12 men.

GEOLOGY

Limestone, shale and quartzite with a regional strike to the north-
west and dipping at low angles to the southwest are the most common
rocks in the district. Surface exposures of these formetions are
poof because of the low relief and a heavy mantel of surface over-
burden.

Igneous rocks are almost completely absent in the vicinity of the
property. Two thousand feet northwest of the main adit of the Gold-
acres mine, a sericitized felsitic rock resembling altered andesite,
is said to occur in the No. 4 pit of the Consolidated Goldacres pro=-
perty. Intrusive igneous rocks are exposed in the vicinity of Tenabo
five miles to the northeast. Four miles to the south volcanic rocks
cover the sedimentary formetions.

Gold ores occur in a cruﬁpled sheared limestone along the foot-
wall side of a strong thrust fgult striking nearly parallel with the
