: Attached are four copies of a report, "DMA-1L54X, Charlou
Mines, Lander County, Nevada", by W. T. Benson, Mining Engineer,
e Se Bureau of Mines, dated August 1, 1951.

According to the examining engineer's report, a copper
mineralization is associated with the fractures. In general these
fractures are small. Two fractures have been developed by a 30 foot
shaft and a 15 foot cut, excavated to a depth of 6 feet. From these -
openings about L tons have been selectively mined and sorted averaging
about li percent copper. No reserve tonnages are exposed on the prop-
erty, and in general, the ore showings are small and unimpressive and
it is doubtful that ore sections could be profitably mined and shipped.

As only a limited tonnage could be expeéted from the pro-
posed program, Mr. Benson concludes that the request for a loan be
denied.

SUMMARY

The Charlou Mines, situated in the Battle Mountain Mining District,
Lander County, Nev., is about 25 miles west of Valmy, the shipping
point on the Southern and Western Pacific Railroads and about 24 miles
northwést of Battle Mountain, the supply center. |

Little is known of the early history of the property. Claim loca-
tions were first made about 1915. After sinking a 30=foot shaft, the
property was abandoned and was not again located until December 1950,
when it was filed on by the Taylors. Recent work consists of removing
surface overburden from an area 50 feet wide and 200 feet in length -
and a pit 15 feet long and 6 feet wide, which was excavated to a depth
of 6 feet.

Rocks in the area comprise quartzites and limestones which are
interbedded with thin sections of shale. These formatioms, slightly
tilted, have been broken by a series of small fractures.

Copper mineralization on the property, chiefly malachite end
azurite, is associated with the fractures:. In general, these fractures
are smell, and undoubtedly were the channels.through which the mineral-
izing came. The copper ores occur in and adjacent to these fractures

as seams and isolated small bunches.

In a distance of about 65 feet, two fractures have been developed
by a 30-foot shaft and a 15-foot cut, excavaeted to a depth of 6 feet.
From these openings about 4 tons have been selectively mined and sorted
averaging about 4 percent copper per ton.

No reserve tonnages are exposed on the property. By‘extending the
workings along the fractures, it is possible a small tonmnage could be
obtained, but such work would not be a profitable underteking, and it
is doubtful if the ore thus obtained could be shipped under existing.

INTRODUCTION

The Charlou Mines copper prospect was examined on July 20, 1951
by an engineerl/ of the Bureau of Mines, accompanied By Charlés ¥. Tay-
lor, one of the owners and R. M. Ostrénder, both of Valmy, Nev.

Property holdings comprise fhree unpatented lode mining claims
known as the Charlou and the Charlou No.s 1 and 2, situated in the
Battle Mowntein Mining District, sec. 26, T. 31 N., R. 42 E., Lander
County, Nev., about 25 miles west of Valmy, the shipping point on the
Southern and Western Pacific Railroads. Battle Mowntain, the supply
center, is 24 miles southeast.

To reach the property from Valmy, the Buffalo Valley Mines road,

a county road, is followed west 21 miles. At a point about one-fourth

north of the Buffalo camp, & faintly merked desert road is taken. This
road in turn is followed west 3 miles to the Charlou Mines, which lies
on the east side of a low northward trending ridge that juts out into
the valley floor.
HISTORY

Little is known of the early history of the property.. It is sup-
posed the early locations were made ebout 1915, at which time an ex-
ploratory shaft was sunk to a depth of about 30 feet. The claims were
then abandoned and were relocated by Esther and Charles M. Taylor in
December 1950. ¥or location purposes, surface overburden has been re-
moved from an aréa 50 feet wide end 200 feet in length, south and east
of the old shaft, and a pit 6 feet wide and 5 feet long has been exca-
vated to a depth of 6 feet.

PHYSICAL FEATURES

The claims are located in an area of low relief on the southeast
side of Buffalo Valley at an altitude ef about 5,000 feet. Climate in
the area'is semi-arid with long, hot summers and moderately cold winters.
Annuel precipitation averages about .5 inches which occurs as snow and
rain during the fall and spring months. Winter weafher usually is not
severe enough to impede or stop travel within the area. Water is scarce;
for domestic and mining use, it would have to be hauled by truck from
Valmy, 25 miles east. Sagebrush and varieties of desert grass consti-
tute the vegetation near the property.

No transmitted electric power is available; for generation of power,
it would be necessary to supply fuel oil in drﬁms by truck from Battle

Movntein, 25 miles southeast,

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HOUSING FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT
No housing facilities or equipment is on the property.
GEOLOGY

Rocks exposed in the vicinity of the property comprise limestones
and quartzites which are interbedded with thin sections of shale.
These formations sfrike N. 60° W. and dip 20°AN.E. On the property
these formations are broken by a fracture system that strikes S. 55° E.,
and in a distance of about 300 feet, three fractures are exposed in
shallow surface workings. Yor the most part the area is covered by
varying thicknesses of shalj overburden.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT

Copper mineralization on the property, chiefly azurite and malachite,
is associated with the fractures. In £he shaft working, a nearly
vertical fracture striking S. 55° E. was developed to a depth of 30 feet.
This fracture varies in thickness from a foot at surfaée to ebout 2 inches
in the bottom. The fracture filling is chiefly limonite which contains
small bunches and stringers of malaschite. ¥For a'distance of about 18
inches on either side of the fracture, the wall rock has been broken,
considerably altered and silicified, and seamed and stained with irom
oxides. In places the copper mineralization occurs as thiﬁ coatings

along joint plenes adjacent to the fracture. Usually this mineraliza-

~ tion does not extend more than a foot away from the fracture. From

this working, about 500 pounds of oxidized copper ore has been selective-
ly mined and sorted. In the bottom of the shaft, the fracture filling
is comprised chiefly of iron as limonite, and no copper mineralization

was observed.

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In the pit, about 65 feet southeast of the shaft, a small fracture
about 1 inch wide was developed to a depth of 6 feet. This fracture,
nearly vertical, strikes S. 65° E. Adjacent to it, the wall rocks,
for about 18 inches on either side, are broken and considerably altered
and stained, with iron oxides. In this working, the copper mineraliza-
tion, as malachite, occﬁrs along joints and bedding planes as stringers
and small replacement bunches adjacent to the fracture. ¥From this open-~
ing about 4 tons of copper ore has been selectively mined and sorted.

The ore is malachite and azurite agsooiated‘with limonite in =
highly silicified limestone gangue.

DEVELOPMENT

In addition to three small surface trenches, deve}opment on the
propefty comprises a 30~-foot verticel shaft, and a pit 15 feet long,
6 feet wide that has been excavated to & depth of 6 feet. In order to
expose the underlying formetions in the vicinity of the shaft, an
area 50 feet wide and 200 feet in length'was cleared by using a bull-
dozer.

SAMPLING

For the purpose of determining the approximate grade of the ore
avaeilable for miﬁing and shipment, samples were taken of the ore ex-
posed in the pit and from sorted small piles on the dumps. Details

regarding them follows:

From the samples, it is apparent, the material exposed for mining
is too low in copper content to be considered as shipping grade. ¥rom
the pit, approximately 45 tons of material was moved from which about
4 tons of ore was sorted. By selection, the grade of the ore was im-
proved about 100 percent, but even at that the final grade would not be
high enough to ship under existing prices and costs and provide a profit.

ORE RESERVES

No blocked out ore reserves are exposed on the property. By extend-
ing the workings along the small fractures, it is possible a limited
tonnage of copper ore could be selectively mined and sorted to a grade
of about 4 percent. However, this would not be a profiteble under-
teking and it is doubtful if the ore could be shipped under existing
conditions.

PLAN OF OPERATION

The recent work done on the property was for location and assess~
ment purposes. Unless outside finencial aid is obtained, it is doubt-
ful if the owners intend to further develop the property.

CONCLUSIONS

Copper mineralization on the property is associated with small
fractures in altered limestones and shales. In general, the ore show-
ings are small and unimpressive, and it is doﬁbtful if the ore sections
could be profitably mined and shipped.

Since only a limited tonnage could be expected from the proposed

operation, the loan request is not recommended.
