iBig Casino mine was one of the more important producers of 
this well-known gold-silver district. Its chief production was a 
milled concentrate made prior to 1937, since which time only intermit-
tent small scale operation, without benefit of a mill, has been carried 
on. The total production of the district, through 193L1., has been around 
5,00O,0OO, mostly in precious metals; the total production of base 


metals to that date was only 838 tons of lead (0.2% of ore mined)and 
325 tons of copper (0.08% of ore mined). During the years that the Big 
Casino mill was in operation, the annual production of the whole dis-
trict in lead and copper never exceeded 31 tons and LI.7 tons respectively, 
and as most of the lead and copper came from two other mines in the 
district, it is obvious that the base metal production of the Big Casino 
has been insignificant. The shaft at this mine is 550 feet deep, and 
there is drifting and stoping at several levels, though applicant records 
only a total of 600 feet of drifts, none of it more than 200 feet from 
the shaft. The workings are extensive enough to indicate that the un-
known but obviously small base metal production from this mine must 
have made only a small percentage of the ore taken out. Applicant 
states that all production records have been lost. 


Applicant proposes to drive 280 feet of exploratory drift, 
extending the 200 level to the northwest. 


It is recommended that the exploration loan be denied on the 
grounds that no significant base metal discovery can be expected; and 
that the attached. letter be sent to the applicant.
