Reference is made to your undated subject "Review of
Application for Exploration Assistance" received in this office
on June 25. This property was examined by M. H. Staatz and
H. L. Bauer, Jr., Geologists, U. S. Geological Survey, in November
1950, and reported on by them in Trace Elements Memorandum Report 227,
dated May 1951. The re-examination made by Gearge W. Walker and
Robert F. Johnson, U. S. Geological Survey, in 1951 of the new pits
dug since Staatz and Bauer's report, showed no Uranium minerals and
they agree with Staatz and Bauer that "the possibilities of finding
economically mineable material by additional exploration of known
uraniferous layers are not considered good". It is recommended,
therefore, that the application be denied.

Introduction

DMA docket 15hLix, "Crane® deposit, Virgin Valley, Humboldt County,
Nevada, proposes to explore a section of nearly flat lying, uranium-
bearing beds of tuff, ash, and opal of late Tertiary or Quaternary age.
Locally, carnotite is present as a thin coating on many fracture sur-
faces in brittle and highly siliceous layers. It also is found as
disseminated particles throughout some of the unfractured beds.

In response to a request from the Chairman of theCoordinating
Committee of DMA to Mr. H. C. Miller, Executive Officer, Field Team,
Region III, a field examination of the property was made by George W.
Walker and Robert F. Johnson of the U. S. Geological Survey on July 5,
1951. The results of an investigation of the property in November 1950,
by M. H. Staatz and H. L. Bauer, Jr., of the Federal Survey, are con-
tained in Trace Elements Memorandum Report 227, dated May 1951. Their
report covers in some detail the location of the property, the geology,
description of the ore deposits, including 37 analyses for uranium,
and an estimate of the ore reserves. Their evaluation of the deposit,
as seen at the time of their examination, indicates that under present
economic conditions the deposit cannot be profitably exploited. There-
fore, this report is directed entirely toward a re-evaluation of the
property, based on exploration and development that have been done by
the owners since November 1950. Assuming that the economics of
uranium recovery have not appreciably changed since the evaluation
made in November, the property does not merit a Government exploration
loan. '

Recent Exploration and Development

Staatz and Bauer report that in November 1950 they examined a
carnotite-bearing area consisting of 19 claims located and owned by
Jack and Toni Crane of Oswego, Oregon. At that time development work
consisted of a 315-foot bulldozer trench and 12 small pits on the
east side of Virgin Valley, and 3 small pits on the west side of the
valley. The report does not indicate whether this represents the
total number of claims and total development at that time.





On July 5, 1951, when the writers examined the property, a total
of 42 claims had been located by Jack and Toni Crane. Many of these
cover a long, narrow belt of land lying north of the area examined by
" Staatz and Bauer. Development work includes the pits and trench de-
scribed by Staatz and Bauer, and in addition, a larger number of shallow
prospect pits and bulldozer trenches on claims lying to the north.
These pits were checked with Geiger-Mueller counters, and reconnaissance
counter traverses were made from one pit to another. No radioactive
material was noted in the new pits or on the traverses between pits.

Evaluation of the Deposit

The evaluation of the Virgin Valley deposits as described in
Trace Elements Memorandum Report 227, by M. H. Staatz and H. L. Baver, Jr.,
is as follows:

®The uranium content of the known deposits of uraniferous
opal in the Virgin Valley opal district is insufficient to
warrant economic development at present prices, The possibili-~
ties of finding economically mineable material by additional
exploration of known uraniferous layers are not considered good.

Only a small area was studied in detail for this report.
Because opal deposits are widely distributed in the Virgin
Valley area, however, further prospecting may discover additional
deposits of radicactive opal. Prospecting should be directed
toward the discovery of opal layers of greater thickness and
regularity, and of higher uranium content than those described
in this report.%

The examination on July 5, 1951, uncovered no new or additional
evidence that would warrant a change in the evaluation made by Staatz
and Bauer. Nearly flat-lying tuff, ash, and opal beds containing
carnotite are exposed along the sides of Virgin Valley, but the con-
centration of uranium is too low for profitable exploitation. The
applicant proposes to explore by core drilling the extensions of these
beds. No evidence indicating an increase in the uranium content on
the extensions of the carnotite-bearing layers was found. Therefore,
until such time as deposits of this grade can be worked economically
the property does not merit an exploration loan.
