Summary 


John F. and Bernice E. Kincaid, Box 55, Eureka, Nevada, have made 
application under DMA. docket 1659x for a $16,000 loan (90 percent Govern-
ment participation) to explore a manganese-bearing zone on the Indian 
Creek group of claims, which lie Li.0 miles south of Eureka, Nevada. The 
manganese-bearing zone is but poorly exposed on a rub ble strewn ridge; 
virtually no development work has been done. 


Manganese, in the form of psilomelane, is present in limited quanti-
ties as thin, discontinuous seams and coatings between float blocks of 
Tertiary tuff on a ridge crest on Indian Creek No. 1 claim. Select grab 
samples of manganese-bearing rock assay up to 52.7 percent Mn, but the 
quantity of this material totals less than 1 ton. It was not feasible 
to collect composite, channel, or continuous chip samples over a mineable 
width, because any sampling of this type could only include 80 to 90 
percent of barren float blocks of tuff. Present exposures are not suf-
ficient to indicate the presence of commercial ore. The inconsistent 
and weak character of the mineralization at the surface suggests that the 
presence of any large quantity of commercial ore at depth is doubtful. 


Exploration as proposed in docket 1659x is not recommended. As a 
risk venture surface trenching with a bulldozer is considered justified. 
Such trenching would be directed toward exposing the bed rock so that the 
extent of the manganese mineralization could be determined. Such trench-
ing could be contracted at a cost of about $500. 


Introduction 


DMA docket l659x, Indian Creek group of claims, Nye County, Nevada, 
proposes exploration by underground development of a manganese-bearing 
zone in folded tuffs presumably of Tertiary age. Manganese, in the form 
of psilomelane, is exposed in limited quantities on the Indian Creek 
group of claims, which are held by John F. and Bernice E. Kincaid, 
Box 55, Eureka, Nevada. 


On July 12, 1951, docket l659x was referred to Mr. H. C. Miller, 
Executive Officer of Field Team, Region III, from Mr. T. Ijyon, Director, 
Supply Division, DMA, for additional information concerning the Indian 
Creek manganese property. A field examination of the property was made 
on October'19, 1951, by George W. Walker of the U. S. Geological Survey. 


The field examination includd reconnaissance traverses along weakly 
mineralized tuffaceous strata, and a detailed examination of the area 
in which the best showings of manganese were found. Here, several small, 
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partly caved pits explore the mineralized zone to a depth of feet. The 
best showings are located on Indian Creek No. 1 claim and, therefore, 
the discussion of the geology and the "ore" deposits is limited to this 
immediate area. Select samples of manganese-bearing material were collected 
for assay.


Location and accessibility 


The Indian Creek group of claims is in sec. 10 and l, T. ih N., 
R. l E., Mt. Diablo base and meridian on the east slope of the Antelope 
Range, Nye County, Nevada (see accompanying index map). 


The following road log indicates how to reach the Indian Creek pro-
perty from Eureka, Nevada.

The Indian Creek claims and the most favorable showings of manganese 
are located on a ridge that lies approximately 1 mile, S. SI° Ji., of the 
Kincaid house. 


Ely, Nevada, the nearest railroad shipping point, is 98 miles by 
road from the Kincaid Ranch. The condition of the roads over this 98 
miles varies; 30 miles are dirt and gravel, whereas the remainder is on 
an all weather, hard surface highway. 


Geology and ore deposits 


Rocks exposed in the vicinity of the Indian Creek No. 1 claims consist 
of a sequence of volcanic flow rocks and interbedded tuffs which are 
probably of early Tertiary age. Field identification indicates that they 
range in composition from rhyolite to dacite; some of the tuffs are welded 
and commonly consist of a perlitic-type glass and abundant included crys-
tals or crystal fragments of feldspar, quartz, and biotite. Other tuffs, 
though apparently not welded, are well lithified and coherent. The vol-
canic sequence generally strikes N. 20°.-e 3° E. and dips at approximately 
)5O to the east.
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Most of the manganese occurs in a 200-foot layer of hite to light 
buff colored tuff which is underlain by a porphyritic dacite (?) flow 
and overlain by a welded or highly indurate dacite tuff. Exposures of 
the manganese-bearing tuff are poor and in the few hundred square foot 
area where the best manganese is found, the ground surface is almost 
completely covered by rubble and float blocks. The manganese minerali-
zation is neither strong nor consistent, but is found as paint on joint 
surfaces, as small float nodules, and as thin--comrnonly l/8 tv to 1/14", 
but locally up to 2--discontinuous seams in the tuff. The only man-
ganese mineral identified on the property is psiloinelane , though small 
quantities of pyrolusite may also be present. Assays of 2 select samples 
which appeared to be almost pure psilomelane contained 50.7 and 52.7 per-
cent Mn, whereas a third sample which included an appreciable quantity of 
the enclosing tuff contained 23.2 percent Mn. Partial analyses of these 
samples is tabulated below.

By careful hand sorting approximately 100 pounds of material comparable 
to samples 1 and 2 could be gathered on the surface and in the caved pits. 
Exposures are too poor to justify systematic sampling of the property. 
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Conclusions and recommendations 


Exposed on the surface on Indian Creek No. 1 claim is approximately 
100 pounds of psilomelane that assays up to 52.7 percent ItIn. This material 
is low in silica, alumina, iron, phosphorous, and sulfur, and contains 
but negligible amounts of other impurities. Much of this material occurs 
as small float nodules or as thin coatings on float blocks of tuff. From 
the meagQ surface showings in this area, it is not possible to evaluate 
the character of the manganese mineralization at depth, but it seems 
doubtful that any large accumulation of commercial ore will be found by 
underground exploration. Therefore, the exploration as proposed by the 
owners in docket l659x is not recommended. 


As a risk venture, limited exploration by surface trenching might be 
justified. Such trenching should be located in the vicinity of the dis-
covery pits on Indian Creek No. 1 claim, and should be directed toward 
exposing the bedrock immediately beneath these pits. The extent of the 
manganese mineralization in the bedrock could then be ascertained. The 
cost of surface trenching with a bulldozer should not be in excess of 
500.00, if done on a contract basis.

Select 
grab samples contained up to 52.7 percent manganese, but the visible 
quantity of material which would qualify for stockpile specifications 
is less than one ton. The underground exploration proposed by the 
applicant is not recommended because the limited amount of exposures 
are not sufficient to indicate commercial ore. As a risk venture sur-
face trenching with a bulldozer to uncover the ore zone is justified. 
The cost of such worc if done under contract should be about $500.

The Geological Survey does not have information concerning the 
manganese deposits in Nye County, Nevada on which John F. and Bernice Kincaid 
propose to spend $16,000 for exploration.
