This is a larginal property. here is not a very good 
chance to locate ore. that will be of commercial value at this 
deposit.. flowever, the field Team suggests "If it is in the national 
interest that exploration of such deposits be encouraged, it is 
reoømmended that the application be approved." 


I fee]. that this deposit is on the margin where either 
approval or rejection can be justified.. However, the applicant's 
proposal for drifting at a cost of l00 per foot is prohibitively 
high and would call for rejection. If this etimate is reduced to 
$50, or even $60, I recommend approval of 150 feet of work. How-
ever, if you feel that rejection is desirable, I will not object.

The sampling on the main vein indicates an average grade of about 
0.2 percent W03, too low to be unable. The general sampling appears to 
contradict the high values (1.22 aM 2.3 percent) said to have been. found in 
the cut at the base of the kill. The probable explanation ou1d be That the 
cut is in an ore shoot, the size of 1ch appears to be the nub of the prob1e. 


The assay reports on milling do not, make sense, and I oxrIer if The 
•	 applicant isn't. as puszled as, Iad supposed Smith exy to be a good outfit, 


but if quoted accurately, sorneon certainly slipped on his calculations. 


On the basis. of the da submitted I see no justification for. 500 
feet of drifts and 300 feet of raises, at a total cost of 450,000. 


The proposal iti1 have to be referred to the fióld for checking as 
to. grade and size of the pos8ible oró shoot, and a reasønable exploration 
rogram.
