The Bureau of Mines is directed by Sec. T(a) of Public Law 520 - 79th Congress -
to investigate domestic mineral -resources with a view to developing greater reserves
of those minerals which are essential to national defense or industry, and of which
our present or probdble future supplles are inadequate. The development program re-
sulting from this 1eglslat10n is based largely on the systematic examination of known
mineral occurrences; a few carefully selected dep031ts are developed further by
trenching, test-pitting,’ drilllng, or other means. A development project must show
promise of meking ‘a substantial contributlon to the national security or economy,
relative to the. effort expended. The emphasis placed upon different mineral commod-
ities will vary from time to time in accordance with changes in the trend of indus-

"trial demand and the needs of the stockplllng program

It is .not intended that the Bureau's development work shall dupllcate or sup-
plant the efforts of private industry, hence its _Projects are largely centered on
deposits which are marginal in character or for some reason do not appear to Justify -
private investment. : ' ' ,

The results of :preliminary examinations are not ordinarily released for publi-
cation, nor can the examination reports be made available to owners or other than
Government agencies. The factual data resulting from development projects, includ-
ing sampling and assaying data, are made available to owners upon conclusion of the
projects, however, and are published as soon as p0ssible afterward.

Appllcatlons for examinations or development prOJects are unnecessary, but in-
itial investigation may be greatly assisted by complete factual informatior from in-
terested partles. ‘Exeminations and other 1nvest1gat10ns will be made only in accord
with the best Judgment of the Bureau's englneers and ‘the 1im1tatlons of funds and
personnel, ;" ,

Reference is made to your letter of recent date and to
ore samples we have received under separate cover.

The Bureau of Mines is not permitted to do quantitative
analytical work in competition with commercial assayers. We are,
therefore, enclosing a list of commercial assay and testing labora-
tories. ‘

. : The samples you sent based on visual inspection contained
various copper minerals, (bornite, chalcopyrite, and copper carbonates)
and looked like fair grade copper ore. The samples in the match box
contained appreciable scheelite based on examination with the ultra~
violet light.

The General Services Administration, L9-Fourth Street,
San Francisco, California, purchases tungsten ores and concentrates
for the Covernment. WMinimum WO3 content in ores that they purchase
is 55 percent. You may wish to communicate with that agency regarde
ing sale of your ore.

For information on the possibility of obtaining funds for
erection of & concentrating plant we suggest you write to lMr. Irving
Gumbel, Director, Materials Division, Emergency Procurement Services,
General Services Administration, Washington 25, D. C.
