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Summary

The Rainbow Mining Company of Reno, Nevada, has made application
under DMA docket 2093 for a $25,000 loan ( 90 percent Government participation)
to explore uranium=-bearing zones on the Rainbow group of claims near
Round Mountain, Nye County, Nevada.

Exploration of the mineralized zones as of October, 1951, consists
of a number of surface pits, one adit over LOO feet long, a number of
short crosscuts, and a steeply-inclined winze. The underground workings
expose areas in which a greenish-yellow, tablet shaped, secondary uranium
mineral, possibly torbernite, is erratically distributed in 2 highly
altered rhyolite dike and in fault gones in the ajjoining wall rocke Select
samples assayed up to 0,050 percent U30g, but the average of 15 samples
colletted in the undergound workings average 0.013 percent U30ge Because
of the erratic distribution of the urenium-bearing minerals .and the low
content, of uranium it was not feasible to estimate tonnages.

Under present economic conditions there is no rock visible on the
property that can be mined commercially for uranium, nor are there
reasonable expectations of finding mineable ore by additional exploration
and development. Therefore, a Covernment loen is not ‘recommended.

Introduction

DMA docket 2093, Rainbow group of claims, Nye County, Nevada, propose
exploration by diamond drilling and underground development of uranium-
bearing zones associated with a steep dipping, altered rhyolite dike, which
is intrusive into granitic rocks. The property, owned by Mr. John Henebergh
of Round Mountain, Nevada, was, at the time of the examination, under lease
and option to the Reinbow Mining Company of Feno, Nevadae.

McDonald, 430 Gazette Building, Reno, Nevada, is president of the Rainbow
Mining Company. ,

The mine workings, as shown on the accompanying plan, consist of
one adit 1,20 feet long, 2 number of short crosscuts, and a steeply-inclined
winze. The winze has adepth of 202 feet below the adit floor and a connecting
56 foot raise to the surface. The winze and the raise are solidly lagged
so that little information in them could be obtained. In addition,
. approximately 60 feet of water was standing in the winze at the time of

Surface exploration consists of S or 6 small prospect pits and a
bulldozer trench which are aligned in a northeast direction roughly following
the minerslized zone exposed in the adit.

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The uranium-bearing minerals consists of greenish-yellow flakes and
tabular, fluorescent crystals (1-2 mm.) which are probably torbernite
and some autunite. This mineral is largely confined to coatings on fractures
and fault surfaces in the rhyolite and in the hanging wall south of the
dike; .‘however, some crystals are disseminated in the dike and in crushed
gones -in the granite. A total of 1b samples, some of which were taken
by Re U. King and W. A. Roberts at the time of their examination in
October, 1948, were collected at places in the underground workings where
radioactivity was highest or where maximum fluorescence was observed.
The U308 content of these samples renged from 0.001 percent to 0,050
percent ( see accomparying plan); an average of all seamples taken is about
0.013 percent Us0ge No estimates of the tonnage of uranium-bearing rock
has been made because of the erratic distribution of the uranium minerals
and because assays indicate that none of the rock is of commercial grade.

The following brief note 1s my preliminary opinion
after a f our hour inspection of a prospect called the "Rd nbow
Mine" situated one mile southerly of Round Mountain, Nevada, and
58 miles northeasterly of Tonopah, Nevada.

The property under consideration 1s as yet a prospect,
‘therefore 1t 1 s a development proposition. It lies in a low hill,
the formation of which is a weathered extrusion of a metamorphosed
granitoid of great age = possibly as old as Ordoviciane. In any
event i1t appears to be much older than the Jurassic granites of the
Slerra Nevada range. :

- The mine so far developed consists of an .adit
(striking 50=230°) run as a drift along a fault, the wdlls of which
are from 5 to 7 feet apart, and which shows excellent slickensides
on both walls, particularly the hanging. Dip is 70° or so. As
this hillside is not ssteep the drift gains but little depth-at no
point, even at the face, 1ls there more than 65 feet of backs, hence,
- 8ilnking is necessary. :

: Vein is a true fissure having identical rock on
each wall. Its general appearance would indicate persistence to
great depth. The fracture is filled with a banded kaolinlzed

Regcomnendations: the present drift is of valuc only
as a prospecting "tunnel”, as a working gallery it wuld be of little
use.

It there is such a vein there i1s a reasonable
expectancy of Internal shattering in the inclosed bloek filled with
lenses and veinlets of ore. v _ :

Dear Mr. Loring:-

In your letter to Mr. ilidgley dated 14 September, 1948, you bring

up the subject of the ore igproving in quallty and quantity withdepth.
I hold no doubts regarding secondary enrichment being a factor of :
prime importance at this property.

Uranium salts are somewhat wgter soluble, hence, through the centuries
the U content of the ore has dissolved to an unknown degree and has
been carried downward to the permanent water table. There the
saturated solutions meeting catalytic agents and other f actors
precipitate their U, Fe, Cu, 0, e tc., into other forms, theexact
nature of which we do not know at present.

It maybesaid in rebuttal that the arid desert on the Round Mountain
district had insufficient meteoric water (i.e., rain and snow)

to cause any apprecilable enhancement of values. at water level, and
that there 1s very little, 1f any, increase of vdl ue in Au, Ag ores
at the Water Level. This 1s quite true of Au mines in particular
because we find gold nearly always as a native metal which is very
resistant to oxldation. But .the mstallic U combines wery readily
with O as well as other e lements and forms some 55 known minerals,
many of which are highly ¢ omple x.

Too, we know positively that the Nevada-Arizona=-Cal ifornia deserts
were not always arid. 'In tertiary times rainfell in torrents almnost
continuously. Then there was the age when Lake Lahonton kept
everything wet. The miocene Seas, too, covered this entire area

for millions of years, although they were probably pre-mineral.

I think, with considerable conviction, that. the water level at your
mine will carry an appreclably thick stratum of complex U bearing .
ore, both primary and secondary. The ore exposed in the present
adit clearly shows advanced leaching.

To arrive at a close approximation of the water level, one might
Investigate the water wells (if any) at Round Movrntain, If atand-
ing water is found, use that as a datum and run a quick stadis-level
survey to the tunnel floor. 1In open country that would be a short
Job.
