The denial of the subject application by this Division is 
based. on the following information: 


1. This property is 5]. miles by road south of Battle Mountain, 
Nevada. The manganese occurs as surface oxides veining, 
replacing and. staining a strongly folded chert and. shale, and 
was probably originally deposited as a carbonate or hydrous 
silicate. By weathering and- surface oxidation the average 
grthe of the surface material has been raised to from 10 to 
15 per cent manganese. It is unusual for the oxides to extend 
to depths of from 10 to 30 feet.	 - 


2. The outcrop covers an elliptical area 250 feet long and 115 
feet wide. Prom this area 22 samples were out by the Bureau 
of Mines, with results varying ±'rom Li'.O to 32.8 per cent 
manganese, the average being 12.32 p.r cent manganese, Zi..O. 
per cent iron, 0.06 per cent phosphorous and 67.0 per cent 
silica. 


3. A metallurgical test- showed that 6Z per cent of the contained 
manganese could be recovered in a sinter assaying £fl.ilO per 
cent manganese, which is below "metallurgical grade". 


4. On a direct selling basis (to Geneva), 12 per cent ore would. 
be worth only $7.20 f.o.b. Battle Mountain. Some ore could 
probably be hand sorted to a grade sufficiently high to pay 
mining and. handling costs.

5. The drilling of 5 holes to a depth of from 200 to 300 feet 
each is not compatible with the observed geology of this 
type of mineralization. 


6. The Commodity Divisions note that the possibility of "discovery 
of larger amounts aii3 higher grades are only fair to poor", and 
that "in view of the low grade and limited. extent s - the 
drilling program	 "does not seem warranted".

As stated in R. I. 4780, Concentration of Oxide Manganese 
Ores from Lander County, Nev., by T. F. Mitchel],, R. R. Wells, 
and W. G. Sandell, the Bureau of Mines examined and obtained 
samples of ore from two properties in the vicinity of Battle Mountain, 
Lander County, Nev. In addition, samples from three claims in the 
Carico Lake region, Lander County, were submitted by private 
interests. As the ores were too low in grade to be acceptable for the 
direct production of ferromanganese, their amenability to concentra-
tion by ore dressing was investigated.

In the case of the Blackbird ore, the combined tabling and 
flotation concentrates, when sintered, assayed 41. 4 percent manganese 
and contained 63. 5 percent of the manganese in the ore. 


In view of the low grade of the ore and its probable limited 
extent, the expenditure of $10, 000. for drilling, $2, 500 of which is to 
be contributed by the company, does not seem warranted.

The above company wishes to spend approximately $10,000 to diamond (?) 
drill the ]3lackbird manganese property in Lander County, Nevada. The company 
anticipates that there will be 5 or 6 holes, costing $6.00 per foot. This 
indicates that they estimate the holes to average 200 to 300 feet in depth. 
The company expects that there will be no costs except direct drilling costs. 


The manganese deposits pf this area were examined by the Geological 
Survey early in World War II, and 3 of them (the better ones) were drilled by 
the Bureau of Mines. This property was so low grade and remote that it was not 
explored at that time. 


The Blackbird property is in the eastern foothills of the range west 
of Carico Valley, 51 miles by road south of Battle Mountain. Manganese-bearing 
chert crops out over an area 100 x 300 feet on the top of a small hill. 


The manganese occurs as surface oxides. veining, replacing, and 
staining strongly folded chert and shale. The manganese was originally deposited 
with the chert as MnCo3 or hydrous silicates, but the grade was only a few 
percent Mn. Under the i nfluence of weathering and surface oxidation the manganese 
has been concentrated and converted to oxides and as a result, the average grade 
of the surface material has been raised to 10-15 percent manganese. It is 
unusual, however, the oxides extend to depths of more than 10 to 30 feet. 


A 500-lb. sample taken by the Bureau of Mines assayed 12.2 percent Mn.

Due to the absence of underground development, only the surface 


exposures of the deposit could be examined and sampled. The surface 


exposures indicate the ore to be principally composed of the black 


manganese oxides, probably classified as the minerals psilomelane and. 


pyrolusite, with psilomelane predominating. Considerable chert was 


noted. and the ore bearing material is considered to be high in silica. 


The footwall material is not wll exposed but has the appearance 


of shalea, The hanging wall material was only found, in.place, at the 


northeast end of the deposit and was considered to be an altered. 


and.esite which has a thin coating of lime along the faces. 


This hanging wall structure appears to be dipping to the west end 


underlying the ore deposit.
