The only development work we have done on the prop-
erty is at "K" on the enclosed map, where we sank

an 85-foot shaft in 1949 at the eastern end of the
Climax Claim, We were attempting to hit a vein which
has a good surface showing of lead, but did not reach
it. We did nothing more than assessment work in 1950,
trying to conserve our meager funds pending a decision
by Congress on the various plans being condidered to
give federal assistance to small mine operators.

As indicated on the map, considerable work has been
done on these claims at one time or another, but al-
most all the workings were prior to 1900 - probably
aimed at finding silver or gold. When none was located
in paying quantities, the old timers moved on.

At the point "A"™ on the map, a tunnel 100-feet long
was driven, date unknown., Some desultory work was

done there in 1929 and 1930 by the Benson Brothers,
who now own the Greenstake Claims adjoining the Climax
Claim to the west. Nothing was shipped.

Considerable work was done in the vicinity of "(Cn,
apparently very old. There are two shafts and three
openings to or from filled stopes. These workings are
about 200-feet higher than the tunnel driven into the
hill at "B", which might have been driven with the in-
tention of intersecting the downward continuation of
the vein at "C", This tunnel is 334 feet in length,but
would have to be driven an additional 300 feet to get
under the old workings., -

The Benson Brothers have been shipping lead ore in smal l
quantities from the Greenstake claims,formerly the Gold -
en Rule Claims, periodically since 1934 ,except while the
three men were in service during World War II. Attached
are some assay reports and smelter returns belonging to
the Bensons. They are now down about 325 feet and are
blocking out shipping ore.Their vein appears to gip it o
the Climax Claim.

No private reports are available. Attached are copies of
assay reports made in 1941 from samples taken from various
test shafts on the Climax. During September we sank a
short shaft in the Lucky to test the copper showings and
see if we could locate the direction the vein dipped.

7. History:

(a) The only development work we have done on the prop=
erty is at "K" on the enclosed map, where we sank
an 85-foot shaft in 1949 at the eastern end of the
Climax Claim. We were attempting to hit a vein which
has a good surface showing of lead, but did not reach
it. We did nothing wore than assessment work in 1950,
trying to conserve our meager funds pending a decision
by Congress on the various plans being condidered to
give federal assistance to small mine operators.

A8 indicated on the map, considerable work has been
done on these claims at one time or another, but al-
most all the workings were prior to 1900 - probably
aimed at finding silver or gold. When none was located
in paying quantities, the old timers moved on. L

At the point "A™ on the map, a tunnel 100-feet long
was driven, date unknown. Some desultory work was

done there in 1929 and 1930 by the Benson Brothers,
who now own the Greenstake Claims adjoining the Climax
Claim to the west. Nothing was shipped.

Considerable work was done in the vicinity of "C",
apparently very old. There are two shafts and three
openings to or from filled stopes. These workings are
about 200-feet higher than the tunnel driven into the
hill at "B®, which might have been driven with the in-

tention of intersecting the downward continuation of
the vein at "C". This tunnel is 334 feet in length,but
would have to be driven an additional 300 feet to get
under the old workings. o

(b) The Benson Brothers have been shipping lead ore in smal 1
quantities from the Greenstake claims,formerly the Goli -
en Rule Claims, periodically since 1934,except while tae
three men were in service during World War II. Attached
are some assay reports and smelter returns belonging t

‘the Bensons. They are now down about 325 feet and are
blocking out shipping ore.Their vein appears to dip inzo
the Climax Claim. A . ' o

(¢) No private reports are available. Attached are copies of
assay reports made in 1941 from samples taken from various
test shafts on the Climax. During September we sank a
short shaft in the Lucky to test the copper showings and
see if we could locate the direction the vein dipped.
