Geologic merit: This property was mapped by the-Geological Survey in 1943, and
has not_been worked extensively since then. The maps show that the contact
dips 65° to 75° west, and that granite is cutting the ore off to the south.
The possibility of finding ore to the depth of the proposed adit is good.
The work might discover as much as 6,000 tons of ore containing 0.7 percent
of Mmb. ’

Past production of 1,029 tons containing 787 units of WO, was sold to
an ore purchase depot of MRC in 1944. The operation was finahced by a
loan of $20,000 from R.F.C., a loan which probably was not repaid,

Conclusions and Recommendation: Although the property has some geologic merit,
the proposal made is unsatisfactory because of excessive cost, lack of
engineering to show precise position and elevation of new adit, and a
demonstration that the proposed adit is the most economical method of
exploration. It is suggested that the following be brought to the attention
of the applicant:

(1) Why not do 1000 feet of preliminary core drilling (cost $7,500) to
locate the contact at depth and sample the tactite? Five holes 200 feet
deep, drilled from the surface, would test the contact at a depth of 125
feet below present workings. This work would outline precisely where
underground workings should be placed.

(2) Is a new adit preferable to a winze sunk in ore?

(3) If the adit project be undertaken, provision should also be made
for a raise to the present workings, in.ore if possible.

(4) What is the elevation and precise location of the new tunnel portal
with relation to the present workings, and what rocks are present in the
first 80 feet of the new tunnel?





(5) What is being done with ore now mined from the upper workings,
and what will be done with any ore discovered in lower workings?

(6) The past work done on the property shows that the contact dips
