Close by and. paralleling the 
dikes a narrow quartz vein with accessory stringers can be 
traced for a distance of 300 feet. Minor scheelite depo-
sit'ion occurs in the quartz vein and. stringers.

INTRODUCTION 


An initial examination o the Roark tungsten prospect was made 


on April 24, 1952 and again on May 15, 1952 by an engineer.V of the 


U. S. Bureau of Mines in connection with docket DMEA-2346. Mr. Homer 


Roark, 150-15th Street, Ely, Nev., and Mr. George Allen, watchman, 


accompanied the engineer. 


The applicant's holdings comprise 8 unpatnted mining claims on 


unsurveyed land on the south slope of the 'IVhite Pine mountains. The

prospect is reached from Currant (Callaways) on U. S. .Highway No. 6, 


52.3 miles southwest of Ely, Nev., by traveling northwest 9.5 miles on 


the Duckwater road (Nevada 20), then 10 miles northeast over a poor 


wagon road, the last 3 miles of which are impassable to passenger vehicles. 


The, claims extend from bottom to top of a foot-ridge of moderate 


slope.

The applicant has requested a loan of $J7,l42.50 for exploration 


and preparation for exploration to consist of road building 0.25 miles, 


road repair 0.10 miles, water development and sinking an inclined shaft 


100 feet. A revision of costs and preparation of a suitable program by 


the engineer in conjunction with the applicant has not been made be-


cause of the limited ore exposure • The probability of making a signifi-


cant ore discovery by any form of exploration is unlikely.
