I have reviewed the report dated August 8, 1952, by New
World Exploration, Research and Development Corporatlon made on behalf
of the above applicant., As Schmidt notes in his file memorandum of
August 28, the report is unsatisfactory. It puts forward the claim
that the orebodies plunge to the southwest, hence that the "target"
lies too far ahead of the tunnel face to be prospected economically
by drilling, This claim is not substantiated by geologic or stope maps,
nor was such a condition noted by the IMEA examining engineers or
geologists.

A second referral to the field is useless unless you wish to
request and authorize a thorough investigation of the kind the applicant
should have had made, but didn't. Therefore, in my opinion, two possi-
bilities remain., One is to deny the application for lack of convincing
evidence of its merits. The other is to draw up a small project con-
sisting of a half dozen or so holes from the face of the Davis Tunnel,
not more than 3,000 feet, or say $20 000 maximum, and see if Applicant
will accept it.

I believe further correspondence with Applicant is useless, so
far as getting any significant information is concerned.

If serious consideration is given to an exploration project
from the Davis Tunnel, I suggest that the position of the tunnel face
needs to be verified.

The entire docket has been sent on to Nelson for comment and

return to Schmidt.

Application DMA-872 dated March 7, 1951, for development
loan of $415,200.00 was denied on the grounds that there was not
enough ore in sight (1500 tons). Two field team reports were made
for this application which have been transferred to DMEA and are of
value to us now, for considering the present exploration 1oan. In
file herewith.

Following the development loan application, there was an
exploration application number DMEA-2531, dated 1/29/52 for $150,000.
Following this is another exploration application for $106,200.00
dated 3/5/52. The main work to be done in this last application is
geological work, surveying and mapping, drilling L,5,6 levels.
Drilling Davis tunnel, exploring downward.

The memos from the commodity men Johnson and Nelson of
March 17th and 20th respectively, show that they consider that
there is not enough geological data to plan intelligently. March 26,
1952 Fred Knouse wrote a letter asking for a lot of specific
information. In answer to Knouse's letter the New World Exploration
Research Corp. wrote April 9, 1952, that they have been engaged to
get the information required. Ellis answers this Lj/16 telling them
the docket will be held open awaiting the report.

Received the report by New World Exploration Research and
Development Corp. written by Robert W. Decker or Russell Miller )
dated August 8, 1952, together with maps which is not satisfactory.
The first thing to determine is whether the project is geologically
sound.

I admit that the property has merit due to past production,
and the geological reports that the ore probably continues in depth.
The location where the ore might be found in depth requires more
geological study, accompanied by geological maps, especially vertical
sections through the formations, showing the favorable limestones and
their dip toward the Davis tunnel; the depth mined on the ore bodies;
the probably position of the favorable limestone and the porphyry dikes
on the Davis level, showing how far in depth we can plot them, and
then extend them in dotted lines to the Davis level. The data sent to
us is too fragmentary. Its thoroughness is not in proportion to the
seriousness of the proposition. The traclng entitled "Section above
present face of Davis Tunnel" is altogether too sketchy to carry any
weight. No one could be expected to drift 800 feet on strength of
what he sees on this section. See tracing cloth section in fiile.

One of the most important points, is whether the ore
continues in depth to 1,000 feet below the surface, namely the
Davis Tunnel level. This point is reported favorably by the
Field Team for DMA. See following notes on this subject.

Newmont extended Davis tunnel, 1,000 feet immediately under
the Standing Elk workings which were very productive $1,000,000.
The ore bodies, probably deep seated commercial ore, probably extends
as deep as the oxidized cre.

The lease has just changed hands (no date)

Copy of lease is not in file nor assignment of lease from
Uhalde and Parker to Russel Miller. An "Owner's Consent to Lien"
would be needed if we go ahead.

Map shows Newmont work labelled "approximate! location.
This should be definite for it is most important. The objective
of this Newmont work was to test the Standing Elk ore body in
depth and a DMA Field Team report states that the tunnel did get
under the old ore body. The fact that Newmont quit and did no
diamond drilling though they had a drill on the ground, indicates
that possibly the favorable limestone bed did not extend down,
or if so that it was not mineralized. Since this is a most important
criterion of what happens to these ore bodies on the Davis level
there should be a complete discussion of what Newmont found to
account for their quitting. These workings are accessible and it
should be possible to make a geological section through the plane
of the Davis tunnel. This Newmont experience must be explained
away or there is no encouragement for any one else trying to do
the same thing 800 feet away through hard rock.

] Tungsten mineralization is referred to in the New World
report but no details of values.

If the tunnel were to be continued to the target area as
shown. on the New World Map it might be hetter to continue in the
direction of the original tunnel 1,200 feet, to get to the target
area than to go 800 feet around several curves, this would be a
practical operatlng questlon 1f the thing got that far,

. The location of the target area on the map is based on
projecting the dip of porphyry dikes downward without showing how
this was done., The target area is supposed to be in a certain
favorable limestone, and at the intersection of two dikes 600 feet
below old workings. This is quite a "bite" requiring justification.

What are the sizes of these old ore bodies, and how easily
are they missed. This should be discussed. The maps are un-
satisfactory on this point. The ore bodies are of very limited.
horizontal area. They would be difficult to locate by drilling.

The typical analyses of the ore bodies given in the
New World report do not mean much. How were these assays obtained?
Is there ore of that grade in the mine to be sampled, or is it
based on literature of past production.

The New World report claims the ore bodies are w1th1n a
LOO foot member of limestone. Depth of Davis tunnel is 600 feet
below old workings. How much of this 40O feet of limestone is
below the old workings? The finding of this L0OO foot bed of
limestones on the Davis level can be difficult and it can be
impossible if it terminates against the porphyry before reaching
the Davis level on its dip. The finding of this limestone on the
Davis level in conjunction, with the porphyry dikes compounds the
difficulty of locating that target area.

A review of this data indicates that the proposed work of
the New World report cannot be accepted at face value.

This report by the New World engineers does not "sell" the
project to me. The present lease holder Russel Miller is the man who
makes the report on the property as the New World Research (letter

L/1k/52) .

This correspondence could go on indefinitely.

1. Proposed Exploration

Recommend extending the Davis tunnel from the face of the
Newmont Extension for 800 feet in a westerly direction
for the following purposess:

A. To attempt encountering extensiohs of major ore
bodies occurring on_the upper levels.

B. To establish sites for diamond drilling the
general target area if the tunnel itself does
not‘encounter ore.

C. To permit extension of the sub-surface geologic
pattern so that the diamond drill holes may be

located to maximum advantage.

This tunnel extension is proposed rather than diamond
drilling from the present face of the tunnel for these
reasons:

A. The long diamond-drill holes necessary to reach
the target area from the present féce would be
almost as costly as extending the tunnel.

B. The tunnel extension will disclose more informa~-

tion regarding the direction and extent of the

quartz porphyry dikes (which control the ore
vbodies) than diamond drill cores. This
information will be essential for pin-pointing

the extensions of the upper level ore bodies.

If the tunnel extension does not encounter ore, 1200 feet
of diamond driiling is recommended. This will involve
three holes of 400 feet each dfiven perpendiculaéyto the
tunnel extension. The exact location of these holes
should not be chosen until the geologic information
obtained from the tunnel extension is correlated with

present data.

Track and pipe are now installed to the face of the Davis
tunnel, and extension of the tunnel could begin with very
little mobilization work. A large compressér, mucking
machine, drifters, pipe and hose, bits, steel, powdef and
fuse,'an electric trammer, mine cars, track and ventilation
tube will be needed for the tunnel extension. Five men
will be needed for this work, and it should take approxi;

mately five months time for completion.

The diamond drilling program subsequent to this tunnel

extension can be performed with an air driven underground
drill. All accessory facilities will be on hand from the
tunnel extension work, This program should take approxi-

mately three months, including plotting the locations,

drilling time.

Including organization and completion tasks, the entire
project, barring acts of God, should take less than one

year to complete.

2. Map and Section

A map and cross Section with the requested information are
sent under separate cover. This map shows the holdings>
of the Neﬁada Bunker Hill Mining Company which form the
major holdings of the Aladdin Mines Cbmpany. The méjor
control of the ore bodies is the infersection of the two
main quartz porphyry dikes. The alteration of the dike
rock near this intersection has been intense and consider-
able halloysite clay has been formed. Thé lead-zinc ore
bodies have formed in the limestone as‘replacements along
and at the intersections of fractures.

The copper ore bodies, numbers 4 and 5, (and the recently
discovered tungsten mlnerallzation) ocecur wgpg;n the

porphyry dikes. The target area for these is again con-

trolled by the intersection zone of the two major dikes.

Stfatigraphic cnntrol of the ore bodies within a 400 foot
member of mottled blue to white to gray limestone is
indicafed by general surface structure. ‘Thellimestone is
too twisted and fractured near the ore bodies to permit
any detailed>analysis of this pos&ible conérol. However,
the general dip 6f the 1imestonevseries.surrounding the .
