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SUMMARY, CONGLUSIONS AND RECOMVENDATTONS

‘The Gold Zone Mining Corporation, 200 Davis Street, San Francisco,
California, Docket DMEA-2577 (Copper, lead, zinc) applied June 10, 1952

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The rocks in the area are limestone and dolomite which have been
folded and complexly faﬁlted (fig. 2).

Oldest rock in the mine area is Lone Mountein dolomite of Silurian
age composed of about 1,900 feet of_bedé ﬁhich range from light to dark gray,
fine to coarse grained, thin-bedded to massive, strike north to N. 30° W. and
dip 25°eLO°NE.

3. You are correct that this is essentially a lead-silver area,
however, many assay reports are "high® in copper and without
gquestion, zinc and other base metals will be found at depth by
the drilling program outlined in our application, somewhat in
the same manner as diccovered by Eureka Corp. at Ruby Hill near
BEureka, Nevada.

In conclusion we wish to state, that the program outlined in the above
captioned matter, will no doubt lead to an accelerated development of
the area and discovery of substantial bodies of high grade and perhaps
strategically important minerals necessary to our economy and war
efforts.

Applicant requests Government participation in a $23,370
exploration project on the Lenora claim in the Hamilton district, White
Pine County, Nevada. The work is to be chiefly churn drilling, 2 holes
each 800 to 1,200 feet deep; plus cleaning out an adit supposedly 200
to 300 feet long which is the only opening on the claim.

The project, based on a report by Fred L. Humphrey, said to
be a geologist at the School of Mineral Sciences, Stanford University,
(who reportedly is to act as consultant for the company) is designed to
explore eastward-dipping dolomite and quartzite at a distance 1,200 to
1,800 feet down dip eastward from the Fay mine, where these formations
are said to be mineralized along steep east-west fractures; the ore in
+the Fay mine "contained considerable copper as well as lead, zinc, and
silver." Humphrey thinks it likely that a steep reverse fault, the
Treasure Hill fault, just east of the Lenora claim, was a main feeder of"
mineralization for the area, therefore says "one might expect minerali-
zation along the quartzite beds to increase as the reverse fault is
approached, particularly where other fractures occur in the hanging well."

Humphrey's report says nothing more about the ore occurrence
in the Fay mine, although this is part of the Gold Zone group. He does
not give any reason for his belief that.the vicinity of the Treasure Hill
fault is good prospecting ground. He furnished no map but only a dia-
gramatic vertical section showing the proposed drilling. :

It seems to me that a request for support of such a sizeable
project should be accompanied by more adequate justification and a more
detailed layout of the work, especially when the Applican.t has access
to consulting services and money to pay for them.

Incidentally, this is a silver-lead district, not a copper
district, and I believe the applicant did not really mean to imply that
the ore sought would be chiefly copper. He might be asked about this.
It may also be noted that Applicant claims the adit is accessible, but
the consulting geologist says "I also propose opening the caved portal
---- the adit may be 200 or 300 feet in length" and Applicant includes
a small sum "to clean out old adit." You might ask him what the fact
is and if it would not be a good idea to do this job first so his
geologist can have a look before he makes any further plans for deep

drilling.,
