Summary 


The Redwing Mercury Mine, at the western edge of the Pilot 
Mountains Quicksilver District, Mineral County, Nevada, consists of 
a short shaft, three adits totalling 120 feet, and numerous shallow 
surface trenches and prospect pits. The surface and underground 
workings explore mineralized faults that cut limestone and conglom-. 
erate of the Lower Jurassic Dunlap fomation. The mineralized faults 
dip northerly and are believed to continue downward. The applicant 
proposes to sink an inclined shaft between the cinnabar-bearing faults 
and then to crosscut and drift along the structure. Because it seems) /Yo/ 
likely that the productIon from the property will be small, it is 	 r' recommended that the request for Government aid in a lo,o65 explora-J,,)/ 
tion program be denied.


Introduction 


The Redwing Mine is in the S of sec. 17 and NI of sec. 20, 
T. 6 N., R. 36 E., MDBM, eastern Mineral County, Nevada. The mine is 
about 10 miles southeast from Mina, Nevada. It is reached by travel-
ing north 0.8 mileon U.S. Highway 95 from the Post Office in Mina, 
then turning right on Simon Road for 2.2 miles, then turning right 
again on the Dunlap Canyon Eoad. After 6.L 1 miles on the Dunlap Canyon 
Road, turn right at the Hitt Mine sign for 0.2 mile and pass through 
the old M6Kinnon Ranch for 1.1 miles to the Redwing cabin. The roads, 
other than Highway 95, are graded gravel and are passable except after 
heavy rain or snow. The cabin and main workings are between 71j.00 and 7750 feet above sea level, 


Cinnabar was discovered on this property in 1935 and has been mined sporadically since that time. Total production is reported to 
be about 30 flasks. No development work has been done on the property 
since l9L3. 


The property is owned by J. A. Barry of Los Angeles, &-ifornia, 
who is applying for a DL!EA loan under the name of the Pilot Mining 
Company, Los 1ngeles, California.

Development 


The underground workings consist of a iS-foot inclined shaft 
and three adits totaling 120 feet in length. A portion of one adit 
has been stoped 20 feet to the surface. 


Surface work has been limited to several shallow trenches and 
many small pits. A very heavy rain during the summer of 1952 has 
obliterated much of the surface work. 


A small cabin, in good condition, is on the property. No 
useable mining or furnacing equipment was seen.. 


Geology 


The quicksilver deposits in the Pilot Mountains have been 
mapped and described by Bailey and Phoenix, and Phoenix and athcart J. 


J Bailey, E.H., and Phoenix, D.A., Quicksilver deposits in 
Nevada: Univ. Nev. Bull. vol. 38, no. 5, Dec. i9)4. 


Phoenix, D.A., and Cathcart, J.B., Quicksilver deposits in the 
southern Pilot Mountains, Mineral County, Nevada: U.S.G.S. Bull. 
973-D, 1951.. 


The Redwing property, at the western edge of the Pilot Mountains 
Quicksilver District, is underlain by limestone and conglomerate 
reported to be part of the Lower Jurassic Dunlap formation. The 
sediments, in the area surrounding the mine, are cut by several minor 
northwest-trending, steeply-dipping faults. These faults provide the 
structural control and locally contain quicksilver ore. 


The conglomerate crops out in the southern part of the Redwing 
property. It is composed of subangular to subrounded fragments of 
chert, averaging 10 mm. in diameter, in a fine-grained siliceous matrix. 
The conglomerate beds range from six inches to two feet in thickness, 
strike slightly east of north, and dip to the west. Minor interbeds of 
dark red sandstone occur locally. The contact between conglomerate 
and limestone seen in the surface cuts is faulted. Much of the contact, 
however, was hidden by soil covers 


The limestone crops out in the northern part of the property. It 
is light colored and very fine-'grained. Beds averaging one foot in 
thickness are exposed underground and their strike varies from N-S. to

contact, £he limestone is siicified.

Cinnabar, the only quicksilver mineral seen, occurs along the 
northwest-striking faults at the southern end of the property in both 
conglomerate and silicified limestone. SmaLarnQitSOf qr3saUine. 
and painty cinnabar were seen as fracture fillings in, and disseminated 
tough, the country rock.

Reserves 


The applicant reported that cinnabar crops out in about 20 
different localities on the property. The field team visited the 
localities shown on the applicant's map but found that heavy rains 
during the past summer had filled or removed the traces of many of 
the holes. Cinnabar as seen only in two localities along the 
favorable structures, but neither of the two spotty, mineralized 
croppings showed sufficient cinnabar to constitute ore. It is 
unlikely that the property could be profitably mined until the price 
of quicksilver approaches $300 per flask. 


Proposed Exploration 


The applicant proposes to extend the present 1-foot inclined 
shaft to a depth of 100 feet and then to crosscut 20 feet to, and 
drift 80 feet in, the favorable ore zone. ($ee map.) The total cost 
of the project would be $lo,06S in which the Government 's share would 
be $7,S!i9.

The Washington office of the Defence Minerals Exploration 
Administration has phoned me requesting me to get some additional infor-
mation from you, in connection with your request for GovernrnentExplora-
tion assistance at the Redwing Mercury Mine. 


The information requested is: (1) what is the cross sectional 
size of the shaft, that is, the size of the hole; (2) what size timber is 
to be used in the shaft; (3) what will be the size of the shaft in the 
clear, and (Li) how many conpartments will there be and what size will 
they be in the clear. 


The Washington office informs me that they are planning to put 
your exploration proposal on a unit cost basis. This will simplify 
matters all around and make accounting simple. The plan is to allow you 
four days work with a road grader at $50,00 a day or $200.00; $L2.O0 a 
foot for repairiñg"and retimbering 25 feet of shaft or $1,050.00; 78.O0 
a foot for sinking 75 feet of shaft or 5,850.O0, and 3O.00 a foot for 
drifting and crosscutting 100 feet or $3,000.00. These figures give a 
total of $16,100.00 or $35.00 more than you asked for. 


The above cost include all cost for consulting, supervision, 
engineering, accounting, sampling ,assaying and taxes. rThe cost of 
building the $300.00 tool shed also was taken care of in the unit cost. 
If this item were to be set out by itself in the contract, the simplified 
form of contract could not be used, so it seemed best to include the cost 
of building a shed in the unit costs which are high enough to cover the 
expense of erecting the building. 


Kindly let me have the requested information as soon as 
possible.

J tfe both believe no Government financial aid, for exploration 
of this deposit should be granted for the reasons outlined in the 
following paragraphs: 


(3) Cinnabar occurs on the Redwing property chiefly In 
hin seams and veinlets, and It was especially concentrated along a 


fault in the narrow gouge sons and. in a single veinlet varying in 
width from 1/4 to 1/2 an inch. The surrounding rocks contain only

a few scattered crystals or veinlets, No areas of appreciable width 
containing enough cinnabar to constitute commercial ore were seen 
during our examination or mapping and, becau.se of the character of 
the ore, it seems unlikely that any such areas would be found by 
further exploration. Attempts to mine along the isolated narrow 
veinlets to obtain retort ore were not successful even during the 
World War II period of high qaicksilver prices. The reported 
lvorage samples across three to five feet of width...showimg 40 
to 100 pounds of mercury to the ton" could only have been obtained 
by cutting a narrow channel along a vein or sampling a face against 
which a vein was plastered. The assays included with the application 
and. showing from 20 1200 pounds of mercury to the ton obviously 
represent sorted ore, as is indicated by their being designated as 


pieces" or "select." 


(4) The reported production of 75 flasks has not been 
substantiated, and in my opinion is probably a very generous estimate. 
The recorded production is two flasks, according to a check of the 
records made in 1944. Our estimate made at the property in 1943 
on the basis of the burnt ore was 2 or 3 flasks. Subsequent inquiry 
in the district led. Phoenix to estimate the production may have been 
as much as 30 flasks. 


(5) The current need. for mercury is not acute, and under 
such circumstances I feel Government financial aid for exploration 
of quicksilver deposits should be confined to those which offer 
reasonable promise of either (1) finding a large tonnage of near-
commercial ore which would appreciably increase the domestic reserve, 
or (2) finding sufficient ore of mineable grade to repay the 
Government's share of the exploration costs. The Redwing Mine, 
in my opinion, cannot qualify under either of these criteria.

The Mina Development Co. mine 
by far the most productive mine in the district, according to Bailey 
and Phoenix in Quicksilver Deposits in evada, Univ. of Nevada 
Bulletin vol. 28, No. , l9)4j, p. 118, "lies in a thick bed of lime-
stone and is classed as belonging to the limestone tyoe of d'posit."

The applicant requests Government assistance to extend a 
25-foot inclined shaft to a depth of 100 feet, crosscut 20 feet and 
drift 80 feet on the 100 level. 


The old workings consist of several prospect pits, a 25-foot 
shaft, and a 70-foot adit which are developed in and near a mineralized 
fault zone.


The geology of the Red wing claims has been described in 
USGS Bulletin 973-D, "Quicksilver deposits of the Pilot Mountains, 
Idineral County, Nevada", by D. iA. Phoenix and J. B. Cathcart. The dis-
trict is in an area of sedimentary, volcanic and intrusive rocks of 
Pesozoic age, which are locally overlain by Tertiary igneous rocks. 
Most of the mercury deposits are below two major northward dipping, 
low-angle thrust faults. The orebodies are believed to have been 
localized by normal faults transverse to the thrust faults. Most of 
the past production in the district has been from faulted limestones. 
However, small, rich orebodies have been mined in faulted sandstones 
and conglomerates. The available geological information indicates 
that the applicant' s proposed work would be in the more favorable 
limestone.


According to Phoenix and Cathcart, there are no large, low-
grade reserves in the district. Further exploration will probably 
disclose iew orebodies, but they believe the size of the resulting 
operations will be relatively small. 


The total past production from the district has been about 
5,000 flasks of mercury. The Red Uing property has not been in pro-
duction since l9b2, but a fair estimate of past production would be 
about 30-75 flasks. 


Several assays submitted by the applicant range between 16 
and 6o per cent mercury.

GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY 


The Redwing Claims form a compact group, with an 


area of about 130 acres, on the westerly slopes of the Pilot


Mountains, overlooking Soda Springs Valley.

	 A.jacent to the Redwing Group, within a radius of 


2- miles there are six other mercury properties. Some have 


had good production records, others are only prospects as yet. 


All have had the same characteristic type of spotted, high—


grade, clean cinnabar ore. 


Within the boundaries of the Redwing Group, there 


have been about 20 discovery pits and prospect holes put down 


at various times. Nearly every one shows some cinnabar in 


place, usually as small disseminated spots of coarsely crystal-


line, brilliant red mineral or as thin rich streaks. No other 


sulphides appear to be present. 


The main development is on the No. 1 Claim where six 


separate pits and a 25 ft. shaft tend to more or less outline 


a vein system. There appears to me to be a rather definite ore 


zone about 30 feet wide, indicated by two parallel veins on 
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hanging wall and foot wall sides. These have a strike of 


North 40 West in the vicinity of the shaft. The northwest 


extension trends more northerly on the No. 2 Claim. The 


Southeast end bends strongly to the east near the south side 


line of No. 1 Claim. 


The upper vein dips 65 degrees easterly, while the 


lower dips 80 degrees easterly, indicating a tendency for the 


-	 zone to widen at depth. The whole could perhaps be construed 


-	 as a fault fissure with brown sandstone on the base and con-


glomerated quartz and silicified limestone as an upper strata 


of a sedimentary structure locally known as the Dunlap formation. 


Crossing near the shaft is a diagonal or cross fault

vein which strikes N 60 W and stands nearly vertical. This 


seems to be limited in extent to the sedimentary structure, but 


was apparently a localizing factor as to high grade spots and 


streaks of mineral in and about the shaft. 


All of the sediments are so faulted that it is dif-


ficult to follow any structure very far. However, it is quite 


evident that mineralization is best in the softer rocks of the 


sedimentary series, in seams, cross breaks, and vugs, where 


replacement of fine grained white limestone has occurred. 


Llineralization is limited to paint—thin seams and 


streaks in granitic joint planes and along granite—limestone 


contacts.


The shaft is a steep incline on a cross break in the 


zone. This is 25 feet deep and irregular in shape, as it 
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followed a very high grade streak from which the miners ex-


tracted ore for a hand operated 0—furnace on the ground. They 


quit when the winter weather drove them out in 1942, and before 


they got back to it, the price of mercury had dropped. 


No real productive effort or development has been 


undertaken since, except as required to maintain title. iiost 


of this annual work was on the access roads. 


On the No. 2 Redwing Claim there is an adit, variously 


reported as 65 to 150 feet long, but not accessible to me for 


examination. No production or discovery resulted from this 


tunnel work, According to my interpretation of the structure, 


the work was too far to the north and too high to cut the ore 


zone. The overlying andesite rocks are not apt to carry enough 


value to be workable, even though some of the pits above this 


adit and in that vicinity do show spots of cinnabar. 


The total Redwing development represents less than 


300 lineal feet of underground work, but this meager amount has. 


resulted in the production of about 75 flasks of mercury as 


nearly as can be estimated--all between the years 1935 and 1943. 


This production was entirely from ores encountered while follow-


ing seams and stringers, which was hand sorted and furnaced on 


the property by crude methods. 


The Redwing Group has no developed tonnage of Measurable 


quantity. The zone in which the No. I Shaft is started looks 


.	 the best, mainly because it is the only tangible development. 


This section should easily develop a thousand tons of 3% ore in
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a block 100 ft. deep x 200 ft. long, or the equivalent in 


higher grade ore if selectively mined. The chances for 


favorable development at other places on the property are 


equally good, particularly on No. 5 and No. 7 Claims. 


Nearby Properties. 


The Pilot Mountain District is credited with a yield 


of about 5000 flasks of mercury, up to 1944, from 16 mines in 


the same land township as the Redwing properties. This rep.-. 


resents something more than one million dollars in value at 


present market. See Nevada State Bulletin Volume 38, No. 5 


(December 1944). Geological—Mining Series No. 41. It i 


•	 believed that the actual production has been substantially 


higher than reported. 


In any case, the district is pretty well known as a 


quicksilver area, but much of it is or has been difficult to 


get into and difficult to operate because of lack of roads, 


power and fuel, and because of severe winters. Improved roads 


and better transportation equipment now tend to relieve the 


situation considerably. 


The Redwing Nos. 5-6 are on ground formerly belonging 


to the Mammoth Group. This ground is good but was never se-


riously developed. 


Redwing No. 7 is likewise a recent addition, com-


prising a part of the original Hitt Group, or bordering thereon. 


This claim should prove valuable when developed. On the original 
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Hitt property there was a small Gould Rotary Furnace plant 


with some accessories. This operated for a time and produced 


about 50 flasks of mercury before the operators lease expired. 


The furnace plant has not operated since 1941, and is now 


abandoned and looted. 


Sanrpling


For the most part the ore was so characteristic 


that no assay samples were necessary to sort ore for furnace 


treatment. Numerous spot samples were taken by owners which 


showed extraordinarily high mercury content. These can be 


considered specimen samples, but they were indicative of what 


•	
could be done by hand sorting. 


Average samples across three to fire feet of width 


in the workings, showing 40 to 100 pounds of mercury per ton, 


really mean nothing as the results can not be repeated by 


resampling. The best assay figure I could get was to compute 


the returns from a certain excavation, wherein 400 cubic feet 


yielded 22 flasks of mercury. This indicates 83.6# mercury 


extracted per ton mined, or 4.2% Hg. from that particular 


section in and alongside of the No. 1 shaft. 


Several assay sheets are attached which indicate 


the condition described. 


Recommendations;

The Redwing property is in a good District and on a 


good structure to produce mercury ore. The limited development
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1	 has been productive of some very good ore of a type that is 


easy to treat. Properly directed future development in the 


fractured sedimenta ry ore zones should show useful and pro-


fitable results. It seems evident that the intensity of 


mineralization should increase somewhat at depth, so long as 


the fractured and faulted zones continue. 


As a conservative program, I would suggest that the 


present No. 1 Shaft be collared and equipped as cheaply as 


possible, and this shaft be put down to 100 feet below the 


surface, or 75 feet below its present depth, somewhat as 


shown on the attached sketches, following the 65 degree dip 


as now started.

When this is done, I would like to see the workings 


again, but the general program to plan on would be 20 feet of 


croscut at the 100—level, followed by 80 feet of drifting, 


according to the structural conditions fouid at the time. All 


of this work should produce some ore, but it should tend to 


prove up or develop a sizable block of ground, and it should 


be a guide as to what structures to follow elsewhere on the 


property.


I suggest rented equipment and only such surface 


and road work as necessary until this initial program is 


completed. If successful, as I anticipate, then a permanent 


set up can be made o a tunnel crosscut can be driven from 


the lower hillside road.
