Applicant states that the mineralized structure trends 
north and south and that ore is exposed on both sides of a 160-. 
foot shaft sunk in the middle of the Last Chance claim. Although 
a drift approximately 100 feet long extends to the north we have 
no evidence of the dimensions of the orebody, although shipment of 
14.0 tons valued at $100 per ton in 1940 would indicate a relatively 
thin seam of high grade. 


The applicant proposes to enlarge his shaft,sink an 
additional 100 feet, and extend. the existing drift at an estimated 
cost of $10,000. He indicates that he is not prepared to match 
funds in the proposed exploration. Unless he finds means to do so, 
we can only recommend denial.
