In accordance with our reply of December 8, 1953, theahove
described .application has been turther revi~wed by our Field Team and
our Iron and Ferro-Alloy Division. The results of these reviews are
now available and substantiate our former conclusion that the proba­
bility of disclosing signi!icant ore reSerV8$st the Burns MiM bY' the
proposed exploration program is not sufficiently promising to warrant
Government participation.


Only one assay out of eight samples taken by our engineers
indicates economic value, and that sample is marginal (0.52% W03) for
a deposit of the type and size that might be expected to occur on the
applicant's property. In view of the lack of uniformity of mineraliza­
tion, as well as the lack of geological evidence indicating the proba­
bility of finding sufficient ore to justify the expenditure required,
we feel that it is unfa.ir to the applicant, as well as not in the best
interest of the Government, to encourage him to risk his own funds in
such a dubious project.


\ie regret that we have been unable to find any justification
for altering the denial of the appli.cation in question. .

The denial of the sUbject application by this Division is
based on the following information:


(1) The applicant requested exploration assistance in the
sum of $1),4)0.50 to explore for tungsten in the Burns
Mine, Elko County, Nevada. The proposed explora.tion
program included a total of 825 feet of drilling in
8 diamond drill holes, with depths of 50, 100, and 200
feet benea.th the outcrop of a scheeli te-bearing quartz
vein.


(2) The scheelite prospect is in massive light and dark gr~
limestone. The limestone is cut by two faults: One
fault strikes N. )00 W. and dips 60-800 W. and contains
a scheelite-bearing quartz vein as much as 5 feet wide;
the second fault strikes N. 150 E. and dips 700 E. and
displaces the quartz vein.


() The scheelite bearing quartz vein is poorly exposed in
five pits and trenches over a distance of 175 feet and
has been sampled by the examining team with the follow­
ing analytical results.

:Because of the apparent improbability of making a signifi­
cant discovery, this Division does not believe that the
e~loratorywork proposed by the applicant or the revised
program suggested by the examining engineer and geologist
is sufficiently promising to justify Government participa­
tion. We, therefore, recommend that the request for
Government aid, Docket No. DMEA 2932, be denied.

Contrary to the opinion of the Field Team, J do not believe
that the deposit warrants the proposed exploration. Only one assay
out of 8 samples indicates economic value, and that sample is marginal
(0.52 percent WO)) for a deposit of this size. On the basis of the
ore shoot assumed, for which no evidence is presented, and the Field
Team estimate of inferred ore taken at its face value, exploration
would be about ~~17 per unit of vIT03 hoped to be found. In a deposit
of this size, such an exploration cost would be exorbitant.


I therefore recommend denial of the application on the
basis of no worthwhile fficploration objective. In the present
situation, it is very questionable whether 500 units of WO) is
significant.

The field team consider that the diamond drilling program as


outlined in the application will not yield sufficient reliable information


relative to the grade of scheelite because of the lack of uniformity of


mineralization.


The analysis of the samples taken by the examining engineer


are considered to be representative of the exposures open for sampling.


However, the samples also indicate the speculative nature of future


development work.


The property has some merit and the field team suggest a moder-


ate exploration project to be accomplished in two stages:

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS


The field team. conclude that there is a reasonable chanc e of


discovering small ore bodies;in a new district and that there may be


inferred reserves of 1,000 tons containing about O. 50 percent W03 "


in the block to be explored.


If a tungsten deposit of this size and grade is in the National


interest, it is recommended that Government enter into a contract


with the applicant for the exploration as outlined in stage I and stage, II.

The Burns mine is located in northern Elko County, Nev., 39.2


:miles south and west of Mountain City, Nev. It is situated on the west­


ern slope of the Bull Run Mountains and at an elevation of 8,200 feet.

The applicant states that scheelite is 'present in a quartz
vein 3 feet thick and about 200 feet long, in limestone. The scheelite
was identified with ultraviolet light, and no samples were assayed. It
is proposed to core drill 825 feet in 8 holes to depths of 50, 100 and
200 feet beneath the outcrop. The total estimated costs are $13,430.5<;>.


The Geological Survey has no information about scheelite at
this property.


The proposal made by the applicant is completely unsatis...
factory. The costs are at least twice too much. The feasibility of
the proposed drilling is dubious because enough surface work has not
been done to detennine the dips of veins and faults. The identifi­
cation of scheelite is not supported by assays. The applicants are .
not experienced in niini.ng. Provision of housing and snow removal is·
not necessary for a project that will take only one month and can be
done in the sunnner.


Docket DMA-309 was an incompleted application for this .
property, and may contain additional informatil.on.


The map submitted indicates that 12 samples were cut but
not assayed. I suggest that the applicant be requested to provide
the assays if available. If the surface sampling is' favorable, the
application should be referred to the Field Team for examination of
the property when it is free of snow.
