* SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATTONS

The Lead Bullion Mining and Milling Company, P. 0. Box 246, Provo, Utah,
H. G. Blumenthal, President, applied on March 28, 1953 to the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration for government assistance in a $7,500.00 program
to explore surface and underground showings of ore on the Lady Smith and
Randall mining claims near McGill, White Pine County, Nevada.

A field examination was requested by the Field Team, Région III to
deterniine whether a program is warranted and to obtain additional deta
necessary to complete a contract. An examination was made on June 26, 1953
by R. M. Smith, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey.

The applicant proposed to explore for the downward continuation of a
favorable limestone bed by extending the Lower adit 225 feet southeast. There
haé been no production and showings of ore in the bed above the adit are low
grade and small size. The favorable bed is cut by low angle faults of unknown
displacement between the surface showings and the Lower adit.

Because the showings are small and low grade and as the favorable bed
cannot reliably be projected to the altitude of the proposed explo;-étion, the
work is highly speculative and it is considered that the chances of a significant
discovery are small. It ié recommended, therefore, that the application be denied.

| INTRODUCT ION

The Lead Bullion Mining and Milling Company, P. O. Box 246, Provo, Utah,
Docket DMEA 2979, applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration on






March 28, 1953 for government assistance to be used for exploration at their
lead property near McGill, Nevada. A field examination wes requested by the
Field Team, Region III, to determine whether the ore reserves are sufficient
to justif;f an exploration project. A field examination was made on June 26
by R. M. Smith, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, accompanied by Mr. Richard
Blumenthal, Los Angeles, California, and Mr. Arne Matson of Provo, Utah. Eoth
men are relatives of Mr. H. G. Blumenthal, president of the ILead Bullion
Mining and M:j.]ling Company .
o LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The property is located on the west slope of the Schell Creek Mountains
2 miles southeast of McGill, White Pine County, Nevada, in the SE4, Sec. 27,
T. 18 N., R. 64 E., at an altitude of 8,200 feet. The property can be reached
by driving 1.7 miles east of McGill through the settlement of Steptoe and
proceeding from that point on foot, up the side canyon to the south a distance
of 1/2 mile. The side canyon is steep and & road would be difficult to build.
The property would be accessible by pack horse during the summer months only.
There is no water, power, or timber on the property.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION
There is no recorded production from the mine but the workings
indicate that a few tons of hand=sorted galena ore may have been produced
presumebly in the early 1900's.
| OWNERSHIP

There are four claims patented under U; S. Mineral Survey 4169 comprising

the mining property (fig. 2) which are owned by the applicant corporation.





DEVELORMENT

Workings on the property consist of an incline shaft, an open cut,
en upper adit, and a lower adit. Underground drifts and crosscuts total 440
feet. There are no surface facilities.

GEOLOGY

The rocks in the area are limestone and dolomite of probably Cambrian
age which are cut by faults in several systems. No igneous rocks wers observed
on the property.

The limestonss have been irregularly dolomitized so that the surface
exposes irregular patches of dolomite from one to several hundred feet across,
in bedded limestone., The limestone strikes N. and dips 500 W. but no bedding
was seen in the dolomite. The sedimentary rocks are cut by three sets of faults:
one set strikes northeast and dips about 60° W.,a second set strikes north and
dips 30°=50° E.,and a third set is horizontal to gently south dipping. Dis=
_ placements along the first two sets are of the order of a few feet; displacements
along the low-éngle faults are not known but are inferred to be large.

The low-angle faults are conspicuous in some places where limestone
beds terminate against them; in other places = where both walls are dolomitized =
these faults are partly or wholly healed and are ihdistinguish&ble.

ORE DEFOSITS

Isolated crystals and pods of galena have been found in the incline
shaft and open cut (fig. 2), in a bed of limestone sbout 15 feet wide. A few
crystals of galena were also found near the portal of the upper adit in the
same limestone bed. Iron stained gouge along the north striking fractures
contain a little oxidized leed and silver ore. Two samples were taken of
mineralized material: one of sorted galena ore from the open cut which

assayed 5.45 percent lead, 4.55 percent zinc, and 0.1 ounces silver per ton;

the other of oxidized material along a fault in the face of the lLower adit
which assayed 0.10 percent lsad,'O.lo percent zinc, and 0.1 punbes silver
per ton.

The bed in which the galena occurs persists down the dip for about
100 féet where the bedding is obscured by dolomitization, and cannot be
tra@ed farther. Bedding cannot be distinguished in the lower adit. The favorable
bed is probably displaced by low angle faults, as well as by steeper ones, as shqwn
throughout most of the ﬁpper adit, (fig. 3).

Drifting on the favorable bed in the Upper adit as well as crosscutting
and raising in fhis adit, 55 feet bélow the open cut did not reveal ore.

PROFOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant has proposed to extend the lower adit straight ahead
a distance of 225 feet to cut the downward continuation of the favorable
limestone bed which contains the galena ore in the incline shaft. He estimates
that the project would take about two months to complete and would cost $7,500.00
of which the government!s share would be $3,750.00. |

The presence of major faulting in the area makes the projection

highly unreliable, and the proposed exploration correspondingly speculative.

(f) New buildings, improvements, installations —Furmsh a detailed list showing the cost of any necessary buildings, fixed
improvements, or installations to be purchased, installed or constructed for the benefit of the exploration project.

" (9) Miscellaneous.—Furnish a detailed list showing the cost of repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not
including initial rehabilitation or repairs of -the Operator’s equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen’s compensation
and employers’ liability insurance, and payroll taxes.

(k) Contingencies.—Give an estimate of any necessary allowances for contingencies not included in the costs stated above.

NoTE.—No items of general overhead corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes), or any

other indirect costs, or work performed or .costs incurred before the date of the contract, should be included in the
estimate of costs. .
