There are no blocked:out ore reserves, on the property. It is pos-


sible small ore sections may be developed by additional development work, 


but since the ore shoots generally are small, it is doubtful if the venture 


would be profitable.


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant has proposed to drift 350 feet on the vein at an ele-


vation of 150 feet below the present tunnel, and to crosscut 100 feet. 


Since the ore sections mined were at or near the hanging wall side of the 


crushed zone, there appears to be no logical reason for crosscutting. In 


fact, the proposed new work would be about 57 feet short of reaching the 


projected position of the first: ore shoot encountered in the No. 1 raise. 


In light of this disclosure, it is apparent, Mr. Rogers proposed explor-


ation program was not based on reliable engineering data. 


•	 . . .	 ., .	 CONCLUSIONS. 


The ore shoots encountered in the Star Tungsten workings are 


limited in extent.. The possibility that these sections 'will continue to a 


lower horizon is problematical. Since the proposed new work falls shOrt 


of encountering a continuatiOn of a known ore- section, it is recommended 


that the DMEA do not enter into, a contract with. the applicant to do the
