It was known to both parties that the area ex-
cluded from Government percentage royalty payments had
been opened up and was being mined prior to execution of
the contract. No Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-
tion work was done within this area, the area is not
benefited by any DMEA work, and the parties did not intend
that production from the area should be subject to the
Government's royalty. )

or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the
Government without interest 1s fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) i1f the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest 1s fully repaid, whichever
occurs first.

c. Basls for computation.--The Government's royalty
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal,
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point);
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular
course of busilness, and shown as deductions on the buyer's

The Hilltop mine was inspected on June 17 and again on June 23,
1955 to check the diamond drilling currently in progress under Stage II
of the amended contract.

Drilling was started at the No. 3 setup on June 11, 1955 and
completed to a depth of 35 feet bearing S. 60° W. and dipping —360, AX
size. Caving ground and difficulties with the drill bits owing to caving,
the drill was moved to the No, 2 setup. Drilling was starteci on the No. 2
hole June 18, AX size, bearing S. 60° W. and dipping -25 . The drill
hole was to a depth of 80 feet on June 23. The drillers had lost the
diamond bit at the bottom of the hole and were attempting to either drill |
through or around it.

The Operator (Contractor)  of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:

(a) Form MF—104——0per.gto/r’s Monthly Report and
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a -voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
wh&ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 7
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁer}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reportin
activities under other contract forms. .

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include- the costs o.f material and supplies*
us%d((iir)x the project other than that used under items (5)
an .

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for. renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be. reported under ‘“Rental”. The amount -
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘Purchase”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-

:@on’ ,of equipment owned will be reported under * Deprecia-
ion”’. .

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reportec{
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
ayroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the

- other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)”’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘‘on-site” audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

The operator has proposed an amendment to his contract
which would allow 1,000 feet of drilling to test for mineralization
in the footwall block of Fault "A." ,

This work would precede the driving of an adit, which was
approved as Stage II work in the contract. This amendment should
require that the adit level be contingent upon favorable results
from diamond | drilling. Inasmuch as the Stage_I trenchlng results
were 1nconclus1ve and rather unfavorable, the drilling proposed and
recommended for approval by the Field Team is the logical next step
in carrying out exploration on this favorable deposit.

Although much of the DMEA exploration to date has been
largely unsuccessful, non-contract work by the operator has disclosed
considerable evidence of significant tungsten mineralization. Much
of this work was done prior to the DMEA contract and has resulted in
some production; however, we have no figures on the amount produced
to date.

The delineation of the excluded block of mineralized
ground, as presented by the Field Team, seems reasonable since this
ground was explored by non-contract work. Initiation of exploration
in this area and the production of ore therefrom was accomplished
before DMEA entered into a contract with the operator.

The drilling of 4 holes, as located on the operator's map,
should be approved as an amendment to the contract.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS.

The Hilltop mine was visifed on Nov. 15, 1954 to check the work
progress applicable to terms of the DMEA explorati'on contract. The
Stage I bulldozing program was terminated after completing 48 hours
and 550 feet of trenches in the authorized locations. Meager scheelite
indications were noted in the 6700 trench and the lower 6630 trench. Bull-
dozer trench results were considered inconclusive. :

A joiﬁt examination between the U.S. Geological Survey and the
U.S. Bureau of Mines was re'questedvand a second inspection was made
on Nov. 24, '1954. The geologist and engineer concurred that meager
scheelite indications in the roads and bulldozer trenches to the east and
adjacent to the mine precluded further work in that section, and a modi-

fied alternative program should be arranged.





RECOMMENDA TIONS
The Stage II part of the contract was to be undertaken only on

the approval of the DMEA field team. As a result of the joint exam-

. ination, it was determined that favorable limestone beds were not un-

covered by bulldozer trenching and scheelite indications were too small
and scattered for any further exploratibn in that section of the property.
The continued mining and shipping of high grade ore from the
present workings indicate the property has merit and other ore bodies
may be uncovered with the aid of additional DMEA funds. It is therefore
recommended that:
1. Stége II part of the program be amended to include
4 diamond drill holes, spaced 100 to 150 feet apart
and having a combined total length of 1,000 feet,
be placed to intersect the assumed downward ex-
tension of the favorable mineralized limestone beds
under and immediately north of the present showings.

WORK COMPLETED
The Hilltop mine was visited in company with the mine foreman
on Nov. 15, 1954. Bulldozer trenching was terminated after complet-
ing a total of 48 hours and 550 feet of trenches in locations authorized

by the DMEA contract. Additional connecting roadways were made for

access to the areas but were not subject to repayment under terms of the

In connection with the third paragraph of your July 8 letter,
Mr. Johnson informs me that "Stripping was not intended. It should have
been trenching to determine mineralization along the vein."

Comments by the Geological Survey on Ifr. E. L. Vewcomb's memno-
randum to Mr, W. S. Martin follow:

"The purpose of the proposed work in Phase I is to explore
on the surface for the eastward continuation of the ore bodies mined’
in the existing adits No. 1 and No. 2. The applicant proposed to
accomplish this with north-trending bulldozer trenches across the pro-
Jected position of the ore zone, between the adits and the granite.
Trenching near the present showings as suggested by E. L. Newcomb is
planned and is being done by the company as part of its exploitation
of the ore shoots now being mined. Trenching farther east is proposed
as a DMEA project and is more risky but will be guided by information
gained from work done while the DMEA contract is belng prepared.

"Selection of trenching sites should be made flexible but
limited to a distance of L50 feet east of the No. 2 (lower) adit.

"In the supplementary report dated June 8, 1954, the word
tstrip' (p. 2, paragraph 1) was incorrectly used. Stage I is to
consist of bulldozer trenches across the projected position of the.
favorable limestone bed, not more than 450 feet east of adit No. 2.
If the bed is revealed, additional trenching (not stripping) may be
done along the strike of the bed (or segments of the bed) to explore
for scheelite-bearing tactite ore bodies within the bed.

"If ore bodies are discovered by this work, then Stage II
is necessary reasonably to delineate their size and grade. Stage II
should be made subject to the prior written approval of the Govern-
ment as well as contingent on the revealing of promising showings in
Stage I.

"The proposed adit (Stage II) is shown diagrammatically in
Figure L. As the beds are rotated in blocks having divergent strikes
and separated by faults, the adit is unlikely to be straight and the
proposed crosscuts may be needed to explore for faulted continuations

as well as for parallel beds."

At the time of the original field examination, the field
team found that the applicant had completed all of the work requested
in his application.

An amended application was then submitted which proposed
further exploration to test for the downward contimuation of exposed
ore deposits. The proposal involves two stages. Stage I consists of
trenching-esal to locate a favorable limestone bed and to strip along
its strike length. If results of Stage I are encouraging, Stage IT
will be carried out. This work will consist of driving an 850-foot
adit and crosscutting a maximum of 500 feet.

The field team recommends a two-stage program be approved.
However, they recommend the crosscutting be limited to 200 feet.

The field team proposes trenching about 200 feet east of the
lowest (down the slope) limestone outcrop. One can only assume that
they are referring to the limestone (?) on fig. 4. If the favorable
limestone is locateg,the overburden will be stripped off along the
strike of the bed. Though our information is limited, the limestone-
tactite zones probably are not simple continuous beds and zones. In
the original field team report, the general structure and attitude
of the favorable beds are referred to in these terms - "the beds are
rotated in blocks having divergent strikes."

Instead of starting far to the east of known mineralization,
it would be more feasible to start trenching near present tungsten
showings and in a series of crosscut trenches to progressively move
eastward down the hill. '

This property warrants further exploration, but more trenching
should be done before any drifting and crosscutting are allowed. I do
not believe that any underground work can be properly planned until a
thorough trenching program is completed.

f recommend the proposed project be limited at this time to
trenching at suitable intervals along the length of the proposed drift.
