The applicants propose to spend $112,434 on an adit and
winze to explore the stratigraphic equivalent of the Cii limestone
bed near intrusive porphyry for tungsten. The Geological Survey
has no real information on this deposit in its washington files.

The company appears to have done a competent job of
geological mapping and proposed a program that makes good. geologie
gense. As presented, I see no better alternative method of explora-
tion, b ut I would recommend that the Field Team investigate the
proposal with the following items in mind.

1. What evidence is thers of mineralization in the CM
bed in the area, especially along the Kolchek fault,
and is the fault pre-~ or post-ore?

2. Should the present shallow deposits in limestone
be explored first, to get more information on
relation of ore to porphyry? The New Uiacovery
looks like a promising subject for exploratioen,
between the two north-south faults. I1f the company
plans to do this anyway, that question is answered.

3. As gold and silver appear to be at least as
important as tungsten, should government parti-
eipation be proportioned, presumably to 373
percent (half the tungsten rate) or 50 percent
(2/3 the tungsten rate)? Do the various metals
come together, or are there recognizable distinct
controla on ore deposition?

An Alternate Tunnel Proposal

Under date of November 27, 1953, an application
was made to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
for exploration assistance in the development of the Keolchek
tungsten mine located on Cleve Creek in White Pine County,
Nevada.

This proposal had as its objective the exploration
of the Combined Metals Bed, of lower Cambrian age, which occurs
in this location on top of -the thick Prospect Mountain quart-
zite and some 600 feet stratigraphically below the latest ore
mined in the Chishol® limestone,

A In our opinion, the Combined Metals Bed, or C. M.

Bed as it is more frequently called, is an exceptionally fine
objective, as it has the unique characteristic of dependable
localization of ore when this bed is found 1n conjunction with
favorable structure. This characteristic has been proven at
Pioche, Nevada, for lead, zinc, and manganese ore deposits;

as it is now in the process of being proven for tungsten ore
deposits at the Mt. Wheeler mine, some 35 miles south of the
Kolchek mine., At that locality, the bed is known as the Wheeler
Bed; but it is the same geological horizon. .

The original proposal made to the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration was for a tunnel starting from the
north side of the hill under which the tungsten ore zone occurs,
For a number of reasons listed below it now seems advisable to
call attention to and to describe an alternate tunnel drive
to reach the identical objective.

This alternate tunnel drive would start from the
south side. of the hill on which the ore occurs and follow a
course of N 65° W for 1,500 feet until it encountered the
C. M. Bed. If our reasonlng is correct, ore should be found

at that localitys

A plan map is attached showing the course of this N
alternate tunnel drive as well as the course of the origlnal
tunnel proposal. A cross section is also attached showing
the relationship of the tunnels to the geological section,





This alternate tunnel proposal could be driven at an elevation
of about 125 feet below the original tunnel proposal and it would
have the following operational advantages:

le Being on the south side of the hill, the portal
would be more accessible in winter.

2o The drive would be all'in quartzite with little
timbering required. Iess fracturing and fault-
ing would be encountered.

3. Due to the lower elevation, better drainage would
be obtained.

L, For numerous operational reasons, it would provide
a better working level.

The only disadvantage would be that it would all, except the
end of the tunnel, be driven in quartzite under the C. M. Bed.

Both drives are the 1dentlcal footage and are estlmated at al-
most the same cost and time for completlon. -

The applicants propose to spend $112,434 on an adit and”
winze to explore the stratigraphic equivalent of the CM limestone
bed near intrusive porphyry for tungsten. The Geological Survey
has no real information on this deposit in its Washington files.

The company appears to have done a competent job of
geological mapping and proposed a program that makes good geologic
sense. As presented, I see no better alternative method of explora-
tion, b ut I would recommend that the Field Team investigate the
proposal with the following items in mind.

1, What evidence is there of mineralization in the CM -
bed in the area, especially along the Kolchek fault,
and is the fault pre- or post—ore°

2. Should the present shallow deposits in limestone
be explored first, to get more information on
relation of ore to porphyry? The New Discovery
looks like a promising subject for exploration,
between the two north-south faults. If the company
plans to do this anyway, that question is answered.

3. As gold and silver appear to be at least as
important as tungsten, should government partl-
cipation be proportioned, presumably to 372 .
percent (half the tungsten rate) or 50 percent
(2/3 the tungsten rate)? Do the various metals
come together, or are there recognizable distinct
controls on ore deposition?
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L. How about the Rambo fault as a possible ore
zone to be tested--there is a tungsten prospect
on it, apparently in the relatively unfavorable (?)
Prospect Mountain quartzite. '

The proposed drift does seem well placed to explore a

. good, length of the CM bed in the swing of the fold, up the dip
from the porphyry intersection. The general geologic relations
should be carefully checked, as this is fundamental to definition
of the geologic target. Any information bearing on justification
for a possible $84,000 government gamble should be presented.

Physical Description:

The Cash was the first mining claim located in June, 1907, and small
mining operations have been conducted on this claim for gold first
and then for tungsten.

The largest operation was conducted by Alvin Marti and partners, who
leased from Alex Kolchek during 1946-49. It is reported that 22
railroad cars of silicious gold ore were mined and sent to the McGill
Smelter of Kennecott Copper Corporation. This ore was said to have
averaged 0.68 ozs. gold and 6.0 ozs. silver per ton.

These same leasers mined 458 tons of tungsten. ore from_ an. immediate—

1y adjacent orebady.” The reported recovery was 370.702 units of tung-

sten, or 0.809 units per ton. This was scheelite ore in a silicious
replacement of limestone, :

The location of both of these operations was at the Cash mine on the
Cash claim.

In 1951, Hullinger and McFarland mined one railroad car of ore and
sent it to the McGill Smelter. It is reported to have run 0.67 ozs.
gold and 8 ozs.silver. - "

On November 19, 1951, L. K. Requa took a lease and option on the Kol-
chek eleven unpatented claims and during 1952 mining and exploration
operations were conducted at the Cash mihe. The main drift was ex—
tended for 80 feet to cut the Kolchek fault and various short drives

were made to prospect for ore.

Shipments totaling 107.4 tons of silicious gold ore were made to
the McGill Smelter, which averaged 0.38 ozs. gold and 1.75 ozs.
silver per ton. We also mined and stockpiled 25 tons of tungsten
ore, which sampled 0.48% W03,

As a part of this same operation we explored the Rambo prospect on
the Rambo claim., This was a small operation, but we have stockpiled
about 25 tons of ore that we estimate to run 1.0% W03,

In July of this year a blingd orebody was located on the Cash No. 2
claim by following high grade float. This orebody occurs 600 feet
S 70° E from the Cash mine. From this orebody 31.6 dry tons of ore
were mined and shipped to the Stopper mill at the Minerva mine for
milling. Results of this mill run are as follows -

Dry tons of ore 31.6 Tons

All of this production has come from surface, or near surface work-
ings. The Cash mine has about 250 feet of workings and stopes. All
of these workings are now open and can be examined.

In July and August of this year four diamond drill holes were put down
for a total footage of 448 feet. The deepest was a vertical hole at

the Cash mine. It went 200 feet from the surface, but found no ore.

The other three were shallow surface holes in the area of the new ore
discovery. They added to our geological knowledge, but did not find
ore. It is noteworthy that after drilling these holes with negative
ore results we found the orebody by bulldozer work close to .the .drill- -~
holes. L. K. Requa and associates have spenit $35,000 on development.

(b) The past production is as shown above. The mine is now shut down for
the winter. No significant amount of positive ore can be measured
but there is a large potential of inferred ore and it is on the basis
of this inferred ore that this application is being made.

(¢) The surface geology is shown on the attached map entitled "Surface
Geology and Claims, Cleve Creek Mines, Inc." Also attached are geo-
logical sections showing the proposed development.

The sedimentary beds involved are lower and middle Cambrian limestones,
shales and quartzites. The Pioche log names are used for these forma-~
tions, even though it is believed that the section may turn out to be
more similar to the Bureka, Nevada section. These are the two best
known Cambrian sections in this immediate area. ZEventually these forma-
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tions will carry their own names as they do not exactly fit into either
section.

The area has been intruded by considerable quartz porphyry, which is a
light to dark grey porphyritic rock. On the surface this porphyry
weathers to a grey sand and is obscure unless dug out with a bulldozer.
The known porphyry is mapped, but considerably more is suspected due to
the mentioned obscure nature of outcrops. This porphyry is intimately
associated with the ore. l@G\\‘v“"“

All of the ore produced to date has come from limestone beds and quartz
fissures in a limestone; which we can class as Davidson and from another
limestone, in the Chisholm shale, which is found under”the Davidson for-
mation. These orebodies occur along an East-West zone about 600 feet
long and 100 feet wide, which contains a large amount of hydrothermal
quartz, secondary calcite and iron oxide.

This ore zone parallels a strong N 70° W fault, which we have called
the Kolchek fault,

We consider the orebodies found to date only as indicators of larger and
more persistent orebodies that may be found in the first limestone bed
above the quartzite. This we have called the C.M. Bed, as it is called
in the Pioche log. This bed has demonstrated an ability to localize ore
more readily than any other bed when it occurs in a good ore structure.

It is the exploration of the C.M. Bed that is the object of this appli-
cation.

The C.M. Bed is exposed for about a total length of 3,000 feet to the
East of our known ore arez. This outcrop lies outside of the favorable
ore structure, but for a length of about 2,000 feet this bed has been
completely replaced and altered by silica, calcite, iron carbonate and
other minor secondary minerals. Where so altered it is 6 to 8 feet

thick. Where this bed is unaltered it is from 10 to 12 feet thick., This
difference in thickness suggests a shrinkage of the bed due to the process
of alteration.

From our evidence to date we believe that the C.M. Bed will contain ore
in important amounts, but to see this bed where ore is suspected it will
be necessary to drive a 1,200 foot tunnel and do some exploration up and
down the bed. This tunnel will be described in detail later. Such a
tunnel should be confined to the most favorable structural zone. The
proposed tunnel is so located.

The general regional structure consists of major North and Northeast
faulting.. While these are the strongest faults the ore is more associ-
ated with the East-West faulting. All this is shown on the surface
geological map.

The major Northeast fault has been called the Rambo fault. There are
numerous parallel faults and fractures.
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The quartz porphyry parallels the ore zone, but it is mostly in the

hanging wall of the Kolchek fault.

All of the faults are believed to be normal and have displacements of
100 to 300 feet, except the Rambo fault, which is suspected to have a-
throw of from 600 to 800 feet.

To summarize the geological situation we can say that -

1. Scheelite and gold occur at various places in an alteration zone
in the footwall of the Kolchek fault. This zone is 600 feet long
and 100 feet wide. This is all replacement in limestone.

2. The C.M. Bed occurs in this same ore structure, but 600 feet lower.
This is a good objective and can be explored by a tunnel 1,200 feet
long, 700 feet of which will be in the C.M. Bed and near the ore
forming faults. If this bed does make ore along the Kolchek fault
there would be about 1,500 feet of it, in an East-West dlrectlon,
that might be replaced with ore.

3. We have numerous intersecting faults and fractures of small to mod-
erate throw in the vicinity of the Rambo fault which has a throw of
600 to 800 feet,

L. We have intrusive porphyry in abundance,

This mine is located in the Shell Creek Range on Cleve Creek in White
Pine County, Nevada, and is approximately in Section 14, Township 16
North, Range 65 East, M.D.B. & M. It is in the Nevada National Forest.

It is 48 miles from Ely by road, of which 38 miles is paved highway and
the balance good dirt road. In a direct line it is 14 miles due East
of Ely and there is good reason to believe that the East-West structure
at the Ely copper district continues Eastward into this area.

Ely is a good center for manpower. Materials, supplies and equipment

will have to come from Salt Lake City. A moderate, but what is believed
to be ample water supply exists on the property. There is no power line
near the property and power will have to be developed by diesel engines.

The mineral to be explored for is tungsten.

The proposed project is a 1,200 foot tunnel as shown on the surface geol-
ogy map. This tunnel will start in Prospect Mountain Quartzite and run

for about 40O feet before encountering the C.M, Bed. It will then follow
this bed until it reaches the Kolchek fault. In the 700 to 800 feet that
this tunnel will be driven in the C.M. Bed, it has a good chance of find-

ing ore, as it will be in, or close to, the ore forming structure.

On reaching the Kolchek fault, which is considered the most important
mineralizer, an inclined winze will be sunk on the C.,M. Bed for about
300 feet. This winze is shown on the East-West cross section of the
geology attached herewith. :

This constitutes the project as proposed herein. If the C.M. Bed is
to be an important producer of ore we will know it at the completion
of the project.

The eventual development of this mine would include the exploration of
the entire length of the C.M. Bed, in the footwall of the Kolchek fault,
until the Rambo fault is reached. This is a total length along the C.M.
Bed of about 1,500 feet. Beyond the Rambo fault the country is dropped
600 to 800 feet and exploration beyond here will not be considered at
this time.

This possible additional exploration is dotted in on the geological
section.

The hanging wall section of the Kolchek fault may be favorable for ore
in the C.M. Bed, but as ore has not yet been found on that side of the
fault it has not been considered.

In all this property has the possibility of being a big mine and the
grade of the ore could be considerably above average.

It should be mentioned that there are several other means of accomplish-
ing the proposed development. A shaft could be sunk from the surface.
An incline could be sunk from the outcrop of the C.M. Bed, or below this
location a low level tunnel could be driven, mostly in guartzite. All
of these have been given careful consideration and were found to be in-
ferior to the selected tunnel site for either geological or operational

(a) The purchase price is $30,000.00, of which $100.00 has
been paid. The balance of $29,900.00 is to be pald on or before five
and one-half years from the date of this agreement, as follows:

$5,000 or more on or before one and one-half years aftﬂr date

5,000 . two and one-~half years

5,000 " " four and one-half years "

And the remaining balance on or before five and one-half years
after date.

_ (b) PFor the consideration pald as above stated, second party shall
‘ have the exclusive right for a period of thirty days from date hereof to
enter into and
