The applicant has projected an alleged vein and
fault from a point approximately 1200 feet south
of the Granite Point claims and it is this pro-
jected structure that isithe target for the pro-
posed drilling. Examination of the area from
which the projection was made showed slightly py-
ritized and altered ryolite and basalt on either
side. of a normal contact. The contact is not ab-
normally radioactive and, apparently, was mistaken
for a vein and fault by the applicant.

It is concluded that the proposed exploration:
‘is without geologic merit and it is recommended
that the application be denied.

In order to make a satisfactory recommendation, a field
examination was ordered. The examination was made on June l, 195,
and four copies of a report on the geologists' and engineer's findings
entitled "DMEA-3359, Granite Point Mining Claims, Humboldt County,
Nevada," by A. O. Taylor, and J. F. Powers, Geologists, U. S. Geological
Survey, and Glenn G. Gentry, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines,
dated July 22, 1954, are attached.

GEOLOGY

The mountain range at the Granite Point property is made up of
volcanic and plutonic rocks that have been block faulted and tilted to the
east.

The property consists of eight lode mining claims in the
Kings River district, Humbolt County, Nevada, in the east half
Sec. 4, T 45 Nuo, R 34 E. The applicant, Nevada Rosegold Placers,
Inc., proposes a two phase program consisting of 1) 1,500 to 2,000
feet of diamond drilling at a total estimated cost of $21,000, and
2) 200 feet of shaft sinking at an estimated cost of $28,000 to
explore a north-south fault zone that contains secondary uranium
minerals apparently associated with oxides of iron.

Factual geologic data, as set forth in Exhibit B of the
application, apparently concerns not only the Granite Point claims
but also the Moonlight Mine (DMEA Docket 3305), which is about one
mile to the south. Most, if not all, .of the information concerning
the wranium mineralization, the grade of ore, and past production
seems to pertain to the Moonlight Mine and not to the Granite Point
claims.

The only available information in our files concerning
the Granite Point claims is contained in the U. S. Atomic Energy
Commission Preliminary Reconnaissance Report No. N-SL~10, dated
March 24, 1953, This report indicates that autunite, fluorite, and
quartz occur in a brecciated rhyolite outcrop near the contact of
rhyolite and a granodiorite dike; the AEC geologist who made the
report concludes that no further work is warranted on the property.

Recommendation

I recommend that the application be referred to the Field
Team for review and evaluation of its merits and of the details of
any exploration that may be warranted. Data contained in the appli=-
cation and the small amount of information reférred to in AEC-FRR
No. N-SL-10 are insufficient to adequately evaluate the merits of
the application. Because Atomic Energy Commission personnel have
examined and have first hand knowledge of the property and adjoining
properties, I suggest that the examining members of the Field Team
consult with Mr. E, E. Thurlow, Chief, Salt Lake Exploration Branch,
Atomic Energy Commission, under whose supervision the property was

investigated.

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REPORT ON THE GRANITE POINT MINING CLAIMS
HUMBOLDT COUNTY,. NEVADA

Introduction

The Granite Point uranium claims are in the Kings River Dist;ict about T5
miles north of Winnemucca, Nevada. They are éituafed on the west flank of a range
of hills about 30 miles nortiwest of.ofovada on the east side of the Kings River
Valley. The elevation is approximately 5000 feet.

There are eight cleims in the group, covering an area approximately 6000 feet
loné and 1200 feet wide. I visited the district and made a brief examination of
the claims on February 6, 1954, at the request of Mr. Albert Simrak.

Discovery of Uranium Mineralization
in the District

Ufanium mineralization was discovered in this area in the spring of 1953 by a
group of men while prospecting for scheelite. They found an outcrop of altered
trachyfe, containing considerable iron oxide, in which there were fluorescent cry-
stals. By subsequent analysis these crystals were determined to be sutunite, which
is a hydrated calcium uranium phosphate. It is a secondary mineral found neér the
surface in the zone of oxidation and is derived by the aiteration of other uranium
>minerals.

Furfhér work on the deposit disclosed that the minéralization occurs in a
fault zone which strikes about north-south along the west edge of the Range. The
mineralization of the fault zone indicates that the deposit is probably of hydrother-

mal origin but the primary minerals have undergone intense oxidation near the surface.

General Geologz

The ore occurs in trachyte which is the dominant rock of the Range. It is in

excess of 400 feet thick and commonly has well defined flow banding which strikes
sbout north-south and dips from 10 to 25° to the east.

The west side of the Range is apparently bounded by a fault or fault zone. In
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most places the fault is- covered by trachyte talus, but at the urgnium discovery

the fault is exposed, dipping about 60° to the east. At the bottom of the shaft, ay‘@

however, approximately 40 feet below the surface, the fault dips about 80° east. It

probably will continue to steepen and become & steep west-dipping fault at a deeper ziﬁ?‘“£

level. The east dip undoubtedly results from creep of the surface rock.

The west edge of the trachyte is very steep and generally'is a cliff, or
fault,iine scarp, in most places as mnch as 100 feet high. The réck to the west of
the cliff ié talus except for a few isolated trachyte oﬁtcrobé, elongated in a
north-south direction, that are 100 to 400 feet-fram the cliff. The fault zone is
almost on the west edge of these outcrops. In some places a distinct bench is seen
in the talus which probably results from the talus covering other elongated out-
crops along the fault.

The fault zone, and fhe west edge of the Range, strike on the average between
north 5° and north 10° east; There are & number of vertical or steep west-dipping
north-south fractures in the tfachyte that are probably complementary to the main
fault zone. In addition, there are many vertical, east-west fractﬁres or joints in
the west edge'of the trachyte, several of which contain iron oxide mineralization.
The bands of iron oxide-impregnated rock along these joints are almost invariably
radioactive.

The fault zone at the mine shaft is more than 10 feet wide although the shaft
is only about four feet wide. No drilling has yet been done in the walls to deter-
mine the total width of ore.

In recent weeks two cars of ore have been shipped frém the shaft that assayed
about 0.22 U%OB. Two other cars of ore, taken at an earlier date from the surface,
assayed in the neighborhood of 0.11 U3°8' The ore is & fractured and sheared
trachyte impregnated with iron oxide. Autunite occurred at the surface but no
fluorescent minerals were.seen in rock from the higher grade ore in the bottom of
the shaft. The primary hydrothermal minefals were probably pyrité and urananite.

Both of these minerals oxidize readily but should be present below the zone of

J%Ai“ﬂ
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oxidation.

About 1000 feet west of the Granite Point claims there are several exposures
Aof a granitic rock. As yet the relationship of this rock to the fault zone is.un-

known due to the talus covering. Likewise no evidence pointing to a relationship

between this rock and the uranium mineralization is yet available.

Granite Point Claims

The Granite Point property, comprising eight claims, begins about one mile
north of the uranium mine. The claims are grouped as shown on the accompanying
sketch. Claims 4, 5, 8 and 9 are contiguous, parallel to and over-lapping the
cliff along the edge of the Range. Claims 7, 11 and 12 are along the west side of
claims 4, 5, and 8. Claim 13 is west of claim 11. The location points of claims 5
and 8 were found, and at least one corner of each of the claims was found with the
exception of claim 9.

The fault zone bounding the west side of the Range is not exposed on these
claims. Its approximate position, as shown on the sketch, is probably near the west
side line of claims 4, 5, 8 and 9. This was aetermined by projecting from known
outcrops to the south; by a change in slope of the talus (which is very pronounced
in a few places); and by the fractured and altered condition of the two isolated
trachyte outcrobs at the south end of claim 4, In addition, the small hot spring
eruption near the southwest cormer of claim 4 is probably close to the fault. (This
spring is not now flowing, but the crater area, about 8 feet in diameter, is damp.
The material thrown out is a #ery hydrothermally altered and sericitized trachyte
mud. )

V Although the main fault zone is covered and could not be prospected for
uranium, tﬁere are several places along the trachyte cliff where ieasonably étrong
radioactivity occurs. They are marked in red pencil on the enclosed sketch., These
radioactive spots‘are on east-west vertical cross fractures or joints in the tra-

chyte. Wherever the jointing is well developed, and iron oxide exists along the
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joint plane, there is usually radioactivity. The vertical north 10° east fractures
at the edge of the trachyte in claim 4 also records radiocactivity of about the same
intensity as that which is recorded near the joints.

The radiation count is between 5 and 10 on.the high switéh of a Fisher M-scope.
The baékground count averaged between 1 and 3 but no readings were used unless the
count went to 5 or better. The count on the mine ore in the loading bin, which was
said to contain at least 0.22 U508’ ranged between 10 and 15. Counts from cross
fractures in the hanging vall of the mine fault zone, sdme 20 to 30 feet from the
fault, averaged about 7 or 8. The count in the mine shaft runs well over 20 which
is higher then the ore from the shaft. .This is probably due to escépe of radon, a
radioactive decay product of uranium. The radon could most easily escape along the
porous fault zone. |

Samples of rock from the joint faces in the Granite Point claims continued to
emit radiation after being removed from proximity to the joint surface. This indi-
cates that the count on the joints is due to other than radon radiation.

It is probable that uranium and iron-bearing solutions ascending along the
main fault zone would work their way out into the wall rock wherever the jointing
had been strong enough to furnish a permeable passage. Thus it}is reasongable to
assume that the main fault zone contains uranium mineralization at least within the

longitudinal dimensions marked by the uranium-bearing joints in the hanging wall.

Recommendations for Exploration

The first exploration project should be & series of bulldozer cuts through the
talus covering to expose the mgin fault zone.

Cut No. 1.--Starting near the south edge of the isolated outcrop near the
northwest corner of claim 5, running the cut in a northwest direction. The fault is
probsbly within 25 to 100 feet of the outcrop. |

Cut No. 2.--Starting on the south side of the gulch that cuts the northern
part of claim 5. Probably the cut should begin about 100 feet froﬁ the cliff and

run in & southwest direction, but informstion obtained from cut 1 will help to locate





the probable position of the fault at this locality.

Cut No. 3.--On the south side of the gulch that cuts through the center of
claim 5. Its position will, in turn, be governed by the findings in cuts 1 and 2.
Cut No. . --Bearing about southwest to the west of the radioactive area near

the center of claim 8. The fault here may be from 100 to 300 feet from the base of

the cliff.

Cut No. 5.--On the north side of the gulch that cuts the south end of claim 8.
The approximate position of the fault here may be determined by projection from the

previous cuts.

If possible, a claim should be obtained along the west side of claim 9, south

of claim 11, because the main fault may lie a little to the west of claim 9.

Following the location of the main fault fy the surface cuts and the measuring
of the'intensity of radiation, if any, on the fqult zone, it may then be advisable

to drill six or eight diamond drill holes to cut
