Dear Mr. Mittendorf: White Pine County, Nevada

In our telephone conversation with Mr. Johnson of your Reno
Office yesterday, he advised that he had assigned Mr. Gentry
of his office, of make inspection of the Big Wash property.
We arranged with Mr. Johnson that our Mr. C. X. Bacon is to
meet Mr. Gentry in Baker, Nevada, on June 16th

Mr. Donnelly advised us of your need of sketches of the property -
with special reference to disclosure of the proposed method and
location of the contemplated exploratory work. Two sketches

in plan and in elevation are herewith enclosed. We hope these
will satisfy your needs.

Herewith are comments on the several points regarding which
Mr. Donnelly advised you would like more information:

1. If a mineral report was made on this property in con-
nection with an access road it was probably prepared
by the Ogden office of the Bureau of Mines. I have
not seen this report but from the fact that they recom-
mended the buillding of the road I presume it has been
favorable.

2. The access road which the government bullt 1s described
as "a low class road". Soon after it was built there
was an unusual flood which damaged the surface 1n several
places, and we then dragged the road and put it back in
shape. |

3. Relative to the ore which the oldtimers took out, it
was packed out by pack mules or pack horses, and it is
understood it was then taken to San Francisco and sold
there. ‘

4. With reference to the cost of driving a tunnel: THe
reason this tunnel can be driven so cheaply is that the

limestone rock is very soft and 1t also breaks up very
easily by a commaratively light charge of powder which






which breaks it down and the drilling is several
times as fast as in basaltic, quartz, or other hard .
rocks. We had a price of $16.00 per linear foot

and about 50 feet were drilled under this contract
before the snow forced the contractor to quit. : Two
other contractors came in and looked at the work last
fall and said they would be willing to contract for
less than $20.00 per linear foot. We will try to get
a firm contract subject to our obtaining the government
loan, but we believe our $20. price was not too low.
The work on this tunnel will have to be done during
the summer season and until the proposition becomes
much more established it would be foolish to try to
work during the snow season.

Relative to water on the property: The statement which we -
made in our application that there 1s a spring on the
property is in error. The spring is located about 3000
ft. above the property, and we purchased a heavy rubber
hose and took it out to the property expecting to use

it bringing water from the spring to the property. We
decided that for the present it would be better to haul
all the needed water from a point about a mile below

the property. We are, however, now taking such steps as
are necessary to give us legal rights to thisspring
water. Our older applications all said that there was
no water on the property. The present statement got

in as a typographical error and was not noticed 1n

reading over the copy.

The property was examined on June 16 and 17, 195&, by two
geologists of the Geological Survey and an engineer of the Bureau of
Mines. Four copies of their report entitled "DMEA-3368, Big Wash
Tungsten Mine, White Pine County, Nevada," by R. W. Osterstock, and

C. G. Tillman, Geologists, U. S. Geological Survey, and Glenn G. Gentry,
Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, dated July 23, 195k, are. attached.

According to their report, the coarsely crystalline scheellte
in the mine area is largely confined to thin quartz coated fractures
which do not show persistence in strike or dip. The disseminated finer
grained scheelite concentrations in the limestone between the fractures
are too sporadic to be of economic importance.

The engineer and geologists are in agreement that a DMEA loan
is not warranted for the exploration of this property.

directly above the cabin. There is a small open cut here and 'a dump of
possibly 500 tons.

The slope of the mountain is quite steep = perhaps Li5° in places - so
that if a mining operation were urdertaken at the point where.the old
timers worked very considerable equipment wouldhave to be 1nstalled
to transport the are down to the roadside area, adjacent to fhe cabin,
where it could be sorted or handled in some other way .

A short distance up the mountain one can find a place where the lime-
stone blanket overlies an acidic rock.

It is believed that these scheelite stringers come up from a point of
contact between the limestone cover and the underlying acidic rock, and
that at that contact there might be a considerable deposit of scheelite.
Stringers are found at so many points in the surface of this limestone
cover and the very richness of the spuds which they carry would seem to
lend plausibility to this theory. :

One way to test this theory would be to do diamond drilling. Another
wgy would be to run a small tunnel through the limestone until it hit
the point of contact between this limestone and the acidic mc}; underneath.

Tunneling seems to be clearly indicated in preference to diamo"nd drilling -
for these reasons: if at the point of contact the ore were still of a
