This contract is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 
1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached Exhibit "A," Annex I, and ............ 


The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right thereunder without the written 
consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The land which is the subject of this contract. (here-

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(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 7, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article 
7(b) (1). 


ARTICLE 3. The exploration project.—The project is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits 
of The work to be performed 
is described in Exhibit "A." The Operator on or before--------------shall commence 
the work, and on or before 	 .	 (unless the Operator's obligation to complete 

the work is terminated—see Article 8) ' shall omplete the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the wo'rk.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set forth in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of $22	 The Government will contribute 	 percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is 'performed, in a total sum not in excess of ----------------- : Provided, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, arid any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Ope:rator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may makepayments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records 'and accounts relating thereto 

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government.



(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work. performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work'; and '(3) a Narrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, • adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sa2es.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so. certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value, of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsoki production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, 'held, or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 	 16-70818-I
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(ii) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of .reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. OffIcials not to beneflt.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

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INTRODUCTION 


The Yuba Dike mine, Lincoln County, Nevada, was explored 


by the Yuba Dike Mines, Inc., Pioche, Nevada, in cooperation with 


the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, docket ,DMEA,- 3396, 


contract Idm-E79.8 dated May 17, 1955. 


Work was begun on August 10, 1955 and was discontinued 


on Decemb.er 12, 1955. Accompanied by Mr John A. Hedman, 


president and operator, an examination of the property to evaluate 


the project was made on May24, 1956. 


The operator requeste.d termination of the project because 


only very minor amounts of lead, and zinc minerals had been found 


and the success of continued exploration is doubtful. A termination 


agreement was signed by the Government and by the operator on 


June 8, 1956..


SUMMARY 


The purpose of the project was to explore for ores of lead 


and zinc on the 800 level of the mine between two areas from which 


ore was produce.d during the early days of the mine operation. 


The project was justified by the production of ore valued at 


about $500, 000.00 and by the geologic similarity between the 


productive area and the area to be explored. Ore was inferred 


in and along both sides of the Yuba granite porphyry .dike. 
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The total work performed consiste.d of 145 feet of diamond 


drilling to locate the dike, 71.5 feet of crosscutting to the dike, 


and 148 feet of drifting along both sides.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

reached from the southwest end of the main street of Pioche via 


an unimproved road, a distance of one mile • Occasional heavy 


snow storms may render this unimproved section of road temporarily 
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impassable but nearly year-round operations are feasible. 


Sufficient mine labor can usually be obtained in Pioche or 


Ely, Nevada. and the present wage scale. is $2.50 per hour. 


Adequate water and electric power are available at the mine shaft.

During the period of exploration Amendment No • 1, dated 


February 8, 1956 was approved, suspending work on the project 


beginning January 21, 1956 and ending not later than April 1, 1956.

Two holes were drilled south from the 800 level drift to 


find, the position of the dike, which, proved to be 19 feet south of 


the drift.

GOLOGY 


The 800 level in the area explored is near the top of the 


Prospec.t Mountain quartzite of Cambrian age which is cut by a 


granite porphyry dike. 


The quartzite is in nearly flat beds each a few inches to a 


few feet thick which may total as much as 2, 000 feet, It is overlain 


by Pioche shale, the contact exposed at the 6.00 level of the mine, 


The granite porphyry dike averages about 40 feet iii thickness, 


strikes east and dips steeply south. It is highly altered, in places 


consisting principally of sericite and quartz. 
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Three sets of steep faults predominate; a north-striking set, 


a northeast-striking set, and an eastu . striking set. The north.-.s.triking 


faults offset the dike, are post mineral and have considerable 


displacements. The other two sets have small displacements. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


The ore bodies are veins in the east and northeast-striking 


faults in and along both sides of the dike, or in the quartzite near 


the dike, They occur in ore shoots which are part of the Yuba Dike 


ore channel which has been mined, intermittently for about 10, 000 feet 


along the strike and 1, 400 feet down the dip.

Work under Stage I was to consist of two diamond drill holes 
to intersect the Yuba dike, each diamond drill hole to be approximately 
200 feet in length. 


Stage II work was to consist of crosscutting south through the 
Yuba dike at not to exceed 150 feet of crosscutting. 


Stage III work was to consist of drifting easterly and westerly 
from the crosscut on the Yuba dike, the amount of drifting not to exceed 
300 feet. Also, an allowance was made for 50 feet of raising on the best 
indications of mineralization. 


All work was to be done under fixed unit costs, and the total 
cost of the project was estimated to be 2l,75Q.00. Government's parti-

All work completed under the terms of the contract showed only 
sparse lead-zinc mineralization. A number of samples were taken of the 
drilling, drifting and crosscutting which all assayed low in zinc and 
lead.


It is our opinion that any further work done under the terms of 
the contract would not show any increase in mineralization. The Operator 
is discouraged with the results of the exploration and has indicated that 
he wants the program reappraised and the r emaining funds to be used in 
exploring other parts of the mine. 


The Field Team states: "I believe we should suggest a mutual 
termination of the contract without prejudice to the property. If at any 
future time he evolves a sound theory of exploration in another part of 
the mine that indicates the possibility of an ore discovery, he can make 
another application for a loan. It seems to us that at the present time 
we are evolving ideas for continuation merely because there is a balance 
of unspent funds left on the contract." 


We concur with the recommendation of the Field Team that this 
contract be mutually terminated. 


In reply to our telegram, dated June L, 1956, the Field Team 
states that no discovery was made and no certification will be recommended.

The subject property was visited December 14, 1955 by 


R. W. Osterstock (USGS) and G. G. Gentry (USBM). Mr. John 


Hedman, the operator, accompanied the inspectors during the 


examination. 


Crosscutting and drifting operations through and 


along the Yuba Dike are advanced to the positions indicated on 


the accompanying geologic sketch map. Operations at the time of 


the inspection had been suspended pending advice from DMEA. 


personnel relative to a fault structure which had cut off the 


north wall of the dike in the drift. 


Thus far work in the project area has involved diamond 


drilling two holes from the existing 800 level workings. These 


holes established the position of the dike south of the 800 level 


drift. Crosscutting was started along the course of diamond drill 


hole No. 1 and was continued to a point about 20 feet beyond the 


south wall of the dikes Drifting operations at the time of the
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inspection had exposed about 97 feet of the north wall of the dike 


(both east and west of the crosscut); and about 25 feet of the 


south wall to the east of the crosscut. The dike contact on the 


north wall has been cut off by faulting in both ends of the 


drift. Detailed study of the southwest zone in the east drift 


reveals that the same fault structure had been encountered 


earlier in the old 800 level drift.

Size of drifts and crosscuts as recommended, L'X 6', 
are too small. Size of drifts and crosacuts should be not less than 


x 7' in the clear. 


Time estimate for completion of the work is slow. Time 
allowed to drive two 2S-foot raises is estimated to take 2 months, 
and drifting and crosscutting at only 60 £ee per month. We believe 
that costs could be cut some by spèding up the proposed work. 


Owners' Consents to Lien are needed. He stated that he 
will write to Applicant and request them to send the Owners' Consent 
to Lien to him. 


I informed him that we did not think it was necessary to 
include in the contract all of the claims as stipulated in the lease, 
that only the adjacent claims to where the work is to be done should 
be in the contract and to send us such a map.

The proposal to explore the Yuba Dike-quartzite contact 
in a hitherto unexplored area in the old Raymond-Ely mine has enough 
merit to justify a modest oject. However, there are discrepancies 
in the field team report that should be cleared up before any decision 
is made.


The plan and geologic map which accozranied the report show 
the Yuba Dike only about O feetsouth of the 800 level drift, yet the 
proposal calls for cleaning out a 100-foot gobbed drift and drilling 
200 feet south from the face to locate arid explore the dike. I realize 
that the location of the dike at this point is not definitely known and 
it is not apparent how far it may have been projected to plot its prob-
able position in relation to the 800 level at the point selected for 
exploration. The location and character of the dike could be determined 
more quickly and at less cost by drilling one or two holes dirçtly from 
the 800 drift to intersect the dike as stage I of the project. It could 
then be determined whether the proposed crosscutting and drifting of 
stage II are justified, and the most advantageous location for the cross-
cut. I might also point out that $1Qa foot for diamond drilling seems 
high although the small footage involved may be a reasonable explanation 
if the drilling is to be done by an outside contractor.

The applicant proposed to rehabilitate the 1200 level in 
preparation for crosscutting, drifting and diamond drilling to explore 
the Yuba.Dike and related. intersecting fissures. 


The Field Team has recommended that exploration be done from 
the 800 level rather than the 1200 level. Exploration can be done at 
less expense and the geological target is better located for a success-
ful project. 


The work proposed on the 800 level will test for mineraliza-
tion along the Yuba Dike in three stages. 


Stage I 
a.) clean out gobbed drift on 800 level. 


Stage II
a.) 2 diamond drill holes -- max. total -- liOO feet. 
b.) crosscut 150 feet. 


Stage III
a.) drift 300 feet. 
b.) raise 50 feet. 


Inasmuch as the Yuba Dike must be located before possible 
mineralization can be further explored, the proposed. program of three 
stages is well planned. If results are not favorable at any stage, 
the project can be terminated after a reasonable amount of work has 
been done. The bearing and inclination of the diamond drilling should. 
be decided. by the Field. Team in consultation with the operator.







Ore bodies near the exploration area occur in the Yuba Dike 
(granite porphyry) and. in northeast fissures extending from the dike 
into the Pro8pect Mountain quartzite. Past experience has shown that 
the largest ore shoots frequentloocur where the Yuba Dike is inter 
sected. by northeast shear zones. The proposed. exploration will 
explore for this type of ore deposit along a strike distance of 300 
feet.


The record. of past production in the Yuba Dike area has been 
substantial and. there is a reasonable chance that the proposed work 
will • find. additional, inineable ore bodies. 


I recommend. the proposed. exploration from the 800 level be 
approved. as a three-stage program.

GEOLOGY 


The mine workings, concerned with in the application, are 


in flatly dipping Propect Mountain quartzite of Cambrian age. The 


beds of quartzite range in thickness from one to 18 inches, and well 


developed cross-bedding is common; where unaltered, the quartzite 


is medium grained and white. In many. places, the quartzite has under-


gone extensive alteration and fracturing, and commonly is coated with

The collar ofthè No.1 shaft is in Cambrian.Piochesh.ale. 


Within the shale is the Combined Metals limestone member about 


50 feet thick, which is. the host rock for the limestone replacement 


deposits that have been so productive in recent years. The basal con-


tact of the Pioche, shale with the underlying . Prospect Mountain quartz-


ite is near the 600 level. OtherCambrian formations are in the vicin-


ity but are not likely to be encountered in the underground workings 


of the proposed exploration.
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The Yuba dike is a granite porphyry dike that ' trends east, 


dips 80° S., and averages 40 feet in thickness. The dike has been cx-


tens ively altered by sericitization and practically the only original 


mineral remaining is quartz. Smaller .dikes of similar composition 


are found in the Pioche district but none are known to extend into the 


area under consideration. 


The mine area is crossed by many faults and shear zones.. 


Three trends predominate: (1) Northwestj3ults, post-mineralization, 


that have considerable offsets, (2) northeast faults that are in places 


mineralized but have small offsets; (3) east-west fissures that are con-


siderably mineralized but along which nO major offsets are detectable. 


The Raymond & Ely and Meaaow Valley veins are examples of the east-


west fissures.

ORE DEPOSITS 


The principal-ore deposits near the proposed area for explox-


ation occur in pods and shoots in, and along, the Yuba dike and in north-


east trending fissures leadingout from the dike into the quartzite; and 


in replaced breccia zones along the east-west trending Raymond & Ely 


and Meadow Valley veins which lie 350-450 feet north of the Yuba dike. 
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The largest ore shoots occur where the dike and veins are intersected 


by northeast shear zones. 


The ore consists of galena altered largely to cerusite and plumbo-


jarosite, silver chlorides, gold, 'and pyrite altered to iron oxides. In 


unoxidized ground on the lower levels black sphalerite is common and 


in the Black Ledge ore shoot it is the predominant ore mineral. Green 


copper carbonate 'occurs in small but persistent amounts throughout 


much of the area. Manganese staining derived from the alteration' of 


mangano.side rite is extensive in shear zones and coating fractured 


quartzite.


The gangue is mainly altered granite porphyry in the deposits 


associated with. the Yuba dike, and shattered quartzite in the fissure 


depo sits.


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposed to rehabilitate the 1200-foot level an 


approximate distance' of 2,605 feet, install necessary machinery and 


equipment and from this level diamond drill, crosscut, and drift' to 


explore the Yuba dike. The applicant estimated the cost of their pro-


posed exploration at $94, 409. 00. 


Rehabilitation of 2, 605 feet of drift on. the 1200-foot level is 


not justiied. The cost of the rehabilitation would not warrant the risk 


involved in such a planunless more supporting geological evidence is 


found.
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There is no advantage in drilling from the proposed new drift, 


and better drill sites could be. located on the 1400 level. From the maps 


included, with the docket, it is apparent that the "old timers" had tested, 


with uniavorable results, the dike above, west and east of the proposed 


area of new drifting. 


The plan to diamond drill downward along the Yuba dike for the 


intersection. of the Meadow Valley vein with the dike has some merit. 


If the dips of the dike and vein remain constant, then the intersection 


could be expected approximately 1, 350 feet below the 1200 level. At 


such a depth this intersection would be difficult to recognize and the 


chances of missing it entirely in a diamond drill hole are considerable. 


Geological evidence that the dips remain constant is lacking. From 


underground examination, it appears that the dike gradually is dipping 


less with depth, consequently there is the possibility that, there might 


be no intersection of the vein and dike. 


The examining engineers discussed this proposal with F. L. 


Heidenreich and John A. Hedman and proposed a revised program' in 


three stages from the 800-foot level of the No. 1 shaft to explore the 


Yuba dike at a closer point at less cost. This change in location was 


approved by Mr. Heidenreich.

The application in its present form is of little use in 
evaluating the merit of the proposed exploration program. 


The applicant proposes to rehabilitate the 1,200-level 
drift from what Is apparently the No. 1 shaft (Pioche Phoenix 
shaft). From the 1,200 level, crosscutting will be done to the 
Yuba Dike In areas of mineralized fractures • Diamond drill holes 
will be drilled at advantageous points along the eastern extension 
of the 1,200 level. 


There is little information given that indicates that 
there would be mineralized fractures in the target area on the 
Yuba Dike. In addition, the application gives no statement on the 
nature of the economics involved, assays, proportion of ores 
oxidized or expected metallurgical recoveries. The extensive 
rehabilitation work eastward from the No. 1 shaft Is apparently 
proposed merely on the assumption that the Yuba Dike will show 
fractured areas suitable for mineral deposition. 


Judging from the application alone, we are of the opinion 
that the experience and background of the applicant would admit a 
better prepared application. 


We reconunend that the application be referred to the 
field team. If the field team believes the property has a worth-
while potential, it may assist in planning a suitable program.

It is our opinion that the work can be cut extensively. 
Little need is seen for the rehabilitation of the 1,200 level 
east fron the shaft. The work, if justified, can be confined to 
the proposed i0O-foot crosscut to the Yuba Dike from a point just 
east of the shaft in the 1,200 level, or in place of crosscutting, 
diamond drill holes could be drilled from the seine point to inter-
sect the Dike at 100- or 200-foot intervals.

(a) On Septentber 1, 1953, Yuba Dike Mines Zncorporated 
started operations under certain granted leases. 


The jnitial work consisted of repairs on the #1 Shaft

flue to the heavy acid conditions t the water in the 
shaft, all lag bolts had to be replaced as well as defeottve 
guides. Iew laddei's and water boxes were installed. 


On the 600' Level, the shaft had shifted, causing 
a weak and dangerous condition. Four months time was required 
to timber and repair the shaft for safe operation. Periodic 
inspection and adjustm.ent work Is part of our program to 
maintain the shaft. 


On the 800' Level we have installed a new 230 Ft. 
Gardner'.Denver electric eompressor and electric power cables 
from the surface. We have laid 495 feet of track (35 lb.

The application in its present form and the information 
supplied are inadequate to permit an evaluation of the merit of the 
proposed exploration,, as there is little information to indicate 
the likelihood of cutting an intersection of the Yuba Dike with 
mineralized fractures to the west on the 1, 1100-foot level. 


In addition to this defect the application fails to give 
information on the nature of the vein or the economics involved. 
Certainly the rehabilitation work as outlined is far too costly and 
in any case looks much like development. 


Before further work of review is undertaken I recommend 
that DA' or its field representatives inform the applicant of the 
inadequacies of the application. If the field team believes the 
property has a worthwhile exploration potential,' it may find it 
worthwhile to help in the planning of a suitable program.

4. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION 


(a) On September 1, 1953, Yuba Dike Mines Incoriorated, 


started operations under certain granted leases. 


The initial work consisted of repairs on the #1 Shaft from 
the surface down to the 1200 pocket, or 1300 feet. 


Due to the heavy acid conditions of the water in the shaft, 
all lag bolts had to be replaced as. well as defective guides. 
New ladders and water boxes were installed. 


On the 600' Level, the shaft had shifted, causing a weak 
and dangerous condition. Four months time was required to 
timber and repair the shaft for safe operat ion. Periodic inspec 
tion and adjustment work is part of our program to maintain the

O1i the 800' Level we have installed a new 230'Ft. Gardner 
Denver electric compressor and electric.power cables from the. 
surface. We have laid 495 feet of track (351b. rail) and 495 
feet of 2 inch airline, also, one ? H? double drum slusher 
has been installed and a distance of 80 . feet has been. cleaned 
out.


At a distance of 475 feet from the 800 1 Station, we have 
excavated, constructed a ramp and moved the 2OHP slusher to this 
point. We started crosscutting in the quartzite, and at this 
date have drifted more . than 220k feet. We have installed a .5 HP 
slusher and are continuingthS drift. Our objective..beiflg to 
intersect a projection of a faulted segment o:f the o.ld Raymond 
Ely Vein, which produced approximately 20,000,000 in the l870.'s. 
During : tbis time a raise was driven from the 800' Level at a 
point of 385" from #1 Station to connect wi th the 800' Level of 
the . #3 Mine. This connection was not made, probably, due to an 
error in the old maps. We plan to explore . for this connection 
at' a later date.	 .	 .	 .,	 . .. 


Work is now in progress to rehabilitate an old, gobbed 
and caved drift on the 1200' Level to pull fills, mine pillars 
and explore In the vicinity of the top of the Black Ledge Winze.:.

In addition to the above, considerable work was done on the 
surface. The change'room was cleaned and repaired. Hot water 


•	 . and heating equipment was nsta1led. The hoist and hoist building 
were cleaned and repaired. 


This covers some of the work performed by Yuba Dike Mines 
Incorporated. The mines have been worked since 1870 to the 
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present time. Several thousand feet of shaft, drifts and cross 
cuts have been worked, producing a very large tonnage of ore. 
The accompanying maps and figures show this work. 


The Yuba Dike Mines Incorporated have a lease on the entire 
property, which is described in conies of said leases, which 
accompany this report. 


Portions of the mine are not accessible for examination. The 
purpose of the explorat ion• project is to make them acces sible and 
continue exploration in the most favorable areas. 


The #1 Shaft is equipped with a 200 HP electric, double drum 
hoIst: with a counter balance and skip. Capacity of the skip is 
1 3/4 tons. The ore and waste bins have a capacity of 25 tons 
each, and the storage bin has a capacity of 300 tons.

The sedimentary formations on tins jproperty are all of 
Cambrian age. The lowermost member is the Prospect Mounta.Ln 
'%uertzite which has an exposed thickness of aoproximatelj 2,000 
feet. Production from fissures iz the Prospect Mountain 
uartzite has been about )18,368,7l7 upon this property.

This suggests the ore solutions found their way ui the Yuba, after 
it cooled, until they branched off into the quartzite. The east 
west zone of fissuring and the Yuba Dike will come together at 
greater depth on their respective dips. The ore shoots in the 
Yuba at the junction of the northeasters and the enrichment of the 
beddeddeposits and the east-west fissuring at the junction of 
the northeasters, suggest, as several eminent geologists have 
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previously suggested, that the Yuba Dike is the pathway of the 
mineralizers.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly, 'report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative , is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—A11 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


- "Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
'services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, shöuld'not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 	 ' 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate 'signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104' are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form' MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent'! 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing,' crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operalor's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine .the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which.permanent information isdesired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to he 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 
• Form M.F-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance,, supervisory and engineering 'ôosts may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will b distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

(b) Government 'may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to' inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set forth in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of 1,.15QQ-----------The Government will contribute 5.0.. percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of IQ,8Z5...1Q-------- -: Provided, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the wirk. The Government will make its' contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the_Operator and the Government is finally audited' and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator. rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in whiëh the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation, to pay .royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any tirn, either byjtself, or by a 'certified public 'account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent boOks, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto 

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government.



(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher' 

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period, (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various .types of , work performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work

performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on procluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced fiom the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within• a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold p'roduction.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Goverument, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (öre, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from nnning operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percei'tages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, 'held, or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such anoint exceed eight dollars' ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposiLion of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Botbeof these Io1es penetrated 
the Yuba Dike porphyry and gave us information aS the location of said dike, 
Aggregate core drilling footage of both boles waS 145.0 ft. at P7.00 per ft. 
plus eight sludge samples allowed at $2.00 per sample making a total expeudi-
tiu'e under Stage I of $1,031.00. 


Under Stage II of contract a cross out was started near the collar of 
core t'il1 bole No. I and drven south easterly. The "Thba . Dik&'. porphyry 
was out during this operation and was found to have a elig2it dip to the south

'4uired to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's. Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order tfiey appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


• Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
melit will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress R.eport.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficUlties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MP-104----Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—A1I the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under -item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. . Do. not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is. 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howcvr, for those unusual phases which may need to he 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of t.hree items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a. monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period.

If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 7, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article 
7(b) (1). 


ARTICLE 3. The exploration project.—The project is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits 
of ---- The work to be performed 
is described in Exhibit "A." The Operator on or before 	 ---- shall commence 
the work, and on or before 	 ç#	 (unless the Operator's obligation to complete 

the work is terminated—see Article 8)' shalrëomplete the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Government 'may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discQvery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set forth in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of The Government will contribute percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work iperformed, in a total sum not in excess of-------: Provided, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Government his final repert, afil any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on, the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may rnake payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's record8.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of anyproduction in which the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Govermtient may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or bya certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States' or his representative, until the expiration of' said 

three-year periods, 'shall have access to-and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's-vouchers and records :and accounts relating-thereto

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government.



(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Goverr nent with five copies

of monthly , progress reports in three sectons as 'follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work.performed -during the :rep'ortin'g period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work, and (3) a I'jarrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress reportand voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sctles.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, suèh 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets; and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the .discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is. extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater.	 . 


(e) Percerdages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such ai cnt exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall. give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be. 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligcttions.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to beneflt.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.
