CATEGORY (7)—MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator’s share of payroll taxes,
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories.

THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE CoOST of the work is a maximum.
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government:

(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning,'
or holding possession; .

(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or
other property used in the work) ; :

(8) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and

(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing.

(¢) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government’s percentage royalty under the
provisions of Article 9. '

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the
Operator. All of the Operator’s vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment’s payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision,
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and
(2) above will be provided by the Government.) )
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(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. .

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or dccounts. ’

ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.——(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; exzcept, that

-charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s

settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the dbuyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it.is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form ; excluding fabricating or.
manufacturing.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form- (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. ‘““Value” as. here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentagés of the Government’s royalty shall be a;s follows:

One and one-half (114) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1%)
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (11%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and-sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(i) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator’s own name and for the Operator’s own
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to contribute, or when such property
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest.

(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government’s
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others,
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. ' :

(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government’s obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period ; and such
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.

ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable -
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting;
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up,
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may
provide for breach of contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved. :

ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be -
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 12. Officials not to bewefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation. for its
general benefit. '

a. The fluorspar deposit wag discovered in 1952 by one of the lessors. See
1952 report and location map, Exhibits 4( c)i and 4(c) II. The lessors have done
all work to date comprising two test pits and one small shaft, through which some
stoping was done. The shaft is a 45-foot incline Qith 40 feet of driftiné and 15
feet of crosscutting into the hanging wall from the bottom éf\ the incline. A
small open, over—-hand stope has been excavated from the drift. Only a small
- surface pillar remains above this stope. Fluorspar ore was 3 to 5 feet wide.

The ore ‘extracted was shipped to the Fallon Mill of Kaiser Aluminum & Chemical
Corporation as ¢ustom ore for the production of acid grade fluorspai. The pros—
pect is equipped with a small steel headframe. The applicant had no interest in
the above work except the purchase of the custom ore, but has subsequently become
interested, See Exhibit B(d), The mine workings are open for inspection.

b. Product shipped entirely to Fallon Mill: tons, 209.23; #CaFp, 61.48;
Indicated ore reserve is virtually nil. The prospect of proving important tonnage
hy'éxploratién is good.

¢. The deposit is a series of silicified fluorspar veins in andesite.
Fluorspar float can be traced for a distance of half a mile. Test pits have shown
small fluorspar veins at considerable distance from the one shaft and a good chute
of ore was opened at the shaft. The ore is cut off by a fault at the bottom of
the shaft but may be repeated 90 feet to the east. The hope of finding extensioné

of this ore warrants the proposed program in line with company policy for developing





additiqnal reserves for the Fallon Mill, The program is outlined in the accompanying
report, Exhibit4{c)i.T by Ira B. Joralemon, consulting mining engineer, and is il-
lustrated on a sketch map, Drawing No. L=M, LF-1, Exhibit 4(c) IV.

(a) Lessors represent that they are the owners, in possession and
entitled to possession, subject only to the paramount title of the United States
of America, of certain unpatented mining claims or mineral locations hereinafter
described.

(b) It is the desire of the parties hereto that Lessee shall acquire
a Lease and Option upon said mining premises under the particular terms and

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed between the parties as follows:

NOTES ON
JOWA CANYON FLUORSP/AR PROSPECT
L/ANDER COUNTY, NEVADA

By Ira B. Joralemon - : February 12, 1954

, The following notes are based on a brief examination
of the Iowa Canyon fluorspar deposit, with Messrs. Hassan, Fowler,
Muller 'and West on February 10, 1954, Data on the claims, location
and topography have been presented in preliminary reports by the
Kaiser staff, and are not repeated here. The map made by Messrs.
Muller and West was most useful. The undersigned agrees with their
conclusion that the prospect is worth further development.

- The fluorspar showings at Iowa Canyon occur in a gently
sloping area 2000 feet long from north to south by & maximum of
at least 250 feet in width. Practicélly all the surface is covered
by soil that is probably seldom more than 10 feet thick. Geology
must be approximated from fragments in the sqil.

The rock in this area consists of andesitic materials In
the central part there has been much silicifiecation, kaolinization
and bleaching of the andesite. At both ends this altered material
gives place to fresh green andesite. The better fluorspar showings
are in the altered rock.

Minerazlization is in north~south to northeast veins,
generally 1 to 5 ft. wide, dipping from 80 to 40 degrees easterly.
The east or hanging wall is often a lean quartz rib with fluorspar
ore below it. Fragments of float in the soil and occasional small
silicious ribs or crests suggest a series of branching veins, .
diverging at acute angles to the south and then turning into paral-
lel veins. Up to 3 or 4 veins in a width of 250 feet are indicated.
Some of the parallel veins are due to duplication by faulting. IEx-~
posures -are so scanty that it is impossible to tell how continuous
the different strands or branches may be. - The amount of fluorspar
rloat suggests, but does not prove, that the better stretches are -
less than 200 foet long, and that they are separated by much longer
barren stretches., The value of the property depends on whether or

not this is the case.

The principal development is a 45 foot incline to the
southeast on one of the best fluorspar showings, with 40 fcet of
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‘ drifting and 15 feet of crosscutting into the hanging wall from
the bottom of the ineline. The 40 degree incline and the drift,
with a small stope, are in excellent fluorspar ore 3 to 5 ft. ¢
thick. A large fault that strikes northeast and dips 65 degrees
northwest cuts off the ore in the bottom of the incline and in
the end of the southeast drift. The crosscut shows that the rault
zone is at least 15 feet wide, with the southeast block moved up~
ward. A small outerop of gquartz and spar and much fluorspar float
90 feet up the hill. southeast of the incline probably represent
the faulted continuation of the vein, with a displacement of 80
to 100 feet that brings the vein up to the erosion surface snd so
duplicates it.

In the southwest drift the vein has pinched to & foot
or two in width near the point where it is cut off by the Fault.
In the northeast end of the bottom of the incline the vein has
gplit into two 2 foot strands separated by barren andesite. The
mineable ore may therefore be only 40 feet long. From these small
workings 250 to 300 tons of ore averaging 60% CaFs have been shipped
to the Kaiser mill at .Fallon, and -sbout 100 tons of lean material,
much of it from the crosscut, remain on the dump.

The only other development of note consists of two shallow
prospect pits, one about 1000 feet north and one a thousand feet
‘ south of the main incline., Both of these pits developed narrow,
1 to 2 foot spar and quartz veins in green andesite. The veins are
too small to mine at a profit.

Any value the Iowa Canyon fluorspar property may have
depends on the continuity of veins under the thin soil cover. This
can be tested at small expense by a series of bulldozer trenches
along the most promising showings. The best float, as well as the
better small outcrops are in the 600 feet north of the main incline.
If trenching proves that orebodies here are of commercigl size and -
grade, other parts of the vein system can be developed later, either
by bulldozer cut or by diamond drill holes inclined down to the west.

In order to prove as cheaply as possible whether or not
orebodies are large enough to be of interest, the following bulldozer
trenching is recommended:

1. Trench along the outcrép northeast and then north of the main
incline for 150 feet or more, to or beyond Survey Point 2.

Develop the probable faulted section of the vein about 90 ft.
~outheaut of the collar of the main incline. If the small siliceous
crest at this point is not in place it may be necessary to run a
short crosscut trench to locate the vein before trenching along it.
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3. Run a short crosscut trench to expose the spar that ceens
almost in ploce J280 . due north of the muin incline, and trench
alonsz the vein in both directions. The main vein from this point
nrobably runs South 20 degrees West. .\ branch may connect with
the vein of the main incline.,

4, If the ahove work is promising, run a short crosscut trench
to locate the source of the good float at coordinates 10,730 M,
10,000 E, and trench along this vein to the probable intersection
100 ft. south.

The above will include about 600 ft., of trenching, with
a probable average depth of less than 5 feet. It should be possible
to complete it with a small bulldozer in a week or two. It may be
necessary to clean up the bottom of the trenches in places by hand
vwork, to better expose the vein,

If the trenching is encouraging, the next step in develop-
ment will be to run short inclined diamond drill holes from the east
to cut the veins at a depth of 50-to lOO feet, at horizontal intervals

of about 100 feet.

If the trenchlng shows that ore shoots are very short, no
fuxther work will be justified.

A expenditure of $5,000 to 310,000 should prove either
that the Iowa Iluorspar Prospect is worthless, or that it may yield
many tens of thousands of tons of good fluorspar ore.

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I. SUMMARY & CONCLUSION

This is a combined monthly and final report on the surface exploratory
work done by the Kaiser Aluminum & Chemical Corporation on the Iowa Canyon
Fluorspar property, located in Lander County, Nevada. It covers the period
October 29 - November 17, 195L, inclusive, during which time the work was
initiated and completed. This project was carried on jointly with the U.S.
Govermment, acting through the Department of the Interior, under an
Exploratlon Project Contract, Docket No, DMEA - 3398, The writer was
assigned as supervising engineer by Kaiser Aluminum.

The purpose of the surface exploration was to determine whether the
property warranted the undertaking of a diamond drilling and underground
exploration program. Actual expenditure under the terms of the DMEA
contract totaled $2,198.78 of which 50%, or $1,099.39, is to be reimbursed to
Kaiser Aluminum by the Government. In addition Kaiser spent $680.63 exploring
on the surface portions of the vein system not outlined in the Government
contract,

The surface work indicates that the expected tonnage does not exist.
The main vein is of mineable width for only LL5 feet of its length along the
strike, and the mineable portion is cut off at a shallow depth by a strong
fault, 170 feet of the vein being cut at less than 50 feet in depth. It is
estlmated that there is a total of 12,270 tons of L9% CaFo ore in this block
and a portion of the southwest vein to an inferred depth of 100 feet. These
small ore bodies could not be mined and shipped to Fallon at a profit by
Kaiser Aluminum. We concluded, therefore, that the property does not warrant

II. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION

A, Location and Ownership: The property consists of five adjoining
claims in good standing named Iowa Canyon Fluorspar and numbered one through
five, The original location was made by Thomas B. McDowell of Stillwater,
Nevada, on August 10, 1952, He later assigned two-thirds interest in the
property to Joseph G. and Robert L. Keller of Fallon, Nevada, in exchange
for assessment work done by them on the property, and he recently sold his
remaining one-third interest to Kaiser Aluminum & Chemical Corporation,

This Company has an option to purchase the two-thirds interest outstanding.

The property is reached by traveling 27.2 miles north on State Highway 8-A
from the nearest town of Austin then 11 miles east on a dirt road. The claims
are located in open and rolling topography on the east side of Iowa Canyon.

A small stream runs through the canyon and is impounded behind an earthen

dam about four miles west of the property. The Nevada State Engineer reports
that water rights on this stream were first filed in 1866, Through succeeding
transfers water rights have now been acquired by Wayman, present owner of the
ranch at the entrance to Iowa Canyon. ‘





B, Geologys:

1. General: The local host rock for the fluorite=bearing veins
is an andesite of Tertiary age., Whether the andesite is intrusive or
extrusive is uncertain.

2, Vein System: The veins on this property strike from N, 35° E,
to N. 200 W. and dip from L5° to the southeast to 85° to the nerthwest,
The width of the veins varies considerably along the strike, reaching a
maximum of about six feet. Hanging and foot walls are fairly well defined
along most sections of the vein system. The main vein is referred to as
the shaft vein, and its branches as the southwest and northeast veins.

3. Mineralization and Rock Alteration: Fluorite mineralization
is mainly confined to silicified veins. Although some is massive, much of
the fluorite is intergrown with fine-grained quartz. In color most of the
fluorite is green; a little is purple.

Alteration of the country rock is extensive in the central area
containing the more important veins. Alteration consists of silicification,
kaolinization and bleaching of the country rock for some distance on either
side of these veins. However, this alteration decreases rapidly in in-
tensity about 350 feet north from the main shaft, and the shaft vein at this
point diminishes to a veinlet of no consequence to the north.

In contrast to the above 500 feet south of the shaft there is
exposed a large vein that strikes in the same general direction as the shaft
vein., This vein averages five feet in width and consists largely of a
massive, fine-grained quartz with only a minor amount of fluorite formed
along its footwall contact, Alteration of the andesite in this area is
again less intense than in the central area.

i Faulting: Faulting has taken place prior to, during and
following the mineralization period. Mineral deposition took place along
shear zones which had provided channels for mineral-~bearing solutions from
depth. Movement along the shear zone continued soon after a small vein of
quartz containing silver and iron sulfide minerals had formed. During the
deposition of fluorite that followed, the movement was of lesser degree.
Sometime after the deposition of calcite, the latest mineral in evidence,
minor cross-shearing of the then firm veins took place, either separately
or in conjunction with a strong fault which cuts the main vein.

Prior to the surface exploration just completed on the Iowa Canyon
Fluorspar property, it was thought that the strong fault that transects the
shaft vein 100 feet south of the shaft experienced only normal displacement.
However, bulldozing of the surface exposures of these two physical features
indicates that oblique reverse faulting of the shaft vein had taken place
prior to normal displacement. The block forming thé west wall of the fault

has moved south and upward with respect to the east block, thus over-
lapping the faulted section of the shaft vein east of the fault in the
vicinity of the shaft. The normal movement as indicated in the crosscut
probably is the last movement along the fault zone, this displacement not
being great enough to bring the buried shaft vein to the surface east of
the shaft. Several fluorite-bearing veinlets are exposed in the hillside
east of the shaft, bubt none comparable to the shaft vein.

South of the shaft about 500 feet and extending for at least
another 500 feet farther south is a strong quartz vein with minor fluorite
along its footwall contact. It strikes and dips in the same general
direction as the shaft vein., Projection of the fault zone brings it im=-
mediately in front of the northermmost outcrop of this quartz vein., It is
supposed that this vein is the continuation on the surface of the shaft vein
east of the fault., Difference in elevation between the shaft and the quartz
outerop is 70 feet.

I1I., PRODUCTION

Production to date consists of 260.7 short dry tons of ore assaying
61% CaFp, all of which was shipped to Kaiser's Fallon mill, This tonnage
was taken out in 1953 from the underground workings on No, 2 claim. These
workings now consist of a 22-foot crosscut and a 39-foot drift with a stoped
out area above, both starting from the bottom of a L5-foot inclined shaft.,
The property is idle at present. . (For further details on the above see DMEA
application and 1952 field reports,)

IV, EXPLORATION

A. Surface: Between the dates October 29 and November 17 the Company
bulldozed, drilled and blasted, cleaned, sampled and surveyed the vein systems
as exposed on the surface of the Iowa Canyon Fluorspar property. The
purpose of this project was to determine whether the property warranted
a program of diamond drilling and underground exploration. The prospect of
proving important tonnage by exposing the vein system was good, based on
fragments of float and large outcrops exposed, However, after the bulldozer
stripped the shallow overburden, it was found that ore of mineable width was
contained in only LL5 feet of vein along a mineralized zone traceable for
2,000 feet, Practically all of this length had been indicated by prominent
outcrops or float, and almost no float or outcrops were seen in areas
beyond that covered by the work., The mineable section directly south of
the shaft is 100 feet long and averages 3.5 feet wide; however, 261 tons of
ore have been mined from a LO-foot section of this block already., North of
the shaft the vein was cleaned and sampled for 345 feet. This section
averages 3.6 feet in width, Bulldozing for L50 feet beyond the sampled
section failed to expose commercial material,

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The southwest and northeast branches of the shaft vein are not of
mineable width for any great length. About 100 feet of the southwest vein
averages three feet. The average width for the 505 feet of mineable ore
in the shaft vein and southwest vein is 3.5 feet.

On No, 3 Claim there is an 8-foot test pit sunk on a high grade stringer.
Bulldozing along this vein in both directions away from the pit showed that
the vein is less than 200 feet long, and its maximum width is two feet at the
pit.

The bulldozer cleaned a large area on the hillside east of the main
workings, but the faulted section of the shaft vein was not there. Several
fluorite-bearing veinlets were found, but none comparable to the shaft vein.

Drilling and blasting of outcrops to facilitate stripping of the vein
system by bulldozing began on November 2. Over 100 2-foot holes were drilled
prior to or in conjunction with the bulldozing which began on November l.
Equipment for drilling included a 125¢fm Jaeger compressor and J-30 Ingersoll-
Rand jackhammer, Results were satisfactory.

Stripping was done with a D 7 Caterpillar tractor and D 7 bulldozer.
During the first four days of bulldozing, the bulldozer stripped 900 linear
feet of the vein system north of the shaft, and 700 linear feet of the
overburden on the hillside east of the shaft. The 1600 feet of stripped
area averaged 28 feet wide and 1.3 feet deep; total volume of dirt moved °
amounted to 2100 cubic yards.

By directing obliquely a stream of compressed air against the surface
of the bulldozed veins, it was possible to clean the veins of any remaining
overburden with but little effort. This light overburden consisted of fine,
dry dirt and broken vein fragments.

‘In performance of the exploration, the first work comprised that out-
lined in the DMEA contract. This failed to present a conclusive picture of
the vein system especially in view of the nature of faulting, For this
reason and because overburden was shallower than anticipated, it was decided
.10 do additional trenching in the hope of still finding ore. It is believed
that the inclusion of this extra work as part of the program is fully
justified. Further additional work was done entirely beyond the area
delimited in the contract, but its cost has been solely for KACC account,

B. Underground: A Li-foot round was drilled and blasted in the face of
the crosscut, extending the crosscut to a new length of 22 feet. The new
face exposed was still in the fault.

C. Sampling and Assaying: Samples were taken at 5 or 10-foot intervals
along the vein, starting at five feet north from the shaft and ending at
345 feet. In order that any variance in this ore zone could be shown, a
total of 83 samples were taken and assayed for CaF,. Also five weighted
composites were prepared and assayed from the better sections of the
vein, One additional sample was taken of altered wall rock to_be tested to ascertain

- -





if any of its calcium content not soluble in acetic acid would be liberated
in the oxalate method for determining CaF2 content. Only O.L4% was liberated,
All samples were split and prepared at our Fallon mill and then shipped to
Oscar N. Bribach in Denver for assaying. Bribach uses the oxalate method

of determining CaEQ content. Assays are recorded on the attached assay map.

It is safe to assume that the arithmetic average of the five composite
assays 1s representative of the grade of ore in place within the sections
of the shaft vein ‘and southwest vein delineated below in the Tonnage
Estimate. The 505 feet of mineable vein then averages 56% CaFp, Allowing
a L-foot mining width, the grade decreases to L9% CaFp, Aversge vein width
for the 505 feet is 3.5 feet.

A joint Bureau of Mines-Geological Survey examination of the
property has now been made and attached are four copies of the examinerst
report entitled "DMEA-3398, Iowa Fluorspar, Kaiser Aluminum & Chemical
Corp., Lander County, Nevada," by Russell R. Trengove, Mining Engineer,
U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Earl H. Pampeyan, Geologist, U. S. Geological
Survey, dated August 18, 1954.

The engineer and geologist are in agreement that some explo-
ration work is warranted on the property. They have recommended that
the work be carried out in two stages. First by bulldozer trenching
to determine if there is continuity to the fluorspar outcrops and then
to be followed by diamond drilling in the event that the bulldozer
trenching is successful. This second phase of exploration, however,
is not included in the company's application and if to be done jointly
by the company and DMEA will require the company to make an application
for such work and if approved, a new contract will have to be drawn.

An engineer of the Bureau of Mines and .a. geologist: of the Ceo-
logical Survey made a joint examination of the Iowa Fluorspar mine in
July 1954. The éroperty is situated about 37 miles northeast of Austin,
Nevada (fig. 1). The purpose of the examination waé td determine if the
geological conditions and the grade of mineralization were favd.rable to
‘ju.stiij approva-liof an application forva- Government loan. The total esti-
mated cost of the applicant's proposed exploration, dated June 22, 1954,
is $11, 500.

"The Iowa ;E‘lumvrspar propérty and surrounding area is underlain
by Tertigy volcanic rocks and a rnantle of soil and slope wash, from» one
to ten feet thick, overlies most of the area. Croppings of alndisfite and

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the
Operator. All of the Operator’s vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment’s payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision,
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. -

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred.

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. ‘

ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. _

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. 0. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
_ assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form ; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. '

~ (d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. ‘“Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater.

_ (-e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (114) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1%)
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. .

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (114) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is herebyv granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(i) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator’s own name and for the Operator’s own
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to contribute, or when such property
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest.

(¢) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government’s
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others,
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance-
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest
therein. If necessary.to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project.

(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government’s obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the
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date such property was purchased under this-contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. .

ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government
shall 'be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting;
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute.the work other.than such as may be
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and- (2) the Operator shall be free
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up,
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may
provide for breach of contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a pdrcefitage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved. : _ o 1\‘

ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government .nrtay be delivered to the Operator, or may be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation’ for its
general benefit.
