The report recoaiends that the application for an explo 
ration loan be denied and Roscoe $tth and I agree with the recom-
mendation.


Sporadic scheelite mineralization occurs in thin beds of 
tactite. These beds have been reasonably well explored by surface 
trenching and by crosscuts and drifting. Sampling reSu3,tS1,110u1d 
indicate that there is no reasonable expectancy of die cofing 
significant tonnage of ore that would contain over 0,20 per cent W03.

The denial of the subject application by this Division 
is based on the following infoxnation: 


1. The applicant requested exploration assistance in the 
amount of $23,600.00 to explore for tungsten ores along a 
tactite zone which shows scheelite mineralization. 


2. The property is known as the Forge and consists of nine 
unpatented lode mining claiiiis • It is located in the Eugene 
Mountains, Central Mining District, Pershing County, Nevada, and 
is in section 2, T. 33N., H. 34 E. It is about one mile southerly 
from the Nevada-Massachusetts mill. 


39 The Forge property was first located and worked for gold-
silver values. Prior to 1918 it is reported that some silver ore 
was shipped from the property. The claims were re-located in 1940 
for its tungsten values. An inclined shaft, several short adits, 
and a number of pits and trenches were excavated to explore a 
tungsten-bearing tactite bed. Later these beds were further ex-
plored by bulldozer trenches. In 1947, a lessee drove along the 
tactjte zone a 285 foot adit to reach the possible downward ex-
tension of a good surface exposure. In 1952, two other adiLts 
were driven under the mineralized zones, but none of this work 
found any minable ore. 


4. This area is underlain by a grano-'diorite which has 
intruded calcareous and argillaceous meta- .sedimentary rocke. 
These units are cut by narrow hornblende andesite dikes. Tactite 
which locally contains scheelite is found associated with, the 
calcareous rocker.

6. Of eight samples taken from the better showings by the 
Field Team, the highest showed 0.18 percent W03. Higher grade 
samples are reported by the Applicant, but were not verified by 
the Field Team. 


7 • All data indicate that the property has been 'well ex-
plored without finding ore of a minable grade and that further 
exploration is not likely to improve this position. 


8. The Field Team and the Commodity Divisions of the 
Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines recommend denial of the 
application.

Extend West crosscut 30 feet, sink 100 foot shaft and 
drift 80 feet from the bottom of the shaft. - 


3.) Sink 100 foot inclined shaft and drift 80 feet in 
tactite near portal of Kerr tunnel. 


The Field Team has recommended the application be denied. 
The applicant's proposal is not geologically justified for the 
following reasons: 


1.) Extension of East crosscut is unlikely to find better 
mineralization on the east side of the tactite zone. 
No geologic evidence of an increase from west to east 
thru the zone. 


2.) Extension of West crosscut to cut a second limestone 
bed is not feasible as a second limest&e bed does 
not crop out at the surface. 


3.) The Kerr tunnel has explored under the best surface 
exposure of scheelite-bearing tactite without finding 
any ignificant amount of mineralization. This work 
has indicated that higher grade material is unlikely 
to be found at greater depth. 


The results from eight saniples taken of representative 
mineralization on the property ranged from 0.01 to 0.18 percent W03. 
With the exception of one assay (0.18%w03) which was obtained frojV 
material above the Kerr tunnel, all of the sample assays were less 
than 0.1 percent W03.

There is no record of any past production and all inferred 


reserves contain considerably less than 0.2 percent W03. 


Although four mineralized limestone beds containing tactité 
zones are exposed on the property, ihe amount of mineralization is 
very limited. The character of the deposits is best described as 
sparsely disseminated scheelite which occurs locally in small parts 
of the tactite zones. Sufficient exploration has been done on the 
property to indicate that a significant discovery cannot reasonably 
be expected by further exploration under the DIVEA program. 


I recommend ,the application be denied.

An application, was presented to the DMEA for underground 


exploratory assistance on the Forge tungsten property,. located in the 


Eugene Mountains, Pershing County, Nev. The loan request, sub-


mitted on Nov. 10,. 1954 by the applicants, proposed.a program cost-


ing- $23, 600. The work, to be done in three separate areas, 'is sum-


marized.as follows:

Massachusetts mine. . Transmitted. electric power is available from the 


nearby Sierra Nevada power line which services the Nevada-Massachusetts 


mine.

PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The claim's ' are. at an elevation of 5600-5700 feet in low rolling 


foothills directly adjoining the Humboldt River flood plains to the south.

The most extensive showings of scheelite were seen on the 


surface in the narrow band of tactite along the eastern edge of the 


property.

In the narrow Kerr tunnel tactite, a block-.measuring 


about 1, 300 feet long, averaging , 6 feet thick and about 100 fe.çt along 


the dip, equals about 26, 000 tons containing about 0. 216 W0 3 . One-


third of the block is inferred to be ore of the estimated grade. It is 


estimated that an additional 20, 000 tons of tactite, averaging less than 


0.05% W03 exist on the property in the east andwest limestone beds 


and. the central tactite zone.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant's proposed exploration program, consisting of 


420 feet of underground work to be done on three different tactite zones 


locatedon the applicant's six claims, is. as follows: 


Item 1. Extend the East crosscut 30 feet to hit a, limestone 


wall beond the tactite. 


Item 2. Extend the West crosscut 30 feet to hit a postulated

limestone bed lying just west of the end of the cross-


cut. Sink.a 100-foot vertical shaft from the present 


face of the crosscut on a streak of "high grade" 


scheelite now exposed.

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There is no geological justification for--extending the East 


adit 30 feet, for there is no evidence that one side of the tactite is 


mineralized more than the other side. Extending the West crosscut 


30 feet to cut a postulated. second' limestone bed: also has no geologi-' 


cal justification as, a second.bed does not crop out at the surface where 


reported by the applicant and-it is unlikely that it would exist under-


ground. A sample from the "high grade" streak exposed under the 


track at the face of the West adit contained only 0.05% W0 3. It is 


possible that this "high grade" could lead to better ore at depth but it 


is probable that this streak, like others on' the property, would be 


small and low grade. The Kerr tunnel which passes under the best 


showing of scheelite-bearing tactite produced very little if any ore.
