The claims involved cover part of a large area under-
lain by lacustrine sediments (lake deposits) of the Miocene-
Pliocene Humboldt formation. A half mile west of the Hart group, 
the beds have been eroded and covered with alluvium; a half mile 
beyond the east edge of the Hart group, the lake beds lie un-
comformably on Pale ozoic limestone • The attitude of the beds 
varies considerably over the area, but in general they strike 
N. 250 LI.O0 E. and dip l00_300 W. Minor faults exposed in some 
trenches are marked locally by narrow iron-stained and/or slightly 
silicified zones six inches to two feet wide..

The Field Team's report indicates that the uranium minerali-
zation is confined to narrow fault zones on the subject property. 
Sairles taken range from 0.02 to 0.09 per cent eU 3O8 Also, this 
sub-grade ore would be difficult to concentrate by present known 
methods.


Further prospecting work by the Applicant might develop 
structural trends on which a drilling program and/or other ex-
ploration work might be planned. 


This Division recommends that the subject application be 
denied without prejudice. If future work by the Applicant discloses 
definite favorable areas for an exploration program, a new applica-
tion should be considered. 


With regard to Mr. Crawford's comments, this Division 
believesthe Applicant should perform the initial prospecting to 
develop a target area for an exploration project. Furthermore, in 
the event the Field Team recommended a definite trenching and 
sampling program on the subject property, and if such a program, 
participated in by the Applicant, proved unsuccessful, the Field 
Team would then be in a very unenviable situation.

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INTRODUCTION 


As a result of a request by Francis Escobar and J. A. 


Albamonte to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for 


exploration aid on the Hart Uranium claims, a joint field exam-


ination was made by B. H. Sheahan, Bureau of Mines and E. H. 


Pampeyan, Geological Survey, on June 2 and 3, 1955. The engi-


neers were accompanied by Francis Escobar, one of the owners. 


The applicant proposed to explore radioactive anomalies 


by drilling 70 holes, 20 to 75 feet in depth, in an endeavor to re-


veal structural and lithologic controls not now exposed. Estimated 


total cost was $7, 044. 00. 


A preliminary reconnaissance report (File N-SL-215 - 


Reno District) dated March 22, 1955 and furnished us by the Atomic 


Znergy Commission, was of appreciable assistance in the examin-


ation.


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Uranium-bearing minerals were not identified on the prop-


erty but sporadic radioactivity was noted along iron stained zones 


and in some of the lake beds. Percent U 308 equivalent ranged from 


0.02 to 0.09. 


Until more preliminary prospecting s. done by the owners 


to indicate a higher grade material and a structural trend, it is: 


recommended that the request for DMEA exploration aid be denied.
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LOCATION ACCESSIBILITY AND LOCAL RESOURCES 


The claims are in secs. 10 and 15, T. 23 N., R. 43 E., 


(projected) S. B. B. &M. (fig. 1), at an elevation of from 5500 to 5700 


feet and reached by following highway 8A from its intersection with 
.Y6 


U. S. 50 at Austin 3. 6 miles north; turning west and following road 


up wash southwesterly for 3 miles to the claims. Accessibility from 


.highway 8A to the property may be rather difficult during the winter 


months.


Minor supplies and labor, sufficient for preliminary pros-


pecting, can be procured in. Austin. For major operation, Ely or 


Reno would he the nearest purchasing point. Water for both domestic 


use and operation could be obtained from wells on the Reese river 


which is only several miles distant. 


HISTORY 


The Hart group was located January 31, 1955 and additional 


claims have been located since that date. Except for preliminary 


prospecting since the staking of the claims, the area has no past 


mining record.	 0 


Area has been examined by reputable engineeis for several 


of the, larger 'mining companies in, 1955, but none were sufficiently 


interested to commit their companies to do exploration work.

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PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP 


The property consists of three groups of claims (fig. 4): 


Hart Nos. 1 to. 7 and 9 to 28., inclusive; Crash Nos. 1 to 4, inclusive;• 


and Tony 1 to 10 inclusive; and are owned by right of location by the 


applicants, J. A. Albamonte and Francis Escohar, both of Austin. 


Neither of the owners have had muchmining experience 


and it is doubtful if they are financially able to bear their 25 percent 


participation of the proposed exploration except by selling an interest 


in the property.


DEVELOPMENT 


Exploration done todate has consis.ted of shallow location 


pits and bulldozing shallow trenches. Equipment consists of a Jeep, 


a deep hole prober Scintilater and Geiger counter. Work has followed 


no well designed pattern.


GEOLOGY 


The claim.s involved cover part of a large area underlain by 


lacustrine sediments of the Miocene-Pliocene Humboldt formation. 


A half mile west of the Hart group, the beds have been eroded and 


covered with alluvium; a half mile beyond the east edge of the Hart 


group, the lake beds lie unconformably on Paleozoic limestone. The 


attitude of the beds varies considerably over the area, but in general 


they strike N. 25° .-40° E. and dip 10°-30° W. Minor faults exposed

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in some of the trenches (fig. 2, 3) are marked locally by narrow 


iron-stained and/or slightly silicified zones six inches to two feet 


wide. No: uranium-bearing mineral was seen on the property but 


anomalous radioactivity was detected locally along the iron-stained 


zones and in some of the lake beds. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


The radioactive mineral is probably secondary, but is too 


finely disseminated to be isolated and identified. Radiation, as de-


tected with a Detectron Model DG-2 geiger counter, ranges from the 


background count of 0. 02-0.05 MR/HR to a maximum count of 0. 25 


MR/HR. The high readings are obtained where narrow iron-stained 


zones are exposed in bulldozer trenches. None of the trenches is 


more than four feet deep and the average is one foot deep; therefore, 


there is no way of knowing the vertical extent of the radioactive 


material but it is probably related to the present ground water table. 


There are a large number of bulldozer trenches on the property but 


only those with the best radiometric showings are shown on figures 


2 and 3.


The highest count was obtained in trench 9-2 (fig. 2) where 


three minor faults. are exposed. Radiation in this trench comes from 


one or two mudstone layers, 6 to 12 inches thick, adjacent to the 


faults. Samples S-3'57 and S-358 cut in this trench contained 0. 09 


percent and 0. 02 percent eU 3 0 8 equivalent. 


4.
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Trench 26-3 (fig. 2) exposes another mudstorie layer about 


12 inches thick which has an above average count. A sarnle (S-356) 


cut across this layer contained 0. 09 percent eU 3O8 equivalent. The 


radioactivity in this exposure was strongest in the iron-stained zone 


adjacent to a minor fault. 


The radiation detected on claims 3, 14 and 15 (fig. 3) was 


not as intense as that noted above, and in all places the radiation 


emanated from iron-stained layers less than two feet thick. 


No radioactive material has been produced or shipped from 


this district.

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PROPOSED ESXPLORATION 


The applicants original proposal was to explore, by drilling 


with a Hosfeld drill, Hart claims 1, 2, 3, 4, 13., 14, 15, and 16. 


Since the application was filed the applicant has located additional 


claims on more promising areas. The applicants latest proposal is 


to first drill the best showings on Hart claims, 25, 26, 7, and 9 (fig. 2), 


then move towards the showings on the first named group of claims. 


A total of 70 holes, 20 to 75 feet deep, will be drilled. No specific 


drilling sites are proposed except that the holes will be collared in 


iron-stained rock adjacent to. the faults. The number of holes (70) 


to be drilled is an arbitrary number picked for convenience by the 


applicant. 


Inasmuch as no definite attractive target can be delineated 


from data available, a drilling program canno.t be intelligently planned 


or recommended.
