The applicant requested assistance in exploring a tactite 
zone by access road improvement, trenching, sampling and 800, èt 
of drifting. 


The examiners found very little scheelite exposed either 
along the surface of the tactite or in underground workings. 


A sample across 1 foot, taken from the best showing, 
assayed 0.21% WO. The ta&ite belt is well exposed and the 
amount of seel1te present does not justify trenching. A 60-foot 
ad.it along a 'northwest-trending cross fault failed to disclose 
any scheelite.

INTRODUCTION 


Mrs. Ora Mae Wiley,. whose address is Gold Point, Esmeralda 


County, Nevada, applied for Government assistance with the Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration for a $35, 000 program to explore 


for tungsten at the South Randolph mine, on the southeast slope of Gold 


Mountain, Esrneralda County, Nevada, The application was dated July 19, 


1955 and it was referred for a field examination by the Operating Commit-


tee on August 8, 1.955. 


The property was examined on September 1, 1955 by B. H. Shea-


han, mining engineer, Bureau of Mines and R. G. Reeves, geologist, 


Geological Survey. They were accompanied by Mrs. Wiley and her son 


Kenneth Powell of Lida, Nev. 


A 2-stage exploration program was planned by the applicant 


which would first include access road improvement, surface trenching 


and sampling. The second stage would include 800 feet of drifting along 


a granite tactite contact to explore for scheelite bearing tungsten ore. 


The surface and underground workings were mapped and lamped with 


ultra violet light.


CONCLUSIONS. AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


There is very little scheelite mineralization exposed either along 


the surface of the tactite or in underground workings. Exposures of tactite 


on the South Randolph property are too low grade: and sporadic in occurrence
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to justify the exploration work proposed by the applicant. The field team 


recommends that the application for exploration assistance be denied, as 


there is little probability of making a significant discovery. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY AND LOCAL RESOURCES 


The propErty is within unsubdivided T. 8 S., R. 42 E., MDB&M, 


in the Gold Mountain Mining District at an. altitude Of 5, 800 feet. This 


portion of Esmeralda County is semi-arid. To reach the mine from Gold-


field, Nev., U. S. Highway 95 is followed south 33 miles; thence turn right 


and follow State Highway 72 southwesterly 9. 0 miles; thence westerlr on a. 


slightly improved dirt road by way of Death Valley Scottys airport 9. 7 miles 


to the South Randolph property (fig. 1). The road is sandy and rough, but 


the property is accessible all year. 


Water is available at a well near Scotty's airport which is 7. 2 


miles southeast of the mine. Goldfield, Nevada is the nearest source of 


labor and supplies. Electric power is not available in the vicinity. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The district has been prospected and explored for gold, silver 


and lead, but there has been no recorded production from the Randolph or 


Rob Roy claims. Mr. Harry Wiley (deceased) was formerly engaged in the 


mining business and did considerable prospecting in the area. 


PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP 


The property includes eleven patented mining claims: Randolph,

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U. S. Mineral Survey No, 4003 No. 1 to No. 9, and Rob Roy, U. S. Mm-


eral Survey No. 4103. The South Randolph . mine includes a portion of 


these claims.

Mrs. Ora Mae Wiley purchased the. property from Esmeralda 


County on September 15, 1952. She is the postmistress at Gold Point, 


Nev., where she also operates a small grocery store.

GEOLOGY 


The. mine area is underlain by interbedded limestone and shale 


of Cambrian (?) age that was intruded and metamorphosed by granite. 


The sedimentary rocks strike northwesterly and dip from 20° to 80° south-


west. Near the contact of the sedimentary rocks and the.granite, the sedi-

mentary rocks are deformed, .an4 strikes and dips vary widely. 


The sedimentary rocks are highly metamorphosed near their con-


tact with the granite.

PROPOSED EXPLORPTION 


No suitable targets exist for the proposed trenches and 800 foot 


adit. The tactite belt south of the contact between the granite and the 


sedimentary rocks is well exposed by outcrops. It does not contain enough 


scheelite to justify trenching. A 60-foot adit that expibres the tactite along 


a northwest-trending cross fault has failed to disclose any scheelite. This

A two-stage work program proposed for this scheelite 
prospect is proper, but the amount of proposed work of Stage I 
may be out of proportion to the showings. 


Only two samples are listed and one is described as 
1'picked.' No sampling widths are given. If picked samples assay 
only l.3.and 1% tungsten trioxide, the average grade of the 
tactite zone would probably be considerably less. The reason 
given for expecting better material at the slight additional 
depth of the proposed adit may be questioned. 


The outcrop of the 500-foot tactite zone may deserve 
some work since scheelite is said to be visible (by lamp.) for 
that length. 


An appraisal of the prospect by the Field Team is 
indicated and so recommended.

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Geoloical Notes On 


THE SOUTH RANDOLPH MINE 


( a scheelite prospect ) 


General 


The South Randolph Mine is covered by portionsof Mineral Surveys 4.003 
and 4.103, within Township South, Range 4.2 East, M.D.M,, in. Esmeralda 
County, Nevada. Within the Randolph 2 and 6 and Rob Roy 1 patented claims, 
there thay be observed good examples of the results of the type of metanior 
phism generally associated with contact scheelite deposits. 


Here, a segment of escarpment slope related to domal uplift exposes the 
eastern end of the Gold Mountain granitic batholith, with its pendants of 
altered Cambrian sediinentaries and its crowning remnants of Tertiary lavas. 
Just westward from the contacts, towers an igneous complex outcrop, with. 
its late magma phases expressed by aplites, pegmatites, silexites. arxd 
segregations of quartz and feldspar. 


The sedimentaries, intermixed with dark dikes and somewhat obscured by 
mantle creep from the igneous-outcrop heights, are prominent as the steep 
ea st slope neighbor of the escarpment. Futher eastward, erosion has 
carved a foothill topography from uptilted lavas, while lower slopes are 
fiIled with merging fans, whose mixed material has migrated by washes into 
the basin southwest of Bonnie Clair. 


The South Randolh Seotum or. Seotums. 


Northward fromthe South Randolph, along the flanks of the steep east 
end of the range, several exposures of the Cambrian sedimentaries may be 
noted, in which hornfel types seem to predominate; and, the requisite for 
development of scheelite-bearing tactite is absent. 


Thus, the most promising economic area may be confined within the limits 
of. the pcvtions of the claims herein called the South Randolph Mine. 


An igneous mantle slide from the towering escarpment, covers the area of 
exposed surface contact, between. Stations T and T9., as shown on. the maps 
here attached, and therefore either a single pendant septum or two septums 
separated by an igneous upsurge, pose questions that may be fully resolved 
only after sub-surface exploration has been accomplished. 


In either event, the highly altered limestone member close to the igneous--
complex shows scheelite to be present, and Indicates that ore bodies of 
that mineral may be found in lower contact zones that were in better or 
primary positions to filter-out tungsten from the emanating solutions that 
were born in the late stages of the Gold Mountain magma. 


The South Randolph septum C or septunis ) show all degrees of limestone 
metamorphism. Unaltered limestone, areas of initial-stage metamorphism, and 
definate high-garnet tactite are all present. The former mudstones are 
likewise in varied altered conditions toward hornfels, and as such, are 
sometimes difficult to distinguish from sheared intrusive dikes or sills 
in the modifications of the surface exposures. 


However, the significant economic features are the obviously correct 
'combinations of the late magma phases in close contact with the properly 
placed lenses of the responsive Cambrian limestone,

Generally, in the Gold Mountain district, the hardest and most erosion 
resistant parts of the tactite are prominent in the outcrops, while the 
faulted and softer phases, often carrying more scheelite, are inclined 
to be planed off by the mantle movement and masked from search. 


Due to this persistent downcreep of the ganitic mantle, and its effects, 
it would seem most proper to assume that even meager scheelite indications 
at the present surface, may not be the true measure of the prospect, and 
it follows that initial exploration should be concerned with uncovering 
fresh faces of the tactite along the length of the contact. 


Slight scheelite indications on the surface are also found about 500 
feet northeasterly from the above described outcrops. A tunnel run at 
shallow depth beneath, shows a definate increase of scheelite content. 
Other properties in the Gold Mountain area, such as the Copper King and 


the Bobby, also suggest the distinct possibility of improved values at 
depths more closely approaching the lower edges of the setums. 


Conclusions 


1. At the South Randolph, as in many well known scheelite bearing areas, 


the emanations from underlying late magmatic segregations have been 


responsible for scheelite deposition in altered limestone. 


2. It is obvious that surface showings of scheelite on this property are 


those indications consistant with deposition in higher horizons of the 


contacts, and not the most favorable locations for ore discovery. 


3. Exploration and determination of the economic possibilities at the 


more favorable depths and positions should therefore be fully employed.
