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INTRODUCTION

Mr. Garvice C. Rollins, P. O. Box 527, Lovelock,
Nevada, applied for Governmental as;istance in a $11,000. 60
drifting and crosscutting program under the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration, docket number DMEA-3936, to ex-
plore for mercury ore at the Vulture claims, also known as the
Goodig?t prospect, Pershing County, Nevada.

A field examination was requested by the Operating

ber 13, 1955, accompanied by the applicant.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS v

The cinnabar mineralization occurs sporadically in
small lenses and veinlets along indeﬁnité, irregular fault planes
throughout a highly deformed limestone.

The applicant proposed an exploration program along
these fault planes to follow various leads in the belief that the
mineralization would lead to a large ore body.

Iﬁ view of the geological improbability of discovering
any other than occasional discontinuous ore bodies with small

value, it is recommended that the loan application be denied.





LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, LOCAL RESOURCES

The Vulture claim (Goodspot prospect) is in sec. 30,

T. 27 N., R. 34 E., MDB&M, in the Antelope Springs district,
about 16 miles east of Lovelock, south central Pershing County,
Nevada. The prospect is on the lower, western part of the Buf-
falo Mountain foothills, just above the valley floor and about a
mile northwest of the Juniper Quicksilver mine.

It is reached by traveling northeasterly from Lovelock
along U.S. Highway 40 for 5.8 miles; thence southeast through
the iron ore loading ramps and follow graveled county road 11.0
miles. Turn left at the first road, 0.5 mile past the windmill,
then 0.9 mile southeast up the ridge to the mine. Except for in-
frequent periods when winter storms temporarily block the roads,
the property is accessible at all f,imes of the year.

Mining personnel can generally be obtained at Lovelock,
or surrounding area. Housing for personnel, supplies and mater-
ial are also obtainable at Lovelock. A ré.ilroad siding is available
at the iron loading ramps, 12 miles from the claim. Water for
mine usage is obtained at the windmill and water tank, 1.4 miles

by road from the property or in Lowelock.





HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The presence of cinnabar on the property has been known
for many years but little development work was done until 1941,
when Albert Smith restaked the abandoned claims and did some ex-
ploratory work. The claims we're leased in 1942 but no additional
work was done. Late in 1942, the Harold's Club Mining Co. ac-
quired the property and leased it to Homer Barnes and M. E. Fayhe.

A production of 20 flasks of quicksilver is reported dur-
ing the World War II period by means of treating selected ore in a
2-pipe retort. Assessment work lapsed after the war and the prop-
erty was open until 1951 whén it was restaked by W. f‘isk of Love-
lock. G. C. Rollins, the applicant, obtained control of the claim
group in October 1953 and has been working it part time since. The
applicant stated that about 10 flasks of quicksilver was recovered
in the ten months prior to September 1, 1955. During the past four
months, 3.78 flasks were produced.

PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP

The applicant has been working the mine without adequate
finances for thé past year. Sufficient capital is obtained through
other jobs and sources to work the mine for a few months at a time.
It is dbubtful if the applicant could obtain the necessary finances to

carry on the operations until Governmental payments were available,





if a loan was granted. His mining experience is inadequate and
consists of about one year working the subject claims.

The prpperty consists of seven lode claims held by
location by the applicant and recorded in the Pershing County
courthouse at Lovelock, Nevada. They are the Vulture, Vulture
No. 2, Vulture No. 3, Vulture No. 4, Vulture No. 5, Vulture
No. 6 and Vulture No. 7. The workings are situated near the cen-
ter of the Vulture No. 1 claim.

DEVELOPMENT

Development consists -of a few shallow pits, erratical-
ly spaced bulldozer cuts, and the main workings which include a
20 foot, 25 degree inclined shaft with three drifts branching from
the bottom. A winding northwest drift which is approximately 80
feet long was driven on a -10° incline for about 40 feet then steep-
ened to about -20° for the remainder of the length. A short drift
was driven to the east from near the bottom, following a fault and
cinnabar lead. The others are short and incons;equentia.l.

GEOLOGY

The mine in an area of low relief is underlain by





limestone of Upper Triassic agel/. The limestone has been folded
and faulted, and extensively recrystallized. A northwest—treﬁding
fault zone cuts the limestone at the mine.

ORE DEPOSITS"

Cinnabar crystals occur in small lenses and veinlets in
the northwest-trending fault zone; within this zone the limestone is
highly deformeéd and cut by numerous small faults with strikgs and
dips of all directions. The lenses and veinlets of cinnabar that had
been mined were likewise of very diverse attitudes, according to
the applicant. At the time of the examination, only two small spots
of ore, each less than a square_foot in area, were in sight in the
mine. Sarﬁpling would have given no pertinent information.

ORE RESERVES

An estimated 30 to 50 tons of ore and waste were mined
and upgraded by hand sorting to about 2100 pounds of high-grade
ore which yielded ZSipomds of mercury. As only a small part
of the mineralized zone has been exploited, 20 tons of high grade
sorted ore containing 300 pounds of mercury per ton may be in-

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant proposed to further explore the property
by 300 feet of drifting and crosscutting and about 50 feet of shaft
sinking along the two fault structures. These structures are at
right angles to eacﬁ other and separated by about 60 feet. The
applicant believes that one of these would turn to parallel the other
and the tv;/o would lead to a common point Where a body of ore would be
found. There is no geélogical reason for this belief and thej:'e is no
suitable target for an exploration program. For this reason, it is
