The cited application, dated August 8, 1955, was forwarded 
by the Executive Officer, Region II, and was received by this office 
on August 15. The Field Team examined the property and their report 
was received on November 16. 


The Applicant propoâed to (1) explore the surface showings 
by bulldozing, diamond and churn drilling, and shallow inclines and 
drifts, (2) underground drifting and crosscutting, (3) explore the 
deposit at depth with a 600 inclined shaft and drifting on 3 levels. 
The Applicant estimates that the work will require two years to complete 
and that it will cost 33l,l2900. 


The provisions development of the property consisted of a 
500 foot adit, a 3L0 incline shaft and several shallow surface trenches. 


The Field states: "There is no geologic evidence to indicate 
the existence of the copper-sulfide ore bodies that are the target of 
the proposed exploration. All previous exploration, both along the strike 
and down the dip of the structure, has indicated that the copper occurence 
at the Pine Tree claims consists of small erratically distributed con-
centrations of secondary copper minerals that were probably derived from 
primary copper sulfide minerals sparsely disseminated in the thrust zone. 
The existing 300 foot inclined shaft, 600 foot adit, and numerous prospect 
pits are considered adequate tests of the deposit and are believed to have 
exposed mineralized material which is representative of the average 
character and grade of the deposit." 


We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team and the 
Commodity members of the USGS and the USBM that this application be 
denied.

The Field Team examination of the property indicates 
that the mineralization consists of secondary copper minerals in 
irregular pods and lenses of erratic distribution. The probable 
tonnageand grade are low, and there is little evidence of a large 
copper-sulfide deposit. In a&iition the propoèd. program is far 
too extensive for thIs property. 


I concur with the recommendations of the Field Team 
that the application for Government assistance to explore the 
property be denied.

Subject: Review of Field Team report. 


The applicant requested assistance in doing surface 
exploratory work on what was taken to be the surface expression . of 
a sulfide deposit, and, if warranted, underground work. Extensive 
sanrplin by the applicant had indicated a long zone showing spotty 
'oxide' copper mineralization. The average rerted copper content 
of the saniples is low but some good.grade samples were recorded. 


Twelve samples taken by the examining engineer averaged 
0.91% copper for an average width sampled of -i.2 feet. The low 
was 0.08%.f or 3 and 5 feet, and the high 3.77% for 3 feet. The 
maximum thickness sairçpled was 7.0' for 0.78% copper. The sampling 
checked reasonably well with that of the applicant's geologist, 
but the examiners' over-all appraisal does not agree with that of 
the consulting geologist inasmuch as examiners concluded, "there 
is no geologic evidence to indicate the existence of the copper-
sulfide ore bodies that are the target of the proposed 
exploration . . . . The existing 300oot inclined shgt, 600-foot 
adit, and numerous prospect ts are considered adequate tes of 
the deposit and are believed to have exposed mineralized material• 
which is representative of the average character and grade of the 
deposit."


I concur with the recommendations of the examiners and 
the Field Team that the application be denied.

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Dan O'Laurie, P. 0. Box 402, Noab, Utah, applied for 


Government assistance in a 33l,l29 program under the Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration, docket DNEA-3948, to explore 


for copper at the Pine Tree claims, Mineral County, Nevada. The 


applicant wishes to explore the property to determine if a reserve 


of 500,00() tons of 3 percent copper-sulfide ore can be found to 


justify the building of a mill to handle at least 200 tons of ore 


per day. 


•	 A field examination was requested by the Operating 


Committee, and was made by B. H. Sheahan of the U. S. Bureau of 


Mines, H. K. Stager and D. C. Ross of the U. S. Geological Survey, 


accompanied by Mr. Dan O'Laurie, the applicant, Mr. E. .5. McIntyre 


of the Centennial Development Company, consultants for the 


applicant, Mr. Fred Porteous, superintendent in charge of the 


development work at the property, and Mr. Irvin. C. Scott, Jr., 


holder of the lease on the property. 


Inasmuch as the geology of the surface and underground 


workings had been mapped by the consultants for the applicant 


no attempt by the field examiners was made to remap the property. 
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The applicant's maps were carefully studied and were compared with 


geologic exposures on the property. As the consultants for the 


applicant have taken about 40 samples of the best mineralized 


exposures, the examiners took only 13 check samples. 


CONCLUSIONS AND CO€NDATIONS 


The Pine Tree claims cover a large area of spotty 


exposures of low grade secondary copper minerals. The results 


of the examination and past exploration indicate that these traces 


of copper are no , the surface expression of a large coppor—sulfide 


ore deposit. 


The applicant proposed to (1) explore the surface showings 


by bulldozing, drilling, and shallow inclines and drifts, (2) under-


ground drifting and crosscutsand (3) explore the deposit at depth 


with a 600 foot inclined shaft and drifting on 3 levels, The 


program would require two years to complete and the Government's 


share of the estimated total cost of 4331,l29. would be l65,565. 


The proposed program is so far out of proportion to the 


meager traces of copper exposed oii the property and so patently 


igno the lack of proper geologic setting and the negative evidence 


already available from past exploration that the entire proposal 


is unsound


It is recommended that Government assistance under 


the DMEA program be denied. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL RESOURCES 


The Pine Tree claims are rin the Pilot Mountains at an 


altitude of from 7,500 feet to 8,000 feet in an unsurveyed southern 


portion of Section 7,T. 6 N., R. 36 E., M.D.B.&M., Mineral County,
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Nevada. To reach the property from Mina, Nevada, which is the 


nearest town, travel north 0.7 miles on paved U. S. Highway 395 


turn right on a dirt road leading toward the Cloverdale Ranch 


and o northeasterly 2.2 miles, turn right at forks of road and 


go southeasterly 3.6 miles up Dunlap Canyon, turn right and follow 


a winding steep narrow dirt road upa canyon for 3.6 miles to the 


south side of the claims. The total distance by road from Mina is 


10.1 miles. The road is accessible during dry weather, but is 


usually closed by snow during winter months at elevations above 


5,000 feet. Above 6,000 feet there is a sparce growth of pion 


pine.


There is no developed water on the claims, one mile 


northeast small springs have been improved, and along the road 


2.4 miles below the Pine Tree claims there is'an undeveloped 


spring in the canyon which flows approximately 10 gallons of 


water per minute. 


Mina, Nevada is the nearest railhead, post office and 


source of supplies. The wage scale for miners in this locality 


is l6.0O per day. Housing facilities are available at I'Iina. 


The freight rate to Garfield, Utah would be about 9.00 per ton. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The initial discovery was made some time prior to 1905, 


or about the time of the construction of the railroad into 


Tonapah. In 1917, the Bell Copper Company, with M. H. Bettles 


as agent, explored the property and a 111 ton shipment was made 


during l9l which contained 45 ounces silver and .14,920 pounds 


of copper. The claims were relocated by Mr. L. E. Cornelius and 
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Charles F. Nobel of Nina in 1951 and were ;leased to the Argyle 


Mining Company of Las Vegas, Nevada, but no exploration work was 


done.


Mr. I, C Scott, Jr. and wife acquired a lease and option 


on June 4, 1955 and this lease was assigned to Mr. Dan O ? Laurie on 


July 7, 1955. An examination was made by an engineer of the Bureau

of Mines: in April1955. Many previous examinations are believed to 


have been made by companies engaged in copper mining.

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The applicant did not include a copy of his lease 


agreement on the Pine Tree Extension claims Nos. 1 to 4. inclusive, 


but he stated that he could obtain a written agreement. 


DEVELOPMENT 


Development consists of a 500 foot adit, a 34.0 foot 


incline shaft and several shallow surface trenches, the location 


of which are indicated on the attached Geological Map (Fig. 2). 


At the present time the applicant has employed 


Mr. Fred Porteous, a mining engineer, contractor and business 


man, residing at Mine, to conduct surface trenching operations. 


A three-man crew is working on the Pine Tree No. 1 claim. Equip-


ment owned by the contractor and being used includes the folloLng: 


1 HD-5 Dozer, 1 Air Compressor, 105 c.f.m.; 2 Jackhanimers, 1 pick-


up truck, miscellaneous small tools, hose, and pipe. 


All underground workings were open and dry even though 


timber had not been used for ground support. The altitude of the 


present water table at the property is unknown. It is probably 


about the altitude of the lower tunnel. 


GENERAL GE0LOGY 


The Pine Tree claims are in an area that has been 


studied and mapped by Ferguson, Muller, and Cathcart. of the 


U. S. Geological Survey. 


J Ferguson, Henry G. and Muller, Siemon W., 1949, Structural 
Geology of the Hawthorne and Tonopah Quadrangles, Nevada, U. S. 


Geological Survey Professional Paper 216. 
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J Ferguson, H. G., Muller, S. W., and Cathcart, S. H., 1954, 
Geology of the Mina Quadrangle, Nevada, U. S. Geological Survey, 


Map GQ 45.


The oldest rocks in the claim area are slate and 


conglomerate of the Upper Triassic Luning formation that have 


been thrust over conglomerate of the Lower Jurassic Dunlap 


formation. The copper deposits are in the thrust zone between 


the two formations. 


The rocks of the Luning formation exposed in the claim 


area are part of a silicious slate and conglomerate unit near the 


middle of the formation. This unit is about 00 feet thick in 


the claim area and is 3,000 feet thick in the type locality 


which is several miles to the west. The undetlying limestone 


and overlying dolomite and limestone units of the Luning formation 


are imissing in the claim area. 


The coarse conglomerate of the upper part of the Dunlap 


formation in the claim area is composed of cobbles derived from 


the limestones, dolomites, slates, and conglomerates of the Liming 


formation0 The thickness of the Dunlap formation in the claim 


area is not known although it is probably in excess of 5,000 feet. 


Except for a small dike of rhyolite porphyry that crops 


out along the thrust plane there are no igneous rocks exposed in 


the area. The absence of intrusive rocks for a radius of several 


miles around the claim area is not a favorable indication for a large 


copper deposit. 


The major structural feature in the area is the Cinnabar 


Canyon thrust fault that has thrust the rocks of the Liming formation 
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over those of the younger Dunlap formation. The thrust plane 


trends easterly and .dips 20° - 35° N. The displacement has not 


been determined but probably is several miles. The thrust zone 


is from 50 to 300 feet wide on the Pine Tree claims and consists 


of brecciated material derived from both the Dunlap formation 


and the overriding rocks of the Liming formation, It is within 


this brecciated material that the copper deposits occur. 


ORE DEP0SITS 


The copper bodies at the Pine Tree claims are small 


irregular pods and lenses of secondary copper minerals erratically 


distributedin the breccia of the Cinnabar Canyon thrust fault. 


Malachite, azurite, chrysocolla, tenorite, and 


chalcanthite are the copper minerals and occur as thin veinlets 


and coatings in fractures and lining small cavities in the fault 


breccia. Gangue minerals are limonite and goethite at the surface 


and pyrite about 50 feet below the surface. The copper content 


of the mineralized material ranges from a trace to about 4 percent 


and averages about 1 percent. A sample (S-391) containing 


abundant pyrite was taken in the inclined shaft near the east end 


of the property. This sample assayed O.O percent copper and is 


probably representative of the grade of the primary copper-bearing 


material in the deposit. 


The pods and lenses of copper ore range in size from 


small concentrations of copper minerals a few inches across and 


containing a few pounds of ore to irregular masses about 10 


feet thick, 2Ojeet wide, and 100 feet long containing about 
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1,000 tons of material with an average grade of about 1 percent 


copper0 All of the ore bodies are confined to an area about 200 


feet wide and 2,000 feet long, in the thrust zone0

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ORE RESERVES 


There are no measured, indicated, or inferred reserves 


of copper-sulfide ore on the Pine Tree claims. 


By careful mining and sorting of the small copper oxide 


and carbonate bodies exposed on the Pine Tree No. 1 and No0 2 


claims a small tonnage, perhaps as much as 5,OQ tons, might be 


recovered that would average about 2 percent copper0 The grade 


of this ore is too low, however, to stand the expense of tranporta---


tion to a smelter and the carbonatcontent of the gangue is probably 


too high to permit economical treatment by leaching0 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicants have proposed an exploration program in 


3 stages0 Stage I consists of bulldozing 10 trenches 50 feet long, 


.10 feet wide and 5 feet deep, followed by 2,250 feet of rotary and 


diamond drilling, and 700 feet of shallow inclines with drifts 


and crosscuts0 Stage II consists of driving an 1,800 foot adit 


with 500 feet of crosecuts and 1,000 feet of test holes. Stage 


III consists of a 600 foot inclined shaft and 700 feet of drifting0 


This work would. be confined to the Pine Tree Nb. 1, 2, 4, and 


Pine Tree Extension No0 1 and No0 2 claims to explore for copper-


sulfide ore bodies in the Cinnabar Canyon thrust zone0 They 


estimate the cost of the work would be 33l,129 and would require 


two years to complete0

The proposed exploration of this property will consist of 
three stages with each stage dependent upon the results of the previous 
stageTIn the first stage, surface exploration of the central part of 
the property will be made. If the results are satisfactory the area 
will be explored at depth by drilling and by underground. work. 


The mineralized zone varies from 5Oto 300 feet in width 
and extends the length of the property. Copp content ranges fran 
a trace to # .5 percent. Partial exploration has een done j surface 
pits ad trenches, by a 500 foot tunnel, and by an incline shaft 200 
feet deep.

The location of the 8 unpatented claims which constitute 
the Pine Tree Group, as given in the application is not definite 
enough to. permit plotting on Plate 7 of Professional Paper 216--
Structural Geology of the Hawthorne and Tonopah Quadrangles. 
However, an abrupturve in the Cinnabar. Canyon thrust fault 
corresponds to that - shown on the map of the Pine Tree property 
which accompanies the application. Section B-B' of Plate 7 probably 
crosses Pine Tree No. 2 claim. Neither the Paper nor the 
descriptive matter on GQ 45, Geology of the Mina Quadrangle, mekes 
mention of copper mineralization in the Pine Tree area. 


The sampling on Pine Tree No. 1 and No • 2 claims where 
surface work is proposed. appears to warrant the work outlined 
under Phase #1 and perhaps #2, and Phase #3 of the First Stage of 
the program.. Perhaps the whole program can be justified. 


What might be called overhead in the estimates should be 
checked.


A referral to the Field Team is recommended..
