I have reviewed the attached application of Messrs. Ivan S. 
Coley, Melvin G. Todd, and Harold Forest, D Docket 3958; and I have 
discussed the data with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representative 
of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


The applicants have applied for D}EA assistance in the 
form of money and supervision on an undetermined nmiber of claims 
in the '!Rocky desert foot hills". We assume the location to be in 
Idaho, although no evidence is supplied by the applicants to 
justify this assumption. 


The assays of samples taken on the subject property, as 
given by the applicants, were .016 percent U308 and lower which 
certainly would not be indicative of a promising area. 


The applicants have stated that they do not have an explora-
tion program; that they do not know estimated costs; that they do not 
have any funds or supervision; and that they do not have the necessary 
equipnent, yet they do know it will require two years to complete the 
program.


Based on the submitted information, I recommend a denial 
of the application in that it would be a prospecting or grubstake deal, 
rather than an exploration program.
