This review supersedes a review (not distributed) written 
before sketch maps and letter were received. 


The applicant requests aid in exploring an area on which 
counts 2 to 3 times background are said to have been obtained. 


The area seems to adjoin the Prince Group, probably the 
subject of application DNEA 34, which application was denied. 
From the map furnished there is a resemblance, real or imagined, 
between the two occurrences, as both are 'pictured* as pipelike. 


In the case of . 37511., the examiners concluded there 
might be 33 tons of 0.06% U08 material. As yet, applicant 
Montgomery (11.190) has reported no sampling or assaying. Until 
some such information is furnished, little or no—consideration 
should be accorded the application. Perhaps a denial without 
prejudice is in order.
