Your claim in the amount of $10,030.40 under the subject Co-Use Agreement

has been referred to this office by our Las Vegas Branch.

We have reviewed

the claim and the Co-Use Agreement very carefully and our findings are as
follows:

1.

Items 1 and 2 - Rental of Equipment

Paragraph IX of the Co-Use Agreement specifies the items of cost
which are compensable under the Agreement and includes, with
respect to equirment, the following:

"Accruing rental, if any, on mill and reduction equipment and
camp housing at the Groom Mine."

It is our understanding that the equipment listed under Items 1 and

2 of your claim were not located at the Groom Mine during the period
involved. Also it is not indicated that the equipment is "mill and
reduction equipment.” Accordingly, the rental thereon cannot be
reimbursed under the terms of the Co-Use Agreement. If this under-
standing is not correct, and the equipment was at the Groom Mine, and
was "mill and reduction equipment” it will be necessary for you to
provide us with the reasonable proof of actual expenditure as provided
in Article IT F. of the Co-Use Agreement. Also, the necessity for
continued rental throughout this period should be explained.

Item 3 - Wages to Theodore Tammey as Manager of mining operations on
Tract M-40; and Ttem 4 - Wages to Mrs. Mullins, Cook
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Mr. T. R. Tamney s -2 - APR 16 1958

Paragraph II-F of the Co-Use Agreement provides that compensation shall
not include any profits to cover any loss of profits. In view of the
fact that you entered into this agreement as an individual, we feel that
your salary cannot be reimbursed, as your wages would constitute s profit
to you as the owner.

It was the intent of the Agreement to reimburse the Owner for cost
reasonably incurred due to shutdown of the mining operations as a direct
result of AEC activities, subject to the limitations of Article IX. As
you will recall the provision to allow payroll costs was intended to
cover wages and related expenses of workers who were retained in a stand-
"by status, to permit resumption of operations irmediately following the
reriod of shutdown. It is understood that you have not, as yet, resumed
operation of the mine. Accordingly, the reasonableness of allowing wages
and related payroll costs for Mrs. Mullins (Ttem 4 of the Claim) is
questionable. Before allowing her wages, it will be necessary for you to
provide us reasoneble proof of actual expenditures and substantiation
that the continuance of Mrs. Mullins' wages, during the shutdown period,
was & reasonable action in view of the length of time involved and the
fact that she did not resume her former duties at the mine.

3. Item 5 - Workmen's Compensation.

We will need some further explanation of how this amount is calculated.

4. Ttem 6 - Inspection Trip

Again, Article IX itemizes the types of costs allowable and states that
they shall be limited to only those items listed and to no others. You
will note that cost of inspection is not included in this listing.
Accordingly, we are unable to compensate you for such an inspection
trip.

We are taking no further action on your claim pending receipt of further
word from you. I regret that we are unable to take more favorable action
on your claim for $10,030.40; however, you will appreciate that we must
abide by the terms of the Co-Use Agreement.

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the -
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. .

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment.

GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting:

The following sections on geology and ore deposits are taken
largely from published',‘ and private reports listed in the introduction,
modified and supplemented by R. G, Reeves in the DMEA Application
Report dated August 15, 1956,

Jork was not resumed after October 30 and the Operator on
November 18, 1957, requested that the recess be continued and the time
for completion of the contrsct be extended by = period of five years,
citing as reason the renewal of the AEC co-use egreement for a like
period of time, with the strong probablllty that there would be in
the future many delays in the compeny's mining operations,

This Division, concurring with the recommendation of the
Field Team of November 21, 1957, recommends that the contract be
terminated.

While the project cannot at this time be certified, because
work done to date is completely inconclusive, on account of the money
svent on the project & royaslty agreement clause should be incorporated
in the termination agreement to protect the Government's interest in
case the Operator at some time in the future finds it possible to
resume work,end mines or extracts ore through workings rehabilitaed
or driven under the DMEA contract.

The field examiners report that geologic conditions on
the property are favorable and that further exploration would have
a good chance of discovering new tungsten ore reserves in addition
to known reserves existing on the property. An extensive project
consisting of drifting, crosscutting, winzing, raising, and diamond
drilling is recommended for DMEA approval. Estimated total cost of
the project is $76,400. ‘

While the proposed project would undoubtedly do an
excellent job of developing the Climax mine, it seems _Questionable

' _that all the driving of the underground openings is necessary to

establish discovery. The facts that the ground is amenable and
that core drilling is practicable are established by the field
team's recommendation for diamond drilling in proposed Stage II}
of the project. ' ‘

If the field team's recommended project is adopted there
seems little point in dividing the work into stages because not

. enough of the element of contingency seems to be present between

proposed Stages I and II.

I belleve consideration should be given to a proposed
project consisting for the most part, if not entirely, of core -
drilling. Drill holes could be collared either on surface or in L AN
existing underground openings. Holes from surface need be no longer
than 200 feet, and the holes could be pointed so as to crosscut the
geologic structure. A core drilling project would establish the

ore potentialities of the property at a fraction of the cost of

the underground work. :

' The examiners' estimated cost of $9.60 a foot for diamond
drilling seems high. The $9.60 figure is composed of $5.00 per
foot for drilling (which seems reasonable) and an unexplained $4.60
for "extra costs.” - .
