The applicant, a partnership, requested assistance in exploring 
a newly discovered cinnabar-bearing barite vein, a 2-foot sample of which, 
the application said assayed 1.88% mercury. 


The exf4ininers found little work bad been done, but a barite 
vein ].3 feet wide and traceable for 20Q feet is partially expose4. 
Where opened in a trench the vein is 12 inches wide and a spot 12"x12' 
Is mineralized. A selected sample of the material assayed 8 • I. poxds. 
per ton of mercury.l Other samples showed 19.4 pounds (float) and 13.8 
pounds per ton, the latter from the vein where 6 inches wide 10 feet 
from the trench. 


The exmntners estimate the inferred reserves at 40 tons per 
vertical foot of 8 pound rock. 


The exnn1ners consider the vein does not warrant DMEA parti-
cipation because of the short length, small width, and. low-grade of the 
vein, and with the Field Team recommend. d nial of the application.
