- limestone, one siliceous slate bed, and thin lenses of silimeous
conglomerate. The general strike of the beds is northerly and
dips observed range from 20 to LO degrees east.

Mercury mineralization found in place is confined to three
distinct zones on the property and will be described as Zones
No. 1, 2, and 3.(see figures 1 and 2) :

Zone 1 is a mineralized fault on the Joe No. 1 claim which has
been developed at one point by a 45 foot open cut. The open

Zone 2 is a mineralized fault zone in limestone exposed on Joe
claims Nos. 5 and 6.

The producing
part of the Goldbanks district is about 8 miles to the northwest
and the Mt. Tobin district is about 10 miles to the east.

If the first phase successfully uncovers & ressonable show of
cinnabar mineralization and approval is given, the following
development work is re@ommended.
