Gentlemen: -

At the request of your Mr. John Bright, I made a-recent
visit to the Lucy Gray Mine for the purpose of making a thorough ex-
amination of the Mill and Mine as well as to conduct a series of
laboratory and mill tests and herewith present facts, figures and
results obtained therefrom.

THE MILL:

The mill installed, a Lane Slow Speed Chilian, was started
and the crushing capacity estimated at rate of twenty tons per mill
day of twenty-four hours. Of the reduced product fully 85% passed a
100-mesh screen. The values were found to exist in a state wholly
unadapted for amalgamation, as the resultant assays showed an extrac-
tion of 9%, and that portion caught and retained altogether in the
mill, none perceptible coming onto the plates. From the plates the
pulp flowed by gravity onto a "New Standard Concentrator" of the
reciprocating, bump, type. As the ore carried little or no sulphides
the values were presumably contained in the hematite, limonite, and
cerrusite or lead carbonate. Of the foregoing a concentrate was made
ranging in value from $80.00 to $180.00 according to the amount of
gangue or silica allowed to enter into the table product. It 'is an
established fact that it is absolutely impossible to concentrate with
any degree of efficiency carbonate ores and the use of the concen-
trator in question with the most careful adjustment only showed a
saving of $0.20 per ton of ore treated. These tests went to show that
the present equipment was inadequate and that it would be necessary to
resort to other means or processes, both mechanical and chemical, to
perfect the extraction of values, and with this in view a series of
cyanide tests were made. :

CYANIDE TESTS:

A portion of the mill pulp or tailings was taken and agitated
in a cyanide solution for a period of six hours, at the end of which
time the solution was decanted and tested for strength, and a loss
'in cyanide to the amount of two pounds per ton was shown, the pulp
residue was assayed and yielded a trace in gold or an extraction of
over 90%. A similar sample was run for twelve hours and showed a
great increase in cyanide consumption after six hours treatment, all
of which went to show conclusively that an almost complete extraction
could be accomplished in six hours by agitation. A test was then made
by taking a sample from the dumps, crushing in the laboratory by hand,
and passing through a 60-mesh screen; a sample taken from this was
agitated in cyanide solution for six hours and resulted in an
extraction of 82.2% of the gold values at a loss of three pounds of
cyanide solution per ton. This goes to show that the pulp was
insufficiently ground as 85% of the Lane Mill product on which the best
extraction was made would pass a 100-mesh screen. Other tests went to
prove the ore to be of an acid nature and that by rendering the pulp
slightly alkaline a high extraction could be obtained at a much






smaller consumption of cyanide by neutralizing the soluble sulphides
and sulphates and sulphides present due to the partially oxydized
sulphides in ore; hence from the foregoing it is beyond a doubt a
purely crushing and cyanide proposition and evident that the mill you
have installed is one of the best procurable for the preparation of
the ore for such subsequent treatment as cyaniding.

ORE;

By measurement of the ore dumps at the various openings of the
mine an estimate of 920 tons was arrived at, and conservative sampling
and assaying showed an average of $7.60. Being mined and in such
shape as to be readily dumped into the mill bin, a net profit of $4.60
per ton can be made in forty-six days on what is safely your lowest

- grade nraterial, owing to being mixed with an excessive quantity of
‘waste and barren material which by careful mining can be eliminated

and keep the grade of milling ore up to from $10.00 to $24.00 per ton.
ORE IN MINE:

In the upper tunnels chutes of ore in place were sampled
showing widths up to four feet that sampled up to $21.00. Similar
bodies were encountered on the 100 foot level of the main shaft. On
the 200 foot level averages taken from ore chute across four foot
widths showed an average of $35.00 in gold and silver values.

In a number of places throughout the property "vuggs" or
pockets of very high grade ore are noticeable in small guantities
running in value to over $2000.00 per ton and from which a miner could
extract up to a sack (90 pounds) per day. These, however, are not reg-
ular but still when encountered should be saved separate and with
care for shipment to smelter.

SUMMARY :

From the foregoing it is evident that the experiments and
tests made have outlined the proper method of treatment, viz: cyanide,
and investigation of mine shows sufficient ore to run a twenty-ton
plant at a profit for a long time to come and at the same time
continued development of mine will doubtless uncover other large
and good valued bodies of ore.

Hence I would recommend the immediate installation ®Tf a
cyanide plant equipped for agitation and of twenty tons capacity and
further would recommend the Hendryx equipments as being the most
feasible for small tonnage unit.
