Production from these claims will be subject to royalty
payments to the Government under the terms of the previous
contract Idm-E521, docket DMEA-2925,

The property was purchased for cash -by Robert N, Avery
and Alfred W, Stickney and the final payment was made before
November 27, 1957,

DEVELOPMENT

Development consists of 835 feet of crosscut adits,

810 feet of drifts on four levels that are connected in part by

stopes and 986 feet of down diamond drill holes from No, 11

adit level, An ore bin, bunkhouse, changé room, workshop,

water line, and mining equipment are available and in good

condition, The wbrkings are open and accessible,
GEOLOGIC SETTING

The mine area is underlain by metasedimentary rocks of
Paleoioic age which consisted originally of interbedded carbonate
and fine-grained claétic rocks, The carbonate rocks have been
intruded by granite and have been altered to marble and coarsely
crystalline dolomite, Near the contact with the granite they have
been silicated to form calc-silicate hornfels containing quartz,
large clinozoisite crystals, epidote, garnet, and other silicate

minerals, The fine-grained clastic rocks are mostly altered to





schists and, near the igneous contact, to hornfels, The
metasedimentary rocks and the granite-limestone contact
dip from 45° to 80° W, and strike generally north,

Tactite lenses have been formed mainly in the metasedimentary
rocks as much as 25 feet fro?n the contact with the granite, Tactite
lenses have also been formed in the granite as much as 25 feet
from the contact with the metasedimentary rocks; these lenses
are probably corﬁpletely metamorphosed septa of sedimentary rock
enclosed in the granite,

The contact between the metasedimentary rocks and granite
is mainly concordant, although in some places the strata are
crosscut, Apophyses of the granite extend for several hundred feet
into the metasedimentary rock as dikes and sills,

ORE DEPOSITS

The ore deposit is of contact metamorphic type and consists
of irregular, scheelite-bearing tactite lenses which occur between
granite and overlying marbleized limestone, Accessory minerals
are pyrite, pyrrhotite, chalcopyrite, and molybdenite,

The mineralized zone is about 20 feet wide and consists of

"alternating, steeply-dipping layers of scheelite-bearing tactite

separated by layers of barren tactite, calc~silicate hornfels or

silicated limestone, The ore zone is from less than 3 feet to about
8 feet thick, and has been stoped for more than 200 feet above adit
11 (fig, 3). Diamond drilling in 1954 under contract Idm~E521,
docket DMEA=-2925, disclosed scheelite-bearing tactite for 170 feet
down dip below adit 11, |

The drift north from adit 11 (fig., 2) cut an ore layer 30 feet
long and 4 to 5 feet wide, This layer has been stoped for 85 feet
upward, or to within 35 feet of adit 1 level where it is about
1-1/2 feet thick, North of this ore shoot, tixe drift is in barren
rock along the lime stone -granite contact, and the present face of
the drift contains a nearly barren layer of tactite 6 inches thick,

EXPLORATION

The applicant proposes to (1) extend the north drift on
the adit 11 level an additional 220 feet along the limestone~-granite
contact, or to within 150 feet of the north property line, and
- (2) to drill long-holes not to exceed 25 feet in length at 50 foot
intervals into the hanging wall metasedimentary rock for a total
length of 150 feet,

In a conference with t'he‘a.pplica.nt the program was expanded
to permit 370 feet of drifting along the limestone-granite contact,
and 225 feet of long-hole drilling, This program will extend the
exploration drift to the north property line, The applicant's
property is bounded on the north by the Thrasher property on which
the Government 1s expected to have a lien (docket DMEA -4240,
contract Idm=-E979). The modified program was approved by
the applicant,

EXPLORATION COSTS

The applicant submitted two bids for contract work, the
lower of which was $30,00 per foot for drifting and $1,00 per foot
for long=-hole drilling. The contractor will furnish all necessary
fuel oil, grease, small tools, air and water hoses, drill steel

and drilling equipment, and the owner will supply the compressor,





mucking machine, air trammer, and cars, The drifting and
long-hole drilling will be done concurrently and will take about
6 months to complete, On this basis a breakdown of costs is
estimated as follows:

The grade of ore that has been produced from the mine appears
to be low, as the applicant states that mill heads had a grade of 0.69
percent WO In view of the present position of tungsten in the metal
market, pe%haps exploration is not warranted unless it can be shown
that fair-sized, high grade deposits might be discovered. I suggest
that the application be referred to the Field Team for field evaluation.
