As opened in the
Bert Adit, the dre is fine grained with Stibnite, and lesser
amounts of silver, lead and pyrite in a blue quartz. .

It is expected that, as depth is reached below the surface ore
exposures, this ore will change to antimonial silver and lead
of lower antimony value and higher silver—lead content. Some
copper may also show up.

It is expected that these ore shoots may be mined economically
