INTRODUCTION

On May 2, 1966, the Chief, Office of Minerals Exploration (OME),
Geologic Division, requested a report of review in lieu of a final cost
audit of Contract 2205. The examination was authorized by the Chief
Auditor on May 10, 1966, under Audit Assignment No. 72. A review of
the OME contract files and an examination of the Bureau's disbursement
records in the Branch of Budget and Finance, Administrative Division at
Washington, D.C., was performed during the period May 11 to 13, 1966.

. The purposevof‘the pfoject was to explore by core drilling from pre-
pared surface drill sites for silver-bearing 6re bodies in or along‘the
Roberts Mountain Thrust Fault and in the Devonian carbona;e rocks west
of and below the Fault in ﬁhe area of Mineral Hill and.Cave Hill where
sub-surface mineralization was indicated by surface electrical (self-
potential) or geochemical (zinc) anomalies. The contract was dated
July 27, 1965, and was terminated prior to completion by termination
agreement effective March 1, 1966. The contract contemplated a maximum

of_8,000 feet of core drilling of which 2,998 feet were completed.

SCOPE OF THE AUDIT

Our examination included a review of the official accounting re-
cords and contract files, and a detailed examination of the Operator's

vouchers and supporting documents.





The principal objecgive of our examination was to ascertain whether
or not the Operator had compliéd with the provisions of the contract, and
to determine the effectiveness of contract administration and supervision
by OME as well as the degree of compliance with the laws, policy deter-
minations, and administrative regulations and procedures governing the

Geological Survey and its predecessor mineral exploration agencies,

AUDIT FINDINGS

We find that the total costs, aggregating $32,002.33, claimed by the
Operator for Government participafion are in conformity with the termsvof
the contract and are fully supporfed by copies of invoices from sub-con-
tractors or by other satisfactory evidence of their propriety. Also, we
find that the Field Officer, Region II, San Francisco, California, the
Government's representative on ihis exploration project, has accepted the
completed work as conforming to contract specifications. We further find
that the Government's 75 percent participation in accepted costs amounts
to $24,001.75 of which $23,801.75 has been paid to the Operator. The un-

paid balance of $200 is being withheld from settlement pending receipt of

the Operator's final report provided for in Article 5(c) of the contract.

AMENDMENT NO. 1

It is agreed this 30th  gay of December , 1965 ,
between the United States of America, acting through the Department
of the Interior, U.S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the

called the "Operator," that Exploration Contract 2205 (OME-6427),
dated July 27, 1965, is amended effective the date of the contract
as follows:

In Exhibit A, under the heading Description of the: Work :

1. The second paragraph is amended to read as follows:

"The drill sites shall be located on the hanging wall side of the
Roberts Mountain Thrust Fault. One hole shall be drilled from

each site; and depending upon the results of the first hole, a second
hole may be drilled before proceeding to the next site. Should
drilling so indicate, subsequent drill sites and holes may be moved
to other locations suggested by the results of the prior drllling
with Government approval."

2. The third paragraph is revised to read as follows:

"The drill holes shall be inclined so as to cut the Fault at depths
of not less than 200 or more than 1,000 feet below the surface

of the land, but no hole shall be drilled deeper than 1,000 feet
without prior approval of the Government confirmed in writing."

This amendment shall not be construed to increase the esti-
mated total cost of the contract, the aggregate amount which the Govern-
ment may be required to contribute, the amount of any item designated

The Operator will comply with these regulations
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary
of Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and-exemptions.

The purpose of this project is to explore by core drilling
from prepared surface drill sites for silver-bearing ore bodies in

Generai Pro%isions

All core drill holes shall be started not less than NX wire-
1ine size (1-23/32" dismeter) and may be reduced as hole conditions
require to.standard BX or BX wireline size, and shall be completed not
less than standard AX core size (approximately 1-1/8") or equivalent
wireline size. ) '

Facilities shall be provided for recovering drill sludge, and
such sludge shall be retained when drilling in significantly mineralized
ground.

The dfill core shall be stored in boxes identified as to hole
number with markers in the core sections indicating the depths represented.

Significantly mineralized core shall be split and one split
assayed for silver and for base metels as warranted. Whenever the core
recovery is found to be less than 60 percent, a split of the corresponding
retained sludge and a split of such core as may*been recovered shall be
assayed seperately and the assay results combined according to standard
practice to represent a single semple. The remaining core shall be
stored in proper sequence with the unsempled core, and the remaining sludge
shall be stored in suitable containers properly identified as to source and
location.

To thoroughly explore: the' Roberts. Mountain Thrust Fault in
the vicinity of Mineral Hill, a three-phase program is planned.
Phase I, geological, geochemlcal and geophysical investigations,
have been largely completed.

Introductory Statement

The area for which OME application is made comprises a segment of
the Roberts Mountain thrust fault in and southward of the Mineral Hill
Mining District, Eureka County, Nevada. R. J. Roberts, writing in
U.S.G.S, Professional Paper 400, beginning at page B-17, describes
the localization of mining districts and ore deposits of eastern Nevada
in and near erosional windows in the Roberts Mountain thrust fault.
These erosional windows are the result of post thrust doming along
nerthwesterly trendmg belts, with subsequent erosion exposing the

.lower plate Paleozoic carbonate rocks in the windows surrounded by

upper plate ‘Paleozoic volcanics, cherts, shales and shaley limestones.
Roberts states that doming is probably due to intermittent Tectonic
activity along the northwesterly trending belts since the end of thrusting

_.in the Mmsisaipg{an period. And this Tectonic activity culminated in

the implacement of igneous bodies and formation of ore e deposits in the
late Jurassic or early Tertiary time. Specifically at Mineral Hill,
Roberts feels that the district is on a less distinct Tectonic belt.

A, To the oest of our knowledge there is not now, nor has there ever
been mining (i.e. extraction of ores in commercial quantities) on the

property. Exploration work to date consists of a few test pits put down
presumably during the earlier period of mining activity on Mineral Hill

~ Evidence of this can be seen in the tilting of the younger volcanics of

Table Mountain located southwest of Mineral Hill, Removing this tilt
_ from the dip of the Roberts Mountain thrust fault results in a flatter
dip on the thrust fault,

The thrust fault zone proper appears to be composed of limestone
variably silicified and in places massive calcite at the footwall, followed
toward the hanging wall by a broken and jumbled zone of chert, limestone,
silicified limestone and iron oxide., Within this broken and jumbled zone,
shaley portions of the Vinini are bleached and argillized and occasional
pieces of leached gossanous material are found.

A final audit was not requested inasmuch as no
additional vouchers were submitted or paid after
the Cost Review.

There was no ore produced during the period of
the contract and no royalty was due the Government.

There were no discoveries of silver-bearing material.
A map and cross sections showing the exploration
work are attached to the Operator's Final Report.
Drill logs are included with the monthly vouchers
and reports. Assay data are given in the Operator's
Final Report. Core from Hole A-3 assayed 4.8 percent
zinc, no lead, and a trace of gold and silver for

the interval from 29 to 43 feet, and probably

accounted for the geochemical and geophysical
anomalies. No ore reserves were discovered or
estimated as a result of the work. Future production
is not feasible and future development and explor-

" ation are not warranted.

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SUMMARY

The mineral potential of the Mineral Hill District, Eureka
County, Nevada, was first brought to the atiention of Mountain Copper
Company of California as a result of Ralph Roberts' writings in U.S.G.S.
Professional Paper 400. This paper describes the localization of mining
districts and ore deposits of Eastern lNevada in and near‘erosional‘
windows in the Roberts Mountain thrust fault,

The first work by Mountain Copper consisted of reconnaissance
geological mapping and geochemical sampling during the summer of 1964.
'This reconnaissance was fpllowed by aetai]ed geological mapping, more
closely spaced geochemical sampling and self potential geophysical
work, which defined a fairly persistent zone of anomalously high concen-
trations of lead and zinc in the soil along the thrust fault, (Exhibit 1
of the original application for O.M.E. assistance, and the enclosed
Mineral Hill Composite Map of the ammended O. M.E. application show
these anomalous areas and also.the proposed drill holes, Exhibits 2, 3,
4 and 5, are cross sections of the proposed drill holes showing the zone
where the holes were to intersegt the fault zone.)

The first hole drilled by Mountain Copper began on
September 7, 1965, from drill site "A-1", 5'10 feet to the east of the
surface contact of the limestone on the west, and the chert (Vinini *
Formation) to the east. It was started at an inc]in_ation of -55° and

bearing due west. Acid bottle surveys showed that the hole steepencd





considerably and when 780 fect of depth had been reached and no
contactjhéd been made with the [ault zone, Hole #1 was tempor'ari]‘y
abandoned. This hole proved that the fault zone must necessarily
have a much steeper a,%titude than Qvas predicted originally. (See
revised cross section A showing Hole #1.)

To better determine the a‘l‘t.itude of the fault, Hole #2 was-
started on September 30, 1965, from 200 feet cast of the limestone -
chert contact with -55% inclination and beari‘ng due west, This hole
also steepened considerably. When the hole reached a depth of 425
feet, Mountain Copper Company's engineer on the site advised their
consulting geologist that the hole had passed the vertical projection
of the fault zone. -

‘Drilling in Hole #2 continued to test for a possible replace-
ment zone in the limestone, 1:111t none was found and the hole was
stopped and considered finished at 811 feet of depth on October 15,
1965. It was decided that the fault zone was encountered betwcen 185
feet and 205 féet in Hole #2. Hole #! was thenre-entered on October 11
and deepened with the hope of contacting the steépened fault zone, but
the fault was never reached with Hole #1. This hole was considered
- finished at 1000 feet of depth on.November 9, 1965,

The third hole of this program was designatgd B-1 and was

started on November 11, 1965. The drill site was located 350 feet





east of the contéct and directed due west at -55° inclination (refer
to sketch showing drill hole locations). Drilling on this hole started
in the Vinini Formation. This hole also stecpened considerably, At
a depth of 410 feet, the rods stuck and could not be removed, so it
was decided to reduce to BX size and drill through the stuck rods.,
At 665 feet tklle‘ transition from the Vinini to limestone proved to be
the fault interception, but drilling continued to 765 feet to test for
any tension fravctures or a replacement zone, The only ndinera.liza-
tion which showed in the core, was pyrite in the shale., Thus far,
after the completion of three holes, no minerals of economic value
had been encountered. |

Since the area around Section A showed the strongest
anomaly, it was decided to test this area more completely by drilling
from west to east, starting in the carbonates and drilling toward the
shales. The fourth hole, designated A-3, was started on January 10,
1966, frém 170 feet west of the limestone-shale contact and directed
to the east with a -77° inclination. Minor sphalerite mineralization
began showing in the core at 29 feet of depth and continued to 43 feet,
then disappeared. Core from this portion was assayed and ran 4, 8%
Zn, Nil Pb, Trace Au, Trace Ag. It was the opinion of Mountain
Copper Company's geologist that this mineralization accounted for

the geochemical and S. P, anomalies. At 769 feet of depth, hole A-3





passed from limestone to shale and drilling continued to 833 feet at
which time the hole was stopped and considered finished, This date

was February 4, 1966,

CONCLUSIONS

It is the opinion of Mountain Copper Company that no
minerals of economic importance have been proven as a result of
their drilling program at their Moco claims, Mineral Hill District‘,
Eureka County, Nevad‘a. No zone of strong brecciation at the fault
or tension fractures with mineralization or‘miner.al replacement in
the limestone portion waé found in the four holes drilled. It is
conceded that the small amount of sphaie‘riAté mineralization in Hole
A-3 accounted for the strong anomalous area at Site A, and probably
similar small spotty occurrences along the contact provided the
mineralization for the entire anomaly. Mountain Copper Company's
geologist was of the opinion that the district was a root remanent
of mineralization and there was little chance of finding ore.

All drill hole cores are stored’at a warehouse at 100
Mococo Road, Martinez, California, and are available for inspection
by represeﬁtatives of the Office of Minerals Exploration or the

U.S. Geological Survey. Copies of the drill Hole logs were submitted

to the O.M.E. in previous reports.

During this last field trip into Nevada, the subject operator's consultant-
geologist contacted me with reference to drilling a hole west of the thrust
fault with a 50° inclination to the east. He believes that possibly a roll
had taken place in this particular area making the thrust fault dip to the
west instead of in an easterly direction. I advised him to submit a report
with a map showing what he felt had happened to the thrust fault.

On September 28, 1965 Mr. E. H. Lindsey, our consulting geologist.
. visited the site of DDH #1, Moco Claims, Mineral Hili District,
Eureka County, Nevada, and recommended the drilling be stopped.

W The hole had steepened to 70 degrees and at a depth of 700 feet had not
encountered the thrust fault, proving that the fauit has a dip steeper
than 75 degrees easterly. It was decided that in order to detezrmine
the attitude of the fault ancther DD Hole #2 should be drilled closer to
the fault (shown on sketch), Mountain Copper Company requested
permisgsion from OME for the change and it was approved on September
30th and drilling of DD Hele #2 comwenced.

Asg shown on the atcompanying sketch the fault zone is steeper than
anticipated. Taoking this into consideration, DDH #2 should encounter
the fault zone at a vertical depth of about 375 to 400 feet. It is then
proposed to reenter DDH #1 and continue drilling or deflect the hole to
effectuany replace proposed DDH A2. :

The hole had steepened to 70 degrees and at a depth of 700 feet had not
encountered the thrust fault, proving that the fault has a dip steeper
than 75 degrees easterly It was decided that in order to determine
the attitude of the fault another DD Hole #2 should be drilled closer to
the fault (shown on sketch).. Mountain Copper Company requested
permission from OME for the change and it was approved on September

L 30th and drilling of DD Hole #2 commenced.

(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring,
owning, or holding possession;

(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment)
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment
or other property used in the work),

(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and

(4) Deferred payments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase. agreement, or.any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of whic¢h payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing.

(¢) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. The provision does not apply
to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions of Article
T.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Qperator.--(a) Certification.-- If the Government considers that mineral
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possibie as a result of the'exploration
work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a
sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retains his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: '

(l) irrespective of any certicifation of possible production--from the date of the contract
until the lapse of the time within which the government may issue 'such certification or until the
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest,. whichever occurs
first; or

(2) 1if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowanges, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
gold (ore, concentrate, metal or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point), except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions on the buyer's
settlement sheets isuch as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine
the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator or
producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds as that term is used herein.
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is
here used.

The term “treatment processes means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or eqpivalent but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or other
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or .
used in integrated operations, as the case may be.

(@) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Government, at its
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on the value of
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Government elects
to require computation and payment.  If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating
operations before the Government makes its election, .the Government's royalty on such production shall be
computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used
_meanSIWhat is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal
income tax determination or the market value, whichever is greater.
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(¢) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article T(b)), the Operator

hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of

minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully
paid. '

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim
for royslty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize anq direc? such purchaser to pay
the royalty directiy to .the Government.and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of_proguction, whether the
production is by the Operator or‘by”others, are not made available to ‘the Government, ?he amount of
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the
Operator or producer.

-(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligetion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production
operations. ' . : .

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be contrued as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Interests 'in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-_
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account;
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

(b) Preservation of property.--Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest, the Operator shell preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government,
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration.
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the
written consent of the Goverhment and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest.

(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has ah interest
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to
others, purchase by the Operator,or sale or transfer to the Government at a price at least as high
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $5OO or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the i
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be
considered in groups or categories {Buch as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the
original cost of the remaining unexpended portior of any such group or category is less than $ s the
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any ltem, the
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as & -coat of the
exploration. _ . '

(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work,
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no
longer needed for the work, the Operator has falled to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may:

(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the

property; .

(2). by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from' the date

such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and

such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the

Operator at the valuation .so fixed by the Government; and

3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and
dispose of it for the joint account of. the parties.

ARTICLE 9. Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: '
(1) +the Covernment shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred
other than such as may be sllowable under the provisions of the contract as necéssary and inci-

dental to final accounting and reporting; and’

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as
mey be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.
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(b) If the Covernment determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Covernment may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as re-
quired, thereupon:.

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract
as necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. : i

The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract,
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the
Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 9 shall not
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

(@) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13.

ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be
sent by certified maill addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 11. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corp-
oration for its general benefit.

ARTICLE 12. Nondiscrimination in Employment. The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in
employmeht which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961 as amended
and supplemented are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of
this contract.

ARTICLE 13. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, RREXHXIXIGNETHXNTXIOCKRENRX Y who shall reduce his decision
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator.

- The decision of the Secre-
tary or his duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and
conclusive unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or caprici-
ous, or arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by
substantial evidence.

With reference to your letter of April 27, 1965, regarding the applicant's
letter of May 2U, 1965 under item 2 which mentioned when they will continue
the additional geophysical work, as of this date, where drill site A is
shown on Figure 2, the self-potential geophysical work is completed and
the area is favorably outlined by the high anomalous showing.

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INTRODUCTION

Mountain Copper Company of California, 100 Mococo Road, Martinez,
California applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government
assistance to explore the geologic target area south of the Mineral Hill
erosional window of the Roberts Mountain thrust fault, Eureka County,
Nevada. The applicant's original proposal consisted of a two-stage drill-
ing program. The first stage included the drilling of two 1,000-foot
holes to intersect the thrust fault and to test mineralization of the
lower plates (carbonates). Stage II consisted of 8 to 10 core drill holes
with an aggregate of 8,000 feet to evaluate the extent of the mineralized
zone. The proposed program was estimated to cost 5@3,671.00.

The revised proposed drilling piogram is undef one stage, with four
‘drill sites designated (Fig; 2) which have an aggregatgcgaxﬁmnm footage
of 8,890 feet, at an estimated cost of $108,330.00.

The application was referred to thé Field Division of Field Operation,
and an examination was made by Paul V. Fillo, Acting Field Officer, OME,
Region II, on March‘5é$;965 accompanied by C. W. McClung, President; V. P.
Bluege, Director of Exploration; and, R. L. Coppage, géoéggist'of Mountain
Coppe:;gompany of California. V

SUMMARY |

The Moco property is located about 1,500 feet south of Mineral Hill
mine in the southern part of the Sulphur Range where a segment of the
Roberts thrust fault is exposed.  The thrust trends south and east of
Mineral Hill and south of Cave Hill. The thrust segment contains the upper

plate of Ordivician Vinini chert over Devonian limestones. The Vinini chert





is black, finely crystalline, highly ‘fractured rock with shale and shale
limesfone»lenses.' The limestone of the district‘is blﬁe-grey to white,
and, ‘in places, massive calcite. The ore deposits of Mineral Hill cbﬁ-
sist of argentite, barite, calcite, quartz, silver chloride, gray copper,
galena, zinc blende, copper carbonates, lead cérbongte, and iron oxides.
The ore bodies are chambers or irrégulaﬁureplacement deposits cutting .
agigss the bedding of limestone.

The applicant proposes to egplore the Roberts Mountain thrust fault
by diamond drilling two diamond core drill holes from the hanging wall
side to determine the attitude of the thrust. Subsequent diamond drill-
ing will determine where furthér drilling will be made along the thrust.
An aggregate of 8,890 feet of diamond drilling has been proposed to test
the thrust fault from their favorable geochemical and se%ifpotential
geophysica%ﬁanomaliés along and adjacent to the fault, since it is located
near domicel windows where ore deposits are localized.'

RECOMMENDATIONS

The program of exploring the ore zone in thé R§berts Mountain fhrust
fault (carbonate rocks below the thrust) appears to be justified in delin-
eaiing the grade of ore enrichment and the size and depth of the ore body.

I reéommend that the Government enter into an OME contract with
Mountain Copper Company of California to provide T5 percent of the cost of
the diemond core drilling which consists of géggo feet.

The total cost is estimated to be sbout $77,195.00 of which the Govern-
ment's share at 75 percent would be $57,896.25. To facilitate administra-

tion of the contract, the work should be based on footage fixed-unit costs.

The program will be in two stages and Stage II work will depend on the
results of Stage I. They will consider the idea you mentioned in your
letter of March 5, 1965 of drilling a hole of about 500 feet from the
hanging wall side to provide a_control on the thrquzggult.

I had a short visit with Ralph Roberts in Menlo Park, prior to the meeting
in my office with the applicant, and Mr. Roberts agreed with you on the
geology of this particular area. A drill hole from the hanging wall side
should be No. 1 because the dip is irregular, and with reservations in
certain localities the thrust could dip to the west, and a control is
regggred.

The drill sites were determined through their high geochemical and self-
potential geophysical anomalies along the thrust fault. Possibly at a
later date the southern part of the property and to the east could stand

some geochemical work.

The Reberts Mountain thruat fault is not a plane surface, but is
irregular in strike and presumably is also irregular in dip. The
irregularitiea in strike diverge from & straight line as much

as 400 feet in 1,000 even in unfaulted segments. Because the two
drill holes in the proposed Stage I are nearly parallel with the
thiust, and are designed to intersact it at a depth of 1,000 feat
(see Exhibit J), the possibility of missing the target by 400 feet
should be censidered. For example, if the thrust steepens at a
shallow depth, the holes will penetrate the less-favorable Vinini
chert, in which case & new hole would have to be started. If,
‘en the other hand, the thrust flattens in depth, as seems likaly,
the holes will test only the carbenate rocks of the lower plate, .
and vould simulate the unsuccessful exploration done by Union
Carbide in 1962. To reduce this hazard, s shorter preliminary
hole might be designed to locate the position of the thrust at,
‘say, 500 feet down the dip, by drilling from the hanging-wall side
.nearly normal to the thrust surface. One hole should be adequate
to provide control for both of the 1,000~foot holes in Stage I.

It s noted that the cost of drilling ie computed at the bid price
for NX hole in unaltered limestene. No allowance 1s made for the
extra cost of drilling silicified limestone. However, any AX hole
would tend to compensate. You may wish to discuss the cost esti-
mate with the Applfcant. I . '
