Although the greéter part of the mine workings were inaccessiﬁle, a
large number of assay and geologic maps were available which gave much
valuable data and which required éonsidérable time and analysis and compil-
ation. As noted on individual sheets, most of the accompanying maps were
prepared from maps supplied by the owners. |

Snow prevented examination of the surface.

LOCATION

The mine lies at an elevation of 6,300 feet on the east side of the
Silver Peak Range, seven airline miles southwesterly from the town of Silver
Peak. Thirty claims trend northeasterly and occupy portions of Sections 33
and 34, T 2 S, R 38 E, and Sections 3 and L, T3 S, R 38 E.

A well-graded, graveled road, maintained by the State, connects the mine
with Silver Peak. An oiled highway runs northerly from Silver Peak and joins
U. S. Highway 95 at a point 7 miles east of Coaldale Junction.

‘ Mina, the southern terminus of fhe Southern Pacific Railroad, is the
nearest shipping point and lies 63 miles by highway from mine.

Water for mining and domestic purposes is piped to the mine fromusbrings
lying in the first canyon south.

A deed for an 89% interest in the property is repoftedly held by three
partners, L. Traynor, Je Je Clark‘énd Ee Murphy, all of Tonopahe The re-
maining 11% is retained by the previous owners and4opefators, headed by thq 
Braylorne Interests of Canada. Some stock has been sold by the principai
owners to raise funds for the rehabilitation of the mine,but the three part-
ners claim to hold a controlling interest.

HISTORY - PRODUCTION

According to reports, the Nivloc Mine was discovered by an Indian in
1907. The property was(subsequently acquired by a Mr. Colvin of Chicago
during whose ownership preliminary development was initiated. The stage of
systematic development and exploitation was not reached,‘however, until
interests headed by Bralorne, Ltd., of Canada, and operating under the name
Desert Silver, Inc., purchased the property in 1937. This company operated
a 250-ton cyanide mill until 1943 when the mine was closed and the plant
scrapped as a result of rising costs and wartime.restrictions.

University of Nevada Bulletin Vol. 37, Noe 4 credits the Desert Silver
operation with a gross yield of $2,072,8lh-for the period 1937-1940. The
‘pfoduction subsequent to 1940 is not known, but it can probably be safely
assumed that the total gross yield has been in excess of $3,000,000.
DEVELOPMENT |

Access to the mine is through a two-compartment, vertical shaft which
bottoms at the 600 elevation and connects with a main level at the 440-foot
elevation.

GENERAL - GEQLOGY

The mine is situated in an area of northerly striking, easterly dipping
Tertiary volcanic and sedimentary rocks. No detailed surface mapping was
undertaken, but rocks observed in the immediate vicinity include flows of
both rhyolitic and andesitic composition, rhyolite flow breccia, and light
colered tuffaceous sediments interbedded with volcanics. Red Mountain, which
appears to be a recent volcanic cone,‘lies three miles north of. the mine.

From a point approximately three miles northeast of the mine, Spurr
(Proféssioﬁal Paper No. 55, Plate I) maps a northwesterly trending area, ap-
~ proximately 10 miles by 4 miles in extent, consisting of Paleozoic strata -
irregularly and complexly intruded by late Jurassic granitic rocks, prin-
cipally alaskites. In approximately the cénter of this area are clustered the
mines and prospects of the Silver Peak District, which, to 1940, had a record
production of over $11,000,000 (excluding the Nivloc).

Though not exposed at the surface,‘sediments intruded by alaskite, similar
to those described by Spurr for the area to the north, are encountered at a
depth of approximately 300 feet below the Tertiary volcanics in the Nivloc
Mine. Essentially all of the production from the mine has come from these
older, intruded rocks lying below the volcanics.

Little could be ascertdined as to the general rock relationships in the
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accessible portions of the mine. The 600 level shaft-crosscut exposes alas-
kite containing numerous small, andAseveral‘large inclusions of altered
sediments (see 40-scale geologic plan). Short crosscuts from the mineralized
zone expose quartzite, sandstone, limestone and shale. Breccia fragments of
these rocks can frequently be observed within the mineralized zone.

The 100-scale geologic maﬁs of the 440 and 500 levels, compiled from
maps prepared by Desert Silver, Inc., indicates a north to northwest strike
and an easterly dip for the sediments. This is in accord with the general
attitude observed in the Silver Peak area by Spurr.

Whether the alaskite represents a massive intrusive body engulfing blocks
of sediments or whether it was intruded as a "swarm" of overlapping and inter-
fingering lenses, as at Silver Peak, is not clear. The extensive masses of
sediments indicated in the upper levels of the mine and the proximity of the
area to the thoroughly studied Silver Peak mines makes the latter possibility
more likelye.

Other than the alaskite, intrusive rocks were not noted with certainty
in the mine; the 4O-scale map of the 700 level notes dark intrusive rock at
several points, but this material may be altered sediments.

STRUCTURE

Ore occurs with a strong fissure zone which cuts both the Tertiary vol-
canica and the underlying sediment-alaskite complex. The zone has an average
N=50°-E strike and dips from 50 to 60 degrees northwesterly. It has been ex-
plored for 3,650 feet on strike, 1,100 feet in vertical depth, and 1,300 feeﬂ
on the dip.

According to existing maps and direct observatiohs in accessible workings,
the mineralized zone has a width of 50 to 80 feet in the central part of the

mine, which area haé been the.most extensively developed and most productive.
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On dip,this zone width is maintained from below the 600 level to at least the
AAAO level (and probably to the surfaée), and on stfike, for a distance of some
1200 to 1500 feet. Below the 700 level, and at each extremity of the 1200 to
1500-foot length, the zone narrows. Approximately 920 feet of wbrkings on the
900 level indicate an average width of about 30 feet at this elevation.

As indicated on the incomplete, 100-scale, generalized geologic maps, and
as suggested by the Shaft Section, this narrowing of the mineralized zone
conforms with the presence of predominately alaskite in both the footwall and
hanging walle Above the 700 level, the alaskite is largely confined to the
footwall of the zone, while below this level it occurs in both wallse. Northe-
east of the shaft on the 600 level, the zone narrows sharply on ‘strike where
alaskite is encountered in both walls. This relationship suggests that the
alaskite alone may not have been a favorable rock for the development of a
wide zone of shearing as was the apparent contact of the alaskite:and sediments,
or where both alaskite and sediments were abundant. This relationship does
not appear to be wholly substantiated, however, in the accessible areas of
lateral development in the narrower portions of tﬁe structure on the 600 and
700 levels where both sediments and alaskite are well represented.

In regard to the narrowing of the structure at depth, it may be signi-
ficant that the structure steepens below the 800 level.

MINERALIZATTION

Values are prigg}pally in si}yer accompanied by minor amounts of gold.
Fxcept for a few narrow, scattered lenses of galena, no metalic minerals were
observed. Dark, indistinct blotches occasionally observed in quartz may be a
silver sulphide. Some ceragggrite is repgfted from the upper workings.

The gangue minerals are typically low temperature and consists of quartz

and calcite accompanied by varying proportions of manganosiderite or
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manganecalcite.

The gange minerals occur either in massive intergrowths, or banded
parallel to the strike of the zone. Comb structure is not uncommon. Much
of the manganese bearing carbonate has been ieached, leaving septa of man-
ganese stained quartz. Where this carbonate has been abundant, rubbly, muckpile-
like, manganese stained quartz remains.

The minerals locally occur as breccia filling of broken sedimentscor
alaskite. Much of the massive quartz appears to have been developed by
silicification of alaskite.

The few lenses of galené noted are associated with bands of gray, glassy
quartz which appear to be later than most of the mineralization.

Where observed on twe short levels, mineralization wiEE}n the voleanics
consists la{gely of ca{g}te.

Some post-mineral movement has occurred within the zone.

DISTRIBUTTON QE EALHE§

Examination of quite complete and detailed assay maps indicates that
%g;g and s%izer values occur thrgEEEout the mineralized zone. Only where
the workings penetrate ﬁhe vague, weakly mineraligzed footwall or haﬁging wall
are values completely lacking.

Reasons for the local concentrations of better grade mineralization
within the zone and the exact physical character of the ore mined are not
known due to the inaccessibility of most of the workings and inability to
recognize specific ore minerals. Within the limits of observation, stopes
were noted as having been started within massive, unoxidized quartz-calcite
intergrowths; thinly banded quartz; massive quartz; and one stope was observed
within rubbly, loose manganese stained materiale.

In reviewing the assay data, it became apparent that values in certain
areas were sufficiently high to justify outlining wider and more extensive
zones than had previously been considered ore. The accompanying 100-scale
composite assay maps show detail of the drift and crosscut assay averages as
well as block averages of zones of possible ore. Referred to in conjunction

with the longitudinal section, these maps reveal that the zones outlined conform

with the areas of previous stoping.

If.reference is made to the longitudinal section, it will be noted that
in each instance where zones were calculated in excess of drift width on the
660 and 700 levels, these zones have'narrowed appreciably whefe developed on
the 800 and 900 levels.

EXTENSION OF KNOWN ORESHOOTS

Extension of known oreshoots would appear to be limited to shoots "C" and

STRUCTURE

MINERALIZATION

The assemblage of typically low temperature minerals suggests&that the

mineralization may not persist to any appreciable depth.  Un fortunately,

direct observations were too limited to arrive at any positive conclusions,
but analysis of availablé data indicates little if any change in values ahd
mineralization within the vertical range of the oreshoots as already explored.
Except for a somewhat higher silver content on the levels above the 600, due
vno doubt to secondary enrichment, the oreshoots maintain a somewhat variable,

but generally uniform silver content in depth. In contrast to the silver, the

gold content shows a slight but persiétent increase with depth.
WATFR TABLE ‘

The 1100-foot vertical penetration of the mine has reportedly failed to
reach the water table. Clayton Valley, 7 miles to the east, where water is
reported at shallow:depth, lies only 700 feet lower than the bottom of the
miné. This difference allows for less than one per cent gradient of the
water table, so no reasonable estimate can be made at what depth water will
be encountered. |

No doubﬁ a large part of the values above the water table are contained
in secondary minerals derived from leaching and redeposition within the zone.
The only enrichment by secondary processes indicated is in the upper portion
of the mine, suggesting.that migration of valueé within the limey environment
may have beenian unimportant factor except immediately under the volcanics,
and the effect of the»water table may be negligible on the grade of ore to be
expected below the water tablé.-‘In this respect it is interesting to note
that in the summary of his paper on "The Mining Districts of Nevada,™ He Go

Ferguson states that of possible new discoveries in the Tertiary lavas
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"those of silver or silver-gold oré of pre-Esmeralda age have a better chance
for persistence than those of the Pliocene gold-ore type," and "that workable
ore in veins in the Tertiary lavas generally persists below the zone of super-
gene enrichment."
SUMMARY

Low temperaturg silver-gold mineralization occurs along a strong shear
zone of Palcozoic Sediments intruded by alaskite and overlain by a blanket of
Tertiary volcanicse Four oreshoots have prduced a total of approximately
$3,000,000. The mine has an ore reserve of 680,857 tons at a mill grade of
ore.

Examination of accessible portions of the mine and analysis of existing
maps indicate that the widest, most intensely mineralized portion of the

structure has been adequately explored. The structure narrows in depth and .

on strike, but ore of attractive grade has been mined and still exists in some
S e
of these narrower portions.

The future of the mine is dependent upon the development of new ore-
shoots and the extension of known shoots. Too few geological data are at
hand to predict conditions at depth, but based on available information it does
not appear unlikely that conditions favorable for the occurrence of other.eXP
tensive oreshoots exist.l
RECOMMENDATTONS

As an analysis of available data is not conclusive in eliminating the
possibility of developing additional ore, particularly at depth, it is
recommended that additional geological information be secured; the following
procedure is suggested:

l. Option the property if necéssary, and if reasonable terms can be

arranged.

2. Open the inaccessible portions of the lower levels to permit detailed

mapping and check-sampling. This could probably be accomplished
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at a reasonable cost by contracting the work to the present owners.
3. Test the hanging wall and footwall of the mineralized zone on one
of the lower levels to ascertain what rock distribution might be ex-—
pected at depthe If favorable indications were obtained, then:
L4e Drill one or more holes to cut the structure at depth to test its
persistence and possible widening, and to obtain some idea as to the

mineralization. Drilling pu;?ly for sampling is not considered

feasible in this ground.
5. Advance those headings now in ore and sink on the mineralization.
Undertaking any one of the above reconmendations would be contingent upon
the results of those preceding, and work could be stopped at any stage with a

minimum of coste

Justification for Denial of Application

The original application, submitted on December 13, 1965, proposed
to drive an inclined shaft te -intersect a mineralized vein at depth
and then drift 200 feet easterly and westerly on the vein, The
application was withdrawn on November 18, 1966, because litigation
delayed the Applicant from obtaining property rights, namely, on
the Big Horn No. 3 claim, which. OME deemed essential and a
prerequisite to a possible contract.

In a letter dated July 10, 1969, the Applicant requested reinstate-
ment of the original application and submitted a revised exploration
proposal consisting of driving a winze 600 feet in a westerly
direction along a vein intersected at depth in an inclined shaft
driven by the Applicant. The same property situation as existed

in the initial application is still present. To protect the
Government's interests, it would still be essential and a pre-
requisite to a possible OME contract to obtain property rights

on the Big Horn No. 3 claim. Because of the inherent possibilities
of legal complications which might occur over extralateral rights,
the Government would not be justified in participating in the
proposed exploration without insisting that the Applicant first
obtain rights to the Big Horn No. 3 claim.

Under the circumstances, therefore, OME would have to deny the
revised application for financial assistance.
