The property is in the Cherryreek Mining District, 20 miles south of 
Valmy, Nevada. The property consists of 7unpatented claims, Land Rover 
No. 1-7, in Secs. 5 and 6, T. 31 N.,R. 11l E., M.D.M., Pershing County, 
Nevada. 


The applicant proposes to build 5,000 feet of access road, repair 2 miles 
of existing road, drive 250 feet of crosscut adit and about 100 feet of 
drifts, raises, or winzes, and bulldoze several trenches, to explore two 
mineralized showings.	 . 


Production ?rom the property, by the applicant, consists of 92.1-6 pounds of 
sorted ore that contained 10.8 1-i- ounces of silver and 1.17.6 percent lead. 
From this it appears that the p.roperty is primarily a Iad prospect with a 
little silver.	 n	 x 


The application does not contain copies Of bids by contractors to support 
the estimated bulldozing costs. 


If a field examination is warranted, it could be made on my next interim 
examination, of the nearby Betty O'Neal contract, No. 2208, planned for 
sometime in late January.

With . reference to our recent correspondence concerning the subject application 
for OME assistance, I have made a trip to the prospect with the Tn-Metals princi-
pals, and have talked briefly with Mr. Stager over the telephone. 


Because of the relatively small size of the proposed program, and because of 
the time of year, Tn-Metals has decided to go ahead with the project on their own. 
A crosscut adit of about 240 feet has been laid out to cut all known mineralization 
at sufficient depth (+90 ft. under highest croppings) to check downward behavior of 
mineralization,, and t cut the Favret limestone bedding at as high an angle as pos-
sible to'see if any of it might show tendencies toward bedding replacement. 


With regard to the various points brought up in your letters, Tn-Metals is 
hopeful that a secondary silver deposit of importance might be found at shallow 
depth. The texture and structure of the gossans indicates that zinc ( and probably 
a small bit of copper) has been leached clean Of the outcrops, leaving coarse 
limonitic boxworks of the type characteristic ofgalena and sphalenite (particularly 


well described by: 


Boswell, P. F., and Blanchard, Roland, 1927, Oxidation products 
derived from sphalerite and galena, Econ. Geol., v. 22, p. 419-453. 


The galena at shallow depth is the fine-grained type that seems to survive even 
intense oxidation, and I simply have no idea to what depths oxidation of the other 
sulfides - even chalcopyrite - might extend. 


Silver is not "hanging up" in the outcrops as secondary chloride, and we think 
there is a fair chance of finding an enriched deposit atshallow depth. The 
gossan, as well as the wall rock. itself, shows much open breccia, evidence of either 
sliding, slumping, etc. Perhaps this is due to hillside creep or mass wasting into 
the stream to the north, but there is a possibility that it represents oxidation 
collapse, and this might be due to the presence of bedded replacement ores. 


None of this can be supported by assay certificates. We likewise are unable 
to comment on the behavior of the Favret limestone in the surrounding area, for 
China Mountain is one of the very few places in central Nevada where any rocks 
as young as Triassic are still preserved from erosion, and the Triassic section 
is not usually calcareous. Even if there were nearby mines scattered through the

area in Favret, I would be reluctant to make direct comparisons. Many contradic-
tions are met with in such attempts, as for example in the Shoshone Range across 
the valley. 


In view of the difficulty in proving the above relationships as indicative 
of a silver prospect, because of the small size and simple concept of the work, 
and with regard to the season of the year, Tn-Metals Company would like to have 
their application held in abeyance until they can do enough work underground to 
determine the behavior of the mineralization at shallow depth. If, as is quite 
probable, the mineralization simply goes from oxide to sulfide, with no important 
change in silver:lead ratios, they can perhaps recoup their investment by con-
tract mining of the lead ores. If further exploration possibilities aredéveloped, 
they would wish to amend the application for exploration assistance. 


If it is possible for you to do so, it is requested that the application be 
held in abeyance through the spring until preliminary exploration results are 


obtai ned.
