Enclosed is an application for financial assistance submitted to 
this office by Mr. H. A. Savage, 915 Helm Building, Fresno, Calif. 


The application is incomplete. It does not contain a map of the 
property or geology, an exploration program outline, cost data, or 
copies of requests for bank loans. I have talked to Mr. Savage 
twice by telephone and written him a letter requesting him to supply 
the information required on the application form, but to little 
avail. I do not feel I should hold the application in the Field 
Office any longer in the hope of obtaining additional information. 
Perhaps a letter from you, requesting the necessary data, would be 
more effective. 


The property is in Marble Canyon on the east_side of the jhite 
Mountains, 9 miles north of Dyer, Nevada. A field examination, if 
warranted, will not be possible for three or four months because 
of deep snow in the mine area.

Dear Sir: 


I now enclose to you the application for Evergreen Mine 
which supplements the application heretofore made and 
ties in that application signed by the four owners. 
In reading the very interesting book "Exploration 
Assistance" I am sure that you will appreciate that it 
is not possible to state just what and how this money 
should be spent if the $150,000.00 exploration applica-
tion should be granted.	 I believe it would be of

interest to you, since I am.in charge of this exploration 
work, to have a general summary, although somewhat in-
definite, of what will be needed. But what will be 
needed specifically should be specified in the final 
agreement covering the OME loan. 


We have already rebuilt the road so that we can go to 
the very high-grade, rich vein. Obviously, we will need 
a big D-8 bulldozer, probably with ripper attachment. 
We will also need a compressor capable of drilling core 
drill holes and a diesel generating plant of sufficient 
capacity to run all of the machinery which will probably 
be needed; probably a dump truck, camping equipment 
(although there is a house that we can repair on the 
property), also a core drill which will either have to 
be bought or rented. In view of the contemplated great 
depth to which this ore body should go, it would seem 
cheaper and better to buy an underground core drill 
which will be operated by a compressor. We will also 
need air drilling equipment, air drills, etc. 


These are only some of the things I feel sure we will 
need and yet we will be guided by the judgment of your-
self and the United States Government as to what should

be purchased and what should not and what should be 
rented. 


We will not, of course, do any mining for commercial 
purposes with any of this money, but use it purely for 
exploration work; and while our main effort will be 
directed, at least in the beginning, to the high-grade 
ore shown on our application, we should not forget that 
there are eight other mining claims that seem to be in 
the same big fault line where the hydrothermal enrichment 
may be worth exploration as our exploration progresses. 


It is my opinion that any silver mine that has access 
and water supply, that averages 30 ounces per ton of silver, 
should make a paying mine; but on the 12 to 14-foot streak 
described fully in our application the average content 
was over 100 ounces per ton and up to 198 ounces per ton 


We have already spent a lot of noney. on the road to get 
access to this mine and there is enough water there to 
supply our exploration activities. The elevation is 
about 8700 feet. With an ordinary four-wheel drive truck 
or jeep you can drive within a mile of this high-grade 
deposit. 


If there is any other information that I can give you, 
please call on me. 


Again I want to wish you and yours and the entire staff 
of OME a Happy IsTew Year and I hope we will have a happy 
association, together to make the Evergreen Mine one of 
the paying silver mines of the West by the proper expendi-
ture of the exploration funds applied for herein.

There has heretofore been forwarded to your 
San Francisco Office under date of December 
6, 1965, two complete duplicates of a formal 
application signed by the four applicants 
and verified by H. A. Savage, which contained 
all of the data as to the area upon which 
exploration is desired; and I request that 
these two original documents signed by all 
four owners be attached to the document 
already filed as the application for an 
exploration OME loan Of $150,000.00. This 
application gives the ownership of all the 
mines, millsites, tunnels, etc., the 
legal description of all of the nine 
Evergreen mining claims, thebook and page 
of recordatiori, all on the public domain, 
and the extent of previous limited explor-
ation and with the three assays showing 
that the main silver deposit ran some 80 
ounces per ton to 117 ounces per ton and 
the assay made by Lee Stoiser, who is the 
head geologist of the American Exploration 
Mining Co., with head offices in the Russ 
Building, San Francisco. His assay shows 
198 ounces of silver per ton. 


This application was forwarded to Paul 
Fillo and he has either sent it to 
Washington or turned it over to Mr. H. K. 
Stager, Field Officer of OME, Region No. 2, 
who suggested and required that we make out 
our application under MME Form 40, Jan. 65. 
This application is made by the four 
individual owners of the Evergreen Silver 
Mine, whose names are as follows: 
H. A. Savage, 915 Helm Building, Fresno, 
California, General Manager of Exploration 
and 1/4 owner; Beverly H. Jones, 4649 
North Wilson Avenue, Fresno, California, 
1/4 owner; Harry L. Parker, 511 Anita 
Drive, Téhachapi, California, 1/4 owner; 
Beatrice Parker, 511 Anita Drive, 
Tehachapi, California, 1/4 owner. 
Evergreen Mine is free and clear of any 
claims of any parties.







There is enclosed herewith a request to 
the Bank of America and the Security First 
National Bank asking them to advance the 
money necessary to engage in exploration 
on the Evergreen Mine and both of these 
banks have refused. Their letters of 
refusal are attached hereto and made a part 
hereof. 


We estimate that it will take over $200,000 
to open up this great silver mine and we 
would not undertake to do it at our own 
expense. We do have, however, enough money 
to start the work and continue it until 
payments from ONE begin to arrive. 


We are familiar with ONE loans and what is 
necessary to comply with them. We can pay 
the current bills and report on the monthly 
work completed and the costs, and that five 
per cent royalty will be deducted from any 
production until the Government's partici-
pation has been repaid with interest. We 
have carefully read and know the contents 
of your "Exploration Assistance Program."

Yours of August11, 1966, received. I wouldhave answered it 
immediately,but for the fact that my only daughter was hit and 
nearly killed by a 16-year-old kid while she was walking between 
two white lines, knocking her 130 feet. It broke both sides of 
her pelvis and her left leg was completely shattered. For seven 
days she has been in the critical ward. She is a graduate of 
Stanford and is a great tennis player. Of course, I flew over and 
did everything I could to help. She seems to be out of danger now. 
I am not asking for sympathy, but am only explaining one reason why 
I have not answered your letter. 


The real reason why I had not written to you is this: When I filed 
the application with you for $150,000.00 as a OME loan, we had dug 
with a big D-8 bulldozer with power rippers down about 20 feet 
below its surface level and found this high-grade silver ore which 


• I wrote to you about. I gave instructions to dig deeper and much 
to our disappointment and surprise, we ran into a shaft. we dug 
it to the bottom about 30 feet and there was no more ore, proving 


• to me and our two other geologists that this was a sheer break from 
the main silvee ore body. Of course, I did not want to pretend we 
had a big mine under these conditions. I had two world-famous 
geologists and a local geologist run all of the fancy mercury halo 
tests and we determined that the major vein may go down to 5,000 feet 
because of the nature of it, all as setout in my previous letters 
to you and to the OME office at Wshingtôn.

they finally got both bulldozers out and said they wouldn't come 
back any more. We didn't care because neither of their operators 
was any good this time. I then got a grand new Caterpillar D-7 with 
power rippers and put it to work at the location we arrived at where 
we hoped to find the major deposit. 


I just returned from the mine Saturday and we have encountered what 
we believe to be the major. deposit. There is a little granite horse 
that comes to a point and on each side is this high-grade ore and 
we are continuing to dig with this bulldozer all .of this week. we 
have competent men on the job every day at so much per hour. The 
operator is excellent. He is an old mining man and so is the man 
who is representing me on that job and they both agreed that they 
had dumped at least $5,000.00 of high-grade ore over the bluff be-
cause it could not be segregated. We have segregated a ton and we have 
sentsatnles to Eisenhower for assay.. Of course, I shouldn't be so 
frivolous, but our man, a Mr. Parker, with a long experience in 
mining, bet me $10.00 that this high-grade ore was better than any-
thing before and it would go 300 ounces per ton. I shouldn't put 
this in a letter, but it just shows what his confidence was. I 
also had with me the finest miner I have ever used or known - an 
underground miner, core driller, etc. He is my top man underground 
at my mercury mine at Tehachapi. I am sending you a sample of this 
ore from the vein. I think the two veins on each side of the granite. 
wedge, which we are now below, will run together. At that point I 
will ask you to come and take a look. It requires a four-wheel-drive 
with high centers to go up the road. 


Incidentally, I have spent over $20,000.00 doing this work, which 
includes work on the road. All this is on the No. 1 Evergreen Claim, 
but there are nine Evergreen Claims going very steep up the mountain. 


You will probably hear from me later.
