This is a revision of the October 12, 1965 report by addition of shaft 
operational pan. (Project No. 2.) 


SUMMARY The Wabash Mine is still a prospect in its early stages of 
development with not enough ore to support the substantial 


output to achieve status of a mine warranting a mill. 


The present ore reserves consist chiefly of depth expectancies 
and their value hinges on probabtlity that they will materialize. The 
problem to be solved is where is the ore in quantity and continuity to 
assure sufficient ore to make the property a paying operation? This 
problem is essentially geologic and will require preliminary exploration 
to justify an application for Government Office of Mineral Exploration 
loan to help toward full exploration. 


Frankly, to protect mys' If, I will say that I usually require 
more ore showings tha Wabash has in sight before I will advise a cam-
paign of development. The aver;e engineer would not see much chance 
to make a good mine and I cannut assume responsibility for the outcome. 
In other words, I can predict, but cannot guarantee ore. 


On the other hand, Wabash has a vein of the kind that may in-
crease in silver-lead-zinc content with depth where it should enter into 
a more ore-favorable zone than presently shown at surface and in the 
shallow Bloyd Tunnel. It is a shear zone in which silver- lead- zinc solu-
tions ascended under pressure from great depths. As the solutions 
arose they expanded their energies in discontinuous vein branches of the 
presently opened upper zone and action of the depositing agencies may 
have nearly died out but deeper they may have, andprobably did, act 
much stronger and produced more extensive and continuous ore. In this 
lies the future of the property. 


RECOMMENDATIONS It is recommended that Wabash Company envisage 
about $35, 000 to conduct shaft and drift operations 


to 100-feet below surface as an exploratory stage to qualify for a United 
States Office of Mineral Exploration loan to explore the downward exten-
sion of Wabash vein well into the expected important ore bodies above 
200-feet deeper. Success of this work would warrant establishment of

ACCESS The Wabash group is 13-miles over unpaved county road from 
Oreana which, in turn, is 13-miles over paved Highway 40 


The 
r.arket for silver-lead- and zinc concentrates that may be produced 
would be either U. S. Smelting & Refining Co., or American Smelter

HISTORICAL Whilst Wabash is the oldest claim and only silver-lead-
zinc. producer of this section its productive history is 


vague, lacking records, and based mostly upon recollection of parties 
who worked in the shallow shaft workings. Harry Stokely, of Elko, 
Nevada informed me that in 1935-36 he helped selectively mine "a num-
ber of carloads of ore, some of which assayed over $100 per ton".

failed to provide significant results. This is probably due to (1) the 
fact that the method had to be confined in undisturbed surface making It 


impossible to test within reasonable proximity of the possible ore •z-


tensions and (2) that the tests were conducted in a locality later found 


to be In "tactite" area which apparently resists fissuring. 


The above limitations plus the fact that shovel mining had 


smeared and obscured the mineral occurrences along the vein outcrop 
make it necessary to project our geologic findings from the very limited 


area opened by Bloyd Tunnel plus disclosures by bulldozer work south
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and west of the workings. These indicate that the Wabash fault shifted 
Its west side downward bringing the upper "tactite" into position opposite 
the older rhyolite as shown on Maps A-B-C and illustrated by accompany-
ing sketchPlate I. 


Rhyolite has proven best "ore host" of the Rochester district 
being most able to maintain fissuring and receptivity of ore d.pseitton.

The conditions noted and conclusions drawn suggest that the upper 
reaches of Wabash vein have branched out into a series of disconsectod 
are patches within the wide fault-shear zone and that In depth where the 
fault is enclosed on both sides by rhyollte the vein should con.ol*date 
and provide more continuous and better ore bodies.

ORE The surface has been so smeared by shovel mining as to obscure

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two methods: (1) Project No. 1 by core drilling or (2) Project No. 2 
by sinking a vertical shaft with crosscuts to the vein and drifts th.r.on. 


Project No.1 would require company work preparatory to 
application for an OME loan. It would comprise 


rebabilitatirg Bloyd Tunnel and driving drift north and south along the 
"feeder" fault that apparently centers the best ore. This structure should 
be followed northerly to where it junctures the vein-shear's £ootwaU and 
thence along the latter to determine ore continuity and values. This 
work would be preliminary to preparation for drilling and would be pro-
jected to provide more extensive showings to aid the OME application. 
The drill program would entail extending Bloyd Tunnel westerly to, 
and through, the vein-shear hangingwall into overlying rock where a 
drill station would be constructed. Thereafter at least four holes would 
be drilled easterly down into and through the vein-shear. The objec-
tions to this program are: (1) that the drill holes intersect a minute 
section of the objective and cannot be expanded (2) that the hole (or 
holes) have equal chance of cutting into barren zone characteristically 
occurring between ore lenses in veins of Wabash type. This would lead 
to undue discouragement whereby if a high grade lense should be cut 
its showings would lead to undue optimism. (3) The loose character 
of the upper reaches of the vein-shear could provide drilling difficulties 
that could further be aggravated by encountering hard rock fragments 
within the structure. These conditions could run drilling costs up to 
$15 or more per foot. Their presence makes it doubtful that a contract 
could be let to do the drilling. (4) The drilling program would be res-
tricted entirely to information and éould be of no later economic value 
to the mine. 


It is estimated that the cost of Project No. 1 would be in order 
of $25, 000 which could be exceeded if difficulties accumulate in drilling. 


Project No. 2 would entail sinking i2-feet of vertical shaft 
in the vein-shear footwall. At the l-foot level 


a crosscut would be extended 90- 100-feet westerly through the vein - 
shear. This would be followed by drifts north and south along whatever 
ore structure Is exposed thereby proving up ore localization and extend 
through such intervening barren zones that might be encountered. Thus 
this method would provide investigation along the vein structure 
which cannot be accomplished in the drill program. In view of the fact 
that the mine will require shafting operations in any event this method 
is doubly attractive by gaining much more information and also by pro-
viding a nucleous for later mine development to put the property Into, 
production. It is estimated that Project No. 2 will cost in order of 
$35, 000 of which it is possible that shipping ore might be gotten to help 
defray the cost.

Justification for Denial of Application 


The application was incomplete, ,.inaccurate, unclear, and the 
estimated costs weteunrealistici In addition, an accompanying 
report by the Applicant's consultant was not encouraging although 
shaft sinking was recommended.,Accordingly, we requested 
clarification of the proposed work and evidence of financial 
eligibility and rights in the land 


In reply the Applicant furnished two conditional sales contracts 
and one letter from a bank refusing to lend $100 ), 000.00 on a 
$43,285 40 project An additional bank letter was promised, 
but neither the location-of-the proposed shaft'nor,the Appli-
cant's reason for expecting to find ore was clarified 	 Thus, 
it was evident that the geologic probability o a significant 
discovery could not be determined from information supplied by 
Applicant A field examination was requested without waiting 
for the second bank letter in order to reduce delay in our 
service to the Applicant 


As a result of his examination, the Field Officer concluded that 
although the productive workings are caved and inaccessible, the 
ore bodies that were mined were small ore shoots consisting of 
argentiferous galena and sphalerite in the fine grained 
interstitial material of a Tertiary conglomerate along and 
near a steep fault contact with Permian rhyolite The ore 
shoots probably did not; exceed 30 'or 40 feet ' in "ièngt,h or more  
than 5 feet in width The mineralized zone containing the ore 
shoots is about 100 feet wide, 100 feet long, and has been 
mined to . a depth of 50 feet Production records for the Wabash 
mine are not available, but a little ore is known to have been 
shipped in 1935-36 	 The grade of the ore is not known, but 
samples assaying as much as 264 ounces of silver per ton, 14 percent

lead, and 12 percent zinc evidently represent only the fine 
grained interstitial material and do not include the larger 
fragments and boulders that comprise the major part of the 


conglomerate.  


There are no measured or indicated ore reserves on the property 
but several hundred tons averaging 20 ounces of silver per ton 
and about 10 percent combined lead and zinc may be inferred in 
the block of ground to be explored. There are no exposures of 
mineralized material elsewhere in the claim area and none are 


inferred. 


From the available evidence it is manifest that the mineralized 
area is too small to indicate a reasonable probability of a 
significant discovery of silver-lead-zinc ore. I concur, 
therefore, in the recommendation of the Field Officer to deny 
the application, but because the critical areas are inacessible 
for examination I recommend denial without prejudice.

INTRODUCTION 


The Wabash Mines Corporation, P. 0. Box 634, Reno, Nevada, applied 


to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government .assistance in a 


$43,285.40 program, Docket OME-6563, to explore for silver at the Wabash 


Mine, Pershing County, Nevada. The applicant inferred the presence of 


silver-bearing ore shoots along a fault contact between conglomerate 


and volcanic rocks on the property and wished to explore for these by 


sinking a shaft and crosscutting. 


A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals 


Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on August 30, 1966, 


accompanied by Mr. James L. Green, president of Wabash Mines Corporation. 


The surface area of the mine, and the sparse underground exposures, were 


examined, and the applicant's maps, projections, and assays were studied. 


Most of the old underground workings are caved and inaccessible. The new 


shaft is completely timbered, except for the bottom 10 feet that is in 


barren volcanic rock.


SUMMARY 


The Wabash Mine contains a weakly mineralized zone in conglomerate 


along a fault contact with rhyolite. Exposures are sparse and most of 


the shallow mine workings are caved and inaccessible. The results of the 


field examination indicate that the ore shoots are small and consist 


largely of weakly mineralized interstitial material in a coarse conglomerate. 
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I..	 . 
The applicant originally proposed to explore the mineralized zone by 


deepening an existing vertical shaft about 200 feet and crosscutting about 


60 feet, at anestimated cost of about $43,000. This proposal was later 


emended to 86 feet of shaft and 80 feet of crosscutting at an estimated 


cost of about $21,000. This would explore the deposit at a depth of 


about 50 feet below-the existing workings. The small size of the ore 


shoots and the low overall silver content of the deposit do not justify 


Government participation in an exploration project for silver at the 


Wabash Mine. There is no geologic evidence to indicate the presence of 


significant silver ore bodies on the property. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application for Government assistance in 


an exploration project at the Wabash Mine be denied on the basis that the 


geologic probability of discovering silver-bearing ore bodies of minable 


grade and size is too remote to justify the expenditure of Government funds. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND . LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Wabash Mine is in Sec. 35, T. 29 N., R. 34 E., NDBM, Rochester 


Mining District, on the east side of Spring Valley at an altitude of 


about 5,200 feet, Pershing County, Nevada (Fig. 1). 


To reach the property, that is about 25 miles northeast of Lovelock, 


the nearest supply center, go north on Interstate Highway 80 to Oreana, a 


distance of about 13 miles, turn east on the Unionville graded dirt road 


about 13 miles to the mine in Spring Valley. The road passes through the 


claims and is passable to ordinary passenger vehicles. The drive from 


Lovelock usually requires about half an hour. Road maintenance is 


provided by the county.

Labor, mining equipment, materials, supplies, mine timber, telephone, 


and mail service are available in Lovelock. Railroad service is available 


at Oreana. There is abundant water available from wells and springs on 


the property. Electric power is available from the Sierra Pacific Power 


Company (440-volt line to the property). Assay service is available in 


Reno, Nevada (120 miles) at $3-$4 per sample for gold and silver. The 


local wage scale for miners is about $4 per hour. 


PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Silver was discovered in the Rochester District about 1868 but active 


mining did not start until 1912. In the period 1912-1923 the district 


yielded about 7 million ounces of silver and 60,000 ounces of gold. The 


Wabash Mine, on the northeast edge of the district, was worked in 1935-36 


but the production records are not available. Total production from the 


mine could not have been large as the workings are not extensive and the 


stoped area is small. An attempt was made to mine the deposit by open-pit 


methods, but this was unsuccessful because of the low overall grade of 


the deposit and the small size of the ore shoots. 


Ownership 


The property consists of 10 unpatented mining claims recorded at 


Lovelock, Nevada, as follows:

The Wabash, Valley View, and Buffalo Claims were purchased on 


August 20, 1965, from J. W. Reeves, Jr., and Lorraine Reeves. The 


Illinois Claim was purchased on March 8, 1966, from W. Erie Simpson and 


Mary J. Simpson. 


Financial Eligibility 


The applicant furnished evidence that it was unsuccessful in 


securing loans for the project from two banks. The applicant proposed 


to furnish its share of exploration costs by furnishing timber, electricity, 


depreciating value of its mine machinery, and. funds supplied by the 


stockholders. The officers of the corporation are not experienced miners 


and a large amount of money has been spent on surface plant and equipment 


that was not justified by the past history and probable potential of the 


deposit. 


Development 


The property is developed by a short crosscut adit (partly caved and 


inaccessible), an inclined shaft (inaccessible), a new vertical shaft 


that is 40 feet in depth, and several shallow bulldozer trenches. There 


are remains of a small mill, with odd pieces of milling equipment, that 


has never operated. 


The new vertical shaft measures 8'x16' in cross-section, is timbered 


to 26 feet and is equipped with a new head frame and hoist house, electric 


hoist, electric lighting, ventilation equipment, compressor , i-ton and 1-ton 


buckets, 2 sinker drills, power , saws, dump truck and front-end loader. 


There is also a 12'xl2' forge room with welding equipment, grinder, forge, 


and small tools; a 12'xl2' tool shed; a 15'xl5' change and shower room; 


and a powder magazine. All are in operating condition.

GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Wabash Mine is on a small hill at the west end of Spring Valley 


surrounded by valley fill and alluvium. There are few outcrops, but from 


sparse exposures in bulldozer trenches, shallow shafts, and short adits 


it appears that most of the claim area is underlain by the Rochester 


Rhyolite of Permian age and a coarse conglomerate of probable Tertiary 


age. The conglomerate overlies the rhyolite and is in fault contact 


with it in the mine workings. This fault strikes north and dips about 


730 
W. The conglomerate is mineralized along the fault in the mine area 


and locally has yielded small shoots of silver-lead-zinc ore. 


Ore Deposits 


The ore shoots that have been mined consisted of small concentrations 


of silver, lead, and zinc minerals that occur in the finer grained 


interstitial material of the conglomerate along or near the fault contact 


with rhyolite. The workings from which the ore shoots were mined are 


not now accessible and the size and grade of the ore shoots is not known, 


but they probably did not exceed 30 or 40 feet in , length or more than 5 


feet in width.

It has been 


mined to a depth of about 50 feet by an inclined shaft and an adit. The 


principal ore minerals exposed in the adit are argentiferous galena and 


sphalerite.

Sampling 


The inclined shaft from which most of the ore has been mined is 


caved and inaccessible, as is most of the short "Bloyd" adit. Areas of 


higher grade material indicated in the report accompanying the appli-


cation are not now accessible for sampling but the report shows them to 


be small and spotty. It is evident, from the lower grade material that 


is exposed, that the previously sampled material for which assays are 


given in the application consisted largely of the finer grained inter-i 


stitial material in the conglomerate and did not include the larger 


fragments and rounded cobbles (as much as 2 feet in diameter) that 


comprise the major part of the conglomerate. 


Ore Reserves 


There are no reserves of minable ore exposed on the property. 


Reserves consisting of several hundred tons of ore that probably contain 


about 20 ounces of silver per ton and about 10 percent combined lead and 


zinc are inferred in the block of ground between the bottom of the proposed 


shaft and the "Bloyd" adit level.. There are no exposures of mineralized 


material elsewhere in the claim area and none are inferred.
